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State Pecan Crop

Largest in Years

DALLAS, Tex., (UP—Texas pecans
which helped fill the nation’s
Christmas stockings, were the most
plentiful in history—and almost the
lowest in price.

Because most pecan  trees grow
wild in this state, no exact figure
is available on the number of trees.
Experts estimate there are from 80,-
000,000 to 100,000,000 (m). Federal
crop authorities estimated 44,000,000
pounds were produced from those
trees in 1935.

Choicest pecans are those culti-
vated in private orchards, with the
quality improved through grafting.
Pecans from such -“improved” trees,
total less than 5 per.cent of the
state’s output. Drought and other
had growing conditions in 1934 cut
the state’s yields to 13,000,000 pounds
of which 390,000 pounds were from
“Improved” trees.

This year’s bumper crop, exceed-
ing by nearly 2,000,000 pounds the
previous record vield of 1926,
brought farmers less than five cents
a pound. So low was the price that
pecan farmers, depending. on their
crop for Christmas money, asked
federal loans to allow them to hold
crops until prices went up. Farmers
generally received three to four
cents per pound for pecans.

Texas’ pecan tree has one distinc-
tion no other Texas tree can offer—
it is the state tree. The 39th Texas
Legislature in 1919, adopted the pe-
can as state tree. Many prominent
Texans have made pecan-growing
and improvement a hobby. Gov.
James S. Hogg ordered a pecan tree
planted on his grave. Other pecan
seediings were planted on the capitol
lawn.

New Deal Vetoed By
29 States, Endorsed
By 12 In Digest Poll

The popularity of the New Deal
evidences a further recession in the
latest returns of The Literary Di-
gest’s nation-wide poll as nearly
1,000,000 ballots from forty-one
States are tabulated in the current
issue of the magazine.

The total of 987,158 votes report-
ed shows a division of 409,527 votes
marked “yes” and 577,631 voted
“no” in answer to the question:
“Do you now approve the acts and
policies of the Roosebelt ‘New Deal’
to date?”

The percentage of the total-bal-~
loting against, the New Deal is now
58,61 which compares with last
week’s percentage of 57.69 and also
with a vote of 61.15 per cent for the
New Deal in a poll conducted by
The Literary Digest on the same
subject to practically the same vot-
ers in the spring of 1934.

The magazine points out that in
using the poll returns as an indi-
cator of popular favor a variation
of 1 per cent either way indicates
the probable shifting of approxi-
mately 400,000 voters of the ap-
proximately 40,000,000 who normaily
vote in a national zlection.®

The twelve States of the midwest
farm belt continue to vote heavily,
more than 3 to 2, against the New
Deal while 2leven of the thirteen
southern and border States register
as strong support for the New Deal.
Also in the south, Florida shows a
majority of 50.65 per cent and Okla-
homa 52.11 per cent against the Ad-
ministration’s policies.

Twenty-nine " of the forty-one
States from which ballots have been
tallied so far represent a total of
286 Electoral College votes, or 20
votes over a majority. The twelve
States showing support of the New
Deal have a combined electoral vote
of 132, while the seven eastern States
from which returns are not yet re-
ported contribute the balance of 113
votes.

New England shows the strongest
op})os'mon to the: Administration’s
policies in the poll so far. While
no votes are tallied yet from Maine
or Vermont and the magazine re-
ports that the balloting in the four
other New England States of New
Hampshire, Massachusetts, Rhode
Island and Connecticut is still in-
complete, the section shows more
than a 3 to 1 opposition to the New
Deal.

Initial returns are reported this
week from Arvizona, Idaho, Mon-
tana, New Mexico, Rhode Island,
Utah, and Wyoming. All of these
States show substantial majorities
against the New Deal with the ex-
ception of Utah where 53.84 per
cent of the ballots are indicated in
support of Roosevelt’s policies.

Arizona which voted more than 2
to 1 for Roosevelt in 1932 is shown
with a 57.99 Poll percentage against
the New Deal policies.

Idaho which voted nearly 3 to 2
Democratic in the last national zlec-
tion now reverses itself by more
than a like ratio in opposition to
the Administration’s policies.

Rhode Island gave the President
a comfortable majority of over 55
per cent in 1932 and now evidences
a 3 to 1 protest against his policies
in the magazine poll,

Nearly three-fifths of Montana’s
first 4,333 ballots tallied and over
three-fifths of Wyoming’s initial
2,153 votes are reported marked
against the New Deal, 5

Of the thirty-four States for
which returns were published in
last ‘week’s returns in the poll,
twenty-six show a fractional in-
crease in support of the New Deal
and the other eight States indicate
a larger negative vote.

As an indicator of increased coun-
try-wide interest on the subject of
the New Deal as a nationdl policy
the magazine points out that seven
States, mostly in the farm belt,
have already returned more voted
ballots than they did in the 1934
Literary Digest New Deal poll.

All of the States reported in the
poll to date with the exception of
Connecticut and New Hampshire
voted for Roosevelt in 1932.

The twenty-nine States which are
voting against the New Deal in the
latest tally are said to vepresent
over 52 per cent of the total popu-
lation of the country and to have
given the President nearly 63 per
cent of the total vote which he re-
ceived when he was elected.

7 PER CENT IN 1935, STUDY INDICATES

Taxes levied upon the petroleum
industry, its products,
mers: during 1935 will _amoynt . to
more than $1,125,000,000, prelimi-
nary-estimates made by the Ameri-
can Petroleum Industries Commit-
tee indicate. The total is about
$79,000,000 more than the $1,046,-
149,675 levied upon the industry and
its customers last year.

The bulk of the taxes are in state
and local levies, about $3.50 being
paid to these governmental units

i for $1 paid to the federal treasury.

Cotton Adjustment
Under New Contract

COLLEGE STATION.—1In an-
nouncing the new four-year cotton
adjustment “contract and the pro-
gram for 1936, the Agricultural Ad-
justment Administration has set up
a plan intended to continue the
work of adjusting the supply of
American cotton fo the world de-
mand; A, L. Smith, chairman of the
State Cotton Allotment Board, said
recently.

“This, of course, involves adjust-
ment of Texas acreage planted o
cotton,” Smith said. “The national
base acreage quota has been fixed
at 44,500,000 acres for 1936.”

Estimates of the acreage and pro-
duction resulting from the adjust-
ment required and permitted vary,
but the estimates of acreage to be
planted in 1936 is around 31,800,000
acres, a reduction of 12,700,000 acres
from the base. With average yields,
this would result in production
slightly in excess of 11,300,000 bales
next year, according to figures from
the AAA.

The minimum adjustment requir-
ed for 1936 will be a reduction of
30 per cent below the hase acreage
established .for individual farms.
The producer, however, will have
the privilege of reducing to a max-
imum of 45 per cent below his base
acreage. Somewheére between these
two points of 30 to 45 per cent re-
duction the actual adjustment is
expected to rest.

The adjustment required in 1934
ranged from 35 to 45 per kent ‘rom
the base; in 1935 it was fixed at
25 per cent with the option of in-
creasing it to 35 per cent. The ad-
justment for contract years follow-
ing 1936 will be determined by the
secretary of agriculture in conform-
ity with conditions indicated for
the specific' contract year.

On the basis of 478 pounds net
weight, the cotton crop in 1933 was
13,047,000 bales; in {934, 9,636,000
bales; and in 1935, 11,141,000 bales,
according to the government esti-
mate of November 8. :

Economists have figured what the
price of cotton might have been in
the terms of the value of the ‘“old”
dollar and also the “new” dollar
both with and without cotton ad-
justment programs.

Without cotton adjustment pro-
grams. and no change in the gold
content .of the dollar, the econo-
mists declared the price of 7/8-inch
middling cotton in the 1934-35 sea-
son would have been from 5 to 7
cents a pound. Actually, the aver-
age price for the nine months,
August to April, was 12.3¢4 cents per

pound.
“The major factor in the increase
was the cotton -adjustment pro-

sram,” Smith pointed out. Both in
the field and in conferences held
in Washington cotton srowers ex-
pressed sentiment for the continu-
ation of cotton programs.

Ethiopia Is Jubilant
Over Reports of

“Not Satisfactory’” Is

Italy today announced that 52
Italian soldiers had been killed and
14 wounded along with heavy Ethi-
opian losses in ‘a Sunday battle at
Earieu.

“The whole business of the League of Nations peace
plan and what happened to it is one of the most signifi-
cant things that the world has experienced in a good many
yvears. The common people are accustomed to being taken
for a ride by their diplomats; here, for just about the first
time, they have reversed the process.

The plain fact is that British imperialism sought to
use the league for its own purposes, and did so with an
hypocrisy that would be astounding if diplomatic hypoc-
risy were not such an old story.

__These Tory diplomats cared not a fig about Ethiopia
or=the rights of small nations. They were out to keep
Mussolini from muscling in on a fat British racket, and
the league looked like a handy instrument. Since this
sort of game was dear to the hearts of the French, they
took a hand, too.

So these statesmen presented the common people of
the world with .a great moral issue. They waved the flag
of -international justice, turning back their cuffs'so that
they could reach out beneath them to pull the proper
strings; and .after they figured the thing had gone far
enough, they slipped the loaded dice into the game and
prepatred for the killing.

And then the whole ‘thing flew up and hit them in
the face.

The ‘‘peace plan,” by which Mussolini would have
been given two-thirds of Ethiopia in return for putting
his gun away, was just too raw for the world to swallow.
Plain people everywhere—in England, in France, and
in innumerable smaller nations—got up on their hind legs
and- announced that this particular bit of chicanery was
out.

For the ordinary people, who .are sick to death of
wars, take this league seriously. They want to see the
law of the jungle replaced by something saner and de-
center, ‘and they have at last found a way to do it.

They are capable of mare intelligent, altruistic action
than their rulers ever demand of them; and this imprac-
tical and idealistic League of Nations may yet be turned
into one of mankind’s most precious possessions.

STEPHENVILLE, Texas. — New
Year's Day will mark an important
first birthday on the John Tarleton
College campus.

The Recreation Hall, one of the
most used buildings of the cam-
pus, opened and ready for use Jan-
vary 1, 1935, and presented to so-
ciety the day following, is scheduled
to pass one of the quietest days of
its-life January 1, 1936, since stu-
dents and faculty members will be
having Christmas holidays.

Sixty evenings during the past
year the hall has been open for
student. and faculty entertainments
—dinners, teas, formal and informal
dances, bridge parties, receptions,
Small groups and large have heen
entertained, from intimate club
parties with 25 or 30 guests to an
open house for college patrons and
a reception for Parents’ Day visi-
tors with several hundred persons
calling. If the estimate of Carl
Birdwell, faculty supervisor of the
hall is correct, that the average at-
tendance has been around 100, one
may easily check the attendance at
scheduled functions as 6,000 for the
year, or 666 per month for the
regular session.

Summer session entertainments in- I

cluded informal gatherings one
night each week. These, along ‘with
provision for an hour’s = dancing
every afternoon before dinner the
weeks ‘just preceding and during
examinations, may account for a
few thousand more hours’ recreation
on the campus.

If the figures for scheduled en-
tertainments seem high, one may
prefer not to estimate the daily use
of the building for play, study, and
small group conferences. Mr. Bird-
well believes that the doors into the
hall probably open and shut be-
tween 3,000 and 4,000 times a day.
By quoting this figure, he does not
mean that 2,000, or even 1,500 per-
sons use the building each day; but
the number does indicate that some
400 or 500 students drop in for a
few minutes’ study, for small club
or committee meetings, or for visits

in its current issue, “the 10,000,000~
ballot Poll is rapidly filling up the |
blank spaces in the State-hy-State |
tally.

“The large number of ballots tab-
ulated reflects increased interest in
the Poll as the 1936 Presidential
campaign hits a faster beat.

“Once again, the New Deal shows
a loss. *

“Twelve States are showing ma-
jorities for the New Deal, while
twenty-nine are opposing it. But
what the other seven States still to
-be heard from will register, and
what the final vote in the forty-
one already represented will be, still
is a question.

“The seven other States yet to he
represented include Vermont, Maine,
Delaware, Nevada, and the giants,
Newv York, Pennsylvania, and New
Jersey.

“The twelve States voting for the
Administration are Utah, Virginia,
North Carolina, South Carolina,
Georgia, Kentucky, Tennessee, Ala-
bama, Mississippi, Arkansas, Louisi-
ana, and Texas.

“Mississippi is strongest for the
New Deal, with a majority of 73.07
per cent., Massachusetts 1s most
strongly opposed, with an unfavor-
able percentage of 79.88 on the fairly
substantial basis of 40,583 votes.

“The forty-one States in uhis
week’s report represent 77 per cent
of the total population of the Unit-
ed States. The same States cast
78.50 per. cent of the total votes
which Mr. Roosevelt veceived in 1932.

“Another interesting feature of
the current report is the size of the
vote in several States. Illinois leads
with a total of 113,451, of which the
negative percentage 1is 65.73. Cali-
fornia comes next with 106,810, of
which the negative percentage is
57.84. Ohio and Indiana, witll 89,-
173 and 51,673, respectively, also re-
cord unfayorable majorities.”

McALLEN, Tex., ((UR—A state
school tax on oil, sulphur, cigarettes
and other commodities will be
sought, by John H. Gregory, McAllen
public schogl superintendent, re-
cenuiy elected president of the Tex-
as State Teachers’ Association.

Gregory made the announcement
in a talk before the McAllen Lion
Club. ‘He asserted that real estate
and personal property at the present
time are bearing a large part of the
school tax burden, and that during
his term as head of the teachers’
association, he expected to develop
public interest in other sources of
school revenue.

He told his audience that a school

tax on sulphur would bring money
to Texas from all parts of the world,
since four-fifths of the world’s sup-
ply is produced in Texas. Likewise,
Gregory asserted, about 92 per eent
of Texas crude oil production is
marketed outside the state and
hence any direct tax on this item
would be borne by the purchasers
and would not come entirely from
Texans.
Gregory said he would seek to
have Texas citizens impress their
ives in Austin with the
necessity for new school revenues
and in the manner combat lobbying
he believed would he launched to
prevent consideration of new taxes
for school support,
