Of State - Aid Until
First of July

AUSTIN, April 1, (/P).—Texas’ 40,~
000 cases of destitute unemployables
received assurance of state aid until
July as officials today mapped a
program of coordinating relief with
old age penslons.

Extension of unemployable aid,
scheduled to end tomorrow ‘in a
‘“close-out” program instituted Jan.
1, would bridge a gap officials
hoped, between termination of relief
and the beginning of pension pay-
ments. ;

John F. Wallace, member of the
board of control, said about three-
fourths of those now supported by
relief would he cared for through old
age pension. payments.

Sharp economies invoked by fthe
board of control, relief administra
tors, enahled it to accumulate a re=
serve of about $1,000,000 for general
relief. The remainder of a $20,000,-
000 relief bond issue voted in 19
provided $848,000,000 and federa
funds the rest.
