WASHINGTON. Mar. 18. (P)—

President Roosevelt today asked!
congress to approprite $1,500,000,000
(billion) for relief work during the
nexy .govesnment year heginning
July first.

In a special message, the president
asked that the new funds go entire-*
ly to the WPA. He said “the trend
of employment is upward, but this
trend, at the present rate of pro-
gress is inadequate. I propose that
we ask private business to extend
its operations so as to absorb the
increasing number of employed.”

He declared that if the employ-
ment gains are substantial it = will
be unnecessary for the next congress
to appropriate additional funds for
the fiscal year, 1937.

Roosevelt noted that more than
$1,000,000,000 (billion) would be
spent in the next fiscal year out of
prior appropriations, while the bud-
get contained $600,000,000 for the
CCC and various public works, mak-
ing the gross projected relief out-
lay $3.100,000,000.

(UR)—Deep in-the ‘heart of the Old
South in the rock-rimmed  Tennes-
see  Valley, thousands of workers
are building huge man-made moun-
tains of gray concrete.

The Tennessee River, for decades
a destructive flood source, is being
harnessed by a $205,050,000 chain
of dams which is transforming its
once destructive power into con-
trolled energy. Near the Tennes-
see forests  where Daniel Boone
blazed trails into a wilderness the
dams are rising. Two .have bheen
completed and four more are under
construetion.

Starting with the wartime Wil-
son Dam-as a nucleus, TVA today
is building additional dams which
will end the menace of destructive
floods in the valley for all time.

Wilson Dam al Muscle Shoals,
Ala., was begun in 1918 and com-
pleted in  September, 1925, at a
cost, of $46,950,000. © When Presi-
dent Roosevelt signed the TVA ach
in. May, 1933, engineers immedi-
ately drafted plans. for construc-
tion of additional’ barriers which
will harness the Tennessee and its
tributaries, insure navigation from
Paducah, Ky., up to 650 miles Lo
Knoxville, Tenn., and -create al-
most inexhaustible  reservoirs  of
power, ’

Dam, named after Sen.
W. Norris of = Nebraska,
step-father of TVA, is complete.

TVA is' planning a sixth® huge
dam—Hiawassee in North Carolina,
midway between Murphy, N. C.

Humible No, 1 J. B. Tubb, show-
ing for the largest well yet to de-
velop. Permian production in the
Crane county Tubb area, is reported
averaging more, than 30 barrels an
hour on potential test. Started late
yesterday, the 24 hour gauge has not
yet been completed. The well is
said to have settled down to about
30 barrels an hour after flowing 60
barrels hourly during the first part
of the test.

Located in the northwest quarter
of section 11,  block B=27, public
school land, the new Humble well
reached a total depth of 4375 feet
in lime and was given an acid
treatment of 2,000 gallons. The best
performance so far: registered was
326 barrels in six hours after the
acid injection.

Originally announced as a test of
the Ovdovician pay struck by Gulf
No. 1 Waddell deep discovery - well
nearly four milés to the northwest,
decision was made to develop the
No. I Tubb as a Permian producer
when a drill-stem test showed oil
in addition to drilling mud.

Floods spread misery, damage and
ticath thyoughout the East today,
Johnstown, Pennsylvania, experienc
ing the worst inundation since the
1889 disaster.. Pittsburg residents
were trapped in their homes as wat-
ers swirled through the streets. The
preliminary death toll was estimated
at 17. *

President Roosevell has mobilized
federal agencies to aid the flooded
areas.

Many cities were isolated and the
loss ol life heavy as the most wide
spread floods in years swept Penn-
sylvania and the northern states. At
least 17 were known to have prished
in Pennsylvania.

The Conemaugh river has begun
to recede from Johnstown, where
2,235 persons died in 1889. The dam-
age was estimated at several millions
of dollars.

Flood waters roared into Pittsburg
and left hundreds homeless and vir-
tually isolated from the rest of the
nation. Seven persons were hurt and
some were feared dead as an ex-
plosion and fire destroyed a factory
and a row of 11 houses in a Pitts-
burg suburb. Over 3,000 are home-
less in the steel town of Vandegrift,
Pennsylvania.

NO PLACE FOR POLITICS

Minneapolis continues to -find itself a sengatiqnal
news center on the heels of the Liggett assassination.
The latest development is the indictment of two police
captains for alleged neglect of duty in permitting dance
hall and tavern proprietors to violate the law.

The vital significance of the situation is expressed
best in the words of Federal Judge Gunnar H. Nordbye
of Minneapolis, who warned that “we can never expect
a healthy condition in our community as long as those
sworn to uphold the law permit mobs to violate laws with
impunity.”

In other words, a city must divorce politics from law
enforcement to keep a clean house.

TRIAL BY GOVERNOR

The American public is witnessing these days the
unprecedented spectacle of trial by governor. There have
been instances of trial by mobs, and occasional charges
of trial by newspapers, but Governor Hoffman of New
Jersey provides, in the Hauptmann case, the lone exam-
ple of trial by a state executive.

In the face of rulings of four courts, he has reopened
the case to examine one or more of the state’s witnesses,
and publicly has declared his conclusions as to the weight
of the evidence of each.

France at any given. moment.

Heartily dreaded, cold-eyed, real-
istic, Mandel has thé makings of a
Disraeli. He has a remarkable fac-
ulty for getting things done. And
with France menaced again by the
“German Peril” and in great need
of strong leadership, funnier things
could happen than for Mandel to
step to the helm of the republie.
It would be the first time in history
that France was ruled by a Jewish
premier,

With Clemenceau’s death, Man-
del jumped down off the firing step.
Refusing. all political office, he con-
tented himself with the minor
pleasure of making life miserable
for fellow-deputies. His sardonic
wit, chromium-plated memory, pis-
ton-rod delivery, and general con-
tempt for everybody made him as
popular in the Chamber as-a kid
with whooping cough at a Sunday-!
school picnie,

! Become France’s Farley

About o ‘year ago, tired of the
quiet life, he accepted a cabinet
job for the first time. It was the
ministry of posts, telegraph, and
telephone under Flandin. It look-
ed as if Mandel were warming up
in the bull pen.

The P. T. T. was just the place
to ‘appeal to a Machiaveli like
Mandel. - He could listen-in. They
say he did. They say the first thing
he did was to rig up listening posts
by which nothing that is said by
‘phone or filed by telegraph or cable
in France is beyond his ken. This
applied especially to his brother
ministers in whose activities he took
a sprightly interest.

Mandel has never forgotten his
years under Clemenceau as virtual!
head of the Ministry of the Inte-
rior, where the French detective
headquarters and spy-system have |
their nucleus. Mandel is the Mis-|
ter Foster, the Pinkerton deluxe,
the World Almanac, of French pol-
itics. He knows.

All this was -very
not enough. Mandel felt the need
of a faster work-out. So he went
after the Post Office itself.

The service, he said, was fierce.
Thereupon he began exploding fire-
cragkers attached to the coat-tails
of the oldest fonctionnaires—those
fellows who remembered how they
carried the mail in stagecoaches.

Shows Union He’s Boss

He put the boys into new uni-
forms. The public razzed him, but
liked it. He speeded up deliveries.
The public was cynically impressed.
He demanded politeness. That was
almost too much. Postal clerks, thus;
deprived of a constant and tradi-!
tional source of personal pleasure, |
grumbled and threatened to strike. !

That was more like it. Mandel
loves a - fight. He went up against
the postal-workers’ union, and ‘it
just rolled off his knife. Hence-
forth the post office knew that it
was working for Mandel.

Next he cut costs. Even to the
public. To do this, he clipped miles'
and miles of red-tape. |

Mandel’s  attention. The  first
grew out of the incident when
Britain’s  state-controlled radio

service refused to relay a speech
to America by Baron Aloisi from
Rome. Mandel and the U. 8.
State Department discovered that
any radio or telephonic news out
of Europe was at the mercy of
the British censor. There was a
conference. Now a direct France-
America  telephone hook-up is
promised for the Spring, with ra-
dio capacities, of course.

The other matter was a ques-
tion of Franco-American propa-
ganda. Mandel, looking over in-
to England’s yard, discovered that
England and the U. 8. exchange
occasional friendly broadeasts, in~
terpreting the mind and feelings
of each to each. The same thing
has now commenced from Mr.
Mandel’s office, with the help of
an American network,

Still a little hored, Mandel’s
eager energies branched out in
two other directions. One was
television, which is now a regu-
lar ministry service. The other
was the adoption of the American
information and service depart-
ments of the communications
companies. It was Mandel’s
bright idea to call this department
“S.V.P.”, which means “If you
please” in anybody’s language.
That is what Parisians now dial
for anything, from information
about the color of the uniforms of
the bodyguard of Frederick the
Great to a hurry call for a dozen
bottles of champagne to be deliv-
ered by special messenger at 10 p. m.
tonight.

Meanwhile, Georges Mandel has
nothing to do but attend cabinet
meetings, send the deputies cow-
ering into corners with one glance
of his steely eyes, and sit in his
office and wait till something in-
teresting turns up—something he
can really turn his talents to. For
tey are talents, everybedy ad-
mits, unequalled in most any land
for the great game of politics.

OF COUNTRY’S FAMOUS CAVALRY UNITS -

LONDON, March ‘U.p) — Old
army men are grumbling over their
whiskies-and-soda  in the officers’
clubs these days hecause the ma-
chine age has robbed the cavalry of
its horses.

“Fegad, sir!” they sputter. “What
good’ is a soldier without a' horse.
Remember The King’s Own Hus-
sars at Khyber = Pass, and _the
Ninth Royal Lancers in the seige of
Delhi.”

The rgovernment’s decision to
mechanize _the cavalry, substitut-
ing armored cars: and light tanks
for steeds, has brought loud waills

from old army men who assert
that many  of the most glorious
traditions ~of Britain’s - fighting

forces will be shattered.
Cars Steel Plated

Eight of the nation’s famous
cavalry regiments will disappear
and in their places will be units of
steel-plated, fast-traveling cars
carrying fighting men who. once
rode proudly into battle on horse-
back, lances tilted and swords flash-
ing.
