Vengeance Might Have 
Been Kidnaping Cause

HOPEWELL, N. J., April 9.—Ven­
geance as a possible motive for the 
kidnaping of Charles Augustus 
Lindbergh, Jr., 38 days ago, was the 
subject of an investigation Satur­
day by Assistant Chief of Police 
Charles Williamson, at Hopewell.

While effors to effect return of 
the Lone Eagle’s infant son appar­
ently were at a standstill, William­
son announced his suspicion of the 
brush fire which Tuesday swept two 
square miles on Sourland mountain 
and crept up to within 20 feet of 
Lindbergh’s white mansion.

Williamson's suspicion of the na­
ture of the fire was partly borne out 
by Colonel H. Norman Selrwartz- 
k'opf, commanding officer of the 
New Jersey state police, who, in his 
mid-afternoon bulletin to the press 
said: “We are investigating the fire 
at the Lindbergh mansion.”

Second Since Autumn
Williamson revealed the fire last 

Tuesday was the second to occur 
since last autumn. At, that time, he 
said, some of the mountaineers, who 
fought the blaze, complained they 
had not been paid for their labors.

“Some of these characters,” said 
Assistant Chief Williamson, who is 
also chief of Hopewell’s fire depart­
ment, “have questionable reputa­
tions. One of them is a gambler of 
sorts.

“They are pretty sore at not being 
paid for their work'in fighting the 
first fire, and maybe had a hand 
in the kidnaping from a vengeance 
motive. They may have even set the 
second fire out of spite.”

It' could not be ascertained defi­
nitely whether Col. Scwarzkopf is 
investigating the fire along the same 
lines as Assistant Chief Williamson.

Money Prime Object
“Having seen the ransom note 

left in the nursery, I  am inclined, to 
believe that the prime purpose of 
the kidnapers was to obtain money, 
and not vengeance,” continued Wil­
liamson. “But there are certainly 
many circumstances that indicate 
that'vengeance might have been the 
motive.”

Williamson was one of the first 
officers on the scene after the Lind­
bergh baby was snatched from its 
crib on the night of March 1.

Side Glances Seminóles Sing
Old Folk Songs

WASHINGTON. (UP).—A new 
kind of folk song has been recorded 
for posterity by Miss. Frances Dens- 
more, Smithsonian Institution eth­
nologist, who recently returned to 
Washington with more than 200 
phonograph records of songs; of the 
Seminole Indians of the Florida 
Everglades.

Miss Densmore was told by the * 
reticent Indian peoples that the 
Seminóles had no songs. After a 
four-month stay among them,, how­
ever, she discovered, and recorded 
much of an unique native music.

The Seminole songs, she found, 
are used only at two big annual 
feasts—the corn dance in the sum­
mer and the- ceremony preceding 
■the hunting* season in the fall. Mu­
sic also is used: in treatment of the 
sick.

Drums, Miss Densmore notes, are 
used little among the Seminóles in 
comparison with their part in the 
.music of other Indian tribes. The 
cocoanut sh.ell rattle is their chief 
instrument.

The. majority of songs. Miss Dens­
more recorded were in. an: obsolete 
language not understood by the 
singer.s. She reports interesting re­
semblances between this, music and 
that of other Indian tribes, particu­
larly that of the “ white Indians” of 
Panama.

Women’s Work 
Aids Welfare,
Says Official

By W. ILY  PRATT

Welfare work could not be done 
without the ladies. Especially in 
Midland is this true. Every activity 
connected with the -work is done by 
ladies with the exception of admin­
istrator of food.

This year the clothing room, lo­
cated on the second floor of the 
courthouse has been an active place 
each Tuesday: Mrs. Elliott Cowden 
is room supervisor and with the as­
sistance of ladies from the various 
societies of the different churches 
has done a very helpful work in the 
distribution of' the clothing needs. 
More than 1900 garments have been 
given out. Of this number 1150 were 
garments donated by the people of 
Midland. The balance consisted 
mostly of such items as sweaters, 
shoes, hose, underwear, layettes, etc., 
bought that children might be kept 
in school, and the baby garments 
for those emergencies of expectant 
motherhood. Five hundred and fifty 
individuals were given wearing ap­
parel of some kind.. Three hundred 
and eighty dollars w'as the total ex­
penditure in this department. This 
small expenditure was due largely 
to the splendid contribution by the 
ladies through the sewing- commit­
tee. More than 400 garments came 
from the sewing room, which is di­
rected by Mrs. Leon Goodman. One 
young lady in school has made sev­
eral dresses, another lady made 75 
garments, another 30, etc.

What might be called emergency 
medical relief is all that the Welfare 
association proposes to do. In this 
the ladies also play a prominent 
part, iiliss Bredemeier, county health 
nurse, in conjunction with Mrs. 
Sloan, general supervisor of inves­
tigating committees, are the two 
piost active in this phase of the 
work. Several emergency cases that 
would excite the pity of the hardest 
heart have been cared for, and in 
other instances ways have been pro­
vided for rehabilitation through 
medical aid, that have saved the 
association many dollars that would 
have been sure to follow as a result 
of iwn-attention. The physicians 
and dentists of the city have co­
operated wholeheartedly with this 
department of the work, and have 
been more than liberal in giving of 
their time and talent.

Possibly a hundred ladies have 
contributed some directly to the 
carrying on of this work in a sys­
tematic and orderly way during the 
year. As many more could be ob­
tained perhaps if there was need 
for such a number. The amount of 
constructive and remedial work that 
these ladies can and will do in our 
community depends entirely upon 
the funds' that are made available 
for the use of this worthy organiza­
tion.

COL. DEMPSEY IS 
SERIOUS IN BIG 
W AY SAYS SCRIBE

D ETRO IT—Jack Dempsey is still 
looking toward the future. Regard­
less of what boxing critics say—and 
many of them are frank enough in 
advising him to hang up the gloves— 
Dempsey insists on taking his come­
back seriously.

Reverses encountered in his re­
cent “ swing around the circle” have 
not erased from the Mauler’s mind 
tne conviction that he can qualify 
for another fling at the champion­
ship.

Dempsey started last August on an 
itinerary that took him from one 
coast to the other. He met 108 op­
ponents, often meeting four in one 
night, ,and scored 76 knockouts. He 
also had a. few setbacks, notably in 
Chicago where he was outpointed by 
King Levinsky. In Detroit he look­
ed none too impressive against Babe 
Hunt, the Oklahoma stripling, 
though thé popular verdict was that 
the former champion deserved the 
decision, assuming that the four- 
rouncl exhibition was worthy of a 
decision.

Since the Hunt engagement was 
the last of the tour, advertised to 
determine whether Dempsey can re­
gain fighting form, the old cham­
pion. was asked what he thought of 
the results of the experiment.

“ I  think it has done me a lot of 
good,” replied Dempsey. “For one 
thing it has proved to me that i  
Can still take a punch. I  met a lot 
of tough fellows here and there and 
some of them could hit plenty. At 
first I  was in doubt about whether 
I  could take it after my long lay­
off, but I  soon satisfied myself on 
that point.”

This discovery was reassuring to 
Dempsey.

“The only things I  ever had,” he 
continued, “ were a punch and the 
ability to take it. My tour has shown 
that I  can still hit and that I  can 
shake off a crack on the chin or a 
belt in the stomach.

“Another thing- these bouts did 
was to help my judgment of dis-' 
tance. I  was wild at first, but grad­
ually got to the point where I  could 
tag the target. No, not as well as 
ever, but pretty well at that.”

Dempsey says the tour also re­
newed his lust for competition.

“There was a time,” he rambled 
on, “ when I  thought I  would never 
light again. I  didn't want to fight, 
but when I  started on this come­
back, I  began to feel the old urge 
again.”

Before answering the questions as 
to whether he can again prepare 
himself to mingle with the topnotch- 
ers, Dempsey wants more time. The 
seven-months junket brought draw­
backs. Jumping- from town to town, 
Dempsey found it impossible to get 
regular rest or to maintain a strict 
diet. He , had to be in almost con­
stant contact with curious citizens, 
seeking to shake his hand, to ob­
tain an autograph or to ask him 
how long Tunney was down in Chi­
cago.

This sore of business is a pleas­
ure to one of Dempsey’s disposi­
tion. He seems to enjoy sitting at 
banquet tables, making speeches at 
noon-day luncheons, visiting may­
ors, governors and industrial lead­
ers and saying “Hello, Pal,” to ev­
ery caller. But he realizes that such 
stuff is poor training.

Now he is going to establish a 
training camp in the Nevada woods 
where he can work for a few weeks 
free from interruption, have his own 
sparring- partners, his own cook and 
follow his own ideas of exercise and 
relaxation. And he intends to do a 
lot of mountain climbing to 
strengthen his legs.

I f  he thinks that he can hit some­
thing approaching the speed he 
knew in his heyday, Dempsey will 
accept a match with Primo Car- 
nera in Reno this summer. I f  suc­
cessful against the Italian Goliath, 
Dempsey says he will challenge the 
winner of the Max Schmeling-Jack 
Sharkey bout in June.

In Dempsey’s opinion, the winner 
will be Schmeling.

“Yes,”  said the old Mauler, “ I 
think the Dutchman will belt him 
out. I  like him because he never 
stops coming while Sharkey is eas­
ily discouraged.”

Farm Loans Must 
Be in by April 30

A noticeable improvement in 
business conditions in those sections 
of the state where fanners in large 
numbers are obtaining agricultural 
loans from the Reconstruction Fi­
nance corporation is being reported 
to region manager Owen W. Sher­
rill by bankers, merchants and by 
chamber of commerce executives.

“Hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars being spent for seed, supplies, 
fertilizer, fuel, and oil for tractors, 
feed for work stock, repairs and 
miscellaneous expenses of crop pro­
duction.” said Sherrill, “is causing 
money to circulate rapidly and wide­
ly. Increasing consumption of farm 
supplies is a very effective, practi­
cal and fundamental means of ac­
tually restoring prosperity from tlie 
ground up.

“Full credit should be given coun­
ty committees in some sections of 
the state for the readiness with 
which loans are being made. Where 
applications are prepared properly, 
they are cleared with dispatch at 
the Dallas office and checks arc 
mailed within 24 hours.

“ In many sections community 
committees or sub-committees have 
been established by county commit­
tees. Farmers in a locality can have 
their loans, passed on by these sub­
committees, which save the farmers’ 
time and a great amount of travel. 
This procedure is being encouraged 
by the Dallas office to expedite the 
work and better serve the farmers.”

It  is expected that approved loans 
for Texas, New Mexico, and Arizona 
farmers will total from $7,000,000 to 
310,000,000 by the end of this month. 
Applications for loans must be filed I 
by April 30. it is announced by Sher­
rill and application forms may be 
obtained from county committees, 
sub-committees, or through county 
agents or Texas Cotton Co-opera­
tive association branch offices.
