Oregon To Vote 
For Roosevelt 
Borah Tomorrow

SALEM. Ore. May (U.R)— There 
will be no doubt about Oregon’s 
Presidential preferences in the pri­
mary election tomorrow.

President Roosevelt and Vice 
President Garner are unopposed on 
the Democratic ticket. Candidates 
for the 10 seats as delegates to the 
party’s national convention in Phil­
adelphia are pledged to the admin­
istration.

Sen. William E. Borah and Wil­
liam S. Bennet, New York attor­
ney, are unopposed for President and 
Vice President on the Republitjan 
ballot, and the state’s 10 delegates 
to the convention in Cleveland will 
go Instructed to vote for them on at [ 
least the first ballot.

After that, the delegation is ex­
pected to switch to Sen. Frederick 
Stelwer of Oregon, the convention’s 
keynote speaker, and support him 
if he shows any strength as a dark 
horse candidate.

Williams May Be Deposed
Ralph E. Williams, dean of the 

Republican national committee, 
who sponsored Steiwer as keynoter, 
facies a fight for re-election against 
a younger Republican and a Town­
send organizer.

TTie voting strength of the thou­
sands of adherents to the Townsend 
plan Is unpredictable. Despite the 
congressional investigation and dis­
sension among leaders, Oregon has 
remained a Townsend stronghold 
and membership is said to be in­
creasing.

Five of the 12 Republican congres­
sional candidates and four of the 
12 Democrats openly espouse the 
plan. Only one opposes it outright,

and even he lists old age pension 
legislation as one of his aims.

Sen. Charles L. McNary, minor­
ity leader, with a record of 20 years 
c^ontlnuous service, faces his first 
real battle for re-nomination.

Rivals Are Townsendites
Sam H. Brown, farmer and The­

odore G. Nelson, realtor, both of Mc- 
Nary’s own home county, oppose 
him for the Republican nomination. 
Both men are ’Townsendites. Brown 
is a former state senator and un­
successful candidate for governor. 
Nelson has never before figured in 
Oregon politics.
I -Candidates for the Ilsmocratic 

nomination for .senator are John A. 
Jeffrey, Portland, and Willis Ma­
honey, firey ma.vor of Klamath Falls 
southern Oregon city. Both have 
endorsed the pension plan.

Rep. Janies w. Mott is unopposed 
for re-nomination in the state’s 1st 
rjongresslonal district. Three men 
seek IDemocratlc approval; Byron 
G. Carney. E. W. Kirkpatrick and 
Cortis D. Stringer, all members of 
the state legislature last year for the 
first time.

In the 2nd district, five men are 
on the Republican ticket. The in­
cumbent, Rep.

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NEW YORK— Wlien the liner 
Queen Mary steams into New York 
harbor June 1 on its maiden voyage 
,the world’s busiest port may see a 
new speed queen of the seas.

British shipping men are con­
fident that the Queen Mary, cjrown- 
ing achievement of British marine 
engineering will eclipse the Atlantic 
speed records now held by the 
French liner Normandie.

Although the owners, the Cun- 
ard-White Star line, disclaim any 
"deliberate” intention of attempt­
ing to regain the blue ribbon of 
Atlantic speed supermacy, which 
for many years had been held by 
the liner Mauretania until Germany 
Italy and Prance began building 
new ships, the United Press has 
learned from an authoritative sour- 
c;e such an attempt will be made.

Furthermore, it is learned, the 
Queen Mary will not go “all out” 
in the record attempt. Speed will 
be maintained at a point where, if 
British expectations are ' fulfilled, 
it will barely break the Normandie’s 
record. The engineers’ additional 
power will be reserved for another 
time in the event the Queen Mary’s 
hoped-for record is surpassed by 
another ship.
Sails from Southampton May 27

The 80,773-ton pride of the Bri­
tish mercantile marine is scheduled 
to leave Southampton on its mai­
den voyage May 27. Plans already 
are being made to welcome the 
giant liner, surpassed only by the 
Normandie, when it sails into New 
York harbor June 1. There will be 
the usual marine demonstration in 
the bay and Its arrival will be the 
occassion for public| celebrations, 
banquets, receptions and speeches.

Although the normal stopover of 
the Queen Mary will be three days, 
it will remain at its New York pier 
five days to give the American pub­
lic ample time to inspect its multi­
farious splendors, its 12 spacious 
decks, its luxurious public rooms 
and its tremendous engines.

The liner’s first two passages al­
ready are booked, according to the 
White Star line. Many prominent 
persons will make the initial cross­
ing.

The Queen Mary represents the 
latest word in marine science and 
architecture, and has been describ­
ed as a “eity afloat.’’

Boasts “ Dog Hotel”
Air-conditioning, a floating gal­

lery o f the fine arts, all-electric 
kitchens, a “dog hotel” , elaborate 
therapeutic baths, unique color- 
clianging lighting features, special 
movies for children, 50 different 
kinds of rare woods used in pan­
elling public rooms and staterooms, 
telephone communication with the 
entire civilized world, two interior 
swimming pools. 2 elevators — 
these are some of the highspots 
of the Queen Mary.

The liner is 1.004 feet in length 
along the water line—a world rec­
ord. aqbording to the Cunard-White 
Star company—and 1,018 feet in 
length, overall; 118 feet wide 135 
feet high from keel to the top of 
the superstructure.

Most modern appliances for safe­
ty and navigation have been In­
stalled. The huge vessel ,has two 
“skins,” making it a ship within a 
ship. The lower part of the hull, 
running up to 40 feet from the 
keel, consists of an outer and inner 
surface. Between these two, there is 
enough room for a man to walk 
erect and it is divided into 160 sep­
arate and completely watertight i 
compartments.

One Deck 750 Feet I,ong
There are 12 decks, the promen­

ade deĉ k being 750 feet long, equal 
to the overall length of the famous 
Mauretania. The funnels, elliptical 
in shape, are each larger than either 
the railway tubes under the Hud­
son River or the Holland vehicular 
tunnel between New York and Jer­
sey City. The forward funnel, the 
largest, measures 30 feet in dia­
meter and about 100 feet in circum­
ference. Three modern locomotive, 
traveling. abreast easily could pass 
through one of the furmels.

The steam of the Queen Mary’s 
27 oil-fed boilers with their 160,000 
tube.s will generate approximately
200.000 horsepower from the four 
single' reduction geared turbines. The 
turbines will twirl. four manganese 
bronze qiiadruple-bladed propel­
lers, each weighing 35-tons.

Each of the four turbines can be 
operated independently, and to­
gether are expected to drive the 
ship even through rough seas at 
better than 30 knots.

So much for the mechanical and 
engineering phases of the vessel. 
Its accommodatiohs and services 
are a story in themselves.

Three Classes Carried
There are three classes of ac­

commodations for a total of ap­
proximately 2.500 passengers—cab­
in, tourist, and third class.

The main restaurant, the main 
lounge, which serves as a cinema 
and legitimate theatre, and the 
tourist class restaurant, are air - 
conditioned.

With the single exception of char­
coal grills for the preparation of 
steaks and chops, all dooklng and 
baking is done electriealy.

Electricity furnishes the motive 
power for “mechanical Molly,” an 
automatic maid-of-all-work that 
can wash, rinse, polish and steril­
ize thousands of dishes in an hour, 
without smashing even the most de­
licate c^hina.

The kitchens are geared to pre­
pare more than 50,000 meals ex- 
pelted to beserved during each 
voyage.

A "dog hotel” comprising 26 ken­
nels for dogs, is provided on the 
sports deck. Each kennel has hot 
and cold running water, steam heat, 
and a ventilation system similar to 
that installed in the staterooms. An 
exercise deck, 80 feet long, is set 
aside for the exclusive use of the 
canine travelers.

Two Swimming Pools
There are two big interior swim­

ming pools, one for the use of 
cabin passengers and the other for 
tourists. Adjoining the pools are 
Turkish and therapeutic baths.

It cost approximately $200,000 
to equip the Queen Mary with a 
full supply of linens, including
500.000 sheets, pillow cases, nap­
kins, table cloths and towels.

Virtually every room in cabin 
clas.s boasts a private bathroom. 
Many of the tourist class rooms have 
private baths.

Cablegrams sped last week to 
workers to the south of Mexico con­
veying the conferedatlon’s May Day 
salute and' proposal that represen­
tatives of labor groups in all na­
tion of the two o^ontinents get to­
gether in an American “continen­
tal union of workers.”

The firey Lombardo Toledano. 
who deserted the schoolroom and 
the author’s desk to turn labor lead­
er, favors Mexico Citv, Buenos Aires 
or Panama as the site of the pro­
posed international labor congress, 
which he hopes can be held late 
this year.

Favorable replies have been receiv­
ed from Argentine, Chilean and Ur­
uguayan workers, the c^onfederation 
announced.

The young, fast-growing confedera 
tion. which denoimced at its birth 
the Communistic doctrines Lombar­
do Toledano espoused briefly after 
his return from Moscow last year, 
has reaqhed out into Mexico-s 28 
states to bring into its fold regional 
and independent unions.

Today it comes close to realizing 
its self-description as the “single- 
union,” and giving its leader-foun­
der more power than any other man 
in Mexico save President Lazaro 
Cardenas.

Almost willy-nilly the government 
whldh had announced p)ans to 
form its own “single union” before

Too many 
flowers really spoil the effect. The 
most exquisite harmonies can be de­
veloped by properly combining col­
ors in the cloth, the flowers, the 
candles, candlestlijks and containers.

In the table decoration, illustrat­
ed spring flowers are used. The 
bouquet pictured was composed of 
dainty pink and orchid sweet peas, 
yellow daisies and daffodils, or as 
the florists call them jonquils. The 
quantity, required are: 12 pink sweet 
peas, 12 orchid sweet peas, 5 jon­
quils. 8 yellow daisies. Even if you 
buy more, do not use more. The 
others (jan be used in other places 
around the home.

Sweet peas from the florist are 
long-stemmed at this time of the 
year, and their lovely colors are at 
their best in combination with the 
jonquils and yellow daisies. Both 
pink and orchid harmonize beau­
tifully with pale yellow. You might 
use either pink or orchid candles, 
and a cream or pale green cloth 
with this decoration. Other attraci- 
tive combinations will occur to the 
hostess who has an eye lor effective 
color.

In arranging the flowers, avoid 
crowding and stiffness. Each flow­
er should stand out from its ejom- 
panions. A diagram of the arrange­
ment illustrated is given, so that it 
may be reproduced accurately, if 
desired. In the diagram the figure 
1 indicates jonquils, 2 pink sweet 
peas, 3 yellow daisies and 4 orchid 
sweet peas.

This centerpiece is only eleven 
inches high so does not obstruct the 
view of persons seated around the 
table. Any good flower holder plac­
ed in the bowl will hold the flowers 
in the exact position that you wish 
The pink sweet peas form the basi.s 
of the centerpiece with the mass of 
yellow daisies placed close toge­
ther. The jonquils add yellow high­
lights which are made even bright­
er by the orchid colored sweet peas 
grouped among them. The looseness 
and unevenness of the arrange­
ment shows the flowers to best ad­
vantage and makes it more inter­
esting.

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STADIUM RESTS 
ON Q U A p FAULT

BERKELEY. Calif. (U.R) — ’The I 
University of California’s famou.''' 
Bergeley Memorial stadium with i 
its 80,000 spectators may som e; 
day be swallowed up in the midst i 
of a football game by a seismic dis­
turbance much the same as the 
gladiators of the arena of Pompeii 
disappeared under the disturbances 
frem Mount Vesuvius.

Federal research workers who are 
seeking material for the American 
Guide book have ascertained that 
the stadium rests astride of a geo­
logical freak known as a “ fault.”

In fact. i,he “ fault” In question 
is placed as lying directly beneath 
the 50-yard line and if the neces­
sary seismic disturbance occurred 
during a football game and pro­
duced the fissure that would prob­
ably result it might be the deciding 
element in the game. At least the 
players on one side of the 50-yard 
line would not be able to block those 
on the opposite side of the fl.'-sure.

The geological “ fault” on w'hlch 
the stadium is built is known sci- 
entificallv ao the “ Hayward fault.” 
It is a branch or offshoot of the 
great “ San Andreas Fault”  which 
begins in northern California, runs 
down the coast and passes directly 
beneath the Golden Gate.

All o f this was known by geologi­
cal experts at the time the stadilm 
was built, but the architects and 
university authorities decided that 
the po.ssibility of interference in a 
Icofcall game by Mother Nature 
was too remote to justify a change 
of site.

Geological authorities at the uni­
versity state there are a number of 
other great “ faults” in various parts 
of the world, where the least seis­
mic- dlstuibance might result in the 
opening of a great fissure in the

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (U.R)—Con­

With all delegate 
votes cast, the successful republi­
can must obtain 501, a bare ma­
jority. to be named.

Two-Thirds Rule in Doubt
Since 1932 when the democratic 

party held Its second national con­
vention in Baltimore, the party has 
nominated not by bare majority but 
by a minimum two-thirds vote of 
the delegates. That rule still pre­
vails despite repeated eflorts to 
abrogate it, the last In 1932 when 
the Roosevelt forces sought to 
weaken the stop-Roosevelt brigatie 
by changing rules in the middle of 
the game. If the two-third rule is 
continued In Philadelphia next 
montli, then Mr. Roosevelt will re­
quire a minimum of 734 delegate 
votes to be renominated. ’The vot­
ing strength at Philadelphia will be 
1 . 100.

But Mr. Roosevelt and Chairman 
James A. Farley o f the democratic 
national committee predict that the 
two-thirds rule would be abolished 
this year after 104 years of exist­
ence. They should know. In anv 
event, Mr. Roosevelt will be named 
again by more than whatever ma­
jority may be minimum.

The republican scramble for pre­
ferment forbids establishing a fixed 
•schedule for proceedings at Cleve­
land. In 1924 when democrats met 
and battled in Madison .Square Gar­
den more than 100 ballots and nine 
days were required to nominate 
John W. Davis for president as 
a compromise between the candi- 
dacie.s of William G. McAd(X) and 
Alfred E. Smith.

No such record making struggle

V. Grachev, vice chairman of the 
political department of the Besop- 
asenskaya Tractdr Power 'station 
in the North Caucasus, refused to 
admit her to a school for tractor 
drivers.

The girl, in addition to having 
exceeded the standards set for her 
as a farm hand and then as a com­
bine operator, al.so kept up with po­
litical trends. She wrote a letter 
to the central party committee.

Defended by Pravda

■Pravda, orga nof the Communist 
party, answered with an editoidal 
in which was stated that the facts 
in her letter had been found cor­
rect.

“ It is necessary to draw the ade­
quate conclusions from this fact,” 
Pravda con-.mented, “ that Grachev, 
being a political worker, does not 
know the party policy regarding the 
children of kulaks, does not know 
of the statement made by Stalin to 
the effect that a son is not respon­
sible for the acts of his father.

Partys’ Creed Outlined
“ The party does its utmost to help 

sons and daughters of kulaks to ex­
press themselves in their work,” 
Pravda continued. “ If the kulak’s 
children are admitted to the collec­
tive farm there is no question about 
restriction of their rights on ac- i 
count of their social origin. Honest j 
labor is the main and sole criterion - 
cf the dignity of eyery peasant man 
and woman.”

The central party committee then

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British Field Rated 
Strong In Open Play

LONDON. (U.R)— With the open­
ing of a crowded golf season, the 
British are looking to one of their 
stars to keep the major title, the 
British Open Championship, in this 
country.

After 10 successive years of Uni­
ted States’ victories, the title was 
W'on back in 1934 by Henry Cotton, 
Alfred Peiry kept it there last year.

These two are among the half- 
dozen who are expected to provide 
the vanguard of the British defen­
ce at Hoylake, Cheshire, June 22- 
26. Others include Percy Allis, Al­
fred Padgham, the three Whitcomb 
brothers, Charles. Ernest and Reg­
inald. and W. J. Cox.

The last time the championship 
was played at Hoylake was in 1930, 
w'hen Bobby Jones annexed it as one 
of the four major titles he acquired 
that year for an all time record.

Cotton Ranked at Top
Of the seven British players men­

tioned. Cotton is given the best 
chance of winning—as he has been 
given for the last five years. Cot­
ton is an ‘ automatic” golfer, always 
trying new swings, styles and stan- 

.ces. He learned his golf by practis­
ing for hours in front of a looking 
glass.

At Prestwick last year, he spent 
a month on the course before the 
tournament, practicing 36 holes a 
day. When the tournament came a- 
long he blew up in the concluding 
rounds. It was believed that he had 
over-trained.

Cotton would not enter any com­
petition last year so that he might 
concentrate on the Open. This year 
he has entered every tournament 
and again has altered his style.

He is said to be a vatsly improved 
player not only as regards shot pro­
duction but in the matter of tem- 
pei ament. In the last six months 
he has lengthened his swing, and 
effected a radical change in his 
putting style.

Tries New Swing
Cotton always had a three-quar­

ter swing, and although he still 
stops before the club is horizontal, 
he has lengthened the swing appre­
ciably. The effect is more pleasing 
and produces better results. Hither­
to putting has been Cotton’s chief 
weakness. He has experimented with 
every known dotige, except standing 
on his head, as Walter Hagen once 
suggested to Leo Diegel as an alter­
native to Diegel’s fantastic arms a- 
kimbo stj’le.

Cotton has abandoned the crouch, 
and the extended elbow method, re- 
•sembling a windmill, for a more 
natural style—normal, upright stan­
ce, feet fairly close together, and el-

COLLEGE TESTING PROGRAM ON TEXAS 
COORDINATION IN EDUCATION ENDED

LAYING OF STEEL STARTED ON BRIDGE 
WASHED OUT BY LLANO FLOOD LAST YR.

LLANO, Texas (/P) — Laying ol 
steel has started on the bridge be­
ing built across the Llano river in 
the center of this town to replace 
the structure destroyed by the flood 
last June. It is being erected as a 
United States emergency relief proj­
ect and will consume 1,560,000 
pounds of reinforcing steel and 2,- 
350 cub’c yards of concrete.

The bridge will be 876 feet, 5 3-4 
inches long with concrete floor and 
have a 24-foot clear roadway, and 
four-foot clear sidewalk. The struc­
ture will comprise four steel truss

spans 198 feet, 6 3-4 inches in 
length. There will be three gravity 
section piers and two abutments of 
the cellular type. The span will be 
arched to bring the center six feet 
higher than the ends and 12 feet 
above the maximum high water last 
June.

The contract price is $155,727 and 
calls for completion within 120 
working days. More than half of 
this time has been used but it is 
expected the bridge will be com­
pleted by late summer.

Many old-time Ians undoubtedly

The 
records .shew him to have been not 
only a catcher, but a winning pitch­
er, an infielder, and an outfielder 
as well. He was a .300 hitter in a 
day when .300 hitters were scarce, 
and he could run bases.

Bresnahan was pitching for a 
Lima, O., team when a scout 
spotted him. and sent him to Wash­
ington. He was a youngster near­
ing 17 then. He became a catcher 
mere or less by accident, some time 
later, while he was pitching for Bal­
timore.

Wilbert Robinson, regular Balti­
more catcher had a broken finger. 
One of his relief men had typhoid 
fever, and the other a .sore arm. One 
day, when Bresnahan was in the 
box, the catching became so weak 
that he left the mound and replaced 
the catcher.

“ I didn’t know how well I was go­
ing to do, but I knew I could do 
better than a cripple,”  he said.

Managed Two Clubs
In the course of his career, Bres- 

naban managed St. Louis and Chi­
cago clubs, and owned and man­
aged the Toledo Mud Hens of the 
Ainerican association. He finds it 
Impossible to pick out the “ biggest 
moment” of his baseball life, because 
“ there were too many of tliem.”

When Bre.snahan started catch­
ing, shin guards were unknown. His 
legs were constantly bruised. So he 
designed a shin protector. A sport­
ing goods house made a pair for 
him.
