On the first accurate gauge taken

sinece it suddenly blew in while fish-

ing. two weeks ago, Culbertson, Irwin
and Stovall No. 1 J. A. Stuart, sand
pool opener four miles east of the
Jal-Caooper district in Lea county,
Southeastern 'New Mexico, flowed
139 barrels of 4l-gravity oil the
first two hours of potential test.

Children Share In
The Social Security
Act Appropriation

AUSTIN, Texas.—When Congress
made appropriations for the admin-
istration of the Federal Social Se-
curity Act last  February, various
grants for children were made a-
vailable to states willing to parti-
cipate financially on a matching
kasis, and which state laws con-
formed with the requirements of

the Bill.

At this time, Texas is sharing in
three grants. They are Child Wel-
fare Services in areas predominant-
ly rural, end areas of special nheed;
Aid fo. Crippled Children; and Aid
in Maternal and Child Health Ser-
vices.

Services to children in rural areas
are under the direction of the board
of control in the division of Child
Welfare, of which Mrs. Violet 8
Greenhill - is Chief. The plan for
this work, as approved March 13 by
the United States Children’s Bur-

eau, will be developed to extend and
strengthen work among underpriv-
ileged children and will be carried

out through the setting up of units
in eounties where there are active
child welfare boards and where there
has been and will be active partici-
pation in welfare work, The coun-
ties  ‘will pay a proportionate share
of the expenses for this activity.
There will be trained social work-
ers in charge of each demonstra-
tion center.

The Grant in Aid to Crippled
Children is directed by the State
Department of Education, under the
Division of Rehabilitation. J. J.
Brown is in charge of this Division.

The Grant in Aid to Maternal
and Child Health is administered
hy the Department of Health, under
the direction of Dr. H. M. Barnett.

There is still another Grant in
Aid available to Texas children —
that of Aid to Dependent Children
in their own homes. At present,
there is no provision made to share
in this Federal aid, since the law
does not conform to meet the re-
quirements for it. The Texas Statute
which most nearly approximates the
Federal requirement is the Mother’s
Aid Law amended in 1931, which
: provides that the County Commis-
sioners’ Court may grant assistance
to any. widow who cannot support
her children who are under sixteen
years of age. The widow must have
resided in the county-two years. The
term, widow, meaning any woman |
whose husband is dead, who is di-
vorced, who' has been abandoned |
for two years, or whose-husband is
confined in a penitentiary or State
hospital.

The authority of the Commission-
ers’ Court to grant aid to a widowed
mother is only permissive and may
be granted up to the amount of $15
per month for the first child, and $6
| for each additional child in the
{ family. ‘It has been estimated that
|at one time thirty counties avail-
ed themseélves of this opportunity
to assit widows and their children.
Since then, all but six or seven coun-
ties have discontinued this service.

To qualify - under the Federal
Grant in Aid to Dependent Children
in their own home, states must
meet the following requirements?
The plan must be state-wide, in
effect within- every county in the
state; it must be mandatory upon
each county; it must be administer-
ed by a single state agency or de-
partment of state government; and
it must be available to children
who have resided in the state during
a period of one year, or who are
born in the state during the year.

The term, “dependent child,” as
defined by the Federal Act, means
a child under the age of sixteen
who has been deprived of parental
support or care by reason of the
|death, continued absence from the
|home, or physical or mental ineap-
acity of a parent, and who is living
with his father, mother, grandfath-
er, grandmother, brother, sister,
step-father, step-mother, step-sis-
ter, uncle or aunt, in place of resi-
dence maintained by one or more
of such relatives as his or their own
home.

The Bill further provides that
there shall be an appeal board for
cases rejected by county committee,
and that there shall be proper me-

and $12 for each other child in the
family. .

*Legislative changes can be made
in the present State Mothers‘ Aid
Law so as to take care of all de-
pendent children, rather than child-
ren of widows; to make mandatory
known to be dependent; to reduce
the payment of aid to children
the present residence requirement of
two years in the county to one year
within the state; to provide state
administration through a state de-
partment.

Have I ever told you about cream-
ed radishes? I had them first at a
friend’s who had kept house for years
before discovering the possibilities
of radishes cooked.

Custom has established the crisp
radish as a raw food to be served
with celery and olives and we have
completely overlooked the fact that
it belongs to the turnip family and
lends itself happily to cooking.

The next time you find a three-
bunches-for-a bargain, invest eager-
ly and try some radishes au gratin
or creamed radishes.

Minerals and ballast are the rad-
ish’s contribution to food values, but
its chief mission in the raw state
is to look pretty on the relish tray
and tempt the appetite. The small
round red ones are called breakfast
radishes, by the way, and the French
eat them with butter, did you know
that? There are also a long red
variety, rather inclined to woodi-
ness; a round white and a long
white which can be bity unless
plucked while young and tender. A
new white variety has been devel-
oped which is crisp and delicately
flavored.

Good in Sandwiches, Too

You've no idea how good radish
sandwiches are with a fish salad.
Cut crisp firm radishes in thin
slices and let stand in very cold
salt water for ten minutes. Drain
and arrange on thin slices of but-
tered bread. Sprinkle lightly with
salt and cover with another thin
slice of buttered bread. Serve
soon after making.

Creamed radishes done like
creamed carrots ‘are both good
and pretty, radishes au gratin are
even more so. Women who live
in the country and face a vegeta-
ble shortage in the late spring and
early summer will find these sug-
gestions worth keeping in mind.
Creamed radishes are good with ham
and radishes au gratin will do for
a regular company meal.

Radishes au Gratin

Three cups round red radishes, 2
tablespoons butter, 1 tablespoon
flour, 3-4 cup milk, 1-4 cup water
in which radishes were parboiled,
1-2 teaspoon salt, 4 tablespoons
grated cheese, 4 tablespoons butter-
ed bread crumbs,

Wash radishes carefully and cut
off root and stem. Cook in boil-
ing salt water for fifteen minutes:
Drain from water, saving 4 table-
spoonfuls for sauce. Put radishes
into a buttered baking dish and
cover with sauce made with butter
and flour cooked together with milk
and radish water added. Sprinkle
top with crumbs and grated cheese
and put into a moderately hot oven
to melt cheese and brown the top.

New Mexico White Sand Area To Become

Recreational Area

AMARILLO, Mayv . — Glistening |

white sands that have made the|
White Sands National Monument of
southern New Mexico the mecca for
tourists and others pleasure bent,
are to be included as part of a
recreational area and migratory bird
sanctuary to be developed through
funds advanced by the Resettlement
Administration, working in conjunc-
tion with National Park Service.

These great alabaster dunes al-
most as white and pure as the driven
snow, which they resemble at a dis-
tance, and which are one of na-
ture’s phenomena, have lured visi-
tors from wide areas who have gone
there to rollic and play on the great
silica heaps that afford a fine sub-
stitute for sands of the seashore.

The White Sands Monument, lo-
cated twenty miles west of Alamo-
gordo, covering several square miles,
are gypsum deposits in a vast desert
expanse. They have been accumu-
lating for ages and come from
whence no one seems to know. They
have until recently attracted the at-
tention of only passing motorists,
most of whom could not resist the
urge to climb onto the huge piles,
that are in most places covered with
a sufficiently hard crust to with-
stand the weight of human bodies
and in some places even automo-
biles.

The area covered by the sands
was set aside several years ago by
the National Park Service and call-
ad the White Sands National Mon-
ument, but not until recently were
steps taken to extend the monu-
ment area to include a lake and ar-
tesian well, which discharges water
having a temperature of 94 degrees
Fahrenheit from an 8-inch pipe un-
der 60 pounds pressure.

The lake which covers about 200
acres and is a great breeding place
for ducks and other migratory birds
is kept at a more or less uniform
level by the artesian well. This well
was drilled by L. L. Garton in 1915
while searching for cil. i

The water is of high medicinal
value due to its high chemical con-
tent. The supply has been contin-
uous for nineteen years and shows
no signs of diminution. Plans of
the federal agencies, are to convert
the entire area into a recreational
¢ite and migratory bird sanctuary.
The acquired area will be known as
the White Sands National Monu-
ment extension and when completed
will be under the jurisdiction of the

Boat-
ing and bathing facilities will be
provided under the plan, enabling
visitors to enjoy the sands and wa-
tering advantages close by. The cost
of the purchase area together with
improvements is less than $5.50 per
acre.

Lates to fall for the “twice-night-
ly” idea as a means of lifting the
stage out of the doldrums, is round-
cheeked Charles B. Cochran, who is
Britain’s impressario counterpart of
Flo Ziegfeld.

Andre Eugene Maurice Charlof
who works more along the Earl Car-
roll lines with more girls and less
clothes, is reported to be toying
with the idea and the next edition
of “Charlot’s Review” may have two
performances a night.

The twice-a-night idea was born
with Sir Oswald Stoll, veteran the-
atre magnate, who put it into prac-
tice with his Lupino Lane produc-
tion at the Coliseum. Later he tried
it at the Alhambra with “Tulip
Time” and he’s carrying the idea a-
long with Jack Taylor’s “The Show
That Jack Built” at the Alhambra.

Die Hards are Weakening

The box office jingle justified it,
and other producers took up the
idea. Even the die-hards who ar-
gued that ‘twice-nightly jperform-
ances would ruin.the quality of the
stage; that actors couldn’t perform
at top standard twice in a night,
are coming around. %

At Easter time Cochran began

prices up to $2.60 .top.

Even the 9:30 prices are - lower
The top for stall seats formerly was
$3.75.

Cochran says there are 2,500,000
persons available, at the most for
the high-priced theatre in London.
whereas he believes he can draw
irom the ranks of 2,000,000 persons
with the twice-nightly performances.

Sees Historical Change

“We're undergoing a change
theatrical history,” says he.

‘“The people who will pay 15 shil-
lings ($3.75) for a stall are getting
fewer and fewer, because the young
people of the present generation
become cinema-minded long bhefore
the age at which, in the days before
talking pictures they would have
been taken to their first stage show”

On the same night that “Follow
the Sun” went on the boards twice
nightly the Victoria Palace reopen-
ed under.the management of Mar-
tine Sabine with twice-a-night
plays. His first production was “The
Greeks Had a Word for It.” Later he
will produce, in the same manner,
“The Late Christopher Bean,” “Full
House,” and “Musical Chairs.”

Players Not Protesting

Strangely enough, the actors and

actresses haven't raised any protest

over the innovation.

Sir Cedric Hardwicke, at the front
of Britain’s front rank actors, said
twice-nightly shows “certainly
won’t do the artists any harm.”
Then he added thoughtfully and
cynically :

“But I sometimes think that in-
stead of making theatre-going
easier for the public we should make
it more difficult.”

Gertrude Lawrence, appearing
with Noel Coward in his series of
sketches, ‘“Tonight at 8:30,” re-
lishes the idea.

Soybean On Menu
With Vitamin Rank

FAYETTEVILLE, Ark. May - 7
.(URP—Soybeans are edible, contain
a$ many proteins as meat, eggs and
milk, have a high mineral content
and a light trace of starch instead
of being just a legume to plow
under, the University of Arkansas
College of Agriculture has decided.

G. H. Banks, assistant director in
charge of the Rice experiment sta-
tion near Stuttgart, Ark., said he
dislikes the term “edible” varieties
because of the inference that the
rest of them are “inedible.”

“Y have been trying to get people
away from the idea of refering to
certain soybean varieties as ‘edible.’
Banks declared. “Most of the field
varieties are good to eat, the ‘edible’
simply being the more easily pre-
pared.”

Wallace Tested Diet

Banks said Secretary of Agricul-
ture Henry T. Wallace told him last
August that he had experimented
with a soybean diet while a student
in' college.

“He said that as an undergraduate
he set about to go into the food
value of soybeans, and also to -try
to determine the minimum expenses
necessary for human diet,” Banks
related.

“Por six weeks he lived on soy-
beans and cornmeal, carried on his
regular school work, had no ill ef-
fects physically, and spent 15 cents
per week for food. He did not say
that he enjoyed his rigid diet as
much as he would have a ,more
varied diet, but. the fact that any-
one lived for 15 cents a week is a
good story.”

A balanced meal of courses com-
posed entirely or in part of soy-
beans has been served by the ex-
periment station. On the menu were
soybean loaf, buttered green SOy-
beans, and soybean bread, sugar
cookies and coffee.

Recipes Are Tested

The agriculture department of t;he
university has tested the following
recipes and found them successful:

Soybean Loaf: To 3 cups cooked
soybeans, add 1 cup broken maca-
roni which has been cooked in salt
water and drained. Mix with
cup tomato sauce, 1 chopped small
onion, % tablespoon salt, 1-8 table-
spoon pepper and add 1 egg, well
beaten. Bake in moderate oven 40
minutes.

Soybean Salad: Mix 1 cup shredded
cabbage, % cup diced celery, 2 cups
cocked soybeans, % cup diced car-

rots, 1 diced apple, 1 teaspoon lemon

1'lemon, 2 teaspoons vinegar, 3 tea-
spoons soybean oil and seasoning.

Soybean Sugar Cookies: Sift to-
gether 1'% cup flour, 1 tablespoon
{ salt, 4’ tablespoons baking powder.
Cream 2-3 cup soybean oil and 1 2-3
cup sugar. Add 2 beaten eggs and
2% cups soybean bran. Add milk
and sifted dry ingredients, alter-?
nately. Drop by spoonfuls on greased
baking sheet and bake 15 minutes
in moderately hot oven.

Hoew to Make Rolls

Soybean Rolls: Scald 7-8 cup milk
and cool to room temperature. To
it add 1% tablespoons salt, 1-4 cup
sugar and 1 cake yeast, and let
rise 30 minutes. Make into dough
by combining with 1 cup fat, 3%
cups soft wheat flour and 1-4 cup
soybean flour. Knead thoroughly
and let rise 30 minutes. Knead
lightly and let rise 30 minutes.
Knead lightly and let rise for two
more periods, the first 25 minutes
and the second 15 minutes. Shape
into desired form, let rise until
double, then bake at 385 degrees F.
for 15 minutes.

Soybean Chile: Brown 1 pound
ground beef or pork and 1 chopped
small onion in fat from meat. Add
2 cups tomato puree, 1 tablespoon
salt, 2 tablespoons chili powder and
1 cup water from 3 cups cooked
soybeans. Let simmer slowly 45
minutes and add beans. Continue
cooking until they are thoroughly

Gold Art Use Rises In

serve in the world continues to
lead all other countries by a wide
margin in the industrial consump-
tion of the yellow metal.

Last year $14,232,793 worth' of
gold was used in the arts and
sciences, or 30 per cent of the en-
tire world consumption. The next
largest consumer was Great Brit-
ain which used $4,500,000 worth of
the precious metal. During the year
gold valued at $95,959,710 was mined
in the United States.

The use of gold for jewelry @id
decorative purposes is increasing,
according to Handy and Harman
while new uses are constantly
being found for the precious metal
in science and industry.
