Pinal grouping of the horsemen’s 
parade, set for one o ’clock Friday 
afternoon, was made at a meeting 
of the parade committee yesterday 
afternoon and every horse owner 
was asked to have his mount in 
the Itne-up to add to the color 
of the opening program of the World 
Championship Centennial Rodeo. 
George Glass, Donald Hutt and T. 
O. Midkiff will be in charge of 
the parade.

All riders were asked to be at 
the west side of the high school 
grounds at 12:30 o ’clock. The pro­
cession will start moving at exactly 
'one o’clock traversing the down­
town streets and ending at Midland 
Fair Arena. Riders will march in 
pairs, with attenton to matching 
of horses.

The line-up will be substantially 
as follows:

Starting in front of the high school 

building, the parade mil move at an 
even and brisk gait east on Texas 
to Loraine street; turn south, march­
ing ÜO Missouri avenue: turn east, 
march one block to Main street; 
turn north, go two blocks to Texas 
avenue; turn east, continue on Tex­
as avenue to Catholic church. Tire 
marshal will then lead the parade 
northward on the dirt street to the 
point where lane turns due east 
to the Midland Pair Arena, the pro­
cession breaking up at the fair 
grounds.

Riders other tlian contestants, 
who will not u.se tlieir horses at the 
fair grounds, may have use of the 
cattle pens and corrals just north 
of the grandstand to keep their 
horses until end of the afternoon 
program.

The parade committee pointed out 
at tlie meeting that the colorful 
parade will add more to the glam­
our of the opening day than any 
event to be staged. Hence they re­
quested cooperation of the public 
in bringing horses for the parade, 
either riding Uiem or furnishing for 
riders who desire to parade but do 
not have mounts. Extra saddles al­
so are needed, many having more 
horses than they will need but not 
having sufficient saddles.

Riders were asked to wear colorful 
attire. lending to the western at- 
mospliere through use of loud shirts, 
bandannas and general make-up.

Town people having saddle horses 
and those who ride English saddles 
were expressly invited to be in the 
group of miscellaneous riders. The 
committee pointed out that although 
the rodeo is a western event, it is 
desired to have all classes of saddle

AMERICAN FORCED

BY JAPJAYONETS

Nipponese In Display 
Of War Strength 

In Peiping
PEIPING. June 24. (JP)— Japanese 

bayonsts cleared tlie-inightest mar­
tial display hi nearly 40 years today 
—with a United States anny captain 
and other foreigners reported forced 
from the roads and sidewalks.

Chinese reports said Captain 
Henry S. Jernigairi’, U. S. A., attached 
to the United States embassy as a 
language student, was shoved from 
the roadway with a bayonet point 
against his stomach by a Japanese 
soldier.

Captain jernigan a native of 
Hopkinsville, Ky.. thrust the weapon 
aaide and escaped injury, the reports 
said.

Other Americans and persons from 
abroad were said to have been push­
ed off the streets by bayonet-armed 
troops to make way foi- Japanese 
hatiomls. gathered to witness the 
preseiitation of a regimental flag 
sent by Emperor Hirohlto to the 
North China garrison.

With bugles blaring. Japanese sol­
diers estimated to number 3,0(10 
marched through the streets, keep- 
mg Peiping in a state of excitement 
■and expectancy.

Captain Jernigan, dressed in muf­
ti, was standing in the roadway 
watching the Japanese troops when 
the soldier, armed with a bayonet, 
pressed him back, ostensibly to keep 
the w-alk clear for Japanese.

average man, his appeal to the av-

ber.sonal, derisive attacks from Par­
ley, who is widely regarded as a 
Tammany city slicker with no lofty 
etliics, aren’t likely to do Landon 
iiny harm or Roosevelt any good.
. The country is rapidly getting 
i.lie picture of Landon—old-fashion­
ed and homely virtues, warm and 
friendly small town manner, well- 
to-do family man who likes to go 
eatfiriiing and walks down every 
day ffor lunch to a Main street 
cafeteria, commonplace but shrewd, 
enough hai'd-headed common sense 
—liotse sense if you like—to pay 
Ills own debts and his state’s, the 
boy who sold eggs to neighbors at 
the ■ age of 10, shirt sleeves and 
opent collar on any hot day, office 
doorljalways wide open to the folks, 
honest, thrifty, modest, kindly, tol­
erant, and so on.

Cite Kansa-s Virtues
All that, along with the alleged 

virtUBS of Kansas—with a soft ped­
al oh prohibition laws, anti-cigaret 
laws_and certain past or present pe­
culiarities—is the bill of goods which 
Ohairman John Hamilton and his 
host)will be trying to sell the na­
tion .’ in the next few months.

It -may go over well or it may 
Hare back. Much depends on the 
.skill; with which the New Dealers 
handle it, and no one can tell.

Tire Landonites exnect the can­
didate’s personality and back- 
groiuid to drag in votes of mil­
lions of farmers, city workers, and 
small town business men everyy 
w’here.

Oi> the other hand, Roosevelt has

exhibited as popular and appealing 
a ijersonality as any man who ever 
parked in the White House. His 
charm is famous and his direct 
method of appealing personally to 
the masses of the people has been 
his greatest political asset.

Landon, by contrast—though he 
gets on well with small groups and 
has won the friendship of many 
visiting writers who have talked 
with him and perhaps raided the 
ice box at the governor’s mansion 
at midnight—doesn’t go well on 
the radio and has no gift for ap­
pearances before large crowds.

Play Up to Plain People
The question is whether enough 

people will sour on Roosevelt’s grin, 
glitter, and gusto to succumb to 
Landon by November.

Many former Roosevelt support­
ers are no longer captivated by the 
“my friends” technique, although it 
appears he still has the votes of 
most of the “ plain people” whom 
both he and Landon will seek to 
charm.

Hamilton keyed part of the cam­
paign in his nominating speech, 
when he pictured Landon as one who 
knew the workingman “ not from 
the information of others received 
in surroundings of luxury,” a man 
of “property not bestowed on him, 
but gained through his own ef­
forts,” and a candidate of “no 
gilt, no theatrical dramatics, no 
overwhelming egotism, no self-right- 
eousneSs, and no pretense of su­
premacy.”

In any event, no one need get 
the idea that Landon—known as 
“Fox” way back in university days 
—is dumb.

Cautious and opportunistic, he 
has missed few ibets and pulled 
few if any boners. His political 
shrewdness may become as cele­
brated as Roosevelt’s.

GLASS COFFIN ON VIEW FOR 12 YEARS; 
PROMINENCE IS SOUGHT AFTER DEATH

ST. LOUIS, (U.R)—Joseph Marcon- 
not, now 12 years dead, appears 
to have wasted some of his money.

Marconnot, descendant of one of 
the early French settlers of Car- 
ondelet. Mo., lived a thrifty and 
lonely existence for many years so 
that he could afford to have his 
body mummified and placed on pub­
lic view. According to his desire, 
the exhibition should be forever.

For more than a decade his body 
hgs been on view in a mausoleum 
in a St. Louis cemetery. It rests in 
a heavy bronze coffin .before a 
glassed window. But now relatives 
have decided that the curious have 
seen enough of it, and have closed 
the coffin.

Marconnot provided in his Will 
for the preservation and exhibition 
of his body. He requested that it 
be placed on show only on Catholic 
fast days, but undertakers left the 
coffin open all the time, believing 
light was better than darkness for 
preserving the body.

Several influences are said to 
have Shaped his course. Living al­
most alone, he often indicated a 
desire to create a stir ,and toward 
the end of his life, told one of his 
few acquaintances, “Nobody looks 
at me now, but after I’m dead I ’ll 
make the world come and see me.”

When he died on Dec. 27, 1924, 
now papers were devoting much 
space to the finding of the tomb 
of King Tutankhamen ia Egypt 
and to .the daily exhi,bition in 
Moscow of the body of Nikolai 
Lenin.

The recluse ordered that at least 
$3.000 be spent on his funeral, and 
the eventual qpst was several hun­
dred dollars more. He left an estate 
of about $70.000, mostly in prop­
erty.

In the first years after his death, 
crowds of curious visited his tomb; 
but since then the throngs have 
dwindled to a point where relatives

felt justified in closing the tomb.
Undertakiners say, however, that 

if generations a hundred years hence 
wish to view Marconnot, his body 
will still be there, perfectly pre­
served.

IN S O IH  GAINS
WASHINGTON, (U.R)—Single fam­

ily and two family homes were 
largely responsible for the increase 
in home construction during March 
and April, according to the Fed­
eral Home Loan Bank Review, 
monthly publication of the Federal 
Home Loan Bank Board.

An .analysis of building permits 
reported to the bureau of labor 
statistics, revealed that one and 
two family house's accounted for 
80 per cent of all dwelling author­
ized for construction .during the 
two mopth perjod. Constrpction (jf 
apartment buildings to house three 
or more families amounted to only 
'20 per cent as compared with 33 
per cent for the corresponding 
period last year.

States in the southeast and 
south led the country in April in 
rate of residential construction, the 
review said. The board’s Los An­
geles district, which includes Ari­
zona, Nevada and California, led 
all other sections in construetion 
with a rate of 51 new family units 
per 100,000 population. ’The Wins­
ton-Salem district, comprising the 
District of Columbia, Maryland, 

l‘ 'Virginia, North and South Caro­
lina, Georgia, Florida and Alabama, 
closely followed with a rate of 32.

Every district' in the county, the 
board reported, showed an increase 
over the corresponding period of 
1935. Small home construction in 
more was reported better during 
cities of 10,000 population and 
April than any month since May, 
1931.

Lemke, who lias chosen to run for 
the presidency on a new Union Party 
ticket, have be?n familiar in the 
congressional cloakrooms since 1933.

They do r.ot suggest the Yale and 
Georgetown doctor of law, nor the 
devotee of Chihuahua toy dogs and 
fancy gladiolas, nor even the former 
North Dakota University football 
captain—yet Lemke. is all of these.

Perisstence Personified
For the last 20 years, the unsmil­

ing and dogged congressman-at-lar- 
and plugged for his version of the 
ge from Fargo, N. D.. has worked 
welfare of the “underdog.” For the 
last two years, he has done almost 
nothing but buttonhole colleagues, 
urging them to sign his petition to 
bring to a vote the Frazier-Lemke 
bill to lift the fann debt by infla­
tion.

Those colleagues who have been 
repeatedly buttonholed by the earn­
est Lemke to talk by the hour about 
his .bill, call him “the most persistent 
man I ever saw.”

Lemke is never seen in' Washing­
ton’s social world. He lives quietly in 
a- suite in a first-class apartment 
hotel, but doesn’t o'wn a dress suit. 
Even White House receptions fail 
to draw him from the work ca-stÿdy. 
which occupy his time outside con-' 
gressional sessions. He abstains from 
drinking, chewing and smoking.

Life-Long Team Play
The nominee of thé brand-new 

party was born in Albany, Minn., 
Aug. 13, 1878. He had the usual 
common school education, and then 
went on to the University of North 
Dakota, where he was graduated in 
1902.

But before he left, there was form­
ed a partnership which continues to 
this day. It was with Lynn Frazier, 
co-author of the law which has been 
Lsmke’s sleeping and waking ambi­
tion for two years.

Lemke was captain of the univer­
sity football team one year, Fi’azier 
another, Lemke is still a fan.

They went into politics together 
in the days when the Non-Partisan 
League was sweeping the northwest 
during and after the World War. 
When Frazier was governor, Lemke 
was his attorney-general. Now Fra­
zier is senator, Lemke congressman, 
from that state, and together they 
made their fight for the farm-debt 
bill.

Close to Townley
Lemke had gone on and studied 

law at Georgetown University in 
'Washington, graduating later with 
his doctorate from Yale. He was a 
member of Plii Delta Theta.

He returned, then, to Fargo, to 
practice law ,and five yearn later 
married Elizabeth McIntyre.

It was during this law practice, 
often as representative of farm or­
ganizations, that he met A. C. Town- 
ley, tljie autocratic leader of the ris­
ing Non-Pai'tisan League. Townley 
swept across the Dakotas, Minneso­
ta, and invaded Kansas, in a wide­
spread farm “revolt” which caused 
many a jitter in the conservative 
east.

Soon Lemke was a member of the 
league’s executive committee, hold­
ing the Republican state central 
committee chairmanship much of 
the time. He was elected to his pre­
sent term on the Republican ticket, 
but this was merely a designation 
of convenience. He has voted for 
most of the New Deal measures, and 
campaigned for Roosevelt in 1932.

Drafted Radical Laws
As attorney-general of North Da­

kota in 1921, it fell to Lemke to 
draft the most radical program of 
legislation a state had pub in opera­
tion up to that time. It was a pro­
gram establishing a state bank, state 
insurance oni its own public build­
ings, state bonding of its own offi­
cials, state grain elevators and flour 
mills.

It was the answer of the North

Dakota farmers to what they con­
sidered exploitation by millers, tra­
ders. and middlemen, their expres­
sion of genera] discontent and un­
rest.. The program was bitterly, at­
tacked within the state and viewed 
with alarm in othere.

Claims Itesmts
Lemke says the state bank is 

still in operation, has retired its 
bonded debt, and has saved vast 
sums to farmers in nterest charges. 
The Mill and Elevator A.ssoolation 
buys the farmers’ gi-ain, and ■ turns 
out. 3000 barrels of flour a day. ’The 
public Insm-ance scheme, he avers, 
has showed a $4,000,000 profit des­
pite a huge loss in the burning of the 
state-capitol. The state insures farm­
ers against loss by. hail, and its 
bonding plan for state employes has 
an $800,000 reserve.

There is no use in having states 
if some of them do not experiment, 
are not different from the others, 
he believes. North Dakota fairly well 
demonstrates In action Lemke’s be­
liefs as to what should be done by 
the nation.

Beaten but Undefeated
Mrs. Lemke lives in Noi-th Dakota 

with a 16-year-'old daughter, Mary. 
Two sons, Robert 20, and 'William, 
24, are with Lemke in Washington, 
law students at George Washington 
University.

Typical of the persistent and plod­
ding Lemke was his recent action 
when after two years’ work to bring 
the Frazier-Lemke bill to a vote, it. 
was beaten, 235-142.

The next day he re-introduced the 
defeated bill.

Goodwin, writer between 1892 and 
1896 for the Cincinnati Tribune still 
remembers the trials of her early 
days as a pioneer sports writer in 
Cincinnati.

In the days when she went to 
work there, a woman sports writer 
was unheard of. but she managed 
to get the job and keep it until ill- 
health forced her retirement.

Talking to a young woman report­
er of the St. Louis Star-Times, Mrs. 
Goodwin told how she was literally 
driven to take a job. She said her 
husband brought her and the young 
daughter West from New England, 
away from her family and friends. 
His job as sports editor was an ad­
vancement, but he worked at night 
and: the ymmg wife was alone much 
of the time and knew no one.

“ I simply had to do something,” 
Mrs. Goodwin explained, "so I be­
came a newspaper woman. I didn’t 
seem to fit in anywhere. I liked ac­
tivity and people and excitement, 
but after all, I was just a woman, 
and you must remember that In 
those days, women were considered 
helpless, fluffy people.”

Finally Offered Job
Mrs. Goodwin and her daughter 

were accompanying her husband to 
the office for several weeks before 
any mention was made of her work­
ing. The family had become well 
known around the newspaper plant 
before the owner, James M. Glenn 
Butjgestod that she might try spe­
cial assignments.

She did, but said she "just natu­
rally gravitated toward sports.”

"Now. you know, there had never 
been a woman sports wirter before,” 
she said, “and at first everyone 
looked down his nose at me. I 
could feel an sometimes heard them 
say, ‘Here comes tht silly woman!’ 
I just simply made up my mind that 
they .should learn to like me.

“ I n.ssumed great indifference to 
.strong language, smoking, drinking, 
whatever the men did. And it wasn’t 
long before they took cognizance 
of the fact that I was a good fellow 
who did a good job. And after that !  
became gi-eat friends with the whole 
staff and they treated me as an 
etjual.

“ I was writing special featiu-es a- 
hout all sports events, but I especi­
ally liked horse racing and bicycl- 
ing.

“Bicycling was a great fad, and 
I never see young girls riding today 
in shirts and shorts that I do not 
think of the uniforms we used to 
wear. At first the girls wore long 
skirts which were very cumbersome. 

Cyclists “Most Daring”
“So a bicycling club was former

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Copies of Early Day 

Maps Are Preserved
AUSTIN.— Several photostatic

copies of early maps that are signi­
ficant and valuable In a historical 
way have been placed on exhibit at 
the University of Texas Centemiial 
Exposition, and may be seen by sum­
mer visitors.

A photostatic copy of the Paris 
Gilt Globe, undated, but copied in 
1528, Is displayed. On the map the 
territory corresponding to the New 
England states is labeled Terra 
PrancMca.

Another is the Delisle map, made 
in 1700. It marks the high point in 
American cartography up to that 
time. In It is a good delineation of 
tile Great Lakes, Guillaume Delisle, 
the cartographer, was the royal geo- 
gra|3her of Prance, and recognized 
Bis tl)e best carfogiaphter of his 
time.

Also may be seen the copy of the 
Coutlno map of 1502, which was 
made for the Duke of Ferrara. It 
shows the latest discoveries of the 
Portuguese and Spanish up until 
1502. It Is said to have been made 
by an Italian in Lisbon.

Also on display is the copy of the 
Champlain map of 1612. It was pub­
lished in "Les Voyages du Sieur 
Champlain” in Paris in 1613. In it 
the New England coast is correctly 
drawn for the first time. Another 
is the La Co.sa map, 1500. It is the 
earliest map extant showing any 
part of the new world. La Cosa ac­
companied Columbus on his first 
voyage, and was the best cartogra­
pher of his tune. Tlie original of the 
map is in the Museo Naval, Madrid, 
Spain.

The Jesuit map of 1672 shows the 
Jesuit mi.ssions in the Northwest 
United States. It shows all of Lake 
Supeiior. Father Marquette is said

to have been one of the authors of 
the map. It has served as a model 
for much later maps.

The De Soto map which was cop­
ied in 1544, and whose author re­
main anonymous, shows the line of 
explorations followed by De Soto and 
Moscoso from 1539 to 1543. It is the 
first map to represent geographical­
ly the interior of the United States. 
In Seville, Spain, the original will be 
found. With it a legend for Texas 
reads, "In these mountains there are 
silver mines.” Buffalo are also men­
tioned.
Exhibited with the maps is the first 

atlas dealing with the New World. It 
was pifbllshed in Seville in 1519; its 
author, Enciso, was Spanish. j

These maps are part of a display j 
prepared the department of ro-1 
mance languages at the university. 
Their endeavor has been to show i 
how the languages have been largely 
responsible for progress in the 
world. They achieve this through 
showing displays on history, the 
great masters of art, religion, carto­
graphy, transportation, education, 
archaeology, Spanish-American art, 
language teaching in Texas, modern 
art, art of living, and other items.

Guides are station about the cam­
pus to conduct Centennial summer 
visitors through the various exhibits.

R'scovery of only three feet of sat­
urated cores from 4,789 to 4.806 and 
less than four feet from 4,806 to 4,- 
816 from Landreth Production Com­
pany No. 1 Klrlc has stimulated hop­
es that a new pool will be opened 
in south central Gaines county. 
Sections of the lime appsared to be 
very soft, and it' was reported that 
only 20 minutes time was consum­
ed in corin? from 4,804 to 4,806; pre­
viously, while above 4,789, it had 
taken an hour to core a foot. The 
cores recoven ed were fragmentary, 
but showed much better porosity 
than was present farther up the 
hole. The well is now drilling ahead

below 4,818 and is scheduled to stop 
at 4,820, where operators will pull 
the drill-pipe and run tubing for an­
other production test.

When total depth was at 4,789, 
the Landreth wildcat was swabbed to 
bottom through tubing but showed 
no oil or gas. Operators then decid­
ed to go deeper before acid-treat­
ing the long series of saturated 
streaks. The encountering of a much 
softer section by the test has en­
hanced its prosp;cts to make a com 
mercial producer although very little 
free oil wtis showing up in the re­
turns. The well is located eight miles 
northwest of the Means pool and tin  
miles southeast of the Seminole gas 
well. It is in the southwest corner 
of section 22, block A-21, public 
school land.

After drilling to 350 feet in red 
b:ds, Humble Oil and Refining Co., 
No. 1 C. H. Eubank, newest test to 
spud in Gaines county, set 13-inch 
casli>g with 200 sacks of cement at 
317 feet.

FELLOW CONVICT 
STABS AL CAPONE 

IN P R i p  HOUSE
‘Scarface’ Fells His 

Assailant; Walks 
To Hospital

SAN FRANCISCO, June 24 (/P)— 
A1 Capone was stabbed in the back 
and superficially wounded by a des­
perate fellow convict in Alcatraz 
prison Tuesday but the former Chi 
cago gang overlord smashed has as­
sailant with his fist and- walked 
to the prison hospital.

The attacker was James C. Lu­
cas, Alban.v. Texas bank robber 
federal authorities liave termed as 
Ome of the most dangerous criminals 
in tire United States.

Ill feeling has been reported be­
tween Capone and other convicts 
from time' to time since the weird 
uprising of prisoners last Januai'y. 
Lucas, a leader in that fruitless 
movement, supposedly has been bit­
ter against Capone because the lat­
ter. refused to participate.

Warden James A. Jolinson quot­
ed Capone as having reported Lucas 
had b^ged liim for financial assis­
tance and liad been refused.

Lucas also felt, Johnston said, 
that Capone had informed against 
him.

The Texas robber passing bet'ween 
the prison barber shop ahd the cloth 
ing shop, saw Capone in the latter 
place. Entering the barber shop, Lu­
cas obtained a pail- of scissors.

Johnston said he took tire scissors 
apart, gripped one of the 4-inch 
blades and luiiiged 10 feet across a 
passageway to strike Capone in the 
back,

Capone wheeled and sent Lucas 
reeling with a fistic blow. A guard 
rushed in and separated the two.

The scissor blade penetrated the 
flesh to a depth of about a quarter 
of an Inch and made a wound 
about an inch long.

Lucas was sent to solitary con­
finement.

Capone has achieved the 'reputa­
tion of being a model prisoner since 
being brought to the island prison 
in San Francisco Bay. He is serv­
ing a 11-year term for income tax 
evasion and his sentence will not 
expire until May 3, 1942. Only re­
cently he was denied a parole.
