3 Trade Journals Are 
'Also Charged By- 

Grand Jury
MADISON, Wis., Aug. 4 (/P)— 

United States District Attorney John 
Boyle announced Monday a federal 
grand jui-y had returned indictments 
against 23 major oil companies, three 
trade journal publishing companies 
and 58 individuals charging violation 
of the Sherman anti-trust act.

The indictments were the result 
of an extensive Investigation by the 
special federal jury into a complaint 
of the National Oil Marketers as­
sociation that major companies were 
attempting to “squeeze” independent 
dealers out of business. Boyle said 
the names and identities of the de­
fendants were being withheld until 
warrants are served.

Bo.vle said the specific charges 
are that the defendants “ combined 
and conspired,” beginning February 
1935, and continuing to the present, 
to increase and fix prices of gasoline 
sold in interstate commerce, 'main­
ly in ten stales of the middle west.

The grand jury’s report, made to 
Federal Judge Patrick T. Stone, was 
a partial one delivered to the court 
July 28 and not made public until 
today.

The jury meantime has recessed 
until August 19 when Boyle said the 
investigation would be resumed.

Previous to the July 28 recess the 
jury had returned another indict­
ment against William A. Tracy of 
Fort Worth, Texas, bulk sales man­
ager of the Sinclair Refining com­
pany, charging perjm-y.

Boyle said that the 84 defendants 
were named in a single true bill 
charing 'that gasoline prices were 
manipulated by means of two con­
certed buying programs or pools, one 
operating in the East Texas and the 
other in Oklahoma and the nearby 
Mid-Continent fields.

The indictment charges;""’ Boyle 
said, that the defendant companies 
acted in concert to purchase large 
quantities of gasoline in spot trans­
artificial prices which are maintain- 
actlons from independent refiners at 
ed as going market prices.

Though direct downfall did not 

follow the defeat of the great Ai-- 
mada, Spain declined from that 
day. It was a hollow shell, with ven­
al and incompetent officials, stupid 
and bigoted rulers, and a people 
whose every effort at industrial or 
agricultural progress was thwarted 
by taxation and a stifling bureau­
cracy.

The Hapsbiu'g emperors used the 
country as a pawn in the European 
diplomatic game; domestic govern­
ment was weak and tyrannical at 
once. A rebellion in Catalonia, which 
even today maintains great pride 
of locality, was savagely suppressed. 
Portugal fell away without a fight, 
for when, the Braganzas took charge 
there, the Spanish crown was en­
gaged in a fight with the French. 
Naples revolted, and the Thirty 
Years’ War took a dreary toll o f 
Spanish resources. Continual and 
bitter warfare was neoe.ssary to 
keep a foothold in the Netherlands.

•Wars with the French were con­
tinual, inspired by childish intri­
gues of. intermarriage among the 
royalties of both countries.

Under Hapsburg rule, the popu­
lation of Spain declined from 20,- 
000,000 to 8,000,000, Public finance 
was a wreck, the army and navy 
demoralized and ruined. In 1700 the 
last Hapsburg king died, leaving the 
crown to a French Bourbon, Philip 
V.
EUROPOE'S BATTLEGROUND

Now Spain found herself in tha- 
middle, allied with France against 
a coalition of England, Holland 
Denmark, Austria and Prussia. 
Spain was the battleground. Allied 
troops took Barcelona, freed: the 
Spanish Netherlands, and invaded 
Spain itself through Portugal. Even 
Madrid was captured. Spanish 
troops fought and died in. every in­
triguing campaign throughout Eu­
rope.

When the French Revolution over 
turned monarchy in France, Spain 
was too weak to intervene. But her 
royal house made its position clear 
—it was against the revolution. A. 
Spanish army invaded Prance after 
Louis XVI had been executed, but 
was driven out, and French revolu­
tionary troops swarmed through 
Catalonia.

The Spanish people neither sup­
ported their own king nor rallied to 
the revolutionary forces as the 
French hoped. They simply suffer­
ed. Peace had to be made to avoid 
complete conquest.

Another Enemy Down

Defeat of Congressman George 
Huddleston in Alabama was even 
more satisfying to the New Deal 
crowd. It’s at least a good guess 
that the administration went as 
far as it could, without exposing it­
self, to contribute to the result.

Huddleston came within a hah-’S 
breadth last year of wrecking 
Roosevelt's pet Wheeler-Rayburn 
public utility holding company act. 
He served on a conference com­
mittee as a key member, and his 
die-hard opposition brought on as 
spectacular a test of strength be­
tween a president and a powerful 
special interest group, in this case 
the “ power trust,”  as has ever been 
seen.

The hatred built up between Hud­
dleston and the New Deal can hardly 
be overstated. If power companies 
didn’t back Huddleston in the pri­
maries, they’re the most ungrateful 
wretches on earth, which they sel­
dom are.

And Friends Come Back
In Texas Congressman Sam Ray­

burn was renominated (equivalent to 
re-election there), and Congress­
man Maury Maverick received such 
a large plurality as to assure his 
renomination in a run-off.

Rayburn is Roosevelt’s candidate 
(it’s supposed to be a secret, of 
course) for democratic floor lead­
er and to succeed Bill Bankhead 
as speaker of the house in case the 
latter’s health doesn’t hold out. 
Rayburn jammed the holding com­
pany bill through the house, and 
rushed through the stock market, 
security and other New Deal meas­
ures.

Power companies tried to lick 
him, even getting house-to-house 
canvassers, ostensibly selling house­
hold articles, to make speeches 
against him at all calls.

Maverick is the South’s out-stand­
ing liberal in congress. He also in­
curred the wrath of utilities and oil 
interests, and a large slush fund 
was thrown in against him. He 
campaigned as a pal of the ad- 
ministraticn. Roo(?velt, althcVrg’n 
always publicly proclaiming that he 
can take no part in primary con­
tests. secretly did everything he rea­
sonably could to insure Maverick’s 
renomination.

Sure of Further Support
Still another successful New Deal 

congressman who pulled through in 
the face of a hard fight was Con­
gressman Darid Lewis of Mary­
land.

It would be easy to over-estimate 
the significance of these primary re­
sults insofar as it may apply to the 
presidential race. Except in the 
case of Lewis, these victories occur­
red in states where Roosevelt’s plur­
ality in November is a foregoing 
conclusion.

tVhat they do indicate is that, if 
Roosevelt is re-elected, he may have 
much the same nucleus of loyal sup­
porters pn congress which he has 
had before. That suggestion must 
be qualified, however, by the fact 
that Senator Costigan of Colorado 
had to retire because of physical 
collapse,, and. that Senator Cleorge 
Norris of Nebraska may or may not 
be re-elected as an independent.

Rebellion was already rumbling in 
Peru and Mexico, And the Spanish 
monarch chose this time to form an 
alliance with France against Eng­
land. Napoleon, who had taken over 
the French revolution, demanded 
that Spain, as his ally, declare war 
on Portugal, his enemy. Against his 
will. King Charles had to invaide 
Portugal, supported by a French 
army. This campaign was inconclu­
sive, but left Spain exhausted by a 
corrupt and licentious court.

Into war between Prance and 
England, Spain was now drawn, not 
so much through the French alli­
ance as through British affronts to 
her sea trade. For her pains, she 
saw her fleet beaten by. Nelson at 
Trafalgar.

But Charles rv had offended Na­
poleon by refusal to recognize some 
of the Kingships tht conqueror dis­
tributed among his relatives. So 
Napoleon, fresh from triumphs 
throughout Europe, filtered his 
troops into Spain as allies intent on 
invading Portugal. But when a re­
volution broke out against the Span 
ish King, the French noldiers were 
in Madrid ready to take charge. 
They did so, but not without bitter 
resistance from the Spanish popu­
lace, who fought the trained Fk-ench 
troops in the streets with much 
bloodshed.
FRENCH YOKE TIGHTENED

This unorganized resistance deve­
loped into an organized campa,ign 
against the French, for Napoleon 
had dared to make his brother Jose­
ph King of Spain. Napoleon himself 
had to come to Spam to conduct 
the campaign.to subjugate the Span 
iards and beat the English, who I 
weie again invading from Portugal! 
At first Napoleon’s genius won both I 
objectives, but then came ’Welling-1

ton in charge of a new English ex­
pedition.

In his classic Peninsular cam­
paign, Wellington drove out the 
French, which gave opportunity for 
Ferdinand VII, who had been ousted 
by Napoleon, to return to his Span­
ish thi'ono. He faced, in 1814, the 
final revolutions in the Americas, 
revolutions that were to sweep a- 
way his empire overseas except for 
Cuba and the Phili|jpiaes.

This revolt spread to Spain itself, 
and by 1820, Ferdmand was forced 
to grant the people a constitution. A 
conflict somewhat like that of today 
shook. Soalii, between the constitu­
tional raJicnis and the monarchist.^, 
and reassumed despotic power, and 
as the last of the American colo­
nies broke away he died in 1833. 
INTERNAL S'TRIFE AGAIN 
Conflict immediately broke out be­

tween the ‘‘Carlists’' , . who wanted. 
Ferdinand’s brother- Don Carlos to 
succeed to the throne, and the 
“Christinos,” who favored a regency 
by Christina for Ferdinand’s daugh 
ter Isabella II. Savage warfare a- 
gain swept the Peninsular for six 
years and in its course the monas­
tic orders were suppressed, and 
their properties confiscated. Isabella 
with foreign aid, prevailed.

In the 1850’s, radical and moder­
ates united against absolutism, and 
the forerunner of today's party lines 
was laid down. Through the 60’s, 
these liberal parties grew in pow­
er. and in 1873 a republic was set 
up. Isabella was driven out, religious 
orders abolished, and. toleration de­
creed.

But a military coup much like 
that being attempted today broke 
the republic, and m 1874, the son 
of Isabella, Aiphonso XII, was de­
clared king. Religious toleration was

immediately greatly restricted again, 
and a continual friction between the 
restored monarchy and the rising 
Eocialsist and radical parties har­
assed the country.
ANARCHISM DEVELOPS 

In the 90’s, with trial by jury only 
just established and the beginnings 
of liberalism appearing, anarchism 
began to develop in Spain. It con­
tinues today to some extent. Cata­
lonia was shaken by strikes, and re­
pressive measures were adopted a- 
gainst the anarchists.

In the midst of this internal tur­
moil, ranging from demands for 
liberalization of the constitution to 
bread riots by the people and bomb­
ings by anarchists, trouble was 
.brewing overseas- 

Cuba was stirring with revolt 
which the abolition of slavery in 
1880 did not abate. Belated efforts 
to reform in Cuba failed to pacify

Proper breathing is one of the 
most important factors in swim­
ming. If you do not learn to 
breath properly at the beginning, 
it will handicap you later on.

To learn to breathe properly in 
water stand in it at a depth a lit­
tle above the waist. Place your

hands on your hips and take a 
deep breath through your mouth, 
exhaling through the nose. Do this 
several times. Now put your hands 
on your knees and, taking a deep 
inhale, put your head under water, 
holding your breath until you count 
10. Then with your head under 
water, exhale through the nose 
slowly.

Repeat this process until you can 
take a normal breath and exhale 
through the nose under water.

Be certain that you exhale all 
your breath from your lungs before 
you come up for another supply. 
Practice until you can do it in­
definitely.

Keep your eyes open, for it is 
necessary for a swimmer to see un­
der water.

Instrument ratings for non-air 
line pilots, indicating that these pi­
lots have met experience require­
ments and passed flight tests in 
navigation of aircraft by reference 
to instruments and radio, are pro­
vided for in amendments to the Air 
Commerce RegulatiJ'iis announced 
today by the Department of Com­
merce.

The amendments, which become 
effective August 15, apply to non-air 
line pilots engaging in non-schedu'le 
instrument flying along the air­
ways in adverse weather. Under re­
gulations previously announced, pi­
lots who wish to make instrument 
flights through or over clouds a- 
long the civil airways are required to 
have demonstrated their ability to 
do so, to have the necessary equip­
ment in their planes, to furnish 
flight plans in advance and to re­
port their progress by radio. The 
instrument rating is evidence that 
the pilot has met the Bureau’s re­
quirements with respect to exper-, 
ience and training.

To qualify for the instrument rat­
ing, the pilot shall be the holder of 
a transport, limited commercial or 
private pilot license, shall have had 
201) hours of solo flying time, and a 
minimum of 20 hours instrument 
flying instruction and practice.

In addition he is required to pass 
a flight test during which he will be 
seated in a hooded cockpit—his 
view of the ground cut off so that 
he has ;o depend upon instruments 
and radio m navigating the air­
plane—with Bureau of Air Com­
merce inspector as check pilot. In 
this test he will be required to navi­
gate the airplane in straight level 
flight, in moderate banks making 
180 and 360 degree turns in both 
directions, in minimum glides, max­
imum climbs and approaches to 
stalled attitudes of flight, climb­
ing turns and recovery from stalls, 
skids, slips, spirals and banks in 
excess of 45 degrees.

He will be 
checked in following the course 
marked by the radio range beacon, 
in locating the cone of silence over 
the transmitting stataion, and in let 
ting down to safe altitude while fly­
ing on the radio range coui’se.

The rating will be noted o n ' the 
pilot's license. For a transport or 
limited commercial pilot, whose lic­
ense has to be renewed each 6 
months, the instrument rating will | 
be renewed if he has had two hours | 
o f instrument flying practice with­
in six months preceding the expira­
tion date of the license. For the pri­
vate pilot, whose license is renew­
able each year, the instrument rat­
ing will be renewed if he has had 
four liours of instrument flying 
practice within the year preceding 
the expiration date of his license, in 
eluding two liours within the last 
six months.

The new rating does not apply to 
scheduled air line pilots who are 
governed by special regulations and 
have Scheduled Air Transport 
Ratings covering instruments and 
radio flying as well as other phas­
es of training and experience.

"ic) In all counties, justice’s pre­
cincts or incoriwated towns or citi­
es wherein the sale of intoxicating 
liquors had been prohibited by local 
option elections held under the laws 
of the State of Texas and in force 
at the time of the taking effect of 
Section 20, Article XVI of the Con­
stitution of Texas, it shall continue

mail services weekly between Eng­
land and Australia will be the lat­
ter’s share in g new network of 
aerial mail .services that will link 
nearly all parts of the Pritish Em- 
pne.
