For 18 years he has been a
policeman; for 13 of them con-
ductor of the sympony he organiz-
ed' himself.

No- less a composer than a di-
rector, he has indited 79 musical
numbers, many scored for full sym-
phony. And he's a champion pistol
shot.

It all started with “music; at 8.
At that age, only three years after
he had  begun school, he began
tooting a trombone.

He started lessons, liked them and
no one had. to tell him to prac-

Crack Shot As Boy .

As a boy, playmates found Char-
ley was a crack shot with most any
weapon.. .

| Scientists of World to Help America
In Launching First Cancer Institute|

MADISON, Wis. Aug. 17. URP—
America’s first cancer institute will
attract world famous scientists who
have devoted the most productive

years of their lives seeking a cure
for the disease to the University of
Wisconsin campus Sept. 7, 8 and 9.

Investigators whose contributions
to the scientific and medical world

based upon careful laboratory re-
search are considered among the
most advanced data available in

treating the dreaded disease have
been ‘invited here by Dr. William D.
Stovall, director of the state labor-
atory of hygiene and chairman of
the three day conference.

The institute financed by the
Wisconsin Alumni Research foun-
dation, has as its purpose, accord-
ing to Dr. Stovall, to bring together
internationally prominent investiga-
tors for a critical analysis of the
cancer problem, for an exchange of
ideas among themselves and for the
stimulating effects such a meeting
will have on young investigators.

To Serve As Clearing House

Dr. Stovall explained further that
the institute will seek to translate
the expert opinion after considera-
tion of the results of research into
the possible significance of that
knowledge on organization of a plan
to control this ravaging disease.

Included among the outstanding
cancer research investigators from
foreign nations who will speak at
the institute’s general sessions and
lead round table discussions are Dr.
Liev Kreyberg of The University of
Oslo, Norway, and Prof. Henry Cou-
tard, chief of the department of X-
ray therapy for cancer of the Radi-
um Institute of the University of

Paris, foundation of Curie, Paris,

France.

Dr. Madge Thurlow Macklin, as-
sociate professor of Histology and
embryology at the University of
Western Ontario at London, On-
tario, Canada, has. the distinction
of being the only woman scientist on
the institute’s speaking program. Dr.
Macklin is known throughout the
medical world for her extensive re-
search into the inheritance of can-
cer.

American cancer research work-
ers who will appear on the program
include Dr. C. C. Little, director of
the Roscoe B. Jackson Laboratory
for Cancer Research at Bar Harbor,
Me.; Dr. Edgar Allen, professor of
anatomy and chairman of the de-
partment of the Yale TUniversity
Medical School at New Haven Conn.;

Modernizes With
Streamline Fountain

Installation of a new ‘stream-
line’ ’soda fountain was under way
today at the Midland Durg Co.,
whose announcement of the opening
will be made through an advertise-
ment in this paper within the next
few days. Pointing out that this is
a ‘“streamline. age,” Barney Great-
house, manager, said the design is
used to enbance the beauty of the
fountain, also 'to preserve cleanli-
ness  which customers like to see at
a fountain. Because of this new de-
sign, sharp corners and dust catch-
ing crevices are eliminated.

In addition, extericr surfaces of
the fountain are of highly polished
stainless steel. The new material
resists the corrosive action of lemon

{ juice and other fruit acids without

losing it gleaming finish.

Syrup jars, where flavors-are kept,
are also made of stainless steel.
Because these new jars are thin and
rest in an ice water bath, sodas and
sundaes are adided by cold syrups.

The soda fountain was purchased
from the Liquid Carbonic Corpora-
tion, manufacturers of soda foun-
tains and equipment for over forty
years.
