Salaries Cut 10" Per
Cent; Board Draws
For Terms

Re-eléction of the complete 10s-
ter of teachers, institution of a ten
per cent salary cut, drawing for
terms of office hy trustees and the
changing of the tax penalty ruling
marked the nrincipal business at
a meeting of the board of trustees
of the city schools Saturday. The
complete board . was present, in-
cluding Président John B. Thomas,
Secretary J. R. Martin, R. V. Law-
rence, James S. Noland, Alvin
Hicks, W. A. Yeager, and J. Frank
Cowden. Supt. W. W. Lackey was
present.

The four members who were el-
ected at the last trustee election
drew for terms, J. R. Martin and
Alvin Hicks drawing the one year
terms, and W. A. Yeager and J.
Frank Cowden drawing the three
year terms. This leaves the terms
of the various members as follows:

Dr. John B. Thomas, term ex-
pires in 1934.

R. V. Lawrence, term expires in
1934.

James S. Noland,
in 1934.

W. A. Yeager, term expires 1935.

J. Frank Cowden, term expires
in 1935.

J. R. Martin term expires 1933.

Salaries Cut

A committee, composed of W.
A. Yeager, chairman, James S. No-
land, and R. V. Lawrence, having
been previously appointed to make
a study of fifteen typical city
school systems in. Texas, made its
report with recommigndationy,
which recommendations were
adopted by the board. The study
included affiliated wunits, number
of | teachers, enrollment, salary of
superintendent, salaries of teach-
ers, average cost per student, av-
erage number Tpupits T per “teacher,

term expires

» and average salary per teacher, and

showed Midland to be about on. a
par with the average in the 15
systems studied. The systems stud-
ied included Ballinger, Big Spring,
Eastland, Jacksonville, {Lubbock,
McCamey, Mission, Pampa, Paris,
Plainview, Sweetwater, Wink and
Yoakum. Only two of these schools
ranked as high as Midland in af-
filiated credits. The board decided
on a ten per ceat blanket reduc-
tion on all salaries above $1,100;
salaries between $1,100 and $1,000
to be reduced to $1,000; and salaries
below $1,000 were not to be reduced.

‘After which the complete roster of

teachers was re-elected.
. Supt. W. W. Lackey was re-elect-
ed in February, at which time the
salary of the superintendent ve-
ceived a ten per cent cut for 1932-
1933.

Refund Ordered

It was decided by the board to
let ‘the penalty and interest on
delinquent taxes become effective
June 1, 1932. The board also or-
dered a refund of penalties and
interest paid since September 30,
as per list furnished by Assessor W.
Ily Pratt.

It was also thought that a re-
duction of the number of teach-.
ers by three could be accomplished
for next year under the present
enrollment. This reduction of the
number of teachers and cut in sal-
aries, it was estimated, would
amount to approximately $9,000.

board not to employ any additional

A few years ago there were known
as “the richest people in the world”.
The income from the oil'lands owned
jointly by the tribe, netted about
$13,000  a .year. for each: member
holding one of the 2229 “headrights?”
that -were allotted when the tribal
rolls were closed. :

Today, these payments have drop-
ped to about $800 a year. While the
decline in the price of oil has been
responsible for much of this, the
real reason is that the Osage wells
are playing out. Production has
dwindled to a fraction of the peak
figure and no new oil pools are in
sight in their area. e

The ‘clearest story of what has
happened since the peak was‘reach-
ed in 1925 is told by the reconds
of the tribe’s inecome from oil and
gas, as obtained from the U.'S. In-
dian agency here:

‘Where as ineome per “headright’’
was aboub $13,000 in 1925, for the
calendar year of 1931 it was only
$861.

Bidders Are Indifferent

An indication 'of the dwindling
Osage oil supply is the fact that
oil men mno longer bid feverishly
for leases on the Osage lands. In
1623, nearly half of the tribe’s in-
come of $27,000,000 was in the form

‘of bonuses paid for such leases. On

March 22, 1932, an Osage lease sale
returned the smallest amount in
history, $27,900. Less than a third
of the tracts that the Indian agency.
offered were bought.

By a queer twist of fate, the 600
“restricted” members of the tribe
who were allowed to collect only

$1,000 a year no matter how much

they made, while their “unrestriet-
ed” brothers were rolling in wealth,
now are drawing more than the lat-
ter. The one-time “millionaires’” ar¥

and half of lire. Basse, though he
had a home at Bonn in the Rhine-
land, preferred to live at Bressa-
none, where citizens used to look
upon him as a beggar because of
his shabby appearance, and his
| poor scale of living. However, he had
considerable wealth, which he had
accumulated = through successfully
trading in China. ° : :
The hequest was aqcompamed by
an astounding eondition: that that
sum was to be used by the Chinese
government to fight the Europeans.
“China to the Chinese,” was the
reason given by Basse in. his will
in explanation of his action. ;
‘Tslang Lu Fo, the Chinese charge
d’affairs in Rome, has made several
trips to Bolzano and Bressanone in
connection with the legal steps re-
quired by the execution of Bagse’s
will, and has returned here with
the bhequest. Whether the money
will be used to fight the Japanese,
considering that the Europeans are,
under the present conditions, de-
fenders of China, is not known.
