LONE BANDIT GETS
$2.000 IN HOLDUP

Forces Officials To

DALLAS. Sept. 2. (#—The Grand
Prairie State bank lost $2,000 to a
lone gunman Tuesday.

The man walked calmly into the
benk, pointed a revolver at J. T.
Yeager, cashier, Miss Maude Craw-
ford, his assistant, and forced G.
W. Bingham, vice-president, to
bring the currency from the vault.

He noticed a shotgun standing by
the vault door. Bingham had
brought the empty weapon from
home to take a hunting trip.

“Don’t, touch that gun,” he said,
“If you do I’ll let this guy have it.”
He referred to Yeager who stood
digectly in front of the revolver
muzzle.

The gunman took the money in
one hand, held his weapon in the
other, and backed from the bank.
His victims reached the door in time
to see a gun-metal colored sedan
disappear around a corner toward
Irving to the north.

City detectives and deputy sher-
iffs joined in the hunt for the crim-
inal. Officers were posted at every
strategic  intersection and ordered
to stop all automobiles.

The Grand Prairie bank, located
about midway between Dallas and’
Fort Worth, on a heavily travelled
highway, was robbed of $1,543 in
1934 by Raymongd Hamilton, notori-,
ous desperado who was executed last
year.

Hamilton received a 99-year sen-
tence for his crime.

[ Some Questions and Answers Concerning Old-Age Benefits Provisions }

Editor’s Note: The following ar-
ticle has been released by the So-
cial Security Board of Texas to
better acquaint employes, ‘employ-
ers and pension eligibles of the Na-
tional Social Security Act.

Q. What is meant by Federal old-
age benefits?

A. There are three types of bene-
fits payable directly by the Federal
Government under the Federal old-
age benefits provisions of the So-
cial Security Act:

(1) Monthly benefits payable
after a person is 65.
(2) Lump-sum benefits pay-

able at 65, and
(3) Payments upon death.

These benefits are based on wages.
We will receive these benefits and
how the amounts are determined
will be explained later.

Q. 2. Are these benefits entirely
Federal?

A. Yes. Federal old age benefits are
entirely administered by the federal
government. The wages of workers
in what might be roughly termed
industrial and commercial estab-
lishments throughout the United
States, including the District of Co-
lumbia, Alaska, and Hawaii, will,
beginning with 1837, be counted in
the computation of benefits.

Q. 3. What is the purpose of the
federal old-age benefits provisions?

A. The main purpose is to pro-
vide an assured retirement income
to wage earners when they have
reached the age of 65, thus making
possible the retirement of these old-

er workers from regular -employ~

ment and also increasing opportun-
ities for employment and advance-
ment of young workers.

Q. 4. What are Federal old-age

benefits?

A. The act provides for three dif-
ferent types of these benefits. The
most important are monthly fed-
eral old age retirement benefits
payable to eligible persons who have
reached the age of 65. The amount
of these benefits will be based on
wages, as defined in the act, from
employment after 1936 and before
the age of 65.

Q. 5. How
retirement benefits
old age assistance?

A. The old age benefits provided
by the Social Security Act differ
from old age assistance in two
ways; first, they are to be paid
by the federal government direct-
ly to the individual; and, second,
payment will not be dependent on
the establishment of need. The
amount paid to each person will
depend on his work and wage rec-
ord before reaching the age of 65.
Q. 6. When does payment of month-
ly federal old age retirement bene-
fits begin?

A. On and after January 1, 1942,
monthly federal old age retirement
benefits will be paid to individuals
who can meet specified require-
ments.

Q. 7. May an individual buy fed-
eral old age retirement benefits from
the federal government?

A. No. The federal old age retire-
ment: benefits are not purchasable.

Q. 8. Will monthly federal old
age retirement henefits be paid to
everyone after the age of 65?

A. No. ITn order to receive monthly
old age retirement benefits from
the federal government at the age
of 65, individuals must have been
employed in at least 5 different cal-
endar years after 1936 in what
might rougly. be termed industry
and commerce, and their wages from
such employment must be at least a
total of $2,000. However, these bene-
fits will not he paid to persons as
long ds they are regularly employ-

cial establishments.

Q. 9. Are wages from. all types
of work included as a basis for
federal old age benefits?

A. No.- Wages for certain speci-
fied services are not counted in the
computation of benefits.

Q. 10. Specifically,
vices are excluded?

A. The Social Security Act de-
fines employment, for the purpose
sof determining old age benefits, as
“any service, of whatever nature,
performed within the United States
by an employee for his employer,
except—

1. Agricultural labor.

2. Domestic service in a private
home.

3. Casual labor not in the course
of the employer’s trade or business.

4. Service performed as an of-
ficer or member of the crew of a
vessel documented under the laws
of the United States or of any for-
eign. country.

5. Service performed in the em-

what ser-

ploy of the United States govern-
ment or of an'instrumentality of
the United States.

6. Service performed in the em-
ploy of a state, a political sub-
division thereof, or an instrumen-
tality of one or more states or po-
litical subdivisions. .

7. Service performed in the em-
ploy of a corporation, community
chest, fund, or foundation, organ-
ied and ozz
ized and operated exclusively for
religious, charitable, scientific, lit-
erary, or educational purposes, or
for the prevention of cruelty to
children or animals, no part of the
net earnings of which inures to the
benefit of any private shareholder
or individual.

The railroad retirement act of
1935 provides that ebm orN6
1935 provides that employments in-
cluded under the social security act
“shall not include service performed
in the employ of a carrier as de-
fined in subdivision (a) of section 1
of the railroad retirement act of
1935.”

Q. 11. Are all other employments
except those just specified in-
cluded?

A. es, if performed by an em-
ployee for his employer in any of
our states, the District of Co-
lumbia, Hawaii, or Alaska. Bene-
fits will be paid to an individual
on the basis of wages from all in-
cluded employments after 1936 and

before he reaches age 65.

avenge all the griéfs and humilia-
tions he and the royalist cause had
suffered for many troubled years.
Now at last he is on top and will
stay there—until some other leader
lures the Greek army away from
him. That has been the story of
Greece in many of its recent civil
wars and coups d’etat.

Likened to Moltke

Metaxas, sprung from one of the
families of the ruling caste, was ed-
ucated mainly in German military
schools. He was right at the top of
his class records, his German fel-
low students dubbing him “Der kle-
ine Moltke” — ‘“the little Moltke”,
the latter being one of the greatest
soldiers Germany has produced in
modern times.

From that time dated the hatred
of Metaxas for Venizelos and for
all republicans. In the years that
followed when- ng Constantine
had to get out of ‘Greece, Metaxas
left, with him..When “Tino came baqk
Metaxas came. along.  Upon the
death of Tino, the stout general was
just’ as loyal to Lis old master’s son
King George when the latter had

o leave Greece, Metaxas for a tiniel

left also. But he got - back in 1934,
took a leading part in squelching
‘the rebellion led by friends of Veniz
elos and played a large part in the
return of King George to his throne
and country.

What suppressing the rebellion
did for him was much, but death
did still more. In quick succession
it removed General Condylis, M.
Venizelos and M. Tsaldaris. This'left
Metaxas as the one strong man in
the country. But he was not entire-
ly happy. He decreed an election
for a new Parliament. His own par ty
only won seven seats. It made part
of an anti-Venizelist coalition which
comprised 143 members in all. The
friends of the late Venizelos, large-
ly republican won 142 seats. The

_Communist faction of 15, therefore
could swing the Parliament either
.way. The Royalists hated the Ven-

izelists too much to- form a coali-
tion with them. The Venizelists
could not and would not make a
deal with the Reds. Deadlock, there-
fore, ensued until both big combina-
‘tions, in utter weariness, agreed

that a Metaxas cabinet should rule;
‘by decree for five months.

Lehmgn is running again at
Roosevelt’s urgent behest, to en-
hance the chances of the national
ticket. But he must run without
the active support—and perhaps
with the tacit’ opposition—of Al
Smith, the old friend to whose own
gubernatorial campaigns Lehman
used to contribute gobs of ' money
and who heretofore has supported
Lehman wholeheartedly as a candi-
date for governor.

Tammany is said to be willing,
for the most part, to see Lehman
defeated.

The whole job
represents © a new school of train,
servicing and calls to its tasks spe-|
cial knowledge along lines which
are new to railroading.

" “The first thing that is done when
the train has reached the ‘¥’ is to
give it a thorough inspection. This
is done by the chief inspector and
his assistants. From the incoming
motorman - he receives a report of
the train's performance during the
day’s run. This and the inspector’s
own report are then turned over to
the master mechamc who is' res-

ponsible for keeping the train
‘the pink of condition.

in

“Next the chief machinist, and the
chief electrician, and their helpers,
give the train a thorough going-over
which may last for hours. By means
of a concrete drop-pit beneath the
tracks, wheels may be changed and
other nether treatment applied. If
necessary, repairs are made in the
motor, generabor, air-conditioning
equipment and other units so that
everything will be ship-shape to the
last dot for the mext days trip.

“In the meantime, a small army
of car cleaners have tackled the
train inside and out. This is the real
beauty parlor feature of the termi-
nal servicing, By the time the treat-
ment is finished the train is as spick
and span as a battleship’s ‘bright
work’ in readiness for the admiral’s
inspection.

‘Another visitor during the stream-
liners rest period is a store depart-
ment employee who sees that the
train is restocked with all necessary
supplies.

“So you see, there are not many
idle moments in the day of a stream
line train. When not in operation, it
is being groomed and polished for
the next day’s battle against time!
and distance. Unlike a young Wwo-
man who powders her pretty nose,
a streamliner seems to preserve the!
