Spanish rebels have turned down
a proposal for a 15-day armistice
in the Spanish civil war, a Pam-
plona newspaper reported today.
* The purpose, credited to a “‘diplo-
mat cf great influence,” would make
a change in the radical Spanish
censtitution but it is not acceptable
to the rightists revolting against the
socialist dominated government.
With an unofficial armistice ap-
parenily prevailing before besieged
San Sebastian, rebels are reported

to be turning their attention to a
new march on Madrid,

A government messenger returned
from Alcazar, where 1,700 rebels
have defied capture, with a report
of the refusal of the government
to demand their surrender.

Few of Many Ways
To Cook Potatoes

If, as argued there are a thou-
sand ways of preparing eggs, there
must be at least half that many me-
thods of cooking potatoes. Boiled,
mashed and baked potatoes appear
over and over cn menus and really
it’s a pity because there are so many
other ways of serving them.

§ f’erhaps these recipes will be help-
ful.

Baked Potato Balls

You need the special little scoop
made for preparing balls. Use’ the
largest - potatoes: and cut out uni-
form balls. Drop them into cold wat-
er as soon as they are made.

Allow:about 8 to 10 balls per per-
son.

Boil 15 minutes, until tender but
net broken.

Place them on a large, well greas-
ed baking tin.

Pour melted  butter: to which
to which chopped parsley, salt and
pepper have been added over them
and let them brewn under the broil-
er flame until ready. You must turn
the balls frequently so they will
brown cvenly.
~With -any meat that has a nice
gravy, potato pancakes are delicious,
prepared as follows:

Potato Pancakes For Four

Grate 4 large potatoes and place
the pulp in a sieve to drain off ex-
cess water. When they are quite
dry add the yolks of 3 eggs, 1 tab-
lespoon of flour, a dash of ground
nutmeg and 1/4 teaspoon salt.

Meld this mixture into small flat
pancakes and fry them in fat (ba-
con fat.is perfect for this) just
leng enough to brown them well.
One large potato will make 2 pan-
cakes. These pancakes are very light
and delicate.

Another favorite potato recipe 'is
Long Branch Potatoes. This method
is excellent if the meat course has
no gravy as these potatoes are
moist.

Long Branch Potatoes For  Four

Six large, cold hoiled potatoes, 2
tablespoons: butter, 1/2 teaspoon
salt' . 1 teaspoon chopped parsley;
1/2 cup thin cream, 1/4 cup onion
chopped, 1-8 teaspocn pepper.

Cut the cold, boiled potatoes very
fine as you would chop them for
hash.

Fry the chonped onions in but-
ter or'-fat until they are golden
brown.

Place the chopped potatoes in a
saucepan, add the'cream, and cook
very slowly until all the cream is
absorbed. Top milk will do for this
purpose.

You will find that it takes only
a few minutes to absorb the cream.

Then add the 2 tablespoons of
butter, salt, pepper and chopped par-

| sley.

Transfer the potatoes to a flat
baking dish, spread the onions on
top and then brown the dish under
the broiler flame. Serve directly
from the baking dish.

He ordered Prof. Francesco Palaz-
zo, prominent cellulose = expert, to
get busy and find ways and means
to produce cellulose in Italy from
Italian raw materials.

Prof. Plazzo, therefore, is working
on other schemes. He has experi-
mented with various cheap plants)
and weeds found in Sicily and in
southern Italy and has obtained
good results.

Several suitable plants have been
found in great abundance and Prof.
Palazzo recently presented Il Duce
with specimens of paper made from
Sigglian  weeds. . [Mussolini {)rdered
him to continue his investigations
and as soon as he is ready for com-
mercial productions orders will ' be
given for the erection of -the neces-
sary factories.
