If further testing
ascertains that water is exhausting,
the well will probably be carried
deeper.

The Dawson prospect is located in
the northwest part of the county in
section 46, block M, E. L. R. R. sut-
vey and has, by reason of its situa-
tion in “wildeat” territory, occasion-
ed more interest by its performance
than any test drilled in West Texas
in recent years.

State Policeman, J. P. Roach said
Austin identified the pair as Tom
Anderson, 27, of Las Vegas, Nev.,
and G. W. Roberts, 28, Fallon, Nev.,
after their capture on the highway
near Old -Laguba, about 50 miles
west of here as the holdup men.

The suspects were brought here
tonight from Albuquerque to - face
charges.

Austin told offiicers the men bound
and gaged him after Anderson had
pleaded with Roberts to let him kill
Austin. Then, he said, they carried
him off the highway and fled in his
automobile.

The 60-year-old grocer said he
struggled with his bonds for three
hows before freeing his feet so he
could walk to the .highway where
motorists avoided him as a bandit
because his arms were still bound
and his face partially masked by the
gag. 2

One. motorist, he said, stopped and
held a gin on him while he cut the
rope around his wrists and pulled
down the gag. Austin said the man
fled to his car crying:

“If you move bhefore I'm out of
sight, I’ll kill you.”

Two youths finally picked him up
and brought him to Gallup where he
notified ofticers of the robbery.

AUSTIN, Texas. Sept. 11.—All of-
the field work connected with the'
survey of the 2,000,00 acres cif land
owned by 'The University of Texas
will be completed some .time . this
maonth; with ".the .pessibe-exception
f a tract of 11,520 acres in El Paso
county. It has nof, yet been deter-
mined by the " Board of Regents
whether the El Paso lands shall be
embraced in the. presett survey, due
to the fact that during the last few
vears there has been no demand for
them for grazing purposes.

This resurvey, as it should prob-
ably be designated, is- the: largest
undertaking of its 'kind ‘since the
solid body of 3,000,000 acres of land
in' Northwest - Texas, < originally)
granted the Capitol Syndicate  of
Chicago in exchange for -the: con-
struction of the State Capitol - at
Austin, was resurveyed some years
ago. The Capitol Syndicate land- re-
survey resulted in. the:discovery ‘of
an excess of 80,000 acres: which re-
verted to the State. :

The original survey of 2,000,000
acres. of endowment. lands .of the
University was :necessarily' roughly
made due to the remoteness of the
several tracts and the inadequacies
of field equipment. It will not be de-
termined for several months, per-
haps, whether ar not there were ex-
cesses or deficiencies in the original
surveys. These will be 'shown when
the field notes and other data of
the survey have been ‘worked out

under the direction of land depa1 t-l
ment of the Unlversmy 2 ; |

The resurvey cf ‘these lands was!
started in 1929. In some respects it'
has been & stupendous job, due in
some instances to the rough region
in which some of the tracts were sits
uated. The vwork is in charge: of
Frank Friend, special surveyor of
the university, with headquarters at
San Aneglo. ‘The surveying crews
have just finished running the lines
and placing the hboundary monu-|
ments on the university’s tract of
184,960 acres in Pecos county .and
has begun work on its 46,080-acre
block in Culberson. county. The
eiection of boundary monuments on
more than 2,000 square miles of uni-
versity lands in Schleicher, Irion,
Reagan, Crockett, Upton, Terrell and
Pecos counties’ was rtecently com-
pleted. Tifese permanent markers
were designed by Mr. Friend. They
are constructed on concrete and
have a length of four feet. Embedded
in the top of each monument is a
brass plate representing four sec-
tions of land, each of 640 acres,
with the numbers of the blocks and
sections stenciled thereon.

The university lands, with the
amount of its holdings in the res-
pective counties of West Texas, are
as follows: Andrews, 294,400 acres;
Crane, 63,680 acres; Crockett, 356,-

Exprerts agree that a woman needs
about 2200 calories of focd per day.
Naturally, ,if she wiches to lose
weight, she must see that her daily
diet dees not furnish this number of
calories.

When you decide to diet, don’t
go in for strange, staryvation menus.
They are likely to make you lose
not only - weight, but your health
as well. You can eat the same type
of food that you, are used to, but
eount the calories In one. portion
of each and then cut down the por-
ticn to conform with the.number of
calories you intend to have per day
while on the diet.

Starchy, sweet foods are rich in
calories. If you include many  of
these, in no time at all you will use
up the ealorvies you have . alotted

yourself and will still be hungry. It'

Midland high school’s new ‘“diversified occupational”
course should go a long way to train the boys and girls
“who cannot attend college in work which should fit them
for becoming useful in chosen vocations.

Through the new course, the student selects the oc-
cupation in which he is interested and decires training.
The school’s coordinator aids him in finding/ half-time
employment, without remuneration, in such industry, the
other half of his course being in school classes giving
information related to that occupation.

i Thug he is doubly trained, part at the actual occu-
pation, the other part in technical subjects which more

fully ‘acquaint him with the

possibilities: of ‘that oceupa-

tion. He has more than ‘“hard knock’ schooling and. he
kas more -than “book” schoolmg He gets both, system-

actically coordinated.

One big obstaclé to the success of the venture is Lhe

selection of ‘a vocation by the student.

His inexperience

with various industries or professions does not fit him

for selecting his course.

Often what looks to him as an

attractive occupation may turn out to be one in which he is
not interested. Statistics show that fifty per cent of the

-¢college trained men are

“mis-fits”’,

departing later from

the work in which they have been educated.

" Business men, professional men and industrial lead—
ers may aid the youth of their communities greatly by.
disseminating information concerning the various voca-
tions, enabling the boys and girls to determine what they
like and for what they are fitted. To attempt to select

o vocation for a youth may be disastrous.

To guide him

through acquainting him with various vocations will be

beneficial.

Business and professional men should lose no

opportunity to give youths the benefit of their knowledge

of their own vocations.
