HEALTH WORK FOR
NEGROES STARTS
HERE TOMORROW

Itlnerant Colored
Nurse to Aid In
Locality

Contmuation of negro health work
/ﬁ[t Micdland will be taken up Mon-
day, to cover a two weeks period,
with Anna May Mathies, state col-
ored itinerant nurse, personally in
charge. She has been here on two
former occasions, working with the
Midland  County Public  Health
Board, and has achieved notable
improvements in health and sani-
tation among the colored people of
Midland.

She will conduet classes in  pre-
natal care, infant walfare and social
hygiene and also will conduct a san-
itary. survey. Special work .among
school children will be done under
her direction.

Six years ago she assisted in or-
ganizing a health committee, a part‘
of the local health  board, which'
since has been responsible for im-|
munization of colored children a-
gainst small pox, diptheria and ty-
phoid fever. Negro health week has
been observed 1egularly since that
time.

Local health workers  said they
were extremely fortunate in secur-
ing again the services of Anna May
Mathies, as she is a graduate nurse,
a university graduate and a grad-
uate public health nurse.

Electric and gas services for the
negro section have been obtained
but water and sewer connections still
are lacking. Those are the goals in
the negro health program at pre-
sent, committee members said.

NAME FRENCH CITY
1937 ROTARIAN'S
CONVENTION SITE

Fourth International
‘Conclave For
Europe

CHICAGO. Sept. 12—The selec-

tion of Nice, France, for the 1937
convention of Rotary Internation-
al is now officially confirmed. Ac-
cording to a message received at the
Rotary headquarters here from Will
R. Manier, Jr., president of Rotary
International, contracts have been
signed in Nice for holding the Ro-
tary convention there the week of
June 6, 1937.

Meeting in Nice with President

Manier were Ed R. Johnson, Roa-
noke, Virginia, chairman of the 1937
convention committee, and the other
five members from Europe and North
America; Achille Bossi, Milan, Italy;
Jurrien van Dillen, The Hague, The
Netherlands; Maurice .Duperrey,
Paris, France; Prentiss M. Terry,
Lcuisville, Kentucky, U. S. A.; and
T. C. Thomsen, Copenhagen, Den-
mark.
. This will be Rotary’s fourth con-
vention in Europe, the others being
held in 1920 at Edinburgh, Scotland;
in 1927 in Ostend, Belgium, and in
1931 in Vienna, Austria: Plans ori-
ginally were to hold the 1937 con-
vention in London but the antici-
pated congestion of the coronation
season compelled a change.

For transportation of:the . North
American delegation, contracts have
been made for steamships to sail
from various Atlantic ports. This
delegation is expected to number be-
tween 3,500 and 4,000. In charge of
these arrangements is Oak Hunter,
Moberly, Missouri, U. S. A.

To give the Rotarians at the con-
vention from countries outside Eu-
rope, at Vienna in 1931, Rotary has
acquainted with the peoples of Eu-
rcpe, a number of post-convention
tours have been arranged under Ro-
tary auspices. This will provide an
additional means of promoting Ro-
tary’s fourth object “the advance-
ment of international understand-
ing, good will and peace.”

In the cities on these itineraries
receptions and entertainments will
be prepared for the groups of visi-
tors so that they may observe. the
life and the customs of the coun-
tries visited, to a far greater degree
than is possible ' for the average
tourist.

Since the last convention in Eu-
rope, at Vienna in 1’31, Rotary has
expanded to more than 4000 Rotary
clubs, and the attendance at that
meeting, 4,288, is expected to be
doubled when the convention meets
in Nice in June, 1937.

Satisfied By
Action
AUSTIN, Sept. 12 @»—H. Y.
Benedict, president of Texas Uni-
versity, said today that J. Evetts
Haley, new deal critic, no longer was
a member of the school’s faculty.
Haley, chairman of the Jeffer-
scnian democrats of Texas, has been
active in opposing the reelection of
President Roosevelt, and said that
if  the University wanted to dis-
charge him for his activities that

it was “welcome to do so0.”

Dr. Benedict said that Haley had
asked to take a leave of absence
August 24, and that the budget for

the social science department had
not been adopted.

Whether or not Haley will be re-
appointed when the budget is ad-
opted is a matter of conjecture.

Mrs. John Haley, Midland, moth-
er of J. Evetts Haley, Saturday af-
ternoon told a reporter that her son
had known for some time that hisw
affiliation with the: Jeffersonian
group was the cause of general
disapproval in Austin but that he
had expressed the opinion he was
doing what was right and that he
intended to continue, regardless of
what officials at the university did.

Haley several times has voiced
disapproval of the new deal, par-
ticularly the relief policies in the
state, and was cne of tae first mem-
bers of the new orgaization.
According to Mrs. Haley, reap-
pointment to his position in the
university has not been expected hy
Haley, and at the time of his leave
of ‘absence grant he was<uncertain
as to whether or not he would again
accept the appointment should it be
tendered him.

Several other favorable positions
offered him, plus extensive literary
work to be completed, appear to def-
initely determine that he will not
return to the school, his mother
stated.

Destruction of Town
Sought to Prevent
Surrender

FALL FORESEEN

More Troops Moving
Up For Siege
Monday

SAINT JEAN DE LUZ, France,
Sept. 12 (P)—San Sebastian, with
defenders fighting in  the streets,
was reported encircled late Saturday
by 10,000 Fascists troops. Trouble
within the city grew out of Basque
determination ' to prevent destruc-
tion by anarchists, no matter what
happens.

Reinforced troops will be moved
up in preparation of a major as-
sault at dawn tomorrow following
the government’s rejection of Gen-
eral Emilio Mola’s surrender ul-
timatum.

At Burgos, Fascist commanders
announced forces had advanced ten
miles nearer Madrid on the north-
ern front.

The Fascist radio station at Se-’
ville reported that 250 government
militiamen had been killed in" Ma-
drid when insurgent. planes bomh-

ed barracks and other strategic |(7

Within San Sebastian, anarchists
are reported pilliaging homes and
stores and rounding up new hostages
to hold for executions in the place
of those sent by the Basque nation-
alists to Bilbao.

The municipal governor, Aonton-
io Ortego, admitted that he was
but a figurehead and declared it
would “be difficult” to save the
city from ‘destruction at the hands
of the anarchists should the fascists
approach closer.

The Tubb area of western Crane|
county merited attention of West|
Texas oil operators as the week clos-
ed, with Humble Oil & Refining
Co. No. 3 Tubb, deep Permian test,
developing the largest natural pro-
duction of any well yet drilled to
the “Tubb pay”, and Gulf Oil No. 2|
Waddell, deep wildcat, reported to!
have topped the Ordovician forma-
tion.

Thought at first to have found no
increases above its initial production
of 543 barrels in 12 hours by deep-
ening from 4,373 to 4,410 feet, Hum-
ble No. 3 Tubb set a record for
natural production from the Tubb
pay zone approximatelv 2.000 feet
in the Permian lime by flowing 410
barrels of oil in 3 1/2 hours through
3/4 inch choke on tubing. This is
well above the natural rating of
Gulf No. 2 Tubb which flowed
slightly better than 65 barrels an
hour. The Gulf well was later
treated with 5,000 gallons of acid
and flowed 1,008 barrels in three
hours, the largest production of

any Tubb area well. Decision had

not been made as to whether the
new Humble well would be acidized.

Location of Humble No. 3 Tubb is
440 feet out of the southwest corner
of section 10 block B-2T7, public
school land. First pay was from 4,-
355 to 4,373, with increases from
there to total depth at 4,410.

A break in section at 6,003 in
Gulf No. 2 W. N. Waddell Estate was
thought to be possibly the top of the
Crdovician or Pennsylvanian for-
mation. Top of the Simpson, middle
Ordovician, was logged at 5,978 in
Gulf No. 1 Waddell, deep discovery
of the Sand Hills pool, and the only
West Texas well outside of the Big
Lake Field of Crockett county pro-
ducing from the Ordovician. Drili-
ing in the No. 2 Waddell continued
below 6,009 feet. Location is 1,980
feet from the south and west lines
of section 18, block B-21, public
school \Jland, two miles northeast of
the No. 1 Waddell.

Farther southeast Moore Bros. No.
1 T. C. Barnsley, scheduled Ordovi-
cian test in section 43, block 32, pub-
lic school land, reported 500 feet of
water in the hole believed to have

come in while drilling from 5,572 tol
5,577. Last week, the test set a
string of 7-inch casing at 5,555 to
shut off upper water, and while
the new water may be coming from
behind casing, it is thought more
likely to have been encountered in
the lower strata. The test is now
drilling below 5,584 feet in lime and
is gradually filling up with water.
Dawson Strike To Bail

Another bailing test was schedul-
ed to start up late yesterday in Ray
Albaugh et al No. 1 Robinson,
northwest Dawson county’s bid for
an oil field. On the last test, bailer
was run to bottom four times, the
first three times coming up full of
brackish water, but on the last run
showing only a little water and
mostly oil. There is now more than
1,200 feet of oil in the hole, gravity
cf which is reported to be around
35 degrees. Present total depth of
the well is 4,964 feet, steel line mea-
surement, but it will probably be
drilled deeper if further testing prov-
es that water is exhausting.

Area As The Week Closes

in West Texas in several years. It is
located in the northwest part of the
county, in the center of the north-
west quarter of section 46, block M,
E. L. R. R. survey.

The first/ test to be started as a
result of the Dawson strike is about
seven miles -to the northwest, in
southeast Terry county practically
on the Dawson line. It is being car-
ried as W. L. Pickens et al No. 1 Es-
tella Lewright and is located in the
northeast cornier of section 1, block
C-37, public school land. Water well
is being drilled and material is be-
ing moved into the location. The
position of the test would indicate
that its operators are playing a
northwest trend from the Albaugh
well, the predominating trend in the
West Texas district.

Germany

‘THREATS’ SEEN

Country’s Problems
Must Be Solved,
He Declares

NURNBERG, Sept. 12, (£)—Adolf
Hitler said here Saturday that Ger-
many  would be overwhelmingly
prosperous “if we had” the rich ag-
ricultural lands and ore laden moun
tains of Soviet Russia. He told young
Nazis that they would triumph over
Russia “if the hour ever comes”
when there is war.

Hitler painted a picture of plenty
which the acquisition cf Russia
would bring in contrast with the
present struggle against a raw ma-
terial shortage.

“If T had the Urals, if we posses-
sed Siberia and Ukraine, nationalist
Socialist Germany would be swim-

describing the Soviet surplus land
and materials.

The German dictator declared “I
am not in the fortunate position of
the Soviet Jews, nevertheless, Ger-
many’s problem must be solved.

In an oration Friday night he
said ‘“We pray providence to spare
our children what we suffered in
the past, but let no one imagine our
movement can be halted or shaken.
We stand inflexible like a rock.”

‘erystal chandeliers, as well as the

crossed spears, sympolical of early
native armies.

The room is furnished in native
woods, purincipally island koa.

The dais upon which the throne
chairs will be placed is still cver-
hung by the heavy canopy that
once graced-*kings and queens,

big parade, in 1920, the American
Legion will march again on Septem-
ber 22.

Sixteen years ago the Legion-
naires, still uniformed mostly in
the “O. D. woolies” in which they
came back from the World War,
their ages averaging perhaps 25
years, swung down Cleveland’s Eu-
clid avenue in their first really big
mass demonstration.

A local paver commented that it
“swept ‘into Cleveland like a strong,
clean hreeze . .. the convention has
gone, hut Cleveland still feels the
impulse and the touch of the youth
of the whole country.”

Today, resplendent in bright,
smartly tailored uniforms, aver-
age age verging upward from 40,
and fostering under its wing a
fast growing organization of its own
sons, the American Legion, in its
18th convention, will present a'con-
trast to that other big parade of
1920, - A

Greatest In History

This year’s conclave is expect-

ed to be the Legion’s greatest con-

‘vention, and probably the greatest

gathering of war veterans in all
history. Every advance preparation
indicates that 250,000 Legionnaires,
their families, and their friends, will
storm Cleveland.

Distribution of the bonus earlier
in. the year has put cash in the
pockets of veterans who never be-
fore were able to attend the con-
vention—may never again be able.
A month before the opening day,
Sept. 20, every hotel room in down-
town Cleveland was reserved. Pri-
vate homes, lake boats; and down-
town buildings in which cots and
sanltary arrangements can be set
up will fill the deficiency.

The big parade this year is ex-
pected to take more than 10 hours
to pass a given point with its 90
000 marchers, 500 bands, 1nnumpf
able floats, and gaudily uniformed
special organizations.

Great Growth Achieved

Back in 1920, the American Le-
gion was just the American Legion.
Now it draws about it a number of
satellite organizations which add
to the influence of its nearly 950,-
000 membpers, There is the Woman’s
Auxiliary, with 413,000. There is the
‘“40-and-8”, and the rapidly rising
Sons of the American Legion, who
already number 38,919.

There is the National Organiza-
tion of French War Brides, and
hundreds ' of associations of men
formerly identified with specialized
services or “outfits”. All these have
special meetings within the time of
the Legion conelave, Sept. 20-25.

This year’s convention, scanning
a world at war or preparing for
war, will open on a note of peace.
Waiting the opening are certain
boxes of earth, from the heights
of the Meuse, from a forest called
the Argonne, and from St. Mihiel.

There are clods from Portland,
Me., where Henry Wadsworth Long-
fellow was born, and boxwood plants
from Mt. Vernon, direct in descent
from the boxwood shoots planted
there by George Washington.

There is earth from the grave
of Kossuth, the Hungarian lover
of liberty, from Switzerland, from
Venezuela, from each of the 48
states. All will be molded care-
fully int a garden which will re-
main permanently in Cleveland’s
Rockefeller park.

Message of Peace

And when National Comander
Ray Murphy dedicates the garden,
on Sunday, Sept. 20, a plaque will
carry this message to the future:

“Here is the soil from the
historic shrines of the nations
of the world are planted trees
to create the American Legion

Peace Gardens. i

“May the intermingled soil of
these nations symbolize the
united effort of their peoples as
they advance to a better under-
standing. These gardens, plant-
ed by men who know the hor-
rors of war, are dedicated to
the brotherhood of nations and
peace throughout the world.”

Spread lightly
with softened butter and liberally
with marmalade. Roll jelly roll.fash-
ion and slice 1/2 inch thick. Place
cut side down in greased muffin tins.
Place on one-half teaspoon marma-
lade on top of each roll. Bake in hot
oven 12 to 15 minutes. Repeat with
remaining half of dough. This mak-
es 24 rolls.

Indian_Jewelry On
Display at Exhibit

AUSTIN, Sept. 11—Rare and beau-
tiful pieces of jewelry of the In-
dians, not bones and shells but works
of art, are now on exhibit in the
main exhibit room of the architec-
ture building as a part of the uni-
versity centennial exposition.

The exhibit consists of selections
from the large collection of Pueblo,
Navajo, and Hopi jewelry, ancient
and contemporary, which Witter
Bynner of Santa Fe, New Mexico,
has gathered during his life time.
The articles which he has lent to
the exposition are valued at over
$3,000.

In the exhibit are a great many
decorations which are made of beat-
en silver and studded with tur-
quoise. There are shown heavily
decorated belts, buckles, pendants,
skirt ~ornaments, buttons, gatos,
wrist guards, and several strings
of very heautiful beads.

Mr. Bynner has written a short
article about his jewelry collecting
hobby, and the article was published
in the August issue of the maga-
zine, New Mexico. In the article
he tells of the years he has spent
in collecting the jeelry and of the
manner of his trading with the In-
dians. The Indians usually wear
the valuable old jewelry, hut they
manage to keep it hidden from sight
under blankets and clothes. A trade
with them may take some time even
after the jewelry is uncovered.

Mr. Bynner also gives something
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« TATUES and stamps honor thc
character of the typical Souti
American who helped develo}
that continent and liberate it fron
Spanish tyranny. He is the
*gaucho,” the cowboy who no
only tended cattle, but was trap-
per, hunter, and pioneer over thc
broad pampas of South America
The gaucho a survival o
Spanish colonial days. Son of a
Spanish father and Indian moth-
er, he was more white than In-
dian, and became the pioneer of
white civilization in the plains of
Uruguay and Argentina.

When word of revolution spread
through the land in 1810, the
gaucho was first to take up arms,
load his horse with food and am-
munition, and join the patriot ar-

mies. For more than a decade he
fought, and finally gained inde-
pendencde. Today, he is the chief

element in the agricultural devel-
opment of Uruguay and Argen=-
tina.

They later started to mak-
ing all of the silver money that they
could get into ornaments. They pre-
ferred the Mexican money because
it had a higher percentage of cop-
per. :

Each piece of the jewelry meant
some particular thing to the differ-
ent Indians. Most, general was the
belief that the wearing of turquoise
would keep off the rattlesnakes and
ward away the lightning.

A tiny curved pendant would mean
to one tribe ‘the dagger of  their
war god; to another tribe it would
signify the peacefulness of the gent-
ly curved rainbow in the  sky.

Most of the modern blankets and
pices of jewelry which: are bought
by tourists are made by the nomadic
Navaje Indians, but these Indians
learned to make these things from
the Pueblo and the Hopi Indians.
It might be that they learned ‘to
work their metal from the early
Spanish explorers who wandered
over the country.

Also still on exhibit in the art
division in the architecture build-
ing is the Mrs. Henry B. Drought
collection of etchings, lithographs,
pencil drawings, engravings, block
prints, and water colors. Among the
works in this group is shown a val-
uable Rembrandt and three Whist~
lers.

In the main exhibit room with
the Indian jewelry are shown the
representative works of Texas artists
of all kinds.

200,000 Persons See
University Exhibit

AUSTIN,  Sept. 11—Though the
University Centennial Exposition
never anticipated entertaining rec-
ord-breaking crowds, the total num-
ber of visitors registered and count-
ed at all the exhibits on the univer-
sity campus has passed 200,000 ac-
cording to William L. Mecill, director.
