LOGS SIZEABLE 

OILJNCREASES
Dodson Discovery Is 

Now Shut Down 
At 2,669

After logging a sizeable increase 

in pay, Floyd C. Dodson & Barney i 
A. Duffey No. 1 Carter, new Glass­
cock discovery, is shut down at 2,- 
669 feet in lime while operators de­
cide whether to drill deeper. The oil 
inc. ease came in from 2,658 to 2,- 
667. with a possible increase from 
there to 2.669. A slight showing of 
gas was encountered at 2,663. The 
hole was bailed tiry at 2 o ’clock 
this morning and the well allowed 
to stami until 9. at wiiich time op­
erators bailed out 12 bailers of oil. 
and accumulaticn oi approximately 
12 1-2 barrels in seven hours. Pay 
from 2.634 to 2,643 had yielded 10 
barrels in 12 1-2 hours. I

Jjocated in the north central part! 
o f the county, in the southwest cor­
ner of section 8, block 33, township 
3 .south, T. & P. survey, the Dod­
son well is heralded as opening a 
new producing area. It is a mile and 
a half northeast of Fleetborn No. 1 
Dodson which ra nhigh but failed 
to find more titan slight oil show­
ings and was abandoned at 3,247 
feet after drilling through several 
water horizons.

The California Co. No, 1 Calverly, 
Glasscock wilcat in section 25. block 
35, township 3' south, 8 1-2 miles 
southwest c-i the Dodson well, is 
drilling at 2,456 feet in red sand 
and anhydrite.

MADRID. Sept. 15. (/P)— Twenty- 
five thousand reinforcements at 
Talavera for a march on Madrid was 
pledged by General Francisco Fran­
co Fascist commB.nder,-in-chlef, 
government high command an­
nounced today.

The main rebel forces are en­
camped at Talavera and Fascists 
are attempting to establish a line 
linking Castile and Andalusia.

Fascists renewed their campaign 
to subdue socialists in northern 
Spain with an advance toward the 
government lines at Orio.

The object of another new ad­
vance is Bilboa, where foreigners 
have been exacuated and the con^ 
sulate abandoned.

The American con fla te  was a- 
bandened Monday so that the Con­
sul and his staff might flee to safe­
ty in France.

The action was ordered after an 
insurgent warning that the harbors 
of Bilboa and Santander were being 
mined and that it would be danger­
ous after midnight for ships to 
enter or leave those ports.

Reporting this to Washington, 
Consul William E. Chapman, whose 
home is in Oklahoma City, asserted 
that there was no means of leaving 
except by war,ship, before the mid­
night dead line. He* asked instruc­
tions as 'to whether he should leave 
aboard the American destroyer 
Kane, which then was available in 
near-by French waters.

STRIKING IN FRANCE 
SPREADS RAPIDLY

PARIS. Sept. 15. (iP)—Strikes
spread deeper through the Ifrench 
textile industry, accompanied by dis­
orders, today on the heels of em­
ployers refusal to accept govern­
ment arbitration. •

Labor, supporting the govern­
ment’s industrial reform program, 
threatened to organize 100,000 mili­
tant workers to force little employ­
ers to agree to a 40-hour week.

Premier Blum did not announce 
his decision on a reported plan to 
impose arbitration. The Lille union 
of public service employes voted t o ! 
support the government, telling 1 
Blum that it will defend him if he 
is attacked.

SHANGHAI, Sept. 15 (/P) — Jap­

anese sailors who sought to force a 
landing at Pakhoi of Tokyo in­
vestigators into the death of a Jap­
anese national clashed with Chinese 
soldiers today aftter six Japanese 
fighting ships were assembled off 
the north coast of the Hainan Is­
land where they had been sent by 
the government to “protect inter­
ests in south China.”

The Jap national was reported 
stabbed September 3 by Chinese at 
his home. Japanese navy officials 
said that they might be forced to 
act unless Chinese subdued the re­
bellious countrymen at Pakhoi.

**Tin Can Island 
Stamp on Display 

At Library Here
’Tire county library has on display 

a f  the present a stamp from one 
of the most unique nations, as far 
as mailing systems are concerned, 
in existence. It is from the collec­
tion of L. P. Boone, local philate­
list.

The stamp is from Niuafoo. Poly­
nesia, nicknamed “Tin Can Island” 
by stamp collectors. Stamped on 
the envelope on which the stamp 
is sealed is the following notice:

‘"This envelope was thrown over­
board in a tin can from the cruiser 
steamer Monowai July 15 off Niu- 
afou or “Tin Can Island” in the 
Tonga Islands—lat. 15. 33’ south, 
long. 175, 39’ west.”

All mail to the island is lowered 
in tin buckets to natives who come 
out to the boats in canoes and pick 
it up.

Also in the library is one of the 
English stamps bearing the picture 
of King Edward. The stamps were 
mailed to Boone during the first 
dav they went on sale.

NEW YORK. Sept. 15. (jP)—Far 
from the roaring Broadway wel­
come that had been made ready for 
them, Harry Richman and Dick 
Merrill ended Monday with a forc­
ed landing in the bleak quiet of 
Newfoundland coast, the first non- 
step airplane trans-Atlantic round 
trip flight ever made.

Richman, suave crooner Vaiown 
well in many a night club for his 
wisecracks, sent a brief, pointed, 
completely sombre message for help, 
and tonight veteran Eddie Ricken- 
backer flew north to the rescue at 
9;07 E. S. T.

CHICAGO, Sept. 15 (fl̂ )—Governor 

Alf M. Landon said today that the 
Maine election proved that the 
people of this country are aroused 
to their dangers and determined 
to preserve a system of government 
and life.

The governor was referring to 
the sweeping republican victory 
which saw the party’s candidates 
for governor and three United States 
representatives win to oust the 
democrats from four years of state 

I control.
Landon said “ the people of Maine 

sounded the call that will find a,n 
immediate response throughout the 
nation.

The election was featured by the 
victory of Senator Wallace \ ^ ite  
for a second term over Governor 
Louis Brann.

Secretary of state Lewis O. Bar- 
rows, republican gubernat9rial can­
didate, was elected next governor 
of the state by a wide margin over 
E. Harold Dubord, his democratic 
opponent.

Nominations to national and state 
office will be made in five states 
today.

The names before the voters in­
clude seme made familiar by years 
of controversy. Curley in Massa­
chusetts, Coiiiens in Michigan, 
Moces in New Hampshire and oth­
ers.

Elections will be held in Massa­
chusetts, Michigan, New York, Wis- 
con.sin and New Hampshire.

In New York 12 Townsend and 
union party supporters are seeking 
nomination to congress by major 
parties. Of the state’s 45 house seats, 
conte.sts for nomination the 16 face 
democrats, 15 republican. Guber­
natorial nominations will be made in 
the party conventions later in the 
month.

Lower Interest Rate 
First Step In Aiding 
Tenants to Own Farms

(This is tbe second of three 
articles on what is being done 
by the Resettlement Adminis- 
tmtion to assist tennant farm­
ers to become landowners.)

In helping' low-income fanners to 
win ownership of their land, the 
first probJem is to help them earn 
a better living in then- present 
status as . tenants. They ’ must be 
helped to build up tlie reserve nec­
essary both for purchase of land 
and for operating it.

The Resettlement Administration 
this year made loans to 29,653 Texas 
farm families to purchase livestock, 
equipment and supplies. These 
farmers had been ineligible for fi­
nancing from any other source. 
Withopt it they would have had no 
means of carrying on the farming 
activities which were their only 
means of livelihood. The average 
amount of the loan was $304, re­
payable in one to five years. It bears 
five per cent interest. One dollar 
out of every three was invested by 
the borrowers in livestock. The to­
tal amount of the money loaned 
in Texas was $9,011,000. Investment 
in livestock amounted to $2,866,404.

ticularly share croppers, have been 
forced to operate. For reasons which 
it appears have been unavoidable 
in the past, the tenant has been re­
quired to pay interest and other 
charges which often amounted to 
forty per cent or more. ’The differ­
ence between that and the five 
per cent which is charged by the 
Resettlement Administration is in it­
self a long step toward helping the 
tenant get on a basis where he can 
lay by a reserve. But it is also a 
requirement of the ' Resettlement 
Administratiori that all borrowers 
adopt a ]ive-at-home program, care­
fully mapped out for them by the 
county. supervisor of the Resettle­
ment Administration with the aid 
of the county agricultural agents 
and a county advisory board. This 
is a second means, on top of the 
lov;er interest charge, which works 
toward a better farm income, and 
acts as a stop toward ownership.

In the matter of actually pro­
viding land, the Resettlement Ad­
ministration has made a start this 
year by placing under option land 
enough for 963 farms in Texas and 
Oklahoma, which will be sold to 
selected farmers from low-income 
groups. These farmers are to be 
chosen with the aid of county ad­
visory committees. They will be 
placed on the land under a five- 
year lease contract. During that

Row bO'ats 
were called into use for some of the 
streets near the flooded areks.

All boathouses on Lake Nas- 
worthy were swept away by the rag­
ing waters as both the North and 
South Concho rivers reached high 
levels.

San Angelo received 12.57 inches 
of rain in 15 hours, an all-time 
high wllile the total precipitation at 
Christoval was 16.1 inches. All traf­
fic toward the south was halted as 
approaches to the bridge on the 
South Concho was under water on 
both sides cf the river.

GERMANY READY 
FOR EMERGENCY; 
H IT L E O R A T E S

Says  Commu ni s m  
Will Make Europe 

‘Sea Of Blood’
NÜRNBERG, Sept. 15 (,?>)—Adolf 

Hitler believes that the spread of 
Bolshevism in Europe will plunge 
the continent into a “ sea of blood” , 
he said today.

At the close of the annual na­
tionalist .socialist convention he de­
clared :

“ I watch with fearful anxiety the 
developments. I have seen the dan­
ger clearly but do not belong to 
those who faint at its sight. VVe 
must be ready for every sacrifice 
God demands. W e must have that 
■which is most indispensible of aU— 
raw materials.”

Hitler, delivering his final ad­
dress before the congress, said ‘"The 
Nationali.st Socialist state will not 
menace the outside world so long 
as that world leaves Germany 
alone.”

Thbn Hitler asked: “ 'What wduld 
have happened to Germany if Jew­
ish-Bolshevist mismanagement had 
come to power here?” We combat­
ted Bllshevism because from 50 to 
70 per cent of the people would 
have starved under it.”

Ninety-eight per cent of the Bol- 
■shevist officials never worked and 
never earned their livelihood by 
honest labor.”

Spain sailed for America the other 
day, the world’s most tragic queen 
embarked on a mission that has 
nothing to do with the re<j. clouds 
C'f battle that are devastating the 
land she loves.

Victoria, once the best - dressed 
and one of the best-loved monarchs 
on the continent, comes as a de­
throned queen and forsaken wife, to 
the bedside of her eldest son, Count 
Covadonga, formerly the Prince of 
the Astuiias and heir to the throne, 
who is stricken with haemo)3hilia— 
the “curse of the Hapsburgs.”

The count renounced his claims 
to the Spanish crown when he mar­
ried a commoner, Edelmira Sampe- 
dro, of Cuba. Now they are getting 
a divorce. And another rumor which 
has reached Queen Victoria’s ears, 
says that the Count, prior to his 
illness, had become romantic about 
another Cuban commoner. So it has 
been reported, too, that Queen Vic­
toria is eager to give him the bene­
fit of her royal counsel about matri­
mony.

lil-Omened Marriage 

No Princess from Europe’s many- 
towered castles ever entered on a 
more tragic and unhappy reign 
than did the pretty 19-year-old Vic­
toria Eugenia Ena.on that October 
day in 1906 when she married hand­
some, dashing King Alfonso X III of 
Spain, who was just 20 years o ld .' 
True, the' marriage began in^ a 
splurge of glory that cost the 
Spanish government $10,000,000. As 
the royal couple, who married in 
Madrid, were ch'iving through the 
cheering throngs in the street on 
their wedding day, a bomb was 
thrown at their carriage. In the 
resultant explosion several people 
and two of the six horses attached 
to the royal carriage were killed. 
The young monarchs escaped un­
harmed but the bride’s slipiiers 
were spattered with blood.

It wasn’t long until the ladies- 
in-waiting at the court were whis­
pering that the king wasn’t true 
to his queen; that his dashing Maj­
esty had questing eyes and a roving- 
heart. Victoria heard the gossip. She 
ignored it. Queens did, she knew, 
and she was the" granddaughter of 
the late Queen Victoria of Ekigland; 
niece of King Edward V ll; and 
daughter of Princess Beatrice and 
Prince Henry of Battenburg.

Sons Bear Hapsburg Curse 

■When her first baby was born 
on May 10, 1907, the evil omen 
persisted. The Infante Alfonso, 
Prince of Asturias, was a victim of 
haemophilia, the uncontrollable 
bleeding that is a Hapsburg curse. 
The rejoicing populace proclaimed 
a national holiday, never suspecting 
When Jaime and Gonzales, the 
next sons were born, it was discov­
ered that they, too, were haemophil­
iacs, w'ho never could indulge in 
normal, healthy exercises because of 
the bloody curse that lay upon 
them. Almost worse, Don Ja7me was 
born deaf and dumb, also.

Meantime, there were minor trag­
edies.

She and Al­
fonso revived the old custom of 
washing the feet of a group of beg­
gars, chosen at random, at Easter 
time, giving the group gifts of silver.

Physical Check-Up 
Needed Every Year

AUSTIN, Sept. 14—Great strides 
have been made in mass control of 
public health in the past twenty- 
five years by public health officials 
and the use of scientific methods in 
the control o f disease. The job of 
the individual in getting fit and re­
maining in good health, however, 
is a personal rather than a pu’olic 
matter, ' according to Dr. John W. 
Brown, state health officer.

“ ■While the ravages of diphtheria, 
smallpox, typhoid fever, and other 
deyasting (diseases have been def­
initely checked by public health 
measures” he said “ there are left 
many health enemies whose on- 
slought is stealthy, and whose ap­
proach is definitely individual. Heart 
disease, cerebral hemorrhage, neph- 
rities, and cancer continue to stand

cannot be controlled by quarantine 
and immunization, eacli individual 
should see to his own protection 
against these diseases if they exist, 
while they are in a state where con­
trol may be effective. The annual 
physical health examination is the

major defensive weapon against 
such diseases.

“ The annual physical examination 
has two definite objectives in the 
life of an individual; namely, to 
establish the fact that there is or 
is not present a disease which calla 
for prompt control measures, and 
to determine the margins of safety 
in health habits. When the family 
physician has established the facts 
brought ■ (p light in a physical ex­
amination, he is in a position to ad­
vise the individual as to procedures 
which must be adhere J to in ordei’ 
that a proper balance may be main­
tained.

Extremes Equally Harmful
Mother knows that she can’t take

urday as she has always done. But 
if Howard has to stay at home and 
see her drive off without him, she 
pictures the quiver of his lip and the 
dying gazelle look in his eyes.

This i.s the second of five articles on Bernie Bierman 
football’s foremost coach—by himself.

Minnesota coach whose teams have been unheaten in 

three yeai-s.
MINNEAPOI.IS, Sept. . —^My older brother, A1 

enrolled at the University of Minnesota two years a- 
head of me and liked it so much that I guess i 
couldn’t have gone to any other institution if I had 
■SO desired. C f course I didn’t care to go elsewhere, for 
a country boy going to schpol in jytjhPeapplis struck 
me as real big time stuff.

My high school coach Dr. A. W. Robertson, was a 
Minnesota man, and naturally he wanted me to go 
there, too.

Conditions were different then than they are now. 
Back in 1912, when I was ready for college, few par­
ents or boys ever thought of any school but the state 
university. Now if any youngster in prep school shciws 
the slightest ability in sports, old graefe from a half’ 
dozen institutions are on the job early to sell their 
particular alma mater to the “stars”. 'That wasn’t the 
case when I was a boy. I don’t recall any one men­
tioning any school but Minnesota.

Minnesota had a national reputation in focjfball in 
those days. Dr. Henry L. Williams had turned out 
several championship teams. To make the grade on 
one cf the Gopher teams under this famous coach 
was the ambition of every youngster who played high 
school football in our state.

Every time Brother A1 came home for vacation he’d 
relate what a great institution Minnesota was. He 
didn't know it, but every time he talked about the uni­
versity I was right close by getting an earful. I was 
ready for Minnesota long before classes were to start 
in the fall of 1912. )!c .  *
Bashful Bernie Considered Tco Light

Brother A1 liked football as much as, I did. Once I 
reached Minnesota he didn’t waste any time getting 
me out for the freshman souad. Al, of course, was out 
;or the squad in 1912 and ’13.

I was a bashful country boy when I enrolled at 
Minnesota. I had read so much about the Giants of 
the North that I was a bit skeptical about going out 
for football because of my weight. I tipped the scales 
at about 160 pounds as a freshman, but that wasn’t 
very much considering the size of most of the boys 
who were out. But Al wouldn’t let me quit. He saw 
to it that I  stayed out there every day.

Because cf my lack of weight, I didn’t get much of 
a tumble from Dr. Williams when I reported for the 
varsity squad in the fall of 1913. Doc used to scrim­
mage a lot in those days, because we didn’t have 
spring practice and it was the only means he had of 
determining the respective abilities of the players.

I was the victim o f a tough break as a sophomore. 
I came up with a Charley horse early in the fall and 
was relegated to the sidelines. I did get into a few 
games that year, but that early season setback was a 
handicap hard to overcome once I was sound again.

But I suppose any life story should start from the 
beginning, so that is what I ’m going to do now.

I was born on March 11, 1894, at Springfield, a 
small town in the western part of Minnesota. My 
folks did a lot of moving in a short time. We moved 
to Oklahoma when I was still a little tike. Return­
ing to Minnesota, we made our home at Waseca,

Paynesville, and Litchfield, in that Order. I remem­
ber lather distinctly being in the fifth gradé when 
we reached Litchfield,

Two years later We moved to Minneapolis, and I 
flnished .my primary school studies there.
Fails To Make Fresh Team in IBgh School.

Brother Al usually had a-baseball or a football 
for the gang in the neighborhood. As I recall 
all the advice and information I  got from my brpther, 
I suppose I was pretty much of a dub. At least that’s 
what they used to'tell me—and still do for that mat­
ter..

The fall of 1908 found the Bierman family back in 
Litchfield, this time to stay for quite a spell. I spent 
my high schpol days there.

I didn’t need urging .to report for football as soon 
as school opened. In scrub games while still in the 
grades,;! played, end more than any other position. 
Naturally, that's v/hat i  said I was when Dr. Robeit- 
son canvassed the freshmeri.
I I iorget how heavy I, was, but I know it wasn’t 
mu.ch, fpr my school mates called me “skinny” when 
we were batting around on the corner lots of Min­
neapolis.

As you may have guessed,. I didn’t make the team 
as a freshman. In fact, I believe my family thought 
I should give up football entirely when i  failed to 
make much of a showing. But I loved the game too 
much to quit that :easily. ■

In mÿ sophomore yéar i  made the Litchfield first 
team, still as an end. As a junior, the squad was a 
little shoyt of backfieid material, and because I had 
shown that I had a little speed I was switched to 
left halfback..I stàyed thére through liiy senior year.

seven games in 1911, and we were pretty proud of our 
re.cprd. Fpd.tball wasn’t generally played in Minnesota 
high schools in those days. 'We; took on all schools 
close to Litchfield. St. Cloud was making claims to the 
state championship. Our coach challenged St. Cloud 
for a post-season game, His defi was quickly accepted. 
The game wasn’t played, however. The .day before 
we. were to get into, action a terrific snowstorm be­
gan and a good old-fashioned Minnesota winter set in;

The one game that I remember in high school was 
against Hutchinson in 1910. Tackled hard on a frozen 
field, I t / i  two teeth clipped. I thought that would 
ruin my athletjc career, as the folks didn’t care so 
much about piling up doctor and dental bills.

I  started as a catcher in baseball, tried first base, 
second, and the outfield. I started out as a left-hand­
ed hitter, but eventually was forced to switch to right 
when I found that I was frozen to the ground when 
swinging from the left side.

Litchfield High didn’t have an abundance of mate­
rial in track and field, so I went in for the weight 
events in addition to dashes—100, 220, and 440. State 
track meets were not held in those days, but each 
year a Northwest event was staged at the University 
of Minnesota. I considered myself pretty much the 
cock of the walk in Litchfield when I finished secohd 
in the 100 and 220-yard dashes in Minneapolis.

I believe that those happy days in Litchfield de­
cided my career when my school days were conclud­
ed.
