Citizens and officials responsible 

for the care and maintenance of 
the public roads of Midland county 
have requested me to call the at­
tention of the public to certain 
abuses that all too frequently oc­
cur to these properties, abuses that 
are committed in nearly every in­
stance through unthoughtfulness or 
ignorance that the act is an o f­
fense rather than through' wilful­
ness. The results, of these infrac­
tions, however, discomfort, annoy­
ance and inconvenience to others, 
as well as actual damage to the 
properties, are not dependent upon 
thè frame of mind of the person 
or persons who may be guilty of 
them. In the hope that complaints 
relating to them may soon be re­
duced to a minimum, and eventual­
ly entirely eliminated, I quote cer­
tain laws on the subject. Prom 
these quotations, which follow, it 
may be seen what kind of abuses 
are referred to:

Art. 696 of the Penal Code of 
Texas: ‘ ‘Whoever shall leave the 
carcass of any animal, which died 
in the actual possession of - such 
person, within five hundred yards 
of any private residence, or in any 
public road or highway, or in any 
street or alley of any town or city, 
or within fifty yards of such public 
road, highway, street or alley, shall 
be fined not less than five nor more 
tlian one hundred dollars.”

Ai't. 696-a. P. C. ‘ ‘That no mu­
nicipal corporation, private corpora­
tion, partnership, joint stock associa­
tion, syndicate, voluntary association 
or person shall use or maintain any 
dumping ground or dump any trash, 
refuse, debris, or dead animals or 
premit the same to remain witliln 
or nearer than three hundred yards 
of any public highway of the Stats 
of Texas; that no person, firm or 
corporation, as above named, shall 
dump or deposit any rubbish, trash, 
refuse, debris or dead animals with­
in or nearer than three hundred 
yards of any public highway 
whether said land belongs to such 
person, firm or corporation or not; 
provided, however, that the pro­
visions of this Act shall not affect 
farmers in the handling of anything 
necessary in the growing, handling 
and care of livestock, or the erec­
tion, operation and maintenance of 
any and all such improvements that 
may be necessary in the handling, 
thrashing and preparation of any 
and all agricultural products.

Any violation of this Act by any 
person, finn or private corporation 
shall subject the offender to a fine 
of not le.s.s than ten dollars nor more 
than two hundred dollars, and each 
day of such violation shall be a 
separate offense. In event of any 
tlireatened or probable vioDation 
of this Act by any public corpora­
tion, municipality, city, town or vil­
lage, an injunction suit may be 
brought to prevent any such threat­
ened or probable violation by any 
county or district attorney, or any 
private individual affected or to be 
affected by any such threatened or 
probable violation. The enforce- 

I ment of the remedy by injunction 
as herein provided ¿lall not prevent 

j the enforcement of the other pen- 
1 allies provided in this Act.”

operate or run on any public high­
way any vehicle which as on its 
periphery any block, lug, stud, ridge, 
bead or any other protu.berance of 
metal that shall project more than 
one-fourth''of an incli''T3eyond the 
tread or traction surface of the tire, 
unless the said wheels are protected 
by bands, wooden blocks, skids or 
some sufficient device to protect 
the high-way against Injury by rea­
son thereof. Nothing herein shall 
prevent the use of traction engines 
with cleats on the driving wheels 
thereof on dirt or unimproved roads, 
or the use of vehicles actually en­
gaged at the time in construction or 
repair work on roads. Whoever vio­
lates any provision of this article 
shall be fined not to exceed one 
hundred dollars.”

The preceding article might be 
interpreted to mean tliat there is 
nothing in it to prevent driving 
along county roads with a farm 
tractor with lugs or cleats on the 
wheels of any length, but such driv­
ing over the county roads, thougli 
they are dirt roads, does unquestion­
ably damage them, and paragraph 
3. of article 6716 of the Reylsed 
Civil Statute of Texas reads as fol­
lows:

“ The owners, operators, drivers 
or movers of any vehicle, object 
or contrivance over a public high­
way or bridge shall be jointly and 
severally responsible for the dam­
ages which said liighway or bridge 
may sustain as the result of negli­
gent driving, operating or moving 
of such vehicle, or as the result of 
operating the same at a time for­
bidden by said road officials. The 
amount of such damages may be 
recovered in an action at law by 
the county judge for the use of the 
county, and such recovery shall go 
to the benefit of the damaged road.”

AUSTIN, Sept. 16— Â bill creating 
a stale board of public welfare which 
would absorb the old age assitance 
commission, the Texas relief com­
mission an dthe divi.sion of child 
welfare of the board of control, will 
be studied by the Texas planning 
lioard in Austin on Friday, Sept. 18. 
The bill and the recommendations 
of the board then will be forwarded 
to Governor James V. Allred.

Tlie bill, drafted by the planning 
board’s government and social as­
pects committee, provides for a 
board of nine members, appointed 
by the governor, to administer old 
age assistance, aid to dependant 
children, assistance to the needy 
blind; general home or family re­
lief; supervise all child welfare ser­
vices; cooperate with the federal 
security board, and fix the fees to 
be paid to ophthalmologists and eye 
specialists for the examination of 
applicants for assistance as needy 
blind persons.

To faclliate the -ii'ork of the wel­
fare board, the bill provides for the 
creation in counties, or in districts, 
which may Include two or more 
counties, local units of administra­
tion to serve as agents of the state 
board. These county or district 
boards in turn v/ould be served by 
local advisory units.

The county or district boards 
would be named from lists of rep­
resentative citizens furnished to the 
state iDoard by the commissioners 
courts.

The state board of public welfare 
also would have the power to super­
vise and license all private institu­
tions, boarding homes and agencies 
providing assistance, care or other 
direct services to dependent, ne­
glected or delinquent children, the 
aged, blinfl, feeble minded and 
otherwise dependent persons.

W A S H I N G T O N

WASHINGTON, Sept. 16—Former 
Senator Jim Watson of Indiana, a 
power here for many long year.s
but finally tossed out by the voters 
and reduced to odd jobs of lobbying 
here, aloirg with rather desperate 
attempts to maintain leadership in 
the Indiana republican machine has 
been called “ a lovable old humbug” 
and many other names less or more 
complimentary.

No one, however, ever said Jim 
couldnt’ tell a good story and even 
many of those who detested his po­
litical attitdues and actions were 
fond of him for his friendly gen­
iality. Watson always Insisted that 
he was a thorough “ reactionary” 
and no one disputed him. Some ad­
mired him for his frankness.

Now Jim has written an autobi­
ography entitled “ As I Knew Them,”

and in spite of all the things that 
are glossed over and of doubts 
whether this is a major contribution 
to political history, Jim's book con­
tains a swell collection of anecdotes 
and for that if for no other reason 
is an enjoyable tome. Many of the 
yarns are already famous. Others 
are not and some of the latter are 
produced herewith.

His First Filibuster
Jim’s first political training came 

at DePauw University, where he 
fought with Albert J. Beveridge 
“ like a couple of cats” and be­
came president of the Plato liter­
ary society. On the eve of a close 
Plato fight he discovered the op­
position had taken five of “our 
boys” to Eel river hunting and 
driven away, leaving them there.

That meant defeat for Jim, so

he went to Emmons Vest, a student 
preacher who belonged to his fac­
tion and asked;

“ Emmons, how long do you think 
you can pray?” Emmons said he 
could pray indefinitely, Jim ex­
plained. At the opening of the Plato 
meeting he called on Emmons to 
pray. DePauw had great respect 
for prayer, so on one dared inter­
rupt.

‘‘Ejvery time the door opened. 
Vest looked up, and if it was not 
our boys coming in, he ducked his 
head and went at it again. He 
prayed for an hour and a quarter, 
till the boys rushed in all bedrag­
gled and covered with mud. It was 
my first filibuster.”

It’s typical of Jim Watson when 
he observes that subsequently, as 
a member of the Methodist board 
o f trustees in his home town, he 
rewarded Vest by going to the con­
ference to get him assigned to Bush- 
ville “ to do our preaching,”

Mild Enthusiasm
Watson’s first campaign was at 

Andersonville. “ I took off my coat; 
vest, collar and necktie and pro­
ceeded to orate for a couple o f  
hours.” Jack Ross, a country law­
yer, presided and on the 14-mile 
buggy ride home Jim asked him if 
he had done well. Ross was only 
mildly enthusiastic.

“ Jack, did I miss anything?”
“ Yes, Jim, you did,”
“ What was it?”
“ Well, Jim, you missed two damn­

ed good places to quit.”

On their trips of exploration they 
would scatter the seed of the bright 
yellow mustard plant along their 
path. Retui'nlng weeks or months 
later, the padres would find a path 
of gold sprung up to lead them 
home.

In California now in the spring 
whole hillsides are covered with the 
gold of this pant—to the farmer a 
noxious weed. One mustard plant 
will produce a million seeds and the 
plants spring up almost overnight.

I In one way, 1935 was the oddest 
I years since 1795. For the first time 
in 140 years, the date was com­
posed entirely of odd numbers, with­
out duplicates.

The best authorities agi-ee that 
any woman who uses liquid polish 
should oil her nails at least tw ice!
