REVENUE HERE FROM TOURISTS
ESTIMATED AT $453 PER DAY

Based on figures of the Texas
State Highway commission, and the
federal Bureau of Good Roads, the
tourist business in Midland should
average about $453 a day, figures
compiled in the Midland chamber
of commerce office show.

The federal statisticians after sev-
eral years of exhaustive study esti-
mate the average car spends an
average of $10 per day. The aver-
age number of cars passing through
Midland, besides, local Texas cars
are 907. At $10 per day this would
be $9,070 per day. This money 1S
usually spent between Fort Worth
and Midland, inclusive, an average
day’s drive. There are about 20
cities, towns and villages between
Midland and Fort Worth. Twenty
divided into $9,070 gives $453 plus.
If this sum is divided by only the
major places where most of the
money is spent, it would show Mid-
land receiving nearly $600 a day.
These figures do not include local
cars.

Broadway of America officials cite
the following example of the value
of the tourist crop:

A large eastern motor club, at
the solicitation of the Broadway of
America. Highway association, has
averaged sending 30 cars per day
over the Broadway during the past
three months. Ten dollars per day
is the lowest estimate yet to have

expenditures of cross country tour-
ists, and is probably lower than the
actual average expenditures since it

requires the utmost ecenomy, (try
it yourself) counting lodging, eat-

ing, car expense, etc., for a small}

family to stay within this limit on a
trip of several days duration.

On a transcontinental trip over
the Broadway the tourist will aver-
age two days in Tennessee, one day
in Arkansas, three days in Texas,
one day in New Mexico, two days in
Arizona and one day in California.

Thus the average of thirty cars
per day directed over the Broadway
by this club resulted in expenditures
along the route in Tennessee 0f—30
cars per day at $10 each equals
$300 per day, or—a total of $600
per day in that state. (Two days
being required.to cross the state).
Six hundred dollars per day equals
$18,000 per month, or a total of
$54,000 for the three month period.

Following the same system in Tex-
as the total for the period was $81,-
000; New Mexico, $27,000; Arizona,
$54,000, and California, $27,000. A
combined total for these states of
$270,000 during the period. Main-
tained throughout the year this
would mean- $1,080,000 expended
along the route of the Broadway as
a result of the co-operation of one
motor club.

These figures are based on the as-
sumption that the tourist travel
righ along through, and nowhere
stopped to make side trips or to
“vacation” for a day or two'in some

IS AIM OF MOVE
 STARTED IN CITY

Summer Round-up of the chil-

dren who are to enter school next
fall is taking place this week, ac-
cording to plans made by the coun-
ty health board and the P.-T. A.

The Round-up is a nation-wide
activity sponsored by the National
Congress of Parents and Teachers.
Its aim is to send to the entering
grade in scheol or kindergarten a
class’ of children as free as possible
from physical and mental defects,
and ultimately to educate parents to
the need for early periodic examin-
ations of their children by the fami-
ly physician and dentist.

Parents are asked to bring chil-
dren (ages 2 to 6 years) for ex-
amination during the Round-up, es~
pecially all children who will enter
school next term, in order than any

remedial defects discovered may be| |

given proper treatment during the
Summer months. i

Concerning this work, Miss Brede-
meier, health nurse, says:

“The Summer Round-up of the
children was inaugurated by the
National Congress of Parents and
Teachers in 1925. It is intended to
rouse parents to,a sense of respon-
sibility and to ‘bring the pressure
of public opinion to bear upon the
need of providing the school with
as perfect material as possible.

“There is need for such a cam-
paign. The pre-school «period is a
crucial time for the child. Many of
the ills of later childhood, adoles-
cence and adult life have their be-
ginning in the interval between in-
fancy and school age. Thousands of
children have defective vision, de-
fective hearing and other defects,
many of which can be cured or re-
lieved by early treatment. :

' “The Summer Round-up is not
only an educational project; it is

cause ‘it prevents waste of eduga-
tional effort with its attendant cost.
Many children are repeaters because
of some remedial defect, the correc-
tion of which might prevent this
waste of time.

“Every child should enter school
as free as possible from physical de=
fects. A child’s school progress Is
influenced largely by his physical
condition. If he is handicapped by
one or more physical defects,” his
school life may be interrupted by ill=
nesses and not infrequently he may
be required to repeat the first year.
This is very discouraging to the child
and often leads him to believe thab
he is different from other children
because he cannot keep up with
them. On the other hand, if a .child
enters school‘in good. condition and
free from physical defects, he has a
much’ better chance for normal pro=
gress and for happiness in his con=
tacts with other children.: : ...

“Children grow very rapidly in the
first six years of life, and during
this rapid growth, physical defects
are apt to develop which may cause)
permanent damage if they are nof
corrected early. For this reason it
is wise to have ‘children examined
by the family physician “at least
once .a year. This examination
should be followed: by early correc
tion of physical defects. It is. es:
pecially important that children be
examined and that defects be corz
rected Mzfore ithe - children  ertier
school. The most frequent defects
among young children are dental
defects, poor nutrition, diseased or
enlarged tonsils' or adenoids, and
poor posture. Poor vision' or hear-
ing, defects of heart and lungs, and
other abnormal conditions are no
quite as frequent.”
