Tlie primary purpose of tlie agree­
ment, Morgeiitliau said, is to protect 
American business against violent 
fluctuations of the exchanges. He 
asserted it would have no effect 
whatever on tlie internal value of 
the dollar.

Tlie recent northwest Winkler dis­

covery well, Fields. Cherry and Pin- 
ley No. 1 Lum Dugherty, gauged 
660 ban-els of fluid on a 10-hour 
test through 3/4-inch choke on 
tubing. Of tlie fluid, 500 barrels 
was net oil. The water present was 
believed to be partly drilling water 
and acid water, although some of it 
was thouglit coming from formation 
with the oil. Operators considered 
it unlikely that a full 24-hour gauge 
would be taken.

The No. 1 Daugherty drilled to a 
total deptli o f 3,204 feet and was 
treated with 3,000 gallons of acid. 
Located 2,970 feet from the south 
and 330 feet from the west line of 
section 3, block C-23, public school 
land, it is about two miles north 
of tlie Leek pool. Whether it will 
be classed as a new pool opener or 
an extension of the Leek pool has 
not yet been decided by the Rail­
road Commission.

A big producer was completed by 
Champlin and Bass in Winkler’s 
Henderson pool when their No. 2 
He.ss, 990 feet from the south and 330 
feet from the east line of section 4, 
block 26, public scliool land, flowed. 
1,157 barrels in eight and one-half 
hours through 2 1/2-inch tubing. 
The well topped tlie pay in lime at 
3,020 and stopped drilling at 3,090.

In the same pool, Wahlenmaier 
No. 2-D Walton, 2,310 feet from the 
south and 330 feet from the west 
line of section 3. block 26, public 
school land, registered initial daily 
production of 2,524 barrels flowing 
through 2 1/2-inch tubing. First 
pay was at 3,056 and bottom of the 
hole at 3,071.

Reporters Race Shows Girdling of 
Globe At Last Swift, Comfortable

WASHINGTON. Oct. 13. — The 
United States Supreme Court has 
been rather effectively kept out of 
the election campaign and if it 
finds itself now involved it has 
only U.self to blame.

The justices aren’t passing on any 
more New Deal legislation before 
election. But their answer to pe­
titions for a rehearing on the New 
York state minimum wage law will 
generally be taken as approximately 
equaling in importance the 5 to 4 
decision agaln.st the law which the 
court, handed down early in the 
summer.

The original decision had a pro­
nounced influence on the two poli­
tical conventions and probably on 
the campaign as well. Popular re­
action was such as to bolster some­
what the administration as against 
the court and to cause Governor 
Landon to suggest a possible con­
stitutional amendment—the inevi­
table effect being to blur what 
many politicians had figured would 
tie a clean-cut issue.

tingency could point to Landon’s 
suggesting a possible amendment.

New York and 11 other states 
have undertaken to cotlnue enforce­
ment of their minimum wage laws 
for women and children since the 
decision. They have taken the posi­
tion, outlined in the petition for re­
hearing, that the court didn’t really 
pass on the validity of the New Yoi'k 
law, but liad erroneously assumed 
that New York wasn’t asking it 
to reconsider principles asserted in 
the Adkins decision in 1923.

New York, Illinois, and other 
states came back with the emphat­
ic request for such reconsideration, 
claiming that the reasoning in the 
Adkins case had been offset by sub­
sequent court decisions.

The petition tended to put Jus­
tice Owen J. Roberts in a hole. Al­
though he was able to stand with — 
and make — the majority last sum­
mer agai.st the law, he declared in 
the Nebbia case that “so far as the 
requirements of due process is con­
cerned—a state .'s free to adopt 
whatever economic policy may 
reasonably be deemed to promote 
public welfare and to enforce that 
policy by legi.slation adapted to its 
purpose.”

Señor Ferdinand Magellan start­
ed something back in 1519 when his 
five little ships dropped down the 
Guadalquivier river from Seville, 
Spain, and stood out to sea.

He was to travel around the 
globe, and he gave man an idea 
which they have been pursuing ever 
since.

The three New York newspaper 
writers now racing to girdle the 
globe, using only commercial air 
schedules available to any traveler, 
are following in the wake of the 
little ships of Magellan.

Today’s Magellans a la carte — 
H. R. Elkins, Scripps-Howard; Leo 
Kieran, New York ’Times; and 
Dorothy Kilgallen, New York Jour­
nal reporters—should have a some­
what better time of it than the ori­
ginal globe trotter.

Magellan lost his life in the Phil­
ippines midway in the journey, and 
his party suffered incredible hard­
ships. They were forced to eat ox­
hides, sawdust, and rats before Juan 
Sebastian del Cano finally brought 
one ship, the Victoria, home to 
Seville after a journey of 1083 days. 
Only 31 men of the expedition sur­
vived.
DRAKE BROKE RECORD

Navigators in those days weren’t 
thinking 'of breaking records—the 
idea was to get around the world in 
any way they could. But neverthe­
less Sir Francis Drake broke Mag­
ellan’s record in 1577-80 by circum­
navigating the globe in 1052 days.

No doubt their time was broken 
by many voyages before 1872, but 
definite records are scarce. In that 
year a book appeared which turn­
ed men’s mind again to around-the 
world travel. It was Jules Verne’s 
Arcund the World in 80 Days.”

People in stuffy Victorian draw­
ing rooms sniffed and avowed that 
it couldn’t be done, that it was 
just another pipe dream of the 
fantastic Fi-enchman.
NELLIE BLY SETS MARK

In 1889, the New York 'V^orld had 
a girl reporter, Elizabeth Cochrane 
who wrote feature stories under the 
name of Nellie Bly. She was only 
21, “about as big as a minute and 
prettier than she should be.”

One day her editor assigned her 
to try the Impossible stunt which 
Verne had described in his fanci­
ful book, and to “lop off foui- or 
five days if possible.

With practically no advance pre­
parations at all, Nellie Bly sailed 
all alone, for Europe. And when 
she came back, 72 days, 6 hours and 
11 minutes later, she not only had 
broken Verne’s fictional record, but 
she was a national heroine.

That .started it. Within a year 
her recoi'd was broken by another 
adventurous traveler and others 
continued to reduce it until, in 
1913, John Henry Meprs, an, Ameri­
can traveler, made it in 35 days, 
21 hours and 36 minutes. That re­
cord stood for many years. .They all 
largely depend on luck and on skill 
in making boat and train connec­
tions. I

ARMY MEN SHAVE TIME
Now another element entered the 

picture. The United States army 
sent a fleet of planes around the 
world in 1924. Lieutenants Smith, 
Wade, and Nelson brought their 
ships home in 175 days. But their 
actual flying time had been only 14 
days and 15 hours.

That opened the way to new re­
cords, and the next were made by 
combinations of the old steamship- 
■and-rail routes and with planes. 
Edward S. Evans and Linton JVells 
made in 28 days, 14 hours and 36 
miutes in 1925, and Mears came back 
in 1928 with a plane pilot, C. B. Col- 
lyer, to cut that time to 24 days, 15 
hours, 21 minutes.

Still another means o f  speedy 
globe travel came into the picture 
in 1929_, when the Graf Zepplin 
made lier famous circuit. The Graf 
was a lineal ancestor of the Hin- 
denburg, on which today’s globe 
trottera started out. The Graf, 
thundering out of the night above 
Europe, Asia, and America, came 
nome to Lakehurst in 20 days and 
4 hours.
FLYERS TAKE SHORT WAY

The next defiance of the earth’s 
spacious surface came in 1931 wher 
Wiley Post and Harold Gatty made 
the complete circuit in 8 days, 15 
hours, 51 minutes.

This flight, epoch-making enough 
in its own right, differs somewhat 
from most of the globe-encircling 
records, inasmuch as it was made

That is, in­
stead of putting a belt around the 
earth at its broadest part, Post and 
Gatty threw a collar around her 
neck where she is narrowest. It 
was a circuit of the pole, but scarce­
ly of the earth.

Reduced to absurdity, this method 
of globe-circling admits that Peary 
walked around the world in two 
days when he was ’ at the North | 
Pole, and Byrd flew around it in a 
few hours.

Theoretically, if you stood exactly 
beside the pole, you could walk 
around trie world in a few steps. It 
is the diffei'ence betwben going 
around on a parallel of latitude close 
to the pole, and making a “great 
circle” around the globe at its 
greatest dimension.

In 1933 Post beat his own rec­
ord, over almost the same far- 
northern course flying alone m the 
staunch Winnie Mae, and coming 
home in 7 days, 18 hours, 49 1/2 
minutes.
NEW KIND OF RACE

But the present race is more in 
the spirit of Nellie Bly. It will not 
show what can be done after 
months of preparation, at unlimit­
ed expense, as a stunt. It will break 
‘no speed records.

It will show what is available to 
anyone in the world who has the 
price and a little ingenuity.

The three American newspaper 
writers now racing around the globe 
will use no facilities than regularly 
scheduled airlines and connections. 
The spanning of the Pacific by the 
American clipper ships has closed 
the last link in a chain of regular 
airlines around the globe.

This journey is to mark the fact 
that man’s conquest of the air now 
provides an air lane around the 
world at no greater difficulty than 
it takes to buy a ticket.

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Range and livestock conditions 
were very favorable on October 1, 
1936. Prospects for winter grazing 
are very good for the State as a 
whole. September rains improved 
conditions matetrially in the north 
central and northwestern portions 
of the State.

Ranges: Cattle ranges improved 
11 points during the month of Sep­
tember this year, while the avea- 
age improvement based on the last 
10-year record is only 2.5 percent. 
The conditions on October 1, 1936, 
was 86 percent of normal, compar­
ed with 75 percent a month ago, 
88 percent a year ago, and 80 per­
cent of tlie 10-year (1926-35) av­
erage on October 1. Cattle ranges 
were in very good condition in all 
of the southern half of the State 
and in a fair to good condition in 
most section cf the northern half of 
the State. .September general rains 
over practically all of the State ac­
counted for the improvement in the 
condition of cattle ranges. Heavy 
rains throughout north and north­
west Texas, except in the extreme 
northern portion of the Panhandle, 
did much in reviving grass, and if 
the weather remains favorable long 
enough this fall an ample growth 
of grass for winter grazing is vir­
tually assured. Prospects for small 
grain grazing are in view in areas 
where grass was short, in the event 
freezing weather should come before 
the grass has time to make suffi­
cient growth. Most of the Panhand­
le area has grain fields wll start­
ed and prospects are splendid for 
v/inter grazing in grain fields. In 
areas in the north central portion 
cf Texas small grain plantings 
were somewhat delayed, but pros­
pects winter grazing in small grain 
fields are good.

Sheep ranges improved 14 points 
during September, while the av­
erage improvement for the last 10 
years is only 1.3 percent. The con­
dition on October 1, 1936, was 92 
percent of normal, compared with 
78 precent a month ago, 94 per­
cent a year ago, and 78 percent the 
10-year average on October 1. The 
entire sheep producing area is in 
very good shape, and prospects for 
winter grazing are very good. Good 
rains over the entire sheep area 
during September did much in In­
creasing the ample to surplus range 
-feed. Ranges in this area can carry 
additional livestock. Ample range 
and other feed supplies are assur­
ed in both the Edwards Plateau 
and TransrPecos Regions.

Livestock: Cattle condition im­
proved 4 points during September. 
The condition on October 1, 1936, 
was 86 percent of normal compar­
ed with 82 percent a month ago, 87 
percent a year ago, and 82 percent 
the 10-year (1926-35) average on 
October 1. Cattle are in good con­
dition in all sections of the State 
with a large number of grass fat 
cattle available in the southwestern 
portion of the State.

Sheep improved 3 points during 
September. The condition on Octo­
ber 1. 1936, was 84 percent of nor­
mal, compared with 81 percent a 
month ago, 90 percent a year ago, 
and 82 percent .the 10-year average 
on October 1. Sheep and lambs are 
In good condition, generally. Indi­
cations are that sheep and lambs 
will come through the winter in 
good shape, and prospects are good 
for a large lamb crop next spring.

17 Western States
Ranges: Late September rains 

broke the drouth in Kansas, Okla­
homa, Texas, and New Mexico. 
'These rains supplied much mois­
ture but came rather late to make 
much feed on the burned ranges 
and pastures, unless weather condi­
tions are favorable. Range and 
pasture feeds have been improved 
by some rain in the eastern Dako­
tas and parts of Nebraska. Drouth 
conditions continue in the west­
ern Dakotas, eastern Montana, and 
northeastern Wyoming, where there 
is little feed. Feeds are short 
through the central third of Mon­
tana, parts of east-central Wyom­
ing, and northwOdtern Nebraska. 
Fall and winter ranges are general­
ly in good condition in western 
Montana, south-central and west­
ern Wyoming, Oregon, Idaho, Ne­
vada, Arizona, and Utah. Califor­
nia has fair to good feed, but win­
ter feed is dependent on rain. 
Wheat and gi'ain pasture prospects 
are promising but late in Kansas, 
Oklahoma, Texas, and parts of 
Nebraska. Texas has good ranges 
except in the northern areas that 
were dry. Haj', grains, and other 
feed are short in the (Oreat Plains 
sections. The state west of the Di­
vide, the moimtain sections, Colo­
rado, w'estern Wyoming, western 
Montana, and New Mexico have 
ample feeds. Texas has ample feeds 
with some surplus, except in the 
north. The condition of ranges is 
74 percent of normal, compared 
with 70 percent last month, 83 per­
cent a year ago, and the ten-year 
(1926-35) average of 79.4 percent. 
The record low condition w'as 55 
percent on October 1, 1934. The 
condition on October 1, 1933 was 
76 percent and on October 1, 1931, 
71 percent. '

Cattle: Cattle are generally in 
good condition except a few in the 
dry areas. Cattle in the drouth sec­
tions held up very well. Cattle ship­
ments were fairly heavy during 
September, but the bulk of the cat- 
.tle from the more severe northern 
artas moved prior to September 1. 
Short feed and high prices of 
shipped-in feeds will force fairly 
heavy shipments from some areas. 
Section with ample weed supplies 
have not shipped many cattle and 
the cattle may be held rather close­
ly in these section. If prices are not 
satisfactory. Many of the cattle 
from eastern Montana, the west­
ern Dakotas, northeastern Wyom­
ing moved to pastures, or were sold 
locally and shipped wist and east. 
The condition of cattle and calves 
is 3 percent of normal, compared 
with 81 percent last month, 87 per­
cent a year ago and the ten-year 
(1926-35) average of 85.3 percent.

Sheep: Sheep are generally in 
good condition and above average 
condtion, except, in the Dakotas, 
Montalna, rtnd Wyoming. Winter 
sheep rant^s gen|srally have a 
good supply of feed, except in east­
ern Montana, northeastern Wyom­
ing and northeastern New Mexi­
co. Conditions are unusually good 
in the sheep section of Texas. Short 
feed forced a heavy movement of 
sheep and lambs from eastern Mon­
tana, the western Dakotas, and 
northeastern Wyoming, many of 
these being sold to go to farms and 
other ranges. The late lamb move­
ment is well under way from the 
northern ranges, with most sheep 
moved from summer ranges. The 
condition of sheep and lambs is 86 
percent of normal, compared with 
85 percent last month, 90 percent 
a year ago, and the ten-year (1926- 
35) average of 87.3 percent.
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Military Stations ! 
Receive W PA Funds!
FORT SAM HOUSTON, Oct. 13— 

The Works Progress Administration 
has allotted the additional $602,817 
for projects at military stations and 
posts within the eighth corps area 
for the fiscal year o f 1937 bring­
ing the total allotted to date to 
approximately $1,372,817.

Funds are being used on projects 
for the repair of buildings, construc­
tion and repair of utilities, roads, 
sewer lines, water lines, repair of 
transportation facilities and the im­
provement of parks and recreational 
facilities.

Allotments for air corps landing 
fields are being used for the re­
pair of landing fields, runways, 
roads, streets, buildings and util­
ities.

Of the total figure of $1,372,817, 
the amount of $1,087, 817 is being 
spent at posts and stations direct­
ly under the control of the eighth 
corps area, and the sum of $285,- 
000 is being expended at stations 
not directly under the eighth corps 
area control.

While polar bears tlrrive in the 
frigid Russian winter, tropical ani­
mals suffer from being kept in­
doors, so discovering that fresh air 
greatly improved the health of its 
charges, the zoo management will 
endeavor to keep such animals as 
it can outdoors.

Providing Iclothes for monkeys

lem. In solution it constructed a 
huge light hall, of 300 square me­
ters, replacing iron railings with a 
trench or moat, connected with 
which is a special elephant hospi­
tal.

The monkeys, shedding their 
pants and coats, can come into an 
artificial tropical wood, have bath­
rooms, dining r (X ) m  and hospital 
equipped with X-rays.

Other animals are equally well 
cared for, and evidence their sat­
isfaction by bearing young for the 
first time in captivity.

The Moffett Amendment (No.6) v ;ill prevent undue centrnlizatioa 
of pov/er in a ferw of the very largest Comities of Texas, 

■'Vote for amendment No.6 in November"

AUSTIN. Oct. 13.—George Moffett 
member of the Texas legislaturfe 
from Chillicothe, made these state­
ments today:

“ Texas is the largest and most 
important agricultural state in the 
union, and this should be the most 
potent fact in the minds of legis­
lators as they enact the laws under 
which the people of Texas live.

“ Blit the state’s population trend 
is not toward the farm. It is away 
from it, moving into already pop­
ulous centers. In the 1920-1930 
decade the population increased 
1,162,000 and almost exactly one- 
third of the increase occurred in toe 
three most populous counties. By 
actual census figures 69 rural coun­
ties showed decreases in population 
between 1920 and 1930. Power farm­
ing probably accounted for most of 
the decrease.

“ If Texas were given legislative 
redistricting today under our pres­
ent constitution, Dallas county 
would have ten members and Harris 
county (Houston) eleven. In 20 or 
30 years more this would be doubled.

“ Unless our present constitution 
is amended, population will continue 
to be the only yardstick by which 
representatives in the legislature 
are allotted to the various counties, 
and the big cities will completely 
control the legislature.”

Amendment No. 6
M offett’s statement was made 

in support of one of six proposed 
constitutional amendments upon 
which the people of Texas will vote 
on Tuesday, November 3. It is 
Amendment No. 6 providing for 
equalization of legislative represen­
tation on a basis of geography as 
well as population in laying our 
districts. As chairman of the legis­
lative committee on constitutional 
amendments Moffett was the au­
thor of Amendment No. 6. He is for 
all the amendments, but believes 
this one is by far the most need­
ful “ to keep the government in the 
hands of all the people and not the 
few who have moved to the cities 
and whose interests are more in­
dustrial than agricultural.’’

Moffett said further:
■“ Thirty states take geography as 

well as population into consideration 
in laying out legislative , districts— 
why should not Texas? In Okla­
homa the limit for a county is 
seven members; in Georgia and 
Florida, three members; in Iowa, 
two members: and other states that 
are predominantly agricultural have 
similar restrictions based on geo­
graphic and territorial considera­
tions.

“ Our forefathers wrote it into 
the federal constitution that the 
president and vice president of the 
United States should not come from 
the same state. They opposed con- 
centi'aUon of powers—and Amend­
ment No. 6 proposes to do the same 
tiling in Texas.

“ The United States supreme court 
in 1932 held in a clear-cut decision 
that congressional districts need not 
even be approximately equal in pop­
ulation. County commissioners pre­
cincts. city commissioners precincts, 
judicisil districts, school districts 
and many other subdivisions created 
for legislative purposes, are not laid 
out on a population only basis, but 
usually ■K'ith an eye to giving each 
section or community fair represen­
tation. Geographic and territorial 
considerations play an important 
part in shaping the aforementioned 
districts, and should likewise be con­
sidered in laying out representative 
districts instead of using population 
alone.

What Amendment Proposes
Amendment No. 6—last on the 

November ballot—was passed for 
submission by the 44th legislature. 
It provides that no county may have 
more than seven members in the 
lower house, and if adopted, a re­
districting under any law—present 
or future—would have to conform to 
it.

“ Since the total membership of 
the house is fixed in tlie constitution 
at 150,” said Moffett, “ it certainly 
is proper and fair that no one coun­
tv out of the 254 counties in Texas 
should have a disproportionate re­
presentation, and a maximum of 
seven should be enough. In a state 
as large as Texas it would never

be for the best interests of the state 
to permit the bunching of its law­
makers in a very few counties. It is 
more justifiable for Texas to recog­
nize geography, as well as popula­
tion, than any other state,' because 
it is the largest state ■with the 
farthest-flung boundaries and has 
the greatest diversity of conditions 
and interests.

“ Unless Amendment No. 6 is 
adopted by the people next month 
and written into our constitution, 
four or five of our large counties 
will, within a few years, have a 
population preponderance enabling 
them to control and dictate the 
laws under which the people of all 
the other counties must live. Amend­
ment No. 6 seeks to put a reason­
able and necessary balance wheel in 
our governmental machinery, and it 
should be adopted.”

Examples
At the present time representa­

tion in the legislature is fixed by 
dividing the total population of the 
state by 150 (the number of rep­
resentatives in the house) and allot­
ting representatives to each coun­
ty, or counties, in accordance with 
the resulting population quotient.

Here is an example of how that 
works:

Dallas county, with six members, 
has a representation exceeding the 
combined representation of the fol­
lowing 32 West Texas counties; 
Dallam, Sherman, Hansford, Ochil­
tree, Lipscomb, Hartley, Moore, Hut­
chinson, Roberts, Hemphill, Oldham, 
Potter, Carson, Gray, Wheeler, Deaf 
Smith, Randall, Armstrong, Donley, 
Collingswortla, Parmer, Castro, 
Swisher, Briscoe, Hall, Childress, 
Bailey, Lamb, Hale, Floyd, Motley, 
and Cottle.

Another example: An area in West 
Texas reaching from Farwell down 
to Sanderson and from Balmorhea 
across to Paint Rock—an area as 
large as the state of New York—has 
only three members in the lower 
house, no greater than the repre­
sentation allowed Beaumont and 
Port Arthur in one county, Jeffer­
son.

Moffett sounded this warning:
;;It  was a stern and hard fight to 

get the legislature to submit this 
amendment. Opposition to submis­
sion, centering in fne populous coun­
ties that profit most under the pres­

ent law, was overcome with the

The germs which 
cause you to catch cold may enter 
ycur nose and throat passages from 
the air when the infected person 
talks, coughs, or sneezes. You may 
also catch cold by using an unwash­
ed glass, spoon or fork, wluch has 
been used by someone with a cold.

79.000 Needy Given 
Old Age Assistance

SAN ANTONIO. — Approximately
79.000 needy aged men and women 
in Texas benefited under the old- 
age assistance provisions of the So­
cial Seoul itv Act during September, 
rhese figures were announced by 
Mr. H. P. Drought, State Director 
for the National Emergency Coun­
cil for Texas, and are based upon a 
report of the Social Security Board, 
:>ummarizing the progress made un­
der the Act in the ight months 
since it became operative.

Texas has established a plan for 
aid to the needy aged which, with 
Federal aid, provides a regular in- 
ocme to aged individuals who are 
unable to provide for themselves. 
In September an estimated 79,000 
persons received assistance under 
this plan at a total cost of $1,240,- 
000. Approximately one-half th-is 
cost was paid by the Social Security 
Board.

Since the State began cooperation 
with the Fedeial Government under 
the terms of the Social Security

Act, a total of $2,088,450 of Federal 
funds has come to Texas to aid it In 
financing its program for aid to the 
aged. Federal aid has made il 
possible for the State to provide 
much more adequately for its 
needy aged than would have been 
passible out of State and local funds 
alone.

Still further benefits are open to 
Texas under the Social Security Act.

If the State enacts an unemploy­
ment compensation law in 1 ine' 
with the Federal act it will be eligi­
ble to receive funds from the So­
cial Security Board to pay all prop­
er costs of administering this law, 
and eligible workers in Texas will 
receive protection against loss of 
income due to temporary periods 
of unemployment. Furtliermore, if 
the State establishes plans for aid 
CO the fieedy blind and aid to de­
pendent children, which conform 
to the Federal act, it will be eligible 
to receive from the Social Security 
Beard approximately one-half the 
cost of its aid to the blind and one- 
third the cost of its jjrogram for 
dependent children.
