Perish\i;tg—’s Record
Is Flayed by Lloyd
George in Memories

LONDON, Sept. 24 (£)—A scath-
ing criticism of Gen. John J. Per-
shing and of the whole American
world war is contained in the fifth
volume of the memories of David
Lloyd George, Britain's = war-time
premier, to be published today.

Lloyd George's indictment = of
Pershing is based on what he term-
ed the A. E. F. commander-in-chief’s
stubborn. fight to keep his division
intact - instead - of “having them in-
corporated in the allied armies.

‘“He (Pershing) was quivering with

suspicion that the British = and
French meant o rob him of his
army,” Lloyd George writes.

The Welsh statesman’s caustic
chronicle describes incessant dis-
putes with Pershing, and’ pillories
‘“American indecision and ' bustling
incompetency.” However, he praises
the courage of the American troops.
Lloyd George declares large num-
bers of American soldiers in  the
Argonne sector were insufficientiy
fed, and criticizes adversely Ameri-
can handling of shipments of ar-
tillery, airplanes, etc.’

“The result,” he says, “was a fussy
muddle.”

Almost the whole first year of
American participation in the world
war, Lloyd George writes, was “a
comparatively insignificant” - con-
tribution of a “mighty republic to
the struggle in France.”

“It was very much less,”” he con-
tinued, “and far' smaller than the
British nation made in a similar
period.”

Under the New Deal. there has
been an incredible increase in ‘the
importation of foreign farm produc-
ts and a startling decrease in the
sale of American farm products to
foreign markets. Since President
Roosevelt toock office, importations
of crude foodstuffs have increased
41 per cent and manufactured food-
stuffs 49 per cent. Importations of
wheat rose from 3000 bushels tc
more than 27,000,000 bushels, while
importations of foreign corn jumped
from 344,000 bushels to more that:

In the meantime,
exporiations of American wheat to
foreign countries dropped until in
1935 they were only a hundreth of
what they had been before the New
Deal, while exportations of flour de-
creased 42 per cent, meat products
dropped 19 per cent, and lard 82
per cent.

According to the Republican can-
.didate himself, even before the AAA
was ruled out by the supreme court,
it was rapidly disorganizing Amer-
ican agriculture. Some of its worst
effects continue. .

“By its policies,” says Governor
Landon, “the administration has
taken the American farmer out of
foreign markets and put the for-
eign ‘farmer into the American
market. The loss of markets, both
at home and abroad, far out-weighs
the value of all the benefits paid
to ;farmers.

“Waorse than this, from the stand-
point of the public, is the fact that
the administration, through its pro-
gram of secarcity, has gambled with
the needed food and feed supplies of
the country. It overlooked the fact
that Mother Nature cannot be regi-
mented. The time has now come
when we must replace this futile
program with one that is eeono-
mically and socially right.”

As in other instances, the farm
record of the New Deal adminis-
tration speaks for itself. In the
summer -of 1933, the government
paid farmers under the AAA to
plow up 10,500,000 acres of growing
cotton, or 25 per cent of the ‘total
acreage. The Bankhead cotton act
of 1934, later repealed by the New
Deal Congress, set a limit of 10,-
000,000 ‘bales of cotton to be mark-
eted by farmers from the 1934-35
erop. The AAA retired- approxi-
mately 36,000,000 ' acres of corn,
wheat, cotton and tobacco from cul-
tivataion, or one-tenth of the land
in cultivation in the United States.
In the fall of 1933, the AAA deé-
stroyed 6,200,000 pigs and slaughter-
ed 220,000 prospective mother sows,
at a waste exceeding $30,000,000. The

total live weight of the pigs and
sows slaughtered was 443,627,348
-pounds. Of this, only 97,064,159

pounds . of  food products were ob-
tained. The rest was converted inta
inedible grease or fertilizer and was
buried.

Key to Successtul Marriage Sought by

Psychologists in Study of 500 Couples

STORRS, Conn. Sept. 24 UR—
A seven year’s experiment to reveal
what combinations of = married
couples get along best. together—
or worse—has heen undertaken by
Dr. E. Lowell Kelly, assistant pro-
fessor of psychology at Conneecti-
cut State College.

About a year ago, Dr. Kelly and
his wife, his assistant, appealed to
500 engaged couples to submit to
tests for the seven years’ period.
Today, he has about 200 couples

—

slaughter .of little pigs and other
measures to reduce surplus agri-
cultural inventories, deceive . very
few thinking people; and least of all
the farmers themselves.”
