Supreme Court, and in writing to 
Representative Samuel B. Hill, 
Democrat, of Washington regarding 
the Guffey coal act, Mr. Roosevelt 
said: “ I hope your committee will 
not permit doubts as to constitu­
tionality, however, reasonable, to 
block the suggested legilation.”

Quit Gold Standard
President Roosevelt promised ‘ ‘a 

sound currenc.v, to be preserved at 
all hazards.”  On April 30, 1933, he 
abandoned the gold standard in the 
United States by executive order; on 
May 12 of the same year he signed 
a bill giving him power to issue $3,- 
000.000,000 in flat money, and on 
Jan. 31, 1934, he fixed the gold con­
tent of the dollar at 59.06 per cent 
of what it had formerly been.

President Roosevelt called the 
spending of the Hoover administra­
tion “ the most reckless and extra­
vagant pace” discoverable in any 
peacetime government. He promised 
a saving of 25 per cent in the cost 
of federal government.

The New Deal government In­
creased the Hoover spending by 38 
per cent in 1934; by 43 per cent in 
1935; and by 92 per cent in 1936. It 
created more than 50 additional 
bureaus and agencies.

The nation’s chief executive prom­
ised to avoid the danger of a loose 
fiscal policy, and to set an example 
by making the government solvent. 
Prom March 4, 1933, to July 30, 1936, 
the New Dealers have increased the 
national debt by $13,563,000,000, to 
an all-time high of $34,500,000,000.

Yet in his budget message of Jan. 
3, 1936, the president .said, “The 
credit of the government is at its 
highest.”

* * *
Spending Is Rapped

President Roosevelt promised in 
his inaugural address to make “ the 
income balance outgo.” During his 
administration he has .spent more 

than twice as much as the govern­
ment has received, expending $24,- 
362,000,000 while taking in $10,832,- 
000,000.

The president declared on Oct. 
19, 1932, in Pittsburgh, “Our people 
and our business cannot carry its 
excessive burdens of taxation.” 
Passing 14 different pieces of tax 
legislation, estimated tax receipts 
in 1937 represent an Increase of 196 
percent over 1933.

In 1934, the president deplored 
hidden consumer taxes. On Sept. 
2, 1935, in a letter to Publisher Roy 
W. Howard, he admitted that con­
sumer taxes, which had supplied 
only 30 per cent of the national rev­
enue in 1929, today are supplying 60 
per cent of that total.

President Roosevelt declared o. 
Jan. 4, 1935, “The federal govern­
ment must and shall quit this busi­
ness of relief.” Today there are ap­
proximately 11,000,000 people unem­
ployed, while WPA Administrator 
Harry L. Hopkins’ estimates that on 
Jan. 1, 1936, at least 19,000,000 people 
were receiving relief benefits.

* Hi 5*5
Charges Relief Politics

On Feb. 2, 1934, President Roose­
velt condemned politics in relief. Yet 
New Deal leaders in politics all over 
the nation, by letter and otherwise, 
warned those receiving relief and 
holding WPA jobs to register Demo­
cratic or else lose their jobs.

In accepting his nomination.
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“When the time comes in 1940 when there is only one party and a dictatorship, I shall be the one to ask you 
to put aside your ballots and use bullets.”

“God’s philosophy was to increase and multiply. Roosevelt’s is decrease and destroy. Therefore I call him 
anti-God and a radical.’’

President Roosevelt subscribed to 
the removal of government from all 
fields of private enterprise, except 
Where this was in the public inter­
est. At least 20 government agencies 
created since March 4, 1933, compete 
with private enterprise.

On May 7, 1933, President Roose­
velt decried government control of 
business. In its ruling on the NRA, 
the 'U. S. Supreme Court declared 
that under that act there would be 
“virtually no limit to the federal 
power, and, for all practical purpos­
es. we should have a completely 
centralized government.”

* * *
Agencies On Increase

In his campaign speeches. Presi­
dent Roosevelt called for a simpli­
fication of government activtties. 
Today there are three different fed­
eral committees, each independent of 
the other, studying overlapping ser-: 
vices in the federal government.

Before the New Deal, 10 agencies 
dealt with production and distribu-. 
tion of power. In 1935, there were 23 
agencies concerned with it. In 1932, 
two agencies were concerned with 
settling labor disputes. Today, 12 
are interested.

Four agencies of the government 
dealt with housing problems before 
the New Deal. Today, 15 are dealing 
with the problem.

Foreign trade concerned six agen­
cies in 1932. The New Deal doubled 
the number.

Four federal agencies made loans 
to farmers in 1932. In 1936 there are 
13 making such loans.

Eight federal agencies exercised 
control over public lands in 1932. 
Today. 15 exercise such control.

Cakes Made With Jelly Deserve
Place on Roll of Best Desserts

By NEA Service
There Is nothing to compare with 

home-made cookies and cake, no 
matter how fancy or expensive pro­
fessional varieties may be. You can, 
with little effort, make as dainty 
and delicious ones in your own kitch 
en as any caterer can bake.

Here rs a tried-and-tested recipe 
for tiny jelly balls. They have a 
shortbread consistency that is deli­
cious.

Tiny Jelly Balls
’Two-thirds pound butter or 1/3 

pound butter and 1/3 pound of short­
ening, 1/4 cup sugar, 2 egg yolks, 
2 2/3 cups flour. Any jelly except 
grape.

For your information, 2/3 pounds 
butter is about 1 2/3 cups.

Cream the butter well and then 
add the sugar.

Add the beaten egg yolks and 
then the flour gradually.

Mix all thoroughly. Don’t be a- 
fraid to use your hands, all kneading 
of dough is better done by hand.

When you have mixed it well, so 
that none adheres to the bowl, you 
are ready to roll the mixture. Pull 
o ff pieces of the dough and roll be­
tween your palms into tiny balls 
the size of a quarter.

Now press each ball with yom’ 
fingertip right in the center form­
ing a little cavity.

In this depression put just enough 
jelly to fill it. Be sure you don’t put 
in too much or it will overflow in 
the baking.

Any kind of jelly will do except 
grape which dissolves too much dur­
ing the baking.

Bake these cookies on a slightly 
greased tin in a moderate (350 de­
grees) oven only 10 minutes.

Vegetables In Diet 
Make Clear Skins

The woman who has chronic fac­
ial blemishes should see her family 
doctor at once. Minor skin eruptions 
can be treated at home, of course, 
but the complexion that never is 
smooth and clear calls for a visit 
to the family physician. If he thinks 
you ought to see a skin specialist, 
let him recommend the right one 
and make an appointment for you.

Your, eating, sleeping, exercise 
and other general health hab’its have 
more to do with the condition of 
your complexion than most women 
seem to realize. Fruits, fresh vege­
tables, crisp salads—all rich in vit­
amins that make for skin beauty- 
should make up the greatest propor­
tion of the daily diet.

Eat pastries and rich starchy foods 
if you must, but eat them sparingly. 
Never pass up a salad in order to 
save space for dessert. Lettuce and 
other salad greens halp your diges­
tive organs to function properly. You 
know, of course, that constipation is 
one of the first and, foremost causes 
of bad complexions.

When you notice a tiny lump be­
neath the surface of your skin, treat 
it immediately before it has a chance 
to become a real pimple. Wash your 
face carefully, apply cleansing cream, 
remove it with a washcloth that has 
been dipped in very hot water and 
wrung quite dry. then covering fore- 

' fingers with cleansing tissues squeeze 
the blemish. Dab the irritated spot 

' with alcohol and let it dry. Do not 
I apply more cream before going to 
bed.

colored.

Remove bowl from hot water. 
Fold in flour and vanilla. Turn into 
15xl0-inch pan which has been 
greased, lined with paper to within
12 inch of edge, and again gi'eased. 

Bake in hot oven (400 degrees F.)
13 minutes. Quickly cut off crisp 
edges of cake. Tm-n out on cloth cov­
ered with powdered sugar; remove 
paper. Spread with jelly and roll. 
Wrap in cloth and cool on rack.

Secret Police Radio
For Montreal Near

MONTREAL. Oct. 1. (U.R) — Mon­
treal Police department radio ex­
perts are experimenting with a de­
vice which prevents anyone but po­
lice from picking up broadcasts 
from the police station to squad 
cars. Director Fernard Dufresne 
reveals.

The director refused to disclose 
details, but admitted the new ap­
paratus will be used as an addi­

tion to the current short-wave ra­
dio receivers in use here, and will 
not require . a complete change of 
equipment.

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N YA  Allots Funds 
To College Youths

AUSTIN. Oct. 1. Lyndon B. 
Johnson, director of the National 
youth Administration in Texas, 
Monday announced that funds for 
109 additional part-time jobs had 
been allotted by the Washington of­
fice to 12 Texas colleges for em­
ployment of students whose families 
have been adversely affected by 
drought conditions during the sum­
mer.

This number is in addition to 
drought quotas totalling 817 jobs an­
nounced list Friday for 31 other Tex­
as colleges and universities.

The increases in allotments were 
made effective for the first three 
months of the school year, but Mr, 
Johnson said he felt certain the jobs 
would extend through the first sem­
ester and possibly through both sem­
esters.

These job quotas supplement the 
regular NYA student aid quotas an­
nounced recently, under which 5,- 
038 part-time jobs were made avail­
able in 88 schools and universities 
In Texas.

Students seeking jobs under the 
drought allotments will apply to 
their school officials, Mr. Johnson 
said. The allotments provide that 
each student may earn an average 
wage of $15 a month.

Races, football game. World Seri­
es—enough to keep a person busy.

Tomorrow should be the biggest 
day of them all for this year. 
Strange as it may seem, there are 
persons that will listen to broad­
casts of the World Series games 
and then go to the horse races. That 
almost makes them a freak of na­
ture in West Texas.

After the races there wili be time 
for everyone to get a bite to eat, 
put on an overcoat and beat it out 
to watch the Bulldogs pluck the 
tail feathers from the Pecos Eagles.

The Bulldog-Eagle fray is likeiy 
to be turned into speed and power 
vs speed and power. The Eagles are 
dependent almost completetly upon 
Oglesby and Kelton, the former fur­
nishing the power, and he realty 
has a lot of it, and the latter to ser­
ve as a scoring threat from any 
position on the field.

Whether or not Kelton is as good 
as last year is a subject for argu­
ment. To our certain knowiedge he 
has not mqde more than one touch­
down this year in the games played 
by the Eagles. However, he was held 
out of their last game. He was over 
at Colorado scouting the Bulldogs. 
Kelton is a plenty smart little quar­
terback and probably did some close 
watching for any weaknesses in the 
Midland defense. But whetther he 
can take advantage of them or not 
remains to be seen.

Oglesby is a typical lineman mov­
ed to the backfield. He hits a line 
like a tackie plowing his way in to 
get a ball carrier. Side-stepping, 
stiff-arming or other backfield 
tricks are not for him. His “get out 
of the way, here I come,” attitude 
has gained him plenty of yards so 
far and is apt to give the Bulldogs 
plenty of trouble.

Richards, Eagle left end, drops 
back into the backfield to do the 
punting and in every game so far 
his kicking has been outstanding. 
He kicks them long and high, giving 
his ends pienty of time to get down 
on a safety man. But the safety man 
seidom has a chance to touch the 
ball as Richards usually manages to 
put it out of bounds after getting the 
maximum distance.

So far the Midland offense has 
been almost 100 per cent Wafford. 
But it won’t be tomorrow night.

Little Johnny Rettig, after a year 
and one-half o f hard work is going 
to be called upon to carry the mail

a lot. Rettig is undoubtedly the best 
pass-shagger on the club, also a 
shade shifty when he can wiggle his 
way into a broken field.

The coaches have been holding 
him back all season and letting 
Wafford do all the hard work rath­
er than show conference scouts too 
much of him. But watch for him to 
carry the ball plenty tomorrow night 
and also to be on the receiving end 
of several passes.

Wafford, as usual, will be carry­
ing the brunt of the offensive but 
for the first time will be getting 
some much needed help.
