Five Negroes, Two 

Whites Escaped 
Prison Farms

HUNTSVILLE, Oct. 3. (ff)—Blood­
hounds were closing on the trail to­
day of Francisco Garcia of Beeville, 
and Remigio Escobar of Houston, 
who escaped from the Blueridge 
Prison farm late Friday.

One of the six negroes who escap­
ed from the Darriiigton Farm early 
Saturday was captured, according to 
Captain. H. J. Jackson. The other 
negroes were believed to be not fai‘ 
In advance of the posses.

With approximately 3,000 persons 
in the stands and on the grounds, 
the second day of the Midland Downs 
race meet was completed Saturday.

The $500 handicap, feature race 
of the day, was captured by Corne­
lia Powell, brown six-year-old mare 
of the C. N. Brewer stables, with 
jockey G. Napier. Cornelia Powell 
got away from the post well to­
ward the front and held a challeng­
ing position until the stretch was 
reached. At the head of the streatch 
Napier let her out and she passed 
Time Ball and romped home easily 
a couple of lengths ahead of the 
field. Time Ball finished second and 
Miss Contrary was third. The time, 
1.15, was the fastest recorded for 
that distance during the day and 
was only three-fifths of a second 
slower than the track record for the 
distance, set in 1935 by Wittora.

The daily double paid only $21.90 
to those w'ho picked Cheers and 
Whisk Win as winners of the sec­
ond and third races, compared to a 
better than $200 prize oirening day.

The eighth race of the day paid 
off better than any other when 
Light Breeze, an outsider, came 
through to win over the favored Roll 
Home, Lady Emily and others. Lady 
Emily finished second and Huma- 
long was third. Possessors of tickets 
on Light Breeze received $24.30, $5.20 
and $4.60.

HENDERSON POOL WELL IN WINKLER IS 
GAUGED SATURDAY AT 1,480 BARRELS
Flows Average of 191 Barrels an Hour For 

First Three Hours, Then Is Pinched In

After averaging 191 barrels an 
hour through 1-inch choke on 2- 
iiich tubing the first three hours 
of potential test, R. H. Henderson 
No. 1 Lum Daugherty was pinched 
down to a 25-64-inch opening, and, 
at tile termination of the 24-hour 
period, had produced 1,480 barrels 
of oil. Gas ratio is 470 to 1, one 
of the lowest ratios in the field. 
The Henderson well is located 2,- 
310 feet from the north and 1,650 
feet from the east line of section
33. block 74. public school land. It 
gave the Henderson pool of Winkler 
an extension to the northwest.

Another Henderson pool well, At­
lantic No. 4-A Leek, 990 feet from 
the south and west lines of section
34, made a natural flow of 1,638 
barrels in 24 hours through open 
2 1/2 inch tubing. It topped pay at 
3,020 and reached a total depth 
of 3,085 feet.

remaining banks were to survive 

Many times during the last three- 
years causes for these numerou.': 
bank failures have been sought. 
It should be remembered that out 
of the total of 11,457 bank failure.' 
in the years 1921 to 1933, 5093, or 
44 per cent, of these failures oc­
curred prior to the depression years 
—in other words, they occurred be­
tween 1921 and 1929.

I bring out this fact so that it 
may be better understood that the 
causes responsible for these innu­
merable failures were existent over 
the country for many years preced­
ing the depression.

Further, the factors which pre­
vailed so largely in pre-depression 
failures were also responsible for 
the mass of such failures dm-ing the 
depression years.

Tliey differed only in the fact 
that in the latter years any pos­
sibility of retrenchment, which 
might have saved some of these 
banks from insolvency, was gone.

First, and po.ssibly the most im- 
Dortant of all these causes, was a 
badly over-banked condition over 
the country, brought about by a 
reckless and uncalculating issuance 
of charters, which led to establish­
ment of many banks which were 
not needed and which were doomed 
to failure from the start.

Second, and largely because of 
the ease with which charters were 
obtained, was the entrance into the 
banking field of individuals to 
tally, inexperienced in this highly 
specialized profession.

Third, the wholesale granting of 
loans based on inflated values.

Fourth, a prevailing spirit of spec 
ulation which led to the sacrifice 
of safety for high yield in the pur­
chase of investment securities.

These are the main factors and 
all are inseparably linked insofar 
as the huge disintegration of banks 
over this 12 year period is con 
cerned.

Lose Confidence in Banks
The climax was reached in the 

closing days of the previous ad­
ministration, namely, in January and 
February, 1933. By that time the 
people’s confidence in the banks 
had reached such a low ebb that

he extremely hea-vy withdrawals of 
deposits for hoarding purposes 
threatened the entire hanking struc- 
ure of the . nation.

Conditions became so acute in a 
■.lumber of states as to necessitate 
prompt action and several gover­
nors declared holidays to avoid com­
plete collapse.

This was the situation which 
faced the new administration on 
March 4, 1933. One of the first 
acts of President Roosevelt was the 
closing by proclamation of all banks 
of the nation under what has be­
come known as the “Banking Holi­
day of March, 1933.’’

The reason for this constructive 
move becomes more apparent when 
it is understood that dmnng this 
period of the banking holiday an 
exhaustive check was made of the 
condition of each bank and only 
those found to be solvent were per­
mitted to reopen.

Thus, at one stroke, and within 
the short period of 10 days, was 
accomplished a wedding out of all 
insolvent banks, a process which 
theretofore had been going on in­
termittently for 12 years.

This was the first step, in the 
program of rehabilitation of the 
banking structure. Had it stopped 
at this point no lasting good would 
have been accomplished.

New Program Necessary,
Having relicensed those banks 

which were found solvent, it fol­
lowed that confidence in the banks 
had to ,be restored. The mere physi­
cal act of closing the banks by 
declaration of a banking holiday 
was not sufficient to, nor did it, 
restore that confidence.

The people were looking for a 
definite program from the new ad­
ministration and that program was 
forthcoming. It is necessary to re­
view only briefly some of the pro­
visions of the “Banking Act of 1933’’ 
which quickly restored to the peo­
ple of the nation confidence in 
their banks, and almost entirely 
banished bank failures over the 
country.

Most important of its provisions 
was the formation, or creation, of 
the Federal Deposit Insurance Cor­
poration, through which deposits of 
lianks, on a specified basis, were 
insured.

Another provision broadened pow­
ers of the Federal Reserve Banks 
to enable the making of loans to 
member banks on securities, mort­
gages, and other sound assets, which 
prior thereto had been ineligible 
for discount.

Still another provision empow­
ered banks to issue preferred stock, 
notes, and debentures, and granted 
authority to the Reconstruction Fi­
nance Corporation to purchase the 
same. Here, then, are three import­
ant contributions to the program 
of safer banking.

First, insurance of deposits.
Second, a wider latitude on loans 

to member banks by the Federal 
Reserve Banks.

Third, the right by banks to is­
sue preferred stock, notes, and de­
bentures, and the purchase thereof 
by the Reconstruction Finance Cor­
poration, which made possible the 
repair of capital structures of those 
banks which were in need of it.

Break Frozen Loan. Jam 
The program did not stop here. 

The banks were still loaded with 
thousands of frozen industrial, ag­
ricultural, and home loans! Relief 
from this situation was necessary 
to both banks and borrowers.

The federal government met this 
by broadening powers of the Farm 
Credit program and the Home Own­
ers Loan Corporation, arid granting 
new powers to the Federal Re­
serve banks and to the Reconstruc­
tion Finance Corporation to make 
loans to private industry!

In short, the plan was to liquefy 
the banks by the simple expe­
dient of extending and expanding 
the lending agencies of the gov­
ernment so the banks might be re­
lieved of these thousands of frozen 
loans.

The great benefits o f this pro­
gram, to both the banks and the 
people, are too well recognized to 
require comment here.

Let me refer back to the state­
ment made about a badly over­
banked condition brought on by

issuaijce of charters without re­
gard to the need for new banks 
—with the consequent entrance into 
the banking field of inexperienced 
would-be bankers.

To my mind the elimination of 
these two causes for bank failures 
was accomplished solely by the de­
termination of a proper adminis­
trative policy, and the sticking to 
it.

It is the ixilicy of the comp­
troller’s office not to grant charters 
for national banks except where 
economic necessity is apparent. The 
record of new state bank charters 
would indicate that state banking 
commissioners are taking the same 
attitude.

It is a safe and sane policy to 
pursue, a policy that will conti- 
.bute much to a mere safe, sound 
lianking structure in the hands of 
experienced bankers.

Investments Safeguarded
A word about investment se­

curities. The attitude of this of­
fice has always been toward a con­
servative policy by bankers in the 
matter of such investments, rea­
lizing just how important this is 
from the standpoint of a sensible 
investment of funds entruseted to 
banks by depositors.

Recent issuance of new and some­
what more pointed regulations de­
signed to remove the speculative fea­
ture from such investments has 
been well received.

Today, as a result of the various 
measures taken by the present ad­
ministration, in the application of 
which the bankers themselves gave 
their whole hearted cooperation, the 
banking structure is safer than at 
any other time in its history.

Confidence in banks has been 
restored and bank failures are al­
most a thing of the past. More 
than 11 months have passed with­
out a national bank failure and 
comparatively few state banks have 
failed. Deposits in banks have ris­
en from $38,000,000,000 in 1932 to 
more than $57.000,000,000 in 1936, 
and to a great extent' the banks 
of the nation are again prosiper- 
ous.

I repeat that the banking struc­
ture is safer now than at any other 
time in its history, and depositors 
have every reason to be confident 
as to the safety of their deposits.

It is a striking reversal of feel­
ing to that which existed over the 
country three short years ago.
