He laughlingly parried all inquir-
ies;. but did say, however, he was |
considering a trip to Buenos Aires |
for the opening of the Inter-Ameri-
can peace conference December 1,
and that he would talk today with
members of the maritime commis-
sion and Secretary Perkins regard-
ing the Pacific coast strike.

He said he had given no thought,
to. new cabinet appointments and
filling other important posts now
vacant.

With final tabulations being
slowly accumulated, the total popu-
lar vote reached 41,872,227 last nite.
Returns still were missing from 15,-
000 of the nation's 122,000 precincts,
but President Roosevelt had a lead
of 25,247,691 to 15,795,236.

Committeeman  Disatisfied
With Totals Shown In
Senator’s Race

TOPEKA, Kan, Nov. 6. (&) —
Lynn Broderick, Democratic Na-
tional Committeeman for Kansas,
Thursday night telegraphed all
county election boards to hold their
boxes, indicating a demand for a
recount.

Broderick said he is dissatisfied
with the totals shown for the sena-
torial race in which Senator Ar-
thur Capper, Republican, won re-
election. Other races also were
viewed as demanding a recount,
Broderick said.

Broderick pointed out that Cap-
per’s lead was 1,800 votes on a total
of 800,620 votes cast.in the sena-
torial race and that this total was
more than 30,000 votes less than the
total cast in the gubernatorial race.
Cappel'’s copponent was Omar B.
Ketchum.

In the gubernatorial race, Wal-
ter H. Huxman, a Democrat defeat-

by more than 21,000 votes and the
total vote in the race was 821,277.

The Lieutenant Governor race
in Kansas still was a tossup with
100 votes separating the contest-
ants.

DUCK SEASON TO
OPEN NOVEMBER 26

Christmas Day Last For
Killing Geese And
Ducks in State

Warning was voiced today by
game warden Tom Grammer to
hunters who seek to hunt ducks be-
fore opening date of the season
November 26. The season will ex-
tend through December 25.

Bag limit on ducks will be ten
per day, in the aggregate, and any-
one with more than this number
in his possession will be subject to
prosecution. On geese and brant
the daily bag limit is four.

Persons hunting are warned to
have both hunting license and fed-
eral duck stamps. The stamps and
licenses can be purchased for only
a small cost. The licenses are not
required for persons hunting in
the county of their residence but
permission must be had at all times
to hunt on another person’s prop-
erty.

All persons using automatic shot-
guns in hunting ducks or geese
are warned not to have more than
three shells in the gun at one
time. Blinds may be built along
shore lines this year. Last year
hunters had to build them 100 feet

His wife could alleviate the situa-
tion some by picking cotton, but she
has not a pair of shoes that will
stay on her feet, and it is impos-
sible for her to tramp all day long
in the bitter cold fields without any
protection for her feet.

Faced by such nrivations as these,
the citizens of Midland are certain
to take compassion on these help-
less people and go to the extra
“trouble’” of gathering together
some kind of shoes and clothes.
This family would glady take any
old pair of shoes or boots which
they could patch with paper and
wear. Moth edaten or milldewed, just
as long as clothes are warm, they
will be more than thankful to have
them.

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Under terms of the new omnibus|
tax measure, passed at the recent
special session of the Ilegislature
and signed into law last Saturday
by Acting Governor Woodul, the
state this week is beginning to col-
lect on its levy on “hank night”
prizes and similar give-away propo-
sitions.

SEMINOLE WELL
DRILL-STEM TEST
SHOWS ONLY GAS

Amerada 1-A Averitt
Preparing To
Deepen

BY FRANK GARDNER

Amerada No: 1-A Averitt, south-
west offset to the Walsh and Adams
discovery in Gaines county, show-
ed one and a quarter million cubic
feet of dry sulphur gas-on a drill-
stem test taken early this morn-
ing. Total depth was 4,940, with a
wall-packer set at 4,920. The test-
ing tool was left open several hours,
and, after cleaning itself of -drill-
ing mud, the well blew gas and
showed no oil. Crew is now coming
out with drill-pipe and will drill
ahead.

The drill-stem test of the Ame-
rada well gauged only the lowest
gas showing logged, that from 4,-
927 to 4,936. It had also shown gas
from 4,886 to 4,890 and from 4,896
to 4,917, but no test was made as
to the size of these shows. It is
to be presumed that the gas from
the upper shows would amount to
around 12,000,000 cubic feet daily,
since the Walsh and Adams well
struck .that much in a similar hori-
zon at 4,910.

Location of the No.» 1-A  Averitt
is 660 feet. from the north and east
lines of section 228, block G, W, T.
R. R. survey. It is being drilled in
the quarter-section obtained from
Walsh and Adams by the Amerada
Petroleum Corp. Geophysical find-
ings which indicated the presence
of a structure in the area was sub-
stantiated by the many” gas hori-
zons logged in the Yates section
by the discovery gasser.

Cummins Well Gauged

Twenty-four hour gauge on the
Empire No. 1-C Cummins, two-mile
northwest extension cf the Cum-
mins pool in northwest Ector coun-
ty, showed production of 700-bar-
rels flowing through tubing. The
well is bottomed at 4,291 feet in
lime and was treated with 3,500
gallons of acid. It flowed 80 bar-
rels through tubing on a 24-hour
gauge made before it was acidiz-
ed. Pay lime was entered at 4,180.
The well is located 2,200 feet from
the south ‘and 440 feet from the
east line of section 22, block 45,
township 1 north, T. & P. survey.

Drilling was halted at 4,280 feet
in Shell No. 1 Cowden, Ector semi-
wildcat, and hole is being  bailed
down for a test of an oil showing
at 4.180. Rotary returns while drill-
ing the last 100 feet showed a small
amount of oil. The Shell test is
located 660 feet from the south
and east lines of section 26, block
44, township 2 south, T. & P. sur-
vey, a half mile west of the Broder=

tance.

 Posture Examination:
'Made at North Ward

At the regular meeting of the
Junior High P. T. A. a report on
a. new phase.of Health Education,
sponsored by the North Ward P.
T. A. and the Midland County
Health Board, was given by Mrs.
L. C. Thomas. 3

“Through the interest of Mr.
Lackey and the help of Mrs. Alma
Thomas, Miss Betty Wilson and
Mrs. L. C. Thomas have made a
Health and’Posture Examination in
the North Ward Schoeol ‘Building.
211 children were inspected. In
most cases one cf the. child’s par-
ents was present at. the -inspec-
tien: The posture examination is
usually a part of . an  organized,
physical education program, but in
the North Ward Building the Health
Board and the North Ward P.-'T. A.
sponsored the project.

The posture examination was of
marked interest to parents and chil-
dren. Among the results of this sur-
vey it should be mentioned that
special instruction was - strongly
recommended for 14 per cent of
the children, and suggested advis-
aple for another 7 per cent. The
survey in general showed that 59
per cent received an average grade
of C, and that approximately the
same percentage as capable of re-
ceiving a grade of B, with some in-
struction.

Poor posture is habit forming,
hence, from a preventitive aspect it
is particularly desirable that train-
ing in goed sitting, standing and
walking habits be given while the
child is young. : ;

The talk was illustrated by a
number of enlargements of the pos-
ture pictures made during the ex-
amination. at the North Ward
Building. Approximately 25 boys and
girls from the North Ward School
demoenstrated various types of nor-
mal posture found in the survey.

Motor Accidents For
CCC Enrollees Low

FORT SAM HOUSTON, Nov. 6
—Civilian Conservation Corps motor
vehicle accidents in which enrollees
of the Eighth Corps Area are in-
volved has been reduced to .a very
few accidents a month due to a care-
ful schedule of selecting competent
drivers, periodoc inspection of driv-
ers and vehicles and the establish-
ment of training coruses for CCC
drivers.

This fact is made evident in the

current, report issued from Eighth
Corps Area CCC headquarters for
the quarterly period ending Sep-
tember 30, 1936, which reveals that
the average accident repair bill
for CCC vehicles in the Eighth
Corps Area was approximately $1.25
per month, based on reports from
254 camps operating a total of 1035
vehicles.

The accident repair cost per 1000 '

miles .traveled was sixty cents per
month.

There are operated in the CCC
establishment of the Eighth Corps
Area, some 828 trucks, 92 passen-
ger cars and 115 ambulances, all
under army supervision.

Each of these vehicles is driven
an average of 2300 miles per month,
over all kinds of roads, from the
Colorado mountain by-ways to the
desert roads of Arizona, and in all
kinds of weather.

Of material assistance in forming

good habits of safe driving among |

the corps of enrollee drivers has
been, the institution of safe driving
contests in all of the 15 CCC districts
of the Eighth Corps Area. In this
connection drivers of each camp in
a district vie for honors in their
respective sub-districts and the com-
petition among sub-districts for the

district record of the fewest acci-
dents is very keen.

Paying a compliment to enrollee
drivers, Governor E. W. Marland of
Oklahoma recently presented tro-
phies to the eight most careful CCC
drivers in the Oklahoma City dis-
trict, representing the eight sub-
aistricts at which time he said:

“I want to pay'a compliment to
the drivers of CCC trucks. I have
never seen more carful and cour-
teous drivers. In the past few days
I have followed several of the ma-
chines through the city; it just
happened that on these occasions
the car in front of me would be
cne of the CCC trucks.

“Naturally I watched the driving
closely and I can not see a single
traffic violation occuring, no mat-
ter how slight. The drivers would
practically stop at every block (stop
signs or no stop signs) and at .the
stop corners the machines would Le
brought to a complete halt. _ :

“I also noticed that the drivers
would carefully give all hand sig-
nals. Not only the drivers would do
this, but the CCC enroliees riding
in back of the trucks would also
give the turn and stop signals to
any drivers of the machines fol-
lowing,

“There are so few really careful
drivers I wanted to take this means
of complimenting the CCC n:en.”

During the period of January 1,
to June 30, 1936, 72 vehicles of the
Oklahoma City district were driven
a total of 388,507 miles during which
period no. major accidents occurred
and only three minor accidents were

reported. The total repair bill for
the three months for all vehicles
was $10.

During the last quarter, ended on
September 30, the Tucson, Arizona
district of the CCC, where trucks
are operated from 13 camps, re-
ported no major or minor acci-
dents,

CCC trucks frequently are used
in the transportation of enrollees
to and from athletic contests. The
Silver City, New Mexico CCG dis-
tirct recently established a unique
record in this connection.

From September 1, 1935, to Sep-
tember 12, 1936, district schedules
were arranged for basketball and
baseball among the various camps
comprising the Silver City district.
The schedules required 82 games

for each sport, necessitating 164
truck trips between each camp
for completion of the scheduie.

Throughout the completion of both'

schedules, 1230 enrollees were trans=
ported 23,218 miles without a single
truck accident. These trips were
made on hazardous mountain roads
in southwestern New Mexico and
southeastern Arizona.

Before any CCC enrollee is se-
lected as a driver, he is given a
careful physical examination and
other tests to determine his effici-
ency in the matter of caring for
his vehicle, its proper operation and
his ability to act sanely upder stress
or in emergency.

He is responsible for the cleanli-
ness of his car or truck: PeriodiC”
inspections in the camp and at the
district maintenance garage are
made to insure the safe operation
of the vehicle and to ascertain if
the vyehicle is receiving proper op-
eration and maintenance care from ,
the driver.

Experienced drivers are assigned
and no other enrollee is permitted
to drive the vehicle. Each driver
usually has an assistant or relief
driver who is as thoroughly train-
ed.

Tests frequently are conducted to
locate other proficient drivers to
take over driving duties when the
regular drivers take discharges from
the CCC or for other reasons are
incapacitated.
