It was un­
necessary to swab the well in after 
the treatment: it kicked off of its 
own accord and started flowing 
when opened up.

022 feet in lime. It struck liigh gas 
in the same liorizon as the Walsh 
and Adams gasser a short distance 
to the northeast, and drilled into 
tlie oil zone below 4.973.

60 barrels a day. natural, and was 
shot witli 260 quarts of ntlro from 
5,019 to 5.060. flowing 115 barrels 
through two bridges and collapsed 
casing on a 24-hour gauge after 
the shot. First oil in the discovery 
was encountered at 5,025 witli in­
creases from there nearly to the 
total depth.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 21. — Pre­
dictions as to the harmony or dis­
cord wrich may be expected be­
tween a president and a new Con­
gress are. as often wrong as right.

Checking the list, it would ap­
pear that this Congress would be 
neither more radical nor more con- 
seiwative than the last.

However, Congress . iri the main 
(s more conservative than the pres- 

.ident. It can be more “radical” 
when large pressure groups are bent 
on raiding the treasury, but it can 
also be much more conservative 
when expensive highpressure lob­
byists from Wall stieet come to 
Washington to block a White House 
program.

“Obedience” Is Doubtful

There’s a common theory now 
that Roosevelt need but snap his 
fingers in the next se.ssion to exact 
congre.sslonal ohsdience. Only .17 
of the 96 senators will be Repub­
licans and that includes several 
progressives. Only 89, o f  435 House 
members will be Republicans. , Sc 
it is argued that Congress will again 
be a “ rubber stamp” for Roosevelt.

This theory fails to take several 
things into account. Although many 
members of Congress rode back into 
office on the Roo.sevelt coattails, 
that doesn’t mean that any of them 
will suport Roosevelt legislation out 
of gratitude.

Even though it will t>e impo.s- 
sible to find any efective oppo­
sition outside the Democratic ranks 
those ranks have managed to pro­
vide effective opposition in the 
past. And a president proverbially 
has a harder time in his second 
term to control Congres.s.

Furthermore, despite all the 
speeches of Republicans campaign­
ers and Liberty Leaguers, it just 
isn’t true that Congress has seryed 
as Roosevelt’s “rubber stamp.” It 
became especially reoalcittant after 
the big Democratic victory in the 
1934 elections,'.when nearly all can­
didates rode in on New Deal pop­
ularity.

♦ *. *
F. R. OFTEN OVERRULED

Roosevelt was overruled by the 
Senate when he sought American 
adherence to the World Court. 
Nearly all his tax measures have 
been chewed almost beyond recogni­
tion. His vetoes of veterans’ benefit 
bills have been overridden.

Congress made important changes 
in the seciuities, stock market, and

public utility holding company 
measures. Repeated administration 
efforts to obtain adequate food and 
drug protective legislation have fail­
ed. The AAA amendments were 
blocked entirely at one session and 
passed at the next only after ex­
tensive rejiggerlng.

The long haggling and revision 
which preceded passage of the $4,- 
500.000,000 work relief bill, includ­
ing Roosevelt’s defeat on the pre­
vailing wage issue caused the pres­
ident’s prestige to ..suffer.

And few will ever know how 
many legislative proposals were 
snatched back from Capitol Hill 
or buried before they saw day­
light—on the assurance of con­
gressional leaders that they would 
not pass.

Everybody for Himself?
Some observers see the next Con­

gress as a group of shifting blocs 
in which nearly every member, as 
usual, will be primarily out for 
himself. '

Labor legislation has usually had 
little trouble during the New Deal 
and probably will have less than 
ever now. But legislation affecting 
corporate setups and corporate pro­
fits may encounter hard sledding.

It will be important to see wether 
Sam Rayburn of Texas or John 
O’Connor of New York is elected 
floor leader in the House.

Rayburn is the administration 
choice, although it’s uncertain how 
emphatically the White House 
plans to make its wishes known. If 
he is elected, Roosevelt can at least 
be sure thett his causes are in 
strong and friendly hands.

Already, however, the president 
and his closest advisers are con­
sidering the likelihood that radio 
appeals over the heads of con­
gressmen to their constituents may 
prove the most effective'technique 
in obtaining co-operation.

Orchard Hints Given 
By Horticulturist

Penguins carry rocks in their 
stomachs. Sir James Ross, explorer, 
found 10 pounds of stones in one 
bird. Some scientists say the burden 
of the rocks serves as a ballast for 
the penguins,

COLLEGE STATION — “Dieti­
tians tell us that we need around 
250 pounds of fruit per person each 
year, yet Texas produces only 600,- 
000,000 pounds, or about 100 pounds 
■per person, and then ships to other 
states three-fourths of her crop, 
which leaves us only 25 pounds of 
fruit per person.” These surprising 
facts come from J. F. Rosborough, 
Extension horticulturist.

“Our fruit problem in Texas to­
day is largely a matter of realizing 
the importance of producing fruit 
for home use,” Rosborough con- 
tinuued. “It seems to me that it is 
a definite indictment against good 
management if a family lives on 
a farm where fruit can be grown 
and yet buys fruit or does without 
it. The commercial orchardlst 
measures his success principally by 
the result of sales on his bank ac­
count. The home orchard owner 
should measure his success by what 
comes to his table.”

Rosborough holds that many old 
orchards can be revived with proper 
care. “Oats, rye, vetch, and other 
winter cover crops frunish fertilizer 
and will put pep in the old trees 
next spring. Check the orchard for 
San Jose scale, and spray the af­
fected trees with oil emulson as 
soon as they are dormant. Trees in­
fested with scale are subject to

rels of oil the first, nine hours after 
shooting ^rith 400 quarts from 3;441 
to 3,644. Total depth is 3,700 feet 
in lime.

New Mexico Development
Probably th e . most important de- 

yelopment in Lea county. New Mex­
ico in the past several months was 
seen late in the week when the 
Texas Company No. 1 Jennie D. 
Young, a sand belt wildcat, fUIed 
with oil in three hoiu's and made two 
heads after di-illing into the pay
blossoming, and most o f the 
strength which would make fruit 
goes to nourish the insects under! 
the scales.

“Another practice in old orchards 
which means much to next year’s 
crop is to pick up and burn or 
bury all mummified or diseased 
fruit,” the horticulturist added, 
“brown rot, scab, and other diseases 
carry over from one season to an­
other on the dried up fruit.”

In cases where no ofchard is 
available Rosborough recommends 
imediate plans for planting one. 
He advises picking a well drained, 
preferably sandy spot free from 
nematode infestation.tHillside sites, 
he said, should be terraced and 
the trees planted on the contour.

‘Enmity’ Started In 
‘Teens, Veteran 

Players Say
Wlien the Odessa Bronchs and the 

Midland Bulldogs meet on Lackey 
Field Thanksgirtng Day they will 
be renewing a rlvaU'y that started 
a score o f years ago.

Although records are not avail­
able on the first games played, “old- 
times” who formerly played can 
bring to mind “ before the war” 
siruggles.

In the early days neither town 
knew a groat lot about the game, 
neither did they have a lot of play­
ers. They counted themselves for­
tunate if they could muster enough 
men to take the field when play was 
called.

Over the long span of years Mid­
land probably has a margin in the 
number of games won. Until the 
year 1929 the clubs met twice each 
year and dormer Midland players 
claim they won a majority of the 
engagements.

Thé Odessa teams held their great­
est advantage during the middle 
’20s when they boasted several clubs 
in succession that usually took their 
arch rivals from this city into camp.

In 1926 they twice drubbed the 
Bulldogs by over-poweriirg scores, 
rolling up better than 40 points in 
each affair. But in 1927 the tide 
changed and Odessa victories be­
came increasingly rarer. In that year 
the Bulldogs boasted one of the 
best clubs ever turned out here and 
twice took wins from the Ector 
county lads. The first w'as by some­
thing like 40 points but in the lat­
ter an over-confident team from 
the local school was lucky indeed 
to eke out a last-minute 7-6 vlc- 
tory.

In 1928 Odessa again came forward 
with a championship club and twice 
niore romped over the Bulldogs, each 
time by three touchdown margins.
But that was to be their last win 
over the, liome team until last year 
Whei) a Midland fumble in the first 
niinuto of the game gave them 
a six point, lead that they managed 
to hold on to for the other 49 min­
utes.

In 1929 the Bulldogs had their 
second district championship club 
in three years and won a hard 
fought 19-0 game from the Bron­
chos. (And unless memory falls us 
the Odessa Ixiys went by the name 
of Yellow'jackets until the end of 
that season). Stanton, the district 
champion that year, was ruled out 
and Midland was ruled the winner, 
they w:on their bi-district game 
with Marfa and lost out in the
regional game to Roscoc. Amrelo standardThe tables were reversed in 1930¡'^ “ ^eio standard.
wheii .the Bulldogs won the title as November IG,; 1926
district champions but were forced Mr. Blondy Cross, 
to relinquish it when one of their San Angelo Tunes, 
men .was declared ineligible.

About half of it falls in May and
September, the sirring rains getting 
crops off to a good start and the 
rSeptember rains causing growth 
just prior to maturity. Even though 
summers may be diy and some­
what hot, early fall rains usually 
cause heavier crops than have been 
anticipated.

Most of the new farmers locating 
at Midland do so because some 
of their relatives have proven that 
they' make more money here, year 
in and year out. Some of the older 
black land belts, where I'ainfall 
totals thirty inches, lose half of 
that amo'ont in the creeks and 
rivers. Land in the vicUiity of Mid­
land. although of gently rolluig na­
ture, holds most of the moisture and 
there is a growing tendency to 
contour the roas where land is 
sloping. Thus twenty inches of rain 
here do more good than thii ty 
in other localities.

Results of the past few years 
leave no doubt as to the fact that

Feed crops, too, rarely fail, eitlier 
witli early or late yields wliich 
provide some for market and 
enough to feed the farmers’ stock. 
In an average year, the feed for 
sale from this arèa is tremendous.

The proximity to the stocker cat­
tle supply puts Uiis comi try in bet­
ter advantage than corn belt sec­
tions and localities wheie beef is 
not produced but must be imported.

even a tentative tootle of Gabriel’s 
tniinpet, this town is slowly sliding 
into the Glory Hole.

Scarcely a day passes without 
changes in the curb lines, setting 
of buildings, cracks or bulges ap­
pearing sucienly in walls, space 
sudenly appearing between build­
ings which had been flush together.

The town is sliping, .sliding teet­
ering down the slope of Min­
gus mountain toward the Glory 
which blasting and shovels have 
removed thousands of yards of 
earth and copper-bearing ore which 
once made Jerome a mining boom 
town.

Some day that hole, which made 
Jerome, is going to unmake it again.

It’s quite a town still, thè 10th 
largest in Arizona. But the found­
ers who built it 60 years ago either’ 
didn’t know or were careless of the 
fact tliat it was built squarely above 
a ’’fault.”

That’s the geological term for 
a dislocation of rock layers when 
a section breaks and then slips 
either vertically or horizontally so 
that the butt ends of the broken, 
rook layers no longer fit together.

Boomcrd by Copper Find
The very excavation of copper, 

ore at the base of Mingus moun­
tain probably speeded up the slip­
ping of the broken rock layers 
of the mountain and now wait.s 
to receive the town which the 
pro.spectors heedlessly built light 
at the point of the “slip.”

Sixty years ago discovery of rich 
copper deposits drew hundreds of 
prospectors to Mingus mountain. 
Then big copper companies bought 
up their claims and started develop­
ment. Jerome was soon a buzzing 
town of 7000 people.

Money flowed like water; pay­
rolls were large and the demand 
for entertainment was high. New 
piopular songs were ru.shed from 
New ■york to Jerome by special 
pony expre.ss.

Theatrical troupes and even 
opera stars were imported at fab­
ulous cost. It was a boom town 
in the best western sense.

Unlike so many of the boom 
towns, it did not die. Today it is 
community.

100,000 Germs In
Average Sneeze

One hundi'ed thousand germs 
nay be poured into the air in an 
average sneeze, estimates the Am­
erican Institute of Sanitation. A 
heavy sneeze by a person suffer­
ing from a deep cold or other ill 
may carry many more germs.

’‘Tire spread of colds and other 
respiratory ills is now generally 
recognized as often resulting from 
coughs and sneezes. Tlie nose and 
threat of eiUry person contains 
large numbers of bacteria. Influenza 
.germs are often liarborcd by well 
people. When a person has a cold 
or grippe, influenza andr other 
bacteria present increase in num­
ber. As many as 50.000,000 bacteria 
in the mouth of well persons is not 
uncoimnon. In disease the germ 
population of the mouth may rim 
into the hundreds of millions.

“The best way to keep free of 
colds tilts winter is to keep aw'ay 
from sneezers. Infection is caused 
by two things (D exposure to germ 
and (2) lowered resistance Proper 
diet, exercise and rest will aid- in 
sustaining resistance. But at the 
.same time germs should be lodged 
as much as possible. Personal hy­
giene requires one to avoid close 
contact witlv persons with colds. 
’The use of an antiseptic mouth 
wash is often effective as a pre­
ventive. Tests have shown that per­
sons who gargled regularly during 
cold epidemics, thus reducing • the 
number of bacteria in the fijouth, 
had fewer colds than those who 
did not take such precautions.

“From a general health viewpoint 
the use of antiseptics in cleaning 
floors in schools, offices and homes 
should be a regular practice. With 
countless germs floating about and 
landing on the floor, it is best to 
kill them there and not permit them 
to be scuffed into the air again. 
Another important preventive 
measure is the proper cleaning of 
dishes. Tests have shown that a 
“clean glass” may have 50,000 
germs on it. All dishes, both in
