In her first talk this afternoon on
“Why We Changed the Doormat,’”
Mrs. Thrig outlined the changes
which cooking and eating have un-
dergone in the past ten years.

“In years gone by, all the visitors
came in the front door, and sat in
the parlor until dinner was served.
The Kkitchen was kept well hidden
and little attention was paid to its
bc?xuty or its attractiveness,” she
said. “Now the kitchen has sup-
planted the parlor as a reception
room. Visitors usually go to the kit-
chen as soon as they enter the
house, and the lady of the home
receives them without interrupting
her work.

“Modern science and invention
have made it possible for the house-
wife always to be tidy and neat as
she does her work. The kitchen has
been brightened by the introduction
of color in utensils and furnishings.

“What a drastic change from the
kitchens in which our mothers, and
our grandmothers worked, cooking
fo_r hours to load the dinner table
wich an enormous burden of food.
Today we fix a salad, a vegetable,
and a meat dish, top it off with a
light dessert, and we feed our hus-
bands just as well and ten times

Draw Tourists

Action was taken Tuesday by the
Midland chamber of commerce, on
authority of the open board meet-
ing of directors, to help save the

tourist business for Midland. Thé
organization paid in $500 as its share
of the Weatherford-Ranger cut-off
costs.

The tourist business in Midland
now averages $453 daily gross, fig-
ures based on federal and state
compilations show. The Midland
chamber and others from Ranger to
Odessa, inclusive, have subscribed
to the absolutely required sum as a
matter of ‘“saving their skins,” nob
as an effort to get new business,
leaders in the movement for the new
road declare. :

Filling stations, not members of
the chamber of commerce, will be
asked to contribute to this sum, as
they are the principal beneficiaries.
Stations whose annual subscriptions
would in no wise @approach the ben-
efits derived from the cut-off, in
behalf of which Midland has been
active, will be asked for costribu-
tions. The chamber of commerce
tooko this action for the benefit of
all Midland, but it will particularly
help filling stations, garages, ho-
tels, restaurants and drug stores.
Every channel of trade here, officials
say, will benefit to some degree.

FAMOUS FLYER
CHARGED WITH
CLARKE DEATH

MIAMI, Fla., May 3.—Capt. Wi N
Lancaster, former British flyer,;wag
in jail today, charged’ with-the #irst
degree murder cf Hayden Clarke,
26, author and fiance of Lancaster’s
flving partner, Mrs. Jessie M. Keith-
Miller.

State Attorney N, Vernon Haw-
thorne placed the .charge against
Lancaster after the latter’s alleged
confession he wrote and signed two
suicide notes purportedly left by
Clarke to Lancaster and to = Mrs.
Keith-Miller, Australian aviatrix.

Filing of the murder charge cli-
maxed ten days of investigation be-
gun when Clarke, fatally wounded,
was found in his bed at the Keith-
Miller home the morning of April
21. ‘The shooting occurred a few
hours after Lancaster returned has-
tily to' Miami on receipt of letters
from Mrs. Keith-Miller and Clarke.

The letters informed Iancaster
Mrs. Keith-Miller and ‘Clarke, who
was_writing a story of her life for
publication, ' loved each other and
planned to  be married.

Mrs. Keith-Miller and . Lancaster
‘were  arrested . shortly after the
shooting, and were held during a
three-day inquiry.: Then they were
released, Hawthorne asserting his
conviction Mrs. Keith-Miller: knew.
nothing that would indicate wheth-
er her fiance took his own life or
was killed. He refused to make pub-
lic his belief regarding Lancaster’s
innocence or guilt.
