Twenty-one persons were reported 
killed during an Insingent aerial 
attack on Guadalajara, provincial 
capital north of Madrid.

A fascist attack is expected to be 
moved against the University City 
barricades.

Fighting around Guadalajara, 
noitheast of Madrid,* indicated the 
insurgents W'cre seeking to, smash 
their way into the city from that re- 

 ̂ gion also. Twenty-tlirce Fascist 
planes bombed the area around 
Guadalajara.

, Tile ministry of state disclosed, 
meanwhile, that the govenunent 
had asked immediate wltfidraw'al of 
the Finnish charge d'affaires in Ma- 
cirld because of "scandalous abuse 
o f diplomatic privilege.”

The government in a message to 
the Helsingfors administration, as­
serted the Finitish official tlnew 
hand grenades from the windows of 
Ills legation at government troops 
between Dec. 1 and Dec. 3, stored 
arms and ammunition in the build­
ing, and harbored Fascists who were 
not “ entitled to diplomatic refuge.”

INSURANCE LAW PROMISED FOR STATE
Commission Chairman Cives Explanation 

Of How New Law Will Work

AUSTIN. Dec, 8. (/P)— Tom C. 
Clark of Dallas, former law partner 
of Attorney General ’William Mc- 

* Craw, told a senate investigating; 
comnilttee Monday he has never 
had a Anancial arrangement of any 
kind with McCraw since he became 
attorney general.

"I  didn’t know I would have to 
move out of Texas when my part­
ner became attorney general." the 
young Dallas attorney said at one 
Ijolnt during the interrogation.

His remarks were in reply to 
qtiestions from Senator Joe Hill of 
Henderson conccniing his income 
in 1935. Tlie committee was Inquir­
ing into activities of the Texas Pe­
troleum Council. Clark Is an attor- i 
ney for the organization. 1

Clark said he refused to give the I 
committee u record of his bank ac- 
count on grounds it was personal 
Uiformatlon and would not shed 
any light on the subject of the i)e- | 
troleum council.

Asked by Hill if Uts income in­
creased as mucli at 2,100 per cent 
he replied: "I v̂Al not guess about 
it. I am wilUng to look it up and 
would bavc done so If I had known 
yo>i wanted it.”

Regarding the council activities he 
tesUAed tliere was no recoitl kept 
of its meetings.

Hill adduced from Clark that tlie 
council’s enforcement efforts cen­
tered largely In East Texas not- 
i\1tlistandlng rumored over-produc­
tion in other areas. He testlAed lie 
did not know of a penalty suit hav­
ing been filed against any pipe line 
company that was not an independ­
ent one.

Special Music and Talk
Feature Health Program

AUSTIN, Tex. Dec. 8. (Spl). — 
Sane and constructive enforcement 
of the Texas unemployment insur­
ance law was promised Texas em­
ployers Monday by R. B. Ander­
son. chairman of the Texas Unem­
ployment Compensation Commit­
tee.

Anderson and his colleagues, Wal­
lace C. Reilly and Charles R. Mil­
ler, appeared at a Central Texas 
meeting of employers arranged by 
the Austin Rel’ail Merchants Asso­
ciation. It was the Arst public ex­
planation of the new law which a f­
fects every employer in Texas who 
has eight or more persons in his 
employ.

"We have no desire,” Anderson 
assured the meeting, "to be capri­
cious, or arbitrary, or to impose any 
unnecessary hardships on any one. 
We want all the employers of the 
state to know that in so far as it 
is humanly possible, we are going 
to get along- with you. If you will 
be as lenient with our honest mis­
takes as we promise to be with 
yours, then and only then will the 
law be a success and a credit to all 
of us."

A large part of Anderson’s expla­
nation was devoted to differentiat­
ing the Texas law from the Federal 
social secuiity program. The two 
laws, while related, are distmet, he 
said, and the Federal government’s 
current drive to enroll all work­
ers and employers has resulted in 
considerable confusion.

He emphasized these points:
1. Under Uie Federal law, a tax

against, workers wilt be collected. 
Witli this lax on employes, the 
Texas law has no connection what­
ever. The Texas tax provisions are 
applicable solely to employers.

2. While the Federal social securi- 
ly law includes a division relating 
to unemployment compensations, or 
insurance, the administration of 
unemployment compensation is en­
tirely a matter for the state.

3. Had tlie state’ failed to enact 
an unemployment compensation act 
employers nevei thele.ss would be as­
sessed a tax by the Pedeial govern­
ment. The state having enacted a 
law, the same amount of taxes will 
be collected; but nine-tenths of the 
total will be paid to the .state, and 
ono-tenUi only to the Federal gov­
ernment. The state tax must be 
paid Arst; and the amount paid 
to the state may be deducted from 
he amount assessed by the Federal 
government.
Anderson likewise emphasized that 

the law was dc.signed for the sole 
purpose of helping workers in times 
of stress. ‘The purpose is not to put 
anybody on a dole, nor to place a 
premium on idleness. Its sole pur­
pose is to piovide a living income 
to workers during periods of un­
employment. Not only are pay­
ments meager; they are rigidly limi­
ted in duration. The man who has 
proved by his past record that he 
wants to work will draw a propor­
tionately laiger beneAt than the 
drifter, Uie .shiftless and the occa­
sional worker.”

CANNES, France, Dec. 8 
(A P )— Mrs. Wallis Warfield 
Simpson, friends said today, 
is determined to fight for a 
morganatic marriage with 
King Edward despite her of­
fer to give him up.

Friends said the American 
beauty still hoped the King 
would triumph in his de­
termination to marry her and 
and to still keep his throne.

The love of King Edward ’VIII 
and Wallis WarAeld Simpson was 
offered up last night as a sacriAce 
which Britain’s King steadfastly has 
refused to accept. In a simple state­
ment, the commoner whom Edward 
would make his wife, proclaimed to 
the world her readiness to give up 
her love so that the king of Eng­
land could marry according to the 
dictates of Empire.

The - oncc-care-free monarch re­
ceived Mrs. Simpson’s avowal of 
willingness to give liim up in tlic 
twilight of a day during wliicli lie 
had won more time to work out a 
way to make her his wife, but not 
the queen of England.

The King was Armly resolved to 
marry Mn» Simpson, Prune ,Mlnit‘- 
ter Stanley Baldwin told the House 
of Commons earlier in the day.

OfHcial Stands Presented
His speech, however let it be 

strongly inferred that the question 
of a “Queen Wallis” had never been 
boached by cither himself or Ed­
ward in their many discussions of 
the situation.

Baldwin’s speech thus jiresented 
to the empire and the world these 
ofAcial stands in the struggle be­
tween the throne and love:

1. Edw'ard’s insistence on marry­
ing Mis. Simpson.

2. Mrs. Simpson’s readhiess to sm’- 
render her love to the crown.

3. The Government’s refusal to 
permit a morganactic union.

4. Baldwin’s assurance that tlic 
Dominions, after tlic King's Anal 
decision bo made known, would 
have the opportunity to express 
their views.

Despite anything Mrs. Simpson 
might do or say, Edward’s Intimates 
insisted the struggling soverign 
never wo'uld allow their future hap­
piness to be frustrated by the code 
of Britain’s kings.

The plan for a full time County 
Health Service, as offered by the 
■State Department of Health was en­
dorsed by the Midland Medical 
group Monday night. Six doctors 
and one dentist who attended the 
meeting of the Midland County 
Public Health Board and heard Dr. 
H, N. Barnett, assistant state liealth 
officer, discuss the plan were call­
ed to a closed meeting by County 
Judge Elliott H. Banon, «who put 
ihe matter of endorsing the unit 
up to the doctors.

Members or uhe board feel Ih il 
this is the first real step made 
toward securing a full time health 
service for Midland, since the state 
refuses to put in full time units 
wliere li e medical grop does not ap­
prove the plan.

In discussing the subject of ex­
panded health service in Texas Dr. 
Barnett gave a brief explanation oi 
how the state receives its “ social 
Bccurity money’’ for public liealth. 
Tliere are two sources; (1) The U 
S. Public Health Service and (2) 
the Children’s Bureau. The money 
which come through the U. S. P. S. 
may bo usej for general public 
health work, but that which comes 
through the Children’s Bureau musí 
be used In a special way, so tbs 
state made a plan for lumping the 
money from both services. The plan 
was approved by both the federal 
agencies, and that plan is to organ­
ize full time health units over 
the state to carry on a generalized 
public health service, with par-

( ticular attention to infant, ma- 
 ̂ teriial and child health problems. 
It is through this set up that the 
local health departiiients share in 
the social security funds.

Dr. Barnett said that at the pres­
ent time Texas is receiving about 
$200.000 less from tlic federal agen­
cies than we could obtain, because 
the states appropriation for public 
health was so very low (.03Í per 
capita). If legislation makes a new 
aiipropriation next year the state 
Kill receive more social security 
funds lo match the additional state 
funds.

Dr. Bariii-tt also spolic of some 
new fields of health work which 
the state department has planned 
and for whicli it has set aside money 
to carry out after the state board 
cf health lias approved the plan. 
Control work in tuberculosis, for 
which the state has never made a 
rpecial appropriation before, and a 
veneral di-scase control project, arc 
two of t ’-.e new health services whicii 
■the state will offer the public next 
year. Both of these health prob­
lems must be solved through an 
educational program. According to 
Dr. Barnett, carriers must be readi­
ed and educated before any con­
trol jirograiii can be effective. He 
;;aid “ What we are able to áo will 
depend upon the cooiieratioii of lo­
cal health organizations.”

Dr. Barnett compliiiieiited and 
thanked the Midland people for the 
fine cooperation they '.have given 
the country nurse in her work.

BEHIND THE SCENES IN

W A S H I N G T O N

WASHINGTON, Oec. 8. —In all 
the heavy speculation as to what 
the next four years of Roosevelt 
administration may bring forth, 
you - rarely hear anyone mention 
the Democratic platform and its 
promises of last June.

'Everybody knows that no politi- 
caT party ever entirely lives up to its 
platform. Nevertheless, this one 
cà'iiSèd quite a stir at the time and 
it was the work of the president and 
his friends, who have been contin­
ued in power.

'I’he platform may be considered 
at least enough of a vague guide 
to justify looking at it again, to 
sort out such relatively concrete 
promises as it contained and add 
to them such few similar promises 
as Roosevelt made in campaign 
speeches.

'One o f the most sensational pro­
mises in the Democratic platform 
has genera,lly been forgotten: “ . . . 
We will act to secure the consum­
er fair value, honest sales, and a 
decreased spread between the price 
he pays and the price the ijroducer 
I'Keives.

■ On the face of it, this appears 
to mean an attempted reform of 
tèe distributive system which 
vmuld hit at waste, deceit, and ex­
cessive profits. The administration 
is being urged to create a govern­
ment agency which would advise on 
federal policies, di.ssemiriate infor­
mation, and conduct research in 
the interest of consumers.

Labor To Call For Action

[Organized pressure groups are in 
better position to persuade the 
Democrats to make good. Labor, 
for instance. This group finds much

more nourishment in the Madison 
Square Garden speech than in the 
platform, except as the latter dealt 
with the constitutional amendment 
Issue.

Roosevelt promised continuance 
of the fight “ to improve working 
conditions . . .  to reduce hours over- 
long'' . . .to increase wages that spell 
starvation . . .  to end the labor of 
children . . .to support collective 
bargaining. . . to wipe out sweat­
shops.”

If there is a question as to whom 
hours are "overlong” or wages on 
the starvation level, organized la­
bor will seek to give the answer. 
Wage, hour, and child labor legis­
lation seems a certainty within the 
next four years and even a like­
lihood in the next Congress.

But the hour and wage problem 
is an involved one, and constitution­
al complications are almost inevi­
table.

Democrats as Philadelphia pro­
mised that if they couldn’t solve 
such vital problems as mimmum 
ages, maximum hours, child labor, 
monopoly, and unfair business prac­
tices ithin the Constitution, they 
would seek a ‘‘clarifying amend­
ment” which would let Congress 
and state legislatures, withm their 
respective "proper”  ̂ jurisdictions,

Cold and Tartness 
Are Salad Ingredients

By NEA Service
There's nothing like a shock to 

wake up the appetite. Begin the din­
ner with a salad—yes, they do in 
California, and that, you know, 
is a state where good food ranks 
with good climate. In a large bo.vl 
place crisp lettuce leaves, some 
chopped green pepper, celery tops, 
a whisper of onion, anything else 
that's green and succultnt—pom- 
on yoiu- French dressing, take two 
sharp knives, criss cross until the 
salacl is chopped, serve on cold 
plates, and presto—that’s a refresh­
ing appetizer. Artichokes, celery- 
hearts (cooked), asparagus—all those 
things make excellent first courses. 
1’ry this rearrangement and you 
will understand the value of shock.

Creamed Greens
Did you ever serve lettuce o r 

watercress creamed as a vegetable 
to embellish the meat course? Let­
tuce makes a mild and decidedly 
unusual dish—boiled lightly in salt­
ed water, drained, chopped coarsely 
and enriched by a light and con­
servatively used cream sauce. And 
watercress, cooked the same way, 
conceals in its rich white mantle 
a nature piquant and spicy enough 
to brighten any menu.

Carrot sticks are growing in pop­
ularity. They make a brilliant first 
course arranged in well-controlled 
nonchalance on an hors d’oeuvers 
dish. Scrape firm young carrots, then 
slice lengthwise into long narrow 
strips. Stand in salted ice water 
until they, are firm. Then wrap in a 
wet napkin and in that napkin wrap 
also a clove or two of garlic. Chill. 
Before serving, remove garlics—only 
the memory will linger on—and ar­
range the carrots in Inviting stacks.

Pears for the salad course—that’s 
a shocking thought. Try it. Per­
fect fruit—bosc, anjou, comice, these 
are now' in the markets—with a 
small sharp fruit knife on the 
salad plate served between meat 
course and dessert. Or if you want 
your pears to wait until dessert 
time, then send them to table ac­
companied by some smooth, fairly 
soft type of cheese. Crackers, yes, 
and there you are—familiar foods 
in novel positions and tht appetite 
with a new idea in its head.
