SAN ANTONIO. —Opixirtunities 
for jobs outside the federal works 
program have removed 125 teach­
ers from the staff of the WPA em­
ergency education department in 
fTexas during the past three 
months, it has been announced by 
State Administrator H. P. Drought.

Currently employing 1,533 teach­
ers of adult education classes, tlie 
WPA education program payroll 
contained the names of 1,709 teach­
ers on September 1.

Public schools have absorbed 75 
of tlie former relief teachers, an 
analysis reveals. Twelve of these 
teacliers are now on the faculties 
of Texas high schools, ten are 
teaching in elementary grades, two 
are high school principals, two are 
elementary school principals, one 
is a grade school supervisor, and 
ten are occupying various school 
positions.

“Tills report, sliowlng that Ihree- 
fiftlis of those leaving our educa­
tion program recently for private 
work liave been employed in the 
professions for which they have 
trained tliemsclves, illustrates again 
the value of operating projects to 
fit and retaui the skill of the work­
ers,” Drought commented.

One of the teachers resigned to 
enter the ministry, another was 
elected to the State Legislature, an­
other to a county attorneysiiip. and 
one foimd private employment as 
a professional writer. A scholarship 
in public health work at Riclimond. 
Va„ was offered to one teacher, two 
instructors received jobs with en­
gineering firms, and numerous po­
sitions as accountants and clerks 
were listed as reasons for resigna­
tions.

2 cups sifted pastry flour. .1/2 cup 
lard, 1 teaspoon salt, 6 tablespoons 
ice water: Filling; 9 oz. 'package
condensed or 20 oz. Moist Mince 
Meat.

Make crust as follows: Sift flour 
and salt, add cold lard and blend 
with 2 knives or pastry blender 
until the mixture looks like meal. 
Add ice water, a little at a time, 
pressing the dough together. Divide 
into 2 parts. Roll out lower crust and 
shape in pan. Pill with mince meat, 
prepared as dhected on package. 
Roll out second’ crust for the top of 
the pie and crimp edges. Bake at 
400 degrees P., for 20 minutes, turn 
to 350 'Segrees P., and continue bak­
ing for 25 minutes. Serve hot. Cuts 
six pieces.

For Tarts: Divide dough into 6 
individual parts as for small pies.
