The explosion occured during
the morning when the greatest num-
ber of miners was at work.

Telephoned advices from Rosita
said there were tragic scenes about
the shaft hsad as weeping wives
and relatives waited while the men,
dead and injured, were brought out
of the mine.

At Saltillo, capital of the state,
Governor Jesus Valdes Sanchez or-
dered every available relief agency
mobilized to aid the stricken town.

Plans were made to rush doctors,
nurses and medical supplies by auto-
mobile and railroad.

WOMAN DEAD AND
MAN WOUNDED AS
SHOTS ARE TRADED

Lady Snatches Gun,
Fires Into Head
Of Slayer

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M, Dec. 23
(P—Mrs.  J. M. Raynolds, socially
prominent wife of a former Albu-
querque banker, died Tuesday from
the effects of a wound in the ab-
domen, a few hours after she and
W. E. Gay, 60, a house painter,
exchanged revolver fire in a sudden,
unexpected dispute before the Ray-
nolds family.

Gay, shot in tihe nhead, was near
death in fhe same hospital where
Mrs. Raynolds died.

Police, in reconstructing the cir-
cumstances surrounding the shoot-
ing, said Gay, who had been drink-
ing, became gnery with Mrs. Ray-
nolds over the painting he was do-
ing in their kitchen.

He entered the living room of the
home and after sharp words and
before Mpr. Raynolds could inter-
fere, whipped out the .38 calibre
gun and fired. Three daughters, 20,
18 and 16, were witnesses.

As Raynolds grappled with his
wife’s assailant, Kate, the youngest
daughter, dashed into a closet and
returned with a ‘pistol kept there.
Her mother, although bleeding pro-
fusely, snatched the pistol from her
daughter’s hand and, holding it
against Gay's temple, pulled the
trigger.

“None of us expected him to
shoot,”" said Kate, “even after he
pulled the gun out of his jacket.”

“I ran to the telephone to call
the police but someone was using
the line. So I dashed to the closet
and got the pistol. When I came
back father was trying to take
Gay’s gun away from him.

“Mother grabbed the pistol from
me, pointed it at Gay’s head and
pulled the trigger. Then she laid it
down and fainted.”

The girl’s story did not coincide
with that of her father, who said
he believed his wife ran for the
pistol after she was shot.

District Attorney Owen Marron,
after hearing the stories told by
Raynolds and his daughters, said
the facts seemed- to indicate Gay
apparently was a victim of halluci-

nations, that he had been mis-
treated.
