1. Q. Where is the Cily of Midland?

: A. Midland is the county seat of
Midland County; situated on the main line of
the Texas & Pacific Railroad midway be-
tween Fort Worth and El Paso, and midway
between San Antonio and Amarillo.

6. Q. What farm products are grown
m and around Midland?

A." There are probably more crops
adapted to the Midland Country with or
without irrigation than to any other farm-
ing section in the United States, many of
these are cotton, milo maize, kaffir corn, In-
dian corn, June corn, feterita, all the sor-
ghums, alfalfa, Bermuda grass, wheat, oats,
barley, cowpeas, pie melons, peanuts, sugar

For years Midland has been fa-
mous for her polo ponies and some of the fin-
est animals used on English and American
professional teams have been raised here.

8. Q. What about the water supply?.
A. Midland has an inexhaustible

supply of pure water obtained at a depth -

averaging 70 feet.

. 9. Q. Is there sufficient water for ir
rigation purposes?

A. There is. Some of the farms
are irrigated by wells that pump over one
thousand gallons per minute. The water is
cool and free from gyp and alkali impurities
that are found in water belts at many points
east, northeast and west of here.

10. Q. What civic improvements has
Midland?

A. Midland is a modern, progres-
sive city working under a commission form
of government. It has a fine water system,
modern motorized Fire Department, sewer
system, electric power plant, fine paved high-

ways, fine banking and business institutions, -

excellent schools and ‘beautiful churches and
free Public Library. Some of the finest resi-
iien;es in West Texas may be found in Mid-
and.

11. Q. Is Midland large enough to
meet all the demands which the location Bere
of the college would place upon it?

‘ A, It most certainly is; the civic
improvements and hotels, banks, and busi-
ness institutions are still many years in ad-
vance of the needs of the city.

12. Q. Has Midland any locations
which meet all the requirements of the enact-
ing bill?

A. Midland has at least four excel-
lent locations which meet all the terms re-
quired by the Locating Commmittee; all four
of themadjoin or are adjacent to the city lim-
its. They all have fine soil, adapted for ex-
perimental work in farming or stock hus-
bandry, excellent terrain and are abundantly
supplied with pure water.

13. Q. What feature has Midland to
which mnone of the other contestants may
make claim?

SJDAN GRASS 600D
FOR SUMMER PASTURE

Sudan grass is an excellent sum-
mer pasture crop for work animals is
recommended by A. H: Leidigh, agre-
nomist of the experiment station of
the A. & M. College of Texas. “It
can be depended upon for from two to
four crops of hay or can be pastured
through the summer,” he said. ~ “Us-
ually from three to five head of work
stock receiving mcderate amounts of
feed may be mamtained on one acre
of the grass, a carrying capacity
above that of native pastures except
under ideal condition.

“Tt is best usually to plant sufficient
Sudan grass so that some hay may
be made from parts of the field. In
this manner not cnly will hay be se-
cured, but a undorm crop of tender
growth will be available t« taks the
place of the tougher and older grass
in other parts of the field. To accem-
plish this purpose it is usually best to
divide the field into about six weeks,
thus there will always he new growth
starting about eviry two weeks.

“Early planting: may be made

to be used rather early it is probably
best to sow at least ten pounds of
good seed to the acre. They ‘are
best planted about one inch deep.'The
crop may be seeded either broadcast
or in rows.

AND REPORT SPLENDID
RECEPTIONS

The special committee that went to
El Paso for the purpose of securing
the indorsement of the El Paso Cham-
ber-of Commerce returned to Midland
on the Sunshine Friday. ' While : they
did not bring back the official indorse-
ment of the Chamber of Commerce,
official action being = put off by that
body until the next regular meeting,
the& received sufficient encourage-
ment to indicate that the sentiment of
that city is undeniably for Midland.

The meeting was held Wednesday
afternoon, as scheduled. One feature
that was not on the schedule was the
presence of a delegation from San
Angelo, the members of which came
to Bl Paso on hearing that the Mid-
land committee was to be given an
audience to discuss the location of the
Texas Technological College. As a
result of this unexpected arrival of
the San Angelo delegation a slight
confusion resulted.

The Midland committee believing
that the conference was theirs expeet-
ed to present their side of the case ex-
clusively to the committee. Several
members of the board of directors
seemed to think,however, that the An-
gelo delegation should e present
when the Midland claims were put
forward. Although this greatly cut
the time which the Midland committee
intended to take the Midland delega-
tion readily acquiesced and the San
Angelo delegation was given an equal
opportunity with the Midland boost-
ers.
Midland’s claim was ably presentGd
by Judge E. R. Bryan and Judge J. M.
Caldwell. The speakers were intro-
duced by Ed - M. Whitaker, a former
resident of Midland and a prominent
El Paso attorney. The remarks of
Judge Bryan and Judge Caldwell
were augmented by short speeches of
endorsement by Sam R. McKinney,re-
presenting the Odessa Commercial
Club, and by Judge S. J. Isaacks who
spoke for E. B. Daniel, of Toyah,
which town is actively supporting
Midland. Judge Isaacks also spoke
as a member of the Chamber of Com-
merce and an El Paso citizen stating
that from a business matter purely,
Midland should receive the indorse-|
ment and support of the El Paso
Chamber. i

‘The speakers said in part:

“This is a proposition,” said Judge
E. R. Bryan,the first Midland speaker,
“which is broader than West Texas.
It is one in which every citizen should
be interested. The legislature in-
tended that the school should be lo-
cated in West Texas and be one that
represented the people of West Texas.
It will do more than that, for, in a
large measure, it will represent the
people of Arizona and New Mexico.”

Judge Bryan stated that this would
make the sixth school of this charact-
er established in the United States.

“I take it,” said Judge Bryan,

“that no personal interest  on your
part would weigh in this matter: The
school should be located in a territory
where it will best serve its purposes.
We are going to make a fair fight for
this school. We are going to fight in
the open, but just as hard as we know
how. If we cannot show ihe commit-
tee that we have the advantages for
such a school, we do not think that it
would be fair to locate it at Midland.”
Judge Bryan mentioned that Alpine
already had a State normal, E1 Paso
the College of Mines and San Angelo
a State tubercular institution.
Midland, he stated, was centrally
located for the school and was but 308
miles from El Paso.:
“We  claim,” said | Judge Bryan,
that we. have an ideal spot for the
school, which can be reached by all
the territory the school would serve.”
The town of Midland, Judge Bryan
said; had an inexhaustible water sup-
ply and, besides, was a town easy of
access. .The school bill, he stated,pro-
vided for the purchase of a site com-
prising 2,000 acres and Midland had
four such sites to offer.

Midland, the judge said, boasted
soil that was a as fertile as any in the
whole State and was also the center
of fine cattle production. The section
is developing into a farming country,
he said. The elevation of Midland is
2,800 feet, and the winters are mild
and summers cool.

Fine Health Conditions

“There is no place in the State,”
said Judge Bryan, “where health con-
ditions are better. It has been said
that we are not so well prepared as
other places as far as railroad facili-
ties are concerned. This may e true
at the present time, but I have no
doubt if we get this college and the
country becomes settled up, as it will,
but what the Santa Fe will build into
Midland and thus give us another
through line.

It is
my wish that this road be pushed to a
connection with the Santa Fe as it is
the wish of every man in that section
and the desire of the El Paso Cham-
ber of Commerce.”
- ‘Judge Caldwell stated that the.pri-
mary interest involved in the indorse-
ment plan that had been placed before
the directors was one looking first, to
the interest of El Paso and secondar-
ily to the best interests of the city’s

“El Paso’s situation,” 'said Judge
Caldwell, “is one of the most advanta-
geous jof any place in the United
States.: You have grown out of the
swaddling clothes you were wearing
when' I settled at Midland 20 years
ago and have grown into almost full
manhood. I have always believed in
El Paso and will continue to do so.”

The speaker stated that West Tex-
as was as yet largely undeveloped,and
what every vicinity in the westerly
portion of the State needéd was en-
couragement in order that each might
accomplish  those things that it
should.

“In building up your trade terri-
tory,” ‘said Judge Caldwell, “you
must look out for the towns which
are in this and which contribute their
share in this particular upbuilding.”

Judge Caldwell said that Midland
was in the very heart of the cattle in-
dustry, and he thought there was no
better cattle country in the world for
beef producing.

He stated that large cattle interests
were permitting their vast holdings to
be turned’into cultivation and that be-
tween 20,000 and 30,000 acres = would
be braken at Midland this year for
cultivation.

“Every town on the T. & P.,” he
said, “has indorsed Midland, including
Pecos, Sierra Blanca, Van Horn and
others. You should take this into con-
sideration in passing on this matter.
If El Paso was after this school we
would not come here and ask for this
indorsement. This is the first time
that your Texas & Pacific trade terri-
tory ever asked you to do.anything
for it. We have contributed largely
to your prosperity. We ask you to
consider what your own personal in-
terest is and be guided to some extent
by that.” * ;

Judge Caldwell predicted that with-
in the next five or ten years there
would be ' a revolution in the school
system of the State. Kl Paso, he said,
had laid the foundation for this by the
establishment of the Junior college.
He thought two years of college work
should be required before entrance to
the State University was permitted.

CITIZENS’ MILITARY
TRAINING CAMP NEWS

The adjutant general of the army
has announced the confirmation of
the appointments of Mr. Richard A.
Negley, of San Antonio, Texas, to the
Civilian ‘Aide to the secretary of war
for the State of Texas, and Col. Hen-
ry A. Ingalls, of Roswell, N. M., to be
civilian' aide for the State of New
Mexico.

The appointments. announced .last
‘month included Col. W. H. Hendricks,
of San Antonio, as Corps-Area  Civi-
lian 'Aide, Brigadier General - Roy

Hoffman, of Oklahoma City, as State

Aide for Oklahoma, and Mr. - Howard
G. Wade, of Denver, as State Aide
for Colorado.

These aides to the secretary of war
have charge of the committees which
have been organized in each commun-
ity for the recruiting of young men
for the Citizens’ Military Training
Camps.

The reduction in the appropriation
made by congress, has made neces-
sary a reduction in the quota of men
to lbe trained in the Eighth Corps Ar-
ea this year from 3600 as originally
glanned, to 3000. It has also made
necessary the  elimination of the
course of training in air service
which was contemplated.

Applications to attend the camps
are being received at the C. M. T. C.
office at Ft. Sam Houston at the rate
of about 50 per day, over 700 having
been already received. At this rateit
will take less than 60 days to f{ill the
quota of 8000 so it is urged that any
young men desiring to attend the
camps, mail a request for application
blanks immediately to C. M. T. C. Of-
ficer, Eighth Corps Area, Ft. Sam
Houston, Texas.
