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ANNUAL MEETING OF CHAMBER OF , 
COMMERCE SHOWED BIG YEAR’S WORK

Annual Report of Past Year’ s Accomplishments Is Eclipsed 
Only by Ambitions for the Year Just Started 

New Directors Elected
Although the attendance was not 

as large as expected from the big 
membership of the Midland County 
Chamber of Commerce, at its annual 
meeting and election of directors last 
Tuesday night, the record of the past 
year’s work was enthusiastically re­
ceived by all who were present; and 
practically everyone who was there 
was solidly behind the program out­
lined for the year 1925.

Secretary Paul T. Vickers, who 
came to Midland about nine months 
ago, delivered a fine report of the 
work of the big organization, with 
special emphasis on the work of the 
members and the directors.

His report showed many substan­
tial accomplishments, many of which 
were outlined in a recent issue of 
The Midland Reporter. The secretary 
had on display a number of huge 
boards on which were pasted the ar­
ticles that have^ appeared in many of 
the leading papers, with publicity 
about Midland, and the array ran al­
most across the front of the district 
court room. Mr. Vickers said h e 
could account for about 200,000 words 
of good free publicity that have ap­
peared in newspapers, and much of 
this publicity was carried to other 
papers by the various press organi­
zations, so that he lost track of it.

Notable among the concrete evi­
dences of . the Chamber's work i s 
that a County Agricultural Agent is 
now working in Midland County. HÍ3 
work is doing much already toward 
benefitting the farmers and livestock 
men and their industries.

Thé most recent big thing that has 
been done to benefit the entiré com­
munity is the gigantic rabbit poison­
ing campaign, first launched through 
•the untiring efforts o f V. C. Ray, who 
took up the matter of securing feder­
al aid, through Congressman Claude 
Hudspeth.

The work that has been done on 
road construction was also one of the 
immediate and most obvious results 
of the efforts of the Chamber o f  
Commerce, through the cooperation of 
the Commissioners’ Court.

If 
it’s not a joke, there is “ something 
funny” about this story.

A prospector from one of the 
State’s banner cotton counties, where 
land is valued at from five to ten 
times as much as in Midland County, 
recently came to Midland to look at 
the country.

The writer stated that he had 
returned to his home and announced 
his intention of selling out and mov­
ing to Midland, whereupon his fam­
ily had him immediately put in jail, 
declaring that he was crazy. In a 
few days he was sent to the state 
asylum at Terrell. He stated how­
ever that he would move to M’dland 
as soon as he got out.

One Midland man, on hearing the 
story, believes that the people o f 
that section of Texas are so jealous of 
the Midland country that they go to 
any extreme to prevent their citizens 
from coming here. Another one 
thinks that they regard any of their 
citizens as being crazy when they 
want to come here. People who met 
the man b l. wc he possesses super­
ior intelligence, but was “ railroaded.”

SUGGESTIONS FOR
ACCIDENT PREVENTION

Secretary Hoover, in an address be­
fore the National conference on Streeo 
and Highway Safety, asked for the 
co-operation of all interests in fan ef­
fort to reduce the' now rapidly in­
creasing number of deaths and injur­
ies due to traffic accidents. He stat­
ed that there were 22,000 such deaths 
and 678,000 serious injuries last year 
and that nearly 80 per cent of the 
highway accidents were due to the 
automobile.

Here is a suggestion for lessening 
accidents. In the old days, a road 
was rounded up like a railroad grade 
with deep ditches on each side. Prob­
ably two teams pased at a pace of 
three or four miles an hour on ev­
ery five mile stretch. Today our 
modern highway grades are largely 
the same, with a strip of pavement 
in the center on which scores of au­
tomobiles pass in a mile traveling at 
a rate of speed varying from 25 to 
45 miles an hour. With good driv­
ing', there are no accidents. Misjudg- 
ment one way or another, however, 
and an automobile crashes with an­
other car or goes in the ditch.

Instead of digging ditches on each 
side of the road, use the same labor 
and extend the grade and culvert 
crossings from the edge of the pave­
ments at a gentle slope to the fence 
row on each side. In other words, 
have the curve of the road more like 
a street. This is possible along 90 
per cent of the highways at no ad­
ditional expense. Thus is the ten­
dency for cars to crowd in the cen­
ter relieved and consequenlty th e  
danger of accidents is lessened.

All the rules, regulations and laws 
that can be passed will be of little 
or no avail so long as a man or wom­
an can buy an automobile one min­
ute, step into the state licensing de­
partment. and get a permit to drive 
the next minute, regardless of his 
familiarity with the . car, its opera­
tion or road rules. No other piece 
of machinery in the world is operat­
ed on such haphazard basis T h e  
marvel is that instead o f 22,000 
deaths a yar, there are not 200,- 
000 deaths.

Remove the cause and you will re­
move the accidents. Intermediary 
measures will be useless. Compulsory 
automobile accident insurance, or 
worse yet, monopolistic state auto­
mobile accident insurance, a suggest­
ed remedy, will simply encourage 
recklessness for it will cause to re­
move restraint from an already care­
less person.

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A School Message
—o—

A new school building for the city 
of Midland and Midland County is 
ah imperative necessity, but the 64 
sections of land around and embrac­
ing the town of- Midland should not 
have to bear all the burden of paying 
for the bonds to. bpild it.

Below are 14 points why Midland 
County should be included in one In­
dependent School District, to share 
the benefit and share the cost.

These points following are not in 
logical sequence but are briefly put:

No. 1: It will save money to do 
this. Rural schools that have only 
a few pupils, and an expense of say 
$2,000 per term to maintain them, 
can be closed and the pupils hauled 
to a central school for not more than 
one fourth of the cost of maintaining 
the rural school.

No. 10: The farmer and the -man 
living in the country will not have 
to move to town and rent or build 
a home in order to have the advant­
ages of a good school.

No. 11: There will be more co­
operation between the town and the 
country.

No. 12: Our whole population will 
be unified, Churches and all good 
work will be promoted.

No. 13: It will put Midland on 
j the map and be the best advretise- 
j ment she ever had.

Many of the 
thonsands were not especially inter­
ested either in the history-or in the 
governor; hut were in Austin b e ' 
cause'they knew , all sections of Tex­
as would''"he represented, and they 
wanted to be “ among those present?’ 
Others came to meet political freinds 
of former days and talk over old 
times with them. H osts. of . them 
were her to see if any political 
crumbs might be gathered for them­
selves or their friends, or to see mem­
bers of the legislature about legis­
lative matters in which they are in­
terested.

Austin, usually staid and dignified 

and with an educational and literary 
atmosphere that can he distinctly felt, 
becomes busy and even kittenish 
when the legislature convenes and a 
new governor comes into office. Then 
it is the mecca of newspaper men of 
Texas who like to gather where the 
lights are brightest. Nearly all the 
newspaper writers of Texas manage 
to get here for at least a few days 
during the legislative session, and 
most of those who are not yet here 
are arranging to be here when t h e  
Texas Press Association holds its bi­
ennial business session February 6th 
and 7th. . While that business session 
may be the main incentive for a 
large gathering, most of them like 
to come here to see the “ legislative 
wheels go round.” A dozen or two of 
them are parts of the legislative and 
governmental machinery themselves, 
and they always give the other news­
paper workers a hearty greting.

The most interesting thing about 

a large crowd gathered from many
sections is the crowd itself and the 
reaction of parts of the crowd to 
others. Texas is so large that the 
people of one section are often a 
good show to those from other parts 
of the state. In large crowds char­
acters can nearly always be found 
who look like they had been left ov­
er from a century ago. I saw an 
elderly man, inauguration day, wear­
ing a “plug” or “ stov-epipe” hat 
along Congress Avenue in the day­
time; the first I had seen on' the 
streets in many years. It would 
have been interesting to have talked 
with that man and to have led him 
back in the conversation to days 
when tall silk hats were worn as the 
distinguishing day-time dress of em­
inent men. But the modern man is 
in too great a hurry to loiter , on the 
streets to talk to the survivors of 
past generations.

When the orchestra started some 
lively dance music at the inaugura­
tion ball a confederate veteran with 
long flowing white beard, evidently 
recalling his youthful days, found a 
dancing partner and joined with much 
vigor in the crowded whirl of ■ danc­
ers. Unmindful of the applause he 
received and the admonitions from 
the watchers to “keep your step, San­
ta Claus,” the old man danced round 
after round, his long white whiskers 
and his confederate grey uniform 

i making a picture among the gaily 
| dressed dancers that will be remem- 
I bered long after the aged veteran 
had passed on. The memory of the 
occasion .will always be as pleasing 
to him as to the youngest dancer 
thre; and tiye crowd was happy in 
seeing him happy..

They were the owners and manag- i 
ers of a restaurant and. conspired to j 
commit a gross fraud on their ered- I 
5 tor s and the insurance companies and j 
the sentence of the judge and jury ' 
was not too severe. !

In the easy-going way in which - 
justice is being administered, where 
the property and lives of others were 
endangered, the judge on the bench 
and the jury joined in extenuating 
pleas for the release of the fire-bugs.

It is stated upon high authority by 
one of the most prominent officials in 

I this western state that 50 per cent 
j of the fires last year were incendiary, 
and that the property consumed i n 

; flame and smoke thereby, totaled 
I $5,000.000.

In the measure of criminality, de- 
i liberate incendiarism ranks with crim­
inal assault, kidnapping and murder.

In addition to- causing loss of life 
j  to citizens and fire fighters, firebug 
criminals generally aim to secure 
funds with which to carry on further 
operations.
. " As a "matter of record, men, wom­
en and children constantly lose their 
iives in blazes lighted by fire-bugs, 
The men in .this case confessed to the 
crime of argon, to touching a match 
to oil-soaked materials.

Liberating fire-bugs imperils lives 
and financial interests of property 
owners, whose insurance rates are 
higher on account of leniency to con­
fessed criminals.

Such a phony sentence as ordering 
two confessed criminals to the peni­
tentiary for eight years each and 
immediately paroling them brings 
our courts into marked disrespect.

West Texas Faces , 
Prosperity In 1925

—o---
Bankers and business men, both 

large and small, greeted the advent 
of the new year with a spirit of op­
timism, in which there is evident 
much real enthusiasm in their pre­
dictions for the 12 months ahead.

That this sentiment is well found­
ed is shown by many favorable signs; 
a general upward movement o f com­
modity prices; last year's abundant 
cotton yield which enabled the farm­
er to liquidate 90 per cent of his 
debts, and fairly favorable conditions 
in the wool growing sections. Sheep 
raisers are further bolstered up by 
new advanced contract prices f o r  
the current year, which augurs pros­
perity for this class following their 
spring clip.

Wholesale and retail sales, on the 
whole, showed much gain, ranging 
from 10 per cent in the wearing ap­
parel lines, to 25 per cent and even 
50 per cent increase in other lines. 
With very few exceptions there has 
been healthful growth and compara­
tive gains reported in building ac­
tivities, and bank deposits invariably 
have shown a gain of 50 per cent -to- 
100 per cent. - , - . - .

:The cattle industry underwent‘-'lit­
tle or no change for better, and only 
in instances where herds, were- r e ­
leased at sacrificial prices was - there 
much liquidation or indebtedness ' re­
ported. A slight upward trehd- ih 
future contracts points to some 're­
lief in the future, however, just how 
pronounced, remains to- be seen. :i

To sum up the situation, West 
Texas today is indeed a land of plen­
ty, and probably never before in his­
tory have the people enjoyed so much 
wealth. With disasters of recent 
years still in their minds, they are 
now in position to use the power in 
their hands, and forge ahead stead­
ily, avoiding the speculative tenden­
cies followed by some in former days, 
and dodging the danger of extremes 
in either course pursued.

The feeds 
given in the alfalfa lots' being self-fed, 
a comparatively small amount of al­
falfa was eaten.

TtiOy feed cost per 400 pounds of 
gain where shelled corn, red dog flour, 
tankage, and seml-solld buttermilk 
were fed was $5.85. Where «helled 
corn, fed dog flour,* linseed oil meal 
and semi-solid buttermilk were fed, 
the cost of 400 pounds of gain was 
$6.05. Where the semi-solid butter­
milk was eliminated from the ra­

The authors of the bulletin, K. F. 
Ferrin and M. A. McCarty, draw the 
following conclusions frohi the feed­
ing experiment:

Fall pigs are more difficult to raise 
than spring pigs but when handled 
carefully they are at least equally 
profitable. A greater variety .of feeds 
is necessary to grow. fall pigs sails:

Fall pigs make as rapid 
gains when weil housed and handled 
as do spring pigs.

. cold for hatching eggs, you owe It 
to yourself or your customer to gather 
them as soon as laid, if possible. Any 
unnecessary exposure to the tempera­
ture will affect, more or lesŝ  the 
hatching quality and the vigor of the 
chick,

Where It is at all possible, especially 
In severe weather, It Is advisable to 
visit the nests every 30 minutes and 
gather such eggs as can be gathered 
without disturbing hens on nests. So 
long as there is a hen on a given nest, 
the eggs under her are In no danger. 
Those who are fortunate enough to 
have double-walled and frost-proof 
houses are not iu, as much danger of 
loss as those whose hens are Indiffer­
ently housed.

The Ideal way to handle winter 
hatching eggs Is to put them In the 
toeubator the same day they are laid, 
says a vn-Iter In Successful Farm­
ing. However, this is not often pos­
sible, unless one has a targe flock lay­
ing enough to fill the Incubators. Some 
hatchers remedy the situation by hav­
ing small inei.betors and setting them 
every day or two during the season; 
or,, where large machines are used, set­
ting separate compartments.

Where this is impossible and the 
eggs must be stored a few days be­
fore placing in the machines or shipped 
to customers, It-is best to place them 
In a clean and dry, but well-ventilated 
place, where an average temperature 
of about 40 to 45 degrees Is main­
tained.

It is usually considered that 50 

ewes is about the maximum number 
for one strong vigorous ram eighteen 
months old or older. The ram should 
have had plenty of exercise and feed 
so that he is active, vigorous and in 
good flesh when the breeding season 
begins.

it will pay to take off a day or what­
ever part of it is necessary to trim 
all fags and surplus wool away from 
the docks of the ewes. This is of 
more importance now than when 
breeding earlier in the season when 
the weather Is warmer.

It Is’ a good practice to allow the 
rams with the ewes only about an 
hour in the morning and,again in the 
evening for throe or four days. ’Chen 
lie may be left with them all night.

Turn the eggs every day from the 
lime they tire taken from the nest un­
lit they are placed in the machine. 
This is to prevent the germ sticking 
to the shell and rendering the egg 
worthless for incubation purpose*.

Get the eggs Into the machine or 
under.Jiçns or off ..to the customer at 
the earliest possible moment. Every 
day that passes lessens the chances of 
the utmost success. Evaporation is 
the constant enemy of the. lield-over 
hatching egg, and the longer this pro­
gresses the less the chance of getting 
a strong,' virile chick.

Scientist! Finds Goiter
in Minnesota Chickens

Two cases ot that rarest of poultry 
diseases, goiter, have recently been 
diagnosed by Dr. H. C. H. Kernkamp, 
assistant professor of veterinary med­
icine, University of Minnesota. Both 
were 1n White Orpington hens which 
came from the same farm in Ramsey 
county.
: In one of the specimens, the thyroid 
*land h*d become so enlarged that it 
pressed against the trachea and in­
ferior larynx and caugetl the former to 
become.flattened.. The heart had also 
become ' ’ »HlhflJ’ displaced by tho 
growth and the lung« we»« pressed 
sgftiMt the walls o t  (he thorax.

Records of the veterinary medicine 
division »t nniversity Vann show shat 
of 2,409 autopsies on . poultry, sent In 
from ail parts of Minnesota for Inves­
tigation and study the. last six years, 
these two cases were the only ones 
o f goiter observed in birds. Carpen­
ter, a veterinary scientist of California, 
did not find a single case of goiter in 
1,000 autopsies on chickens.

Height for Perches
Dropping hoards should be level, and 

the perches arranged about six inches 
above them. The perches should be 
on a level, also, and of 2-by-2 material. 
They should be fastened to 2-by-4 sup­
ports that are binged Rt the. hack end 
of the house so that the iqost* can 
he raised out of the way while scrap­
ing the dropping hoards.

Damp Sawdust Is Bad
Damp sawdust is not very desirable 

to use as insulation In ti wooden walled 
poultry house, nor only because the 
dampness Is likely to increase rather 
than decrease, and Is bad for poultry, 
hut because damp sawdust has only 
a small pert- of the insulating value 
of dry sawdust. If the coal cinders 
wore' crushed Into fairly uniform 
small pieces, it probably would work- 
very well for Institution, but the ordi­
nary Jinielfw ¿ie.'loC- coarse to ’ have 
much value for Insutstion.

Can Save Money
On Cotton Seed

—Farmers can save 60 cents a bush­
el on pure-bred cotton seed if they 
will buy them before February 15.

The. Midland National Bank and 
the First National Bank have pur­
chased a car of Blue Wagon Mebane 
cotton seed, and are dispensing these 
cotton seed through Bob Hill, grain 
dealer, at $2.15 a bushel. If these 
seed were bought from the breeder 
direct, they would cost the farmers 
$2.75 a bushel at least, but the banks 
have put up the cash to buy the seed 
in car load lots, and consequently are 
saving the farmers a big sum.

These seed at this low price, how­
ever, must be movd by February 15, 
as this money is drawing interest, 
and cost of storage and handling 
mounts. After February 15, the re­
maining seed will sell at market 
price.

These Blue Wagon Mebane seed 
were bought from one of the 18 breed­
ers of pedigreed seed in Txas. They 
were bought under the direction of 
the county agent by the Midland Na­
tional and the First National and 
are being distributed by Bob Hill at 
a price set by the banks which bare­
ly covers cost of handling, to encour­
age the movement in this county to 
plant only pure seed.

WHO? Single persons who had net 
income of $1,000 or more or gross 
income of $5,000 or more, and mar­
ried couples who had net income 
of$2,500 or more or gross income 
of $5,000 or more must file returns.

January 1 to March 15, 1925.

WHERE? Collector of Internal reve­
nue for the district in which the 
person lives or has his principal 
place of business.

HOW? Instructions on form 1040A 
and 1040; also the law and regula­
tions.

WHAT? Two per cent normal tax 
on the first $4,000 of net income in 
excess of the personal exemptions 
and credits. Four per cent norm­

Six per­
cent normal tax on the balance of 
net income. Surtax on net income 
in excess of $10,000.

The exemptions under the revenue 
act of 1924 are $1,000 for single per­
sons and $2,500 for married persons 
living together, and heads of famil­
ies.
