H. A. Oliver, of Cleburne, president
of the Texas Commercial Executive
Association, announced last Saturday
that he will shortly issue a call for a
number ‘- of district meetings to be
held in different sections of the State
in the interest of the highway amend-
ment to the constitution which will

: be voted on by the people at a special
election July 28th.

Mr. Oliver is dividing the State in-
to six or seven districts and will sel-
ect a meeting place at a central po'nt
in each district'so as to insure a max-
imum attendance. The dates will be
fixed so that' all of the meetings will
be held prior to the State-wide rally
which the Texas Highway Associa-
tion has called to meet at San Anton-
10 July 9th and 10th.

The co-operation of all of the com-
mercial bodies in the State will be
urged and the call will be sent direct
to cverv commercial executive jn Tex-
as. Mr. Oliver plans to attend all
the meetings in person and to urge
intensive work in each district in the
interest of the amendment and that a
good tepresentation be sent to the
rally at San Antonio.

“The adoption of 'the ‘highway
‘amendment is the most important
matter of State-wide coneern immed-
iately before us,” said Mr. Oliver to-
day. ‘The Texas Commercial Execu-
tive Association . has ' indorsed ‘it
heartily, 25 has also the leading com-

" mereial”boilies in the State. Ths lat-
est ‘ndorsements have come from the
Texas Bankers’ Association; which
acted at its recent meeting in Dallas;
and the West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce, which gave the amendment its
unqualified approval at the big mezat-
in> at San Angelo. But I feel that
it is necessary to do something more
than merely adopt resolutions in @ a
matier of this kind and for this reas-
on it occurs to me that the Texas
Colnmercial Txecutives Assoclulion,
comprising 2s it does the secretaiics
and raanagers of the leading choar-
ters of (ommerce and other commvi-
eial bodies in the State, could do noth-
ing more useful at this time than to
make a genuine effort to create inter-
est among the people in favor of.the
amendment.”

Mr. Oliver expressed the opinion

_that all of the meetings will be large-
ly attended, for the commercial bod-
ies of the State, he said, are thor-
oughly alive to the importance of the
amendment. :

RAILWAY RATES

NOT AFFECTED
BY VALUATION

Dallas, Texas, June 6.—Declaring
that the importance of the concerted
attempt being made by certain groups
of politicians and agitators to induce
the Interstate Comierce Commission
to render a valuation of the railways
far below their actual value, can hard-
ly be exaggerated, since its outcome
will determine the future of railroad
transportation in this country for at
least a quarter of a century, and pos-
sibly for all time to come, J. L. Lan-
caster,receiver of the Texas & Pacific,
today issued the following statement
in connection with the 1ecent confer-
ence on railway valuation, held in
Chicago by the so-called “progressive
bloe’”’ in congress. 3

“Many people believe, and radical |

leaders and politicians d_iligently en-
courage the belief, that the valuation
finally placed on the roads will have a
very important effect on the total
rates they will be allowed to charge.
Thig is not true. The railways at
pres‘gnt are paying out in operating
expelises and taxes, 85 per cent of all
the eéarnings they derive from the
rates they charge. This means that
so long as present operating expenses
and taxes prevail, they will have to
continue to collect from the public at
least 85 per cent of the present rates,
to pay operating expenses and taxes
alone—absolutely regardless of what
valuation is placed upon their proper-
ties. The valuation finally made will
affect oniy that part of rates and
earnings which constitute the net re-
turn of the railroads, and from whicbh
they must pay interest charges and
dividends, and directly or indirectly
make all enlargements and improve
ment of their properties. An increase
or a reduction of a billion dollars, iy
the valuation now tentatively placed
upon the properties by the Interstate
Cemmerce Commission would affect
the total passenger and freight rates
they are allowed to charge by less
than one per cent. A change of five
billion dollars, upwards or downwards,
in the total valuation, would affect
the total rates the roads are allowed
to charge by only about four per
cent!”

According to Mr.' Lancaster, how-
ever, while it is true this final valua-
tion will have relatively little effect on
the total rates the railways will be al-
lowed to earn, and, therefore, on the
interest and dividends they will be
able to pay, and the additions and im-
provements in their properties they
will be able to make;and that, regard-
less of the technicalities of the sub-
jeet, it is comparatively easy to esti-
mate the amount of net returns the
roads must earn in future, if they are
to provide adequate and satisfactory:
transportation service.

“The Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion has placed on the railways a ten-
tative valuation of $19,400,000,000,
and has held that a fair return upon
this valuation would be 5 3-4 per cent
annually,” he declared. “This would
be, roughly, equal to 5 1-2 per cent
on the investment in property shown
by the railway companies’ books. Now,
in the ten years before this country
entered the war, there were five years
in which the roads earned an average
of about 5 1-2 per cent on their prop-
erty investment, and the earning of
‘h‘s net return resulted in an aver-!

e annual inv estment of about $100,-
iEL0,000 in new railroad facilities.

Mr. Lancaster further declared that
those who “for political purposes are
seeking through arbitrary legislation
or by putting pressure on the Inter-
state Commerce Commission” to se-
cure a large reduction in the valua-
tion of th\e railways, are ‘“recklessly
disregarding the plain economic facts
of the situation;” and that if the pol-
icy they advocate should be adopted
some small reduction in rates would |
be secured, “but at the cost of a
great increase in the -shortage of
transportation, of a drastic limitation

age of transportation, and finally of
a great industrial and financial disas-
ter due to the eventual stoppage of

commerce.”

It is still' in
the city but has been hidden since the
revolution.

A travéling court, consisting of 25
sheriffs, a prosecuting attorney and a
justice of the peace, has set a new
precedent in law enforcement by set-
ting up a court at the scene of arrest,
in Clay County, Mo.

Declaring that her husband was
tied with a saddle rope, beaten with
heavy pliers and then shot, Mrs. Asa

| Rawls, first State’s ‘witness, testified

Wednesday at San Angelo in the case
against Andy Meadows, charged with
slaying Asa Rawls, or Ragsdale, on
May 17, 1922, on an Andrews County
ranch.

B. W. Baker, of Midland, is repres-
enting Mrs. Rawls in the trial and is
assisting in the prosecution. He is al-
so her representative in a civil suit
for $50,000 damages which Mrs.Rawls
is bringing against Meadows.

Meadow’s son was tried for the
murder of Rawls in Barstow last
year and sentenced to 99 years in
prison. The case is attracting wide
attention on account of the notoriety
of the principals, Meadows is well
known in. this city.
transferred to San " Angelo on a
change of venue.

Mrs. Rawls testified that she and
her husband were employed by Mead-
ows in April 1922, and that at the end
of the month they had not received
their stipulated $25 a month salary.
Questioned as to any event that start-
ed trouble, Mrs. Rawls mentioned the
disappearance of a diamond ring from
the house. On objection from the de-
fense the jury retired and she relat-
ed the incident to the court. Testi-
mony was withdrawn by the State
and the jury returned.

Quarrel Over Ring
Testifying as to the difficulty on
May 16th, she said Meadows had
promised to take Asa to Andrews,but
did not do it, and, arguing over the
ring as Rawls was cutting wood, he
became angry when Rawls told him
he had asked neighbors if strangers
had come to the house earlier in the
month.

Meadows, Mrs. Rawls said, went to
an auto and returned with a gun. She
seized it and held on until her hus-
band came to her aid, striking Mead-
ows with his fist and disarming him,

ranch, she said.

The next day, aceording to Mrs.
Rawls, he returned with a son, Wil-
liam. She and her husband were
seated on the porch. Meadows ad-
vanced with a shotgun, she said, de-
manded to know why the couple had
not left the ranch, then fired at her
husband, who ran into the house, un-
hit. She followed and Meadows left'
in an automobile.

Stopped by Meadows .

Mr. and Mrs. Rawls left soon after-
ward, on foot, she testified, and were
met by Meadows before they had
progressed far. Meadows, she said,
ordered them to put up'their hands,
kept them in the road some time, and
cursed and abused them. Then, ac-
cording to Mrs. Rawls, he
her husband and forced her to enter
the automobile.

Then, at the senior Meadows’ order,
she  testified, William beat her hus-
band with a heavy pair of wire cut-
ters. * Rawls pleaded for his life, and
begged that he be tied to the fence
to await the arrival of the sheriff if
Meadows wanted to cause his arrest
in connection with the disappearance
of the ring, she told the jury. These
entreaties, she said, were met with
additional blows.

- The elder Meadows then struck
Mrs. Rawls in the eye with 'his fist,
she testified, and followed his blow

y hitting her in the abdomen with
the shotgun. William Meadows then
stopped  beating her husband and
struck her across the nose with the
pliers, she said. Another blow knock-
ed her back into the rear seat of the
automobile, and,  before . she could
arise, she heard one shot, she testis
fied. h :

Midland, Texas, June——Another
chapter in the stormy petrol history
of the Midland & Northwestern rail-
road was written Tuesday, June 5th,
when the road which cost over $502,-

standing recognized claims, approx-
imately $46,700. The amount was
paid in cash to special master in
chancery, A. W. Norcop, of El Paso,
who conducted the sale, by T. D.
Greshan, of the firm of. Gresham &
Willis, of Dallas, representing the
Texas & Pacific railroad.

The road was started in 1915, and
the first train was rug out from Mid-|
land to Seminole, a distance of 65
miles, on Sept. 1, 1917. It was op-
erated until Sept. 1, 1920. On March
20, 1920, N. G. Pearsall, of El Paso,
was appointed receiver. He was lat-
er succeeded by B. C. Girdley, of
Midland, and he in turn was succeed-
ed by Homer Rowe, of Midland, re-
ceiver at the time of the sale.

Representatives of th T. & P. would
not state whether or not the road
would be put in operation, although
it is rumored that the road will again
be opened up in the fall. The steel
rails used in the road were loaned by
the T. & P. at the time of the con-
struction and valued at $218,000. Mr.
D. Fasken, Midland ranchman and
Canadian millionaire, who owns over
226,000 acres, part of which is tra-
versed by the road, was the largest
stockholder, his investment represent-
ing an expenditure of over $254,000.

The aid of the West Texas C. of C.
will be solicited by prominent West |
Texans in having the road opened up
again. Florey and Seminole alone
have over 6,000 acres in cotton this
vear, with no outlet for the crop.

Ruckeye City and County to Erect Mag-
nificent Monument to Memory of
War Heroes.

A monument of “living flame,” to me-
morialize the heroic dead of Toledo, O,
and of Lucas county, is to be erected
on the most prominent spot in Memo-
ac-
eording to founders, will soon become

-a reality.

Sweeping through the park is a road-
way, already known to Toledo citizens
as “Memorial, Way.” Sides of this
roadsvay are flanked by trees, each of
which is named for some man from To-
ledo or Lucas county who made the
supreme sacrifice in the World war,
bearing his name in everlasting bronze
and keeping forever fresh his memory,
Other roadways of the park will be
named after cities, towns and particu-
lar engagements in which these men
fought. The whole centers around the
great monument, where a tower of un-
usual proportions is surmounted by a
light which may be seen for miles.

The site of the park covers 215 acres,
much of which is forested and naturals
ly adapts itself to landscaping.

monument, which will permit the in-
terment of 2,000 bodies, has been set
aside for the use of the American Le-
gion, where the bodies of soldier and
sailor dead may be interred and per-
petual care assured. The administra-
tion of this section is directly under

the Lucas county Legion council, who !
will have a seat on the board of trus- |

tees.

Dedication of the memorial trees is
planned for Decoration day, at which
time the Legion will haye charge of the
services.

The “Memorial Lantern,” as . the
monument is tentatively known, will
be maintained by the park officials

Web Cord is the name of a wonder-
ful new cord fabric for tires in which
each individual cord has been immers-
ed in virgin liguid rubber until it is
literally impregnated. Every motor-
ist knows by now that the length of
life of his fires depends iargely upon
the thoroughness with which each
cord in the carcass is impregnated
and survounded by rubber, the object
of this being to reduce f ;

C.M.T. C. AGE
LIMIT HAS
BEEN REDUCED

Orders have just been received
from the office of the adjutant gener-
al of the army, Washington, D. C.,
permitting Corps Area commanders
to accept applicants for the Citizens’
Military Training Camps who are 16
years of age, but who will be 17 at
some time during the calendar year
1923. Thus a young man who is only
16 years old when the camps open
July 28th, but will be 17 on or before
December 31, 1923, may be accepted.

The order granting this authority
reads as follows:

“Several applications from young
men below 17 years of age have been
forwarded to this office, recommended
by commanding generals of Corps
Areas, for acceptance.

The minimum ao'e limit for en-
trance to the C. M. T. Camps was de-
termined by the war department af-
ter considering recommendations
from all corps area commanders and
from other sources in the country at
large. The secretary of war consid-
ers that candidates for the camps
should have attained the physical,
mental and moral characteristics ty-
pical of a well developed young man
of 17 and directs that 17 be the nor-
mal minimum age limit for the
camps.

However, corps area commanders
are authorized, to accept applicants
for the Basic Red Course who will at-
tain the age of 17 during the calen-
dar year in which the camp is con-
ducted, when they are convineed that
the young men in question are of ex-
ceptional physique; that they possess
the required attributes of character
and have sufficient mental and moral

stamina to attend a C. M. T. camp.

This authority will not be used to.
lower, in any manner, the standards
that have heretofore been expected in
C. M. T. camps.”

This order will have a pronounced
effect upon the recruiting of C. M. T
students in the Kighth Corps Area

which includes Texas, Okla homa, Col-
orado, Arizona and ‘\Ic.v Mexico.

Heretofore, a large number of ap-
plicants who were perfectly qualified
physically had to be rejected because
they were a few months, and in some
cases only a few days, under the age
limit.

Any young man who may be effect-
ed by this change, even though they
have ben previously rejected, should
make application at once.

COMMODITY
PRICES ARE
HIGH ENOUGH

The radical recovery of commodity
prices from August 1921 to date, has
brought general business above aver-
age and is the foundation for the
reasoning of a good many who have
predicted increasing prices through
1923. Therefore, Roger W. Babson’s
statement on the situation, issued re-
cently is of unusual interest, says the
Texas Commercial News.

“There have been five major move-
ments in commodity prices since the
beginning of the world war,” says
My, Babson. “First, we had a great
+igse from earty 1915 to the peak in

1918. Immediately at the
close of the war prices suffered a
sentimental decline. Then post-war
inflation caused a steady rise from
the spring of 1919 to the middle of
1920.

“As depression set in the worst
commodity panic in economic history
carried us over the middle of 1920 to
the low of August, 1921. The fifth
phase of the movement has been a
19 months’ rise during which time
prices have climbed over 30 per cent
—_an abnormal development.

“The reasons for this recent up-
swing give us some indication zs to
its probable development. It was
caused by an increase in physical pro-
duction, and has continued until to-
day it is above the normal growth
Total volume of business has
inereased until it is also slightly
above normal. Monetary conditions
have been and are very good, with
large volume of circulation, strong

e of Federal Reserve statistics,
good turn-over, and sound credit con-

line.

ditions.

“A shortage of transportaticn has
stimulated buying. Wages have in-
creased substantially. Purchasing
power of the industrial community
has been reflected in hettec business.
Even the farmer climbed out of his

financial chaos. The upward trend

| of the stotk maricet and new constrac-

tion figures add two more arguments
cn the bullish side of the ledger.
“The present technical position of
the commodity market, howeyer, is
very. similar to that of 1920. Pro-

| duction has reached a point where
{we cannot hope to consume ut such
{2 vate indefinitely.

Many conmidi-
ties are being made so fast that they
must of ﬁecessity pile up surplus
stocks by 1924. The preseit admin-

iistration is ‘also- adverse to-further
inflation.

Car shortage has been re-
duced to one-third of what it was
and more favorable weather condi-

.itions and seasonal changes in busi-

ness cannot help but cleat
traffic situation.

“Since the present markst is being
adequately supplied there is lttle jus-
sification that increasing prices of
corrmodities can long continue. The
cost of living fundameatally is still
tao high and is destined duving the
rext few yars to recede to a lower
level. European condisions are still
unfavorable, and until a constructive
program is announced we cannot rea-
somably expect a further 1adical stim-
alation of business.

“The growing reluctance on the
part of the buyer to stock up on high
priced mercandise is an indication of
the end of the upward rise by 1324
at the least. The underlying struc-
ture is probably strong enougn to jus-
tify moderate advance in some lines
and a high average commodity price
level for some months longer; but
it is probable that prices b or before
1924 will turn for a reaction.

TEXAS MARATHON
IN. LEGISLATURE

Texas has suffered with marath-
ons of various kinds thus far in 1923,
writes Farm and Ranch editorially,
and continues: We have had mara-
thon dances, marathon piano players,
marathon pancake eaters and mara-
thon other things and now we have
got a marathon legislature. The Tex-
as legislature remained in session a
full sixty days without deing a great
deal that was constructive. Then the
governor issued notice of a called
session with the idea of transacting a
little necessary business during the
next thirty days. The governor, how-
ever, forgot that the constitution pro-
vides for called sessions only in case
of an emergency, and suggested legis-
lation that did not come- within that
classification. This kept the mem-
bers busy until the end of the session
approached and thus another emer-
gency was created. Another called
session resulted, the main purpose in
view being to find something to tax
that escaped the notice of legislators
during previous sessions. Like every
other called session, however, the gov-
ernor has taken the opportunity to
secure legislation on numerous mat-
toers that could well wait a year or
two, when perhaps they would be for-
gotten. Members also construe the
governor’s call to include all the dis-
tant relations of the subjects which
the governor has happened to mention.
Probably the emergency which nec-
essitated the call will be shoved off

into the background until the final |

days of the sessicn when it will be at-
tended to in a hurried manner, as us-
ual.

While many good, patriotic and
busy men get elected to the legisla-
ture they find that they are powerless
to further the transaction of the busi-
ness of the State in a business-like
manner. They are surrounded with
precedent and with rules of procedure
as cld as the history of the State,
some of them being handed down
from cclonial days. Sueh men, un-
less they have political aspirations
seldom return a second term. They
had ail of it they want, just as
tae people have.

“Wouldn’t it be a grand and glor-
icus feeling” to have the legisiature
assemble and have presented ‘to them
the first day a carefully prepared bad-
get rhowing the legislative needs of
the State and then proceed to trarisact
the business in an orderly manner,
adjourning before or at the expiration
of the session without leaving threw
or four “emergencies” crying for at-
tention? Wouldn’t it, though?

GAPT. JORN RYATT
PASSES AWAY

DIED AT THE AGE OF 84 AT HIS
HOME IN MIDLAND LAST
TUESDAY EVENING

Captain John S. Hyatt, one of the
last of the picturesque pony-express
}riders, died Tuesday evening at his
thome in Midland, aged 84 years. Fun-
ral services were conducted Wednes-
day, Rev. W. S. Garnett of the Bap-|*
tist church’ officiating.

Capt. Hyatt was born in Ashville,
N. €., Aug. 29, 1839. He was raised
in Gilmer County, Ga., and came to
Texas in 1859, locating on the Loving
ranch, near Weatherford. The country
was then inhabited chiefly by Indians
and he had many thrilling experien-
ces, during his life on the frontier.

He became  a Wells-Fargo pony-
express rider and was one of the most
noted and daring riders in the west.
He carried mail to Fort Belnap and
Fort Griffith. He was rated as an ex-
pert pistol shot. When the war of the
rebellion broke out, he returned to
Georgia where he joined the ecrack
65th regiment in ’61. He was in
many of the major conflicts and
came through unscathed. At the fall

On his return to Texas he walked
from Jefferson to Meridian, a dis-
tance of approximately 300. miles. He
was county clerk of Erath County for
14 years. Fourteen years ago he mov-
ed with his family to Midland, where
he resided up to the time of his death.

He is survived by his wife, six sons,
two daughters, one brother in Geor-
gia, 16 grand children and one great
grand child. His surviving children
are W. A. Hyatt, formerly vice-presi-
dent of the Midland National Bank, L.
E.,, R. W. and R. V., all of Midland,
and Ed T. of Los Angeles, Cal., and
J. R. Hyatt, of Weathe;idrd; Mrs. R.
H. Wyly, of Roswell, NI M., and Mrs.
