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GREAT INTEREST IN
THE SANTA RITA WELL

OIL EXPERTS CONVINCED NEW
.. OIL POOL IS FOUND IN

5 REAGAN COUNTY

The Reporter man, attending the
meeting of the State Press Associa-
tion at Galveston last week, depended
upon an interested party at Rankin
for a write-up of the Santa Rita oil
discovery in Reagan-County, and we
didn’t get it. The new well has creat-
ed intense interest in Midland since it
is only about 60 miles south of us,
and many of our people have vast
holdings, some within only about
seven miles of the Santa Rita. Mid-
land is about to establish an auto line
+down there, there being a good coun-
try road all the way, and our city be-
ing the most accessible from point of
distance.

Max Bentley, a staff correspondent
to the F't. Worth Star-Telegram, has
given a very good comment on the
Santa Rita, which we reproduce:

A careful poll among oil experts
who visited the Santa Rita oil well in
Reagan County and saw its perfor-
mance, appears to justify the conclus-
ion that, with proper care the Texon
Qil and Land Company will bring in
a producer, and that there is a strong
possibility that an oil pool has been
found.

The conclusion is based on inter-
views with John Hoffer, deputy oil
and gas inspector for the Texas Rail-
road Commission; Dr. J. A. Udden, di-
rector of the geological survey, Uni-
versity of Texas; Dr. T. W. Stanton
and W. B. Long, of the United States’
geological survey; W. H. Worley, of
El Dorado, Kan., representing the
receiver of the Kansas City, Mexico &
Orient Railway, and a number of
scouts representing the large oil com-
panies operating in Texas.

A boiled down summary of opinion
on the Santa Rita well’s flow fixes it
at 65 barrels. In the presence of 1000
West Texans whno gathered on the
flat Greasewood Prairie to see the
well blow oft for its fourteenth con-
secutive day, the well flowed “on its
own hook” for 42 minutes, for the!
last eight minutes shooting oil and
gas from 10 to 20 feet over the top of
the 86-foot derrick.

Interest is Statewide

Statewide interest is manifested in
the well because if an oil pool has
been found, it will be the first that
has come to West Texas, marking an
extension 180 miles west of Ranger,
on an air line. Inspector Hoffer has
a territory of 50 counties, covering
one-fourth of the entire area of Tex-
as, and in this vast territory there is
only one other flowing well and one
pumper. The Santa Rita well lies in
the geographical center of his district,
in the center gf a 425 section tract of
land owned by the University of Tex-
as, and never prospected for oil here-
tofore. The tract has 272,000 acres
of which the Texon Oil & Land Com-
pany owns. the lease on 46,080 acres,
or 72 sections. Reagan and Uplon
counties, in which the university grant
lies, arc given over to sheep and cattle
ranches, with little revenue and a
combined population of less than
1,000. - The well lies alongside the
Orient track, a feéew miles west of

Best Station, equal distant from the
town of Big Lake, Reagan County, on
the east, and the town of Rankin, Up-
ton County, on the west. These two
towns are on the Orient and have
about 200 population each. The two
counties are covered with stubby pra-
irie growth and are almost entirely
without trees or running steams,
water being procured from wells.

About 36 Gravity

The specific gravity of the oil s
high, probably around 36, and it ap-
pears to be good pipe line oil, accord-
ing to Inspector Hoffer. He said “I
made a test of some of the eil, taking
it out of the slush pit after it had
been there 24 hours. At temperature
of 80 degrees it tested 32 gravity in-
dicating to me 'the fresh oil would
test around 36. The oil has a sulphur
odor, is light green in color, and has
a strong gasoline content. Subjected
te the hot wind and sun it evaporates
rapidly. I am having a gallon jar
tested for its chemical contents.” The
test alluded to is being made by the
Pendleton Oil Company of Ft. Worth.

“The hole is 3,055 feet deep,” Hof-
fer said. “The driller struck sulphur
gas at 3,048 feet, but as several gas
pockets had been encountered by the
drill, he went on down until finally
forced to shut down. The driller thinks
he ‘is only three feet in sand.. My
own opinion is that he has net reach-
ed a sand at all, but is in a breken

limestone formation on top of sand.
It is of course highly problematical
what he will find further down. He
may find a shallow sand or a deep
sand, He may run into salt water,
Since this is a pioneer well, the first
drilled over a large territory, there
is nothing to go by. From 2,810 to
2,935 feet the driller found a stratum
of rock salt, this of course having a
tendency to reduce the gravity of the
oil, and to increase the danger of a
cave in.”

“The eight and a quarter inch cas-
ing is landed at 2,733 feet, with 322
feet of open hole at the bottom. In
view of this condition, constituting a
menace to successful completion I or-
dered the driller to shut down until
he can case to the bottom with six
and five-eighths inch pipe. The pipe
is in transit, I am advised. '

“If the hole is properly cared for,
the probabilities are good for bring-
ing in a paying well, but, as I have
said, the whole thing is entirely spec-
ulative. So far, there has been no
success in filtering off water. Mr.
Cromwell, the driller, recently went
to Arkansas, shutting down the Santa
Rita well for four or five weeks. On
his return he found 1,600 feet of wat-
er in the hole, but it was easily baled
out without serious consequences.”

Hoffer’s district of 50 counties cov-
er the real West Texas. It extends
from Yoakum and Kent counties on
the north to Llano County on the east,
Valverde on the south, and El Paso on
the west. The only other flowing
well in the district is three miles west
of Coleman, on the Babington lease,
flowing 14 barrels a day. There is
only one pumper, the S. A. Sloan well
on the Smart lease, four miles north
of Westbrook, which is producing 200
barrels of oil a day under the pump.
The gravity of the Coleman well is 41,
and of the Westbrook well is 29. The
depth of the former is 1,065 and of
the latter 2,991 feet, hence it is in-
dicated that the Santa Rita produe-
tion is coming from an entirely new
and deeper stratum.

Will Start Two More

W. H. Worley went to the well as
tac’ observer for th. Orient vairroad.
His comment was conservative, but
favorable, “My estimate of the flow
is 70 barrels,” he said. “The oil is of
excellent grade and the presence of
gas is encouraging. With proper
care I believe a producing well can be
brought in, but it is highly probable-
matical at this stage.” Frank Pick-
rell, general magnager of the Texon
Company, said he had never “seen a
casing as large as eight and one-
quarter inches throw oil to the top of
an 86-foot derrick from 300 feet of
uncased hole. Pickrell said two
more holes would be spudded in with-
in two weeks,

“We have plenty of roomi. This
well is in the center of our 72-section
tract, which runs five miles eastward
and seven miles westward from the
Santa Rita. The Orient railroad cut
it squarely in two and the land lies
three miles wide on either side of the
track,” he said. Pickrell said it was
the company’s intention to release its
large holdings for investment, open-
ing up the district for prospecting
and establishing a townsite. He
claimed that the water problem was
already sclved, since the Texon Com-
pany secures an abundant . supply
from a well bored to 481 feet and ly-
ing adjacent to the well.

Dr. Udden of the university said
that years ago he came to the opinion
that some day oil would be found in
paying quantities somewhere on the
marathon uplift. He said that the
geological position of the Santa Rita
well was good, based on a survey by
himself eight years ago, in the course
of which he traced the marathon up-
lift east of the Pecos river and spent
some time in Reagan County on the
university tract.

Adivised Against Selling

“A few years ago,” he said, “I was
called before the board which had
control of the university lands and
asked te give a report on its mineral
possibilities. An offer had been made
for large holdings in Reagan County
and the board was considering sell-
ing. T advised against it, filed my
report on the mineral possibilities and
the land was not sold. A line drawn
on the map showing where the mara-
thon uplift had been found strongly
indicates that it passes along the un-
iversity tract.”

Dr. Udden pointed out that in event
oil is found in paying quantities it
will mean great revenue for the uni-
versity, and will, he hopes, result in
the establishment of a post-graduate
institution. He laughingly added that
“that is speculation of the worst or-
der.

Op-
posite Midland College—deserted—
is a gate, and roughly written on the
boards are the words, “Camping
Grounds.” A tourist car containing
four persons was standing near and
hailed us: “Is this the camp ground?”

“Guess so; there’s the sign on the
gate.” !

The college buildings, a quarter of
a mile distant, looked gloomy and des-
olate.

“Oh, heck,” remarked one of them,
“let’s go on,” and they did. Three
other big cars, all evident tourists,
passed us in as many minutes, all go-
ing west and hurrying.

We drove back to town. Several
cars were parked on the vacant lots
between the Western Auto Supply
Company and the Masonic Temple.
Five or six other cars were parked on
the unsightly vacant lot back of the
Wemple Drive-In Station, and we have
no doubt still others were camped in
other portions of town, all out in the
open, some headed east and some
west.

Know what these tourists will ‘do?
They’ll spread Midland’s lack of aec-
commodation from one end of the
Bankhead Highway to the other, and
the “beautiful” report will radiate to
all parts of the country.

TARIFF OFFSETS
A PROMISE OF
TAX REDUCTION

In dispatches sent by the Washing-
ton correspondent of a New York Re-
publican newspaper the public is in-
formed that President Harding is
planning to reduce federal taxes by
about $200,000,000 a year in the fis-
eal year 1924,

This announcement follows the plan
of Democrats and Progressive Re-
publicans for a general tax redue-
tion. 2

Even if the Republican administra-
tion should sueceed in lowering taxes
by the amount which the President
has set as the goal it would be of lit-
tle importance to the average .tax-
payer.

The Fordney-McCumber profiteers’
tariff is taxing the people at the rate
of $4,000,000,000 a year. That is al--
most the exact equivalent of the total
annual cost of the government. Sub-
stantial relief from the load of taxa-
tion now borne by the people can
come only in the form of a consider-
able reduction ‘of the high duties
which the Republican administration
has imposed upon them.

What President Harding expresses
the hope of being able to give the
country in the way of a diminution of
taxes would represent but $1.81 per
capita. What he could give thas peo-
pie, if he chose, in the way of 3 small-

SEVEN BILLION LOSS
IN PAYROLLS IN ’20

New York, June 10.—Collapse of
the last boom reduced the total pay of
the wage and salary earners of the
United States 7,292,000,000, accord-
ing to figures made public today by
the National Bureau of Economic Re-
gearch, Inc,, of this city.

From the year of prosperity to the
year of dpression, annual payrolls
shrank from $39,888,000,000 to $32;-
596,000,000.

Theve figures are taken from the
advance sheets of a report entitled,
“Employment Hours and Earnings in
Prosperity and Depression.” In this
report the bureau embodies the de-
tailed facts discovered in its study of
“Business Cycles and Unemployment”
recently completed for

Harding’s conference, on unémploy-~
mgnt. .

They show
that total payments for wages and
salaries to all empleyes by all enter-
prises of whatever size dropped from
$%0,472,000,000 in the third quarter
of 1920 (peak of boom) to $7,743,000,-
000 in the first guarter of 1922
(trough of depression,) or a maximum
syclical decline of 23.16 per cent.

The industries showing the most
striking decline in amounts paid to
‘emplioyes were: First, factories mak-
ing wmetals, metal products, vehicles
and miscellaneous  goods; second,
steam ra'ilways; and third, concerns
engaged in the extraction of minerals.

General Business Conditions

The bullish sentiment that was more
or less rampant in the business field
early in April has been dampened con-
siderably of late, and there is not as
much talk about the danger of run-
away markets. The conservative ele-
ment of the country viewed the rapid
rise of industrial costs with distrust
and was indisposed to stock up heav-
ily at the higher level of prices. The
cold weather also has been a factor,
affecting retail trade in the textile
and clothing lines. Department store
sales were disappointing in April, but
there is no reason to believe that it
was for any other reason than the un-
favorable weather. The season has
been a good deal like that of 1920,
when the cancellation that inaugurat-
ed the slump of that year began. A
few cancellations have occurred, and
symptoms of upeasiness have been
manifested in some quarters over
the slackening of orders and price re-
actions, but the general situation is
very unlike what it was in 1920. The
state of activity has not lasted long
enough to load the country up with
gdods; buying has beew from hand to
mouth so long that dealers have lit-
tle to go on. This is true not only of
finished goods but of raw materials.

There are more trips to take and more
sights to see than one can take or
see., Chose a few of the best and let
the others go. There is more work to
do than any one man will ever get
done, and more money than any one
man can ever make. Choose what you
can do well and be satisfied with it.
Fhe tendency of manis to dabble; to
try to do a little of everything that
comes his way. But the better way is
to put first things first, and then
close the door when our time is filled.
Man’s mind, like a street car, has a
limited capacity. When it is loaded,
and the “car full” sign hung out, the
next man must walk, though he be
president of the company.

A Citizens’ Military Training Camp
will be established at Camp Perry,
Obhio, from September 1st to 27th,
1923, to enable a team from the C. M.

| UNIVERSITY

HEALTH FINE
ALL LAST YEAR

Of the 5,000 students under the care
of the Students’ Health Service at
the University of Texas during the
past session, there was not a single
fatalitv. accerding. iU Teports—{rom|
the office. This condition exists in
spite of the fact that more cases than
usual were handled this year due to
the dengue epidemic which was pre-
valent all over the nation. The re-
port also‘ shows a decrease in the
number of communicable diseases
every year due to the increased sani-
tary and  preventive precautions
which are taken. Outside of the
drowning of one student there was no
i accidental casualty reported.

Thousands of cases are handled
every year by the Students’ Health
| Service.  During’ the past session,
there was a series of minor epidem-
ic, beginning with the dengue in the
fall. In the winter months there were
the usual cases of colds, la grippe
and influenza, and slight epidemics
| of measles and chicken pox.

Approximately sixty major opera-
tions were performed by physicians
on the staff, chiefly appendicitic cases.
Routine work of the service included

 dents, medical and surgical care, san-
itation and prevention of disease.
Among the men students there were a
few accidents due to participation in
athletics. In addition to the regular
serviece, pathological and X-Ray ex-
aminations were made of the students.

RADIO IMPROVES
RIVER SERVICE

The rapid development' of radio and
its use in commercial life are illus-
trated in its application to the oper-
ation of steamboats on the Mississip-
pi river from St. Louis to New Or-
leans—1100 miles.

One of the great objections to river
traffic in the past was its isolation.

Today all of the towboats and self-
propelled barge units used on short
auxiliary runs ss feeders are equip-
ped with wireless. They report their
positions several times day and
their movements are watched as close-
ly as are train movements in a dis-
patcher’s office.

Radio is revolutionizing Mississippi
i river shipping and speeding up the ar-
| rival and departure of freight through
putting-the shipper and the boat comi-
panies in close touch with each other,
thus obviating delays in loading and
unloading freight or in waiting on
the arrival or departure of boats.

In this manner radio supplies a
missing link in our inland water ways
transportation.

TARIFF HAS NOT
HELPED FARMERS

Insolvency, bankruptey, and hard-
ships among American farmers after
two years of Republican administra-
tion and two years of Republican tar-
iff legislation are admitted by Sena-
tor Watson (Rep. Ind.) in interviews
which he has given to the Washing-
ton correspondents of several news-
papers following his return to the na-
tional capital from a tour of his own
State.

Senator Watson, it is understood,
informed President Harding of agri-
cultural conditions in the Middle West
and recommended that the adminis-
tration try to do something %o allay
the dissatisfaction which he found rife
among the farmers in that section. He
confirms all that Democrats have been
charging in these respects.

“The farmers (of Indiana) are not
satisfied with their lot,” Senator Wat-
son told the correspondents. “They
find that they can not make farming
pay and are unable to get sufficient
help. at any proper wages, since the
industrial centers pay so much more
and attract the young men from the
farms.

“I consider that the condition among
the farmers is the biggest problem
facing this country. Statistics show
that 2,000,000 farmers have left the
fields in the last year. This condi-
tion can not continue and the country
remain prosperous. In my trips in
Indiana I found many farms deserted
and hundreds of good ones advertised
for sale.”

The prospect for improvement is not
bright, Senator Watson indicates.

“Before congress meets I do not
doubt that this economic question will
be on us in greater force,” he said.

The farmers of the country have not
been helped and they haven’t been
hoodwinked by the Republican tariffs.
They know that far from benefitting
them, the Fordney-MeCumber law and
its predecessor, the “agricultural tar-
iff,” have simply exploited them for
the enrichment of trusts and com-
bines. The farmer has got little or
nothing from the tariff, but the tariff
has-got a good deal from the farmer.

UTAH UPHOLDS

CONSTITUTION !

The recent Utah legislature, enact-|

ed a statute providing that: “It shalllj;
be unlawful for any person or per-
sons acting singly or jointly with an-
other or others, by means of any kind
of force, threats, coercion, intimida-
tion, or violence, to cause of induce
or to attempt to cause or induce, any
person engaged in a lawful occupa-
tion to quit such employment, or to
refuse or to decline to accept or be-
gin, a lawful employment.” The pen-
alty for violation of this law shall be
a fine not exceeding $300, a jail sen-
tence of six months or both.

Utah is determined to give every
man his constitutional right to work
at a lawful occupation. This may be
objectionable to dictators but it is a
fine thing for the country.

MONUMENT TO
HERO OF 1812

Mrs. W. E. Bradford’s grandfather
was Capt. John Porter Blackburn, one
of five heroes of 1812 who are buried
in Texas. Her father, Merriweather
Whitney Blackburn, 87 years of age
June 4th, lives near Killeen, and the
following brief history of the family
and of the unveiling of a monument
to the 1812 hero is an excerpt from
the Temple Telegram:

Killeen, Texas, June 5.—One of five
events of its kind possible to be held
in Texas was celebrated yesterday
when the monument of Capt. John
Porter Blackburn, hero of the war of
1812, was unveiled by his descendents
at Blackburn cemetery, four miles
east of here. Mr. Blackburn is one
of five soldiers of the war of 1812 bur-
ied in Texas.

The other graves are those of Lieut.
Gen. John Wood, of Austin, Chancey
Johnson near Bastrop, and Mr. Neb-
lett at Navasota. A marker has been
issued to Mrs. J. A. Walker, of Brown-
wood, for one of her ancestors.

June 4th was chosen for the occa-

‘sion of erecting the bronze marker,

issued by the Daughters of the War
of 1812, because it is the birthday of
the only living son of Mr. Blackburn.
He is Merriweather Whitney Black-
burn of this place who was 87 years
old yesterday. This day is also the
56th birthday of Richard T. Black-
burn, grandson of the American pa-
triot.

Mrs. Harry Hyman, 617 Hammond
avenue, San Antonio, great grand-
daughter, was in charge of the cere-
mony. She displayed a cane made of
palmetto, which Mr. Blackburn had
fashioned while in Florida serving
during the war. She also showed a
helmet which the hero wore. The hel-
met was fastened to the cap and bore
a tall plume. On the face of the hel-
met at the top is the insecription,
“Jackson’s Guard.” Beneath is a
cluster of stars representing . the
states. Under the stars is a spread
eagle carrying in its beak a banner
o1 which is written: “Liberty, Union
and Independence.”

He was a far-
mer and bought the land which is in
the possession of his descendants. The
site of his home, a double log cabin,
is a quarter of a mile from the ceme-
tery where he is buried, and the trees
and roses which he planted are still
living.

About ten' feet from the foot of
Captain Blackburn’s grave is the
erave ¢f his negro body servant who
followed him throughout the war.

STRANGE USES
FOR AIRPLANES

Airplanes nowadays are being put
to many strange uses. In one district
where valuable trees were being strip-
ped by caterpillars, which could not
be reached by spraying machinesgy
without much time and expense, the
help of an airplane was called in. The
airman, flying low, sprinkled the
trees thoroughly with a powder of ar-
senate of lead, and practically all
the pests were exterminated and the
trees saved.

Forest fires are being suppressed
with an ease that would have aston-
ished the fire-fighter of other days.
A patrol of airplanes is able to_dis=
cover a fire at its earliest stage and
by wireless ‘messages direct the for-
est before the danger
spreads.
