We have been asked by the Illinois
Chamber of Commerce to direct your
attention to the faet that it is now
necessary where disputes occur in in-
come tax adjustments for the dis-
putant in most instances to go to
Washington to adjust the matter.
Generally it is necessary for this xep-
resentative whom you must send to
Washington to appear before the in-
come tax commission.

It is believed that a ruling should
be passed by the income tax commis-
sion by which representatives might
be sent to the various regions of the
country to pass upon these disputes,
and the Illinois = Chamber - requests
that you write your senator and con-
gressmen suggesting this, or in lieu
thereof advocate legislation at Wash-
ington in the matter.

HOG TRADE ACTIVE,
'CATTLE UNEVEN,
LAMBS LOWER

Charles M. Pipkin, market corres-
pondent, writing from Kansas City
under date December /A8rd, says that
few hogs at the principal Western
markets than expected following the
advance in prices late last week,
caused a further advance today. To-
day’s prices were back to the high
point of the past three weeks, and
40 to 50 cents above the low point
last - week. ' Trade in cattle opened
slowly. A heavy run in Chicago and
lower prices there, tended to make
buyers here hold back for a time, but
they finally traded at steady to 10
cents lower prices. Sheep were
steady and lambs lower.

Receipts today were 19,000 cattle,
12,000 hogs and 6,000 sheep, compar-
ed with 14,000 cattle, 15,000 hogs
and 6,000 sheep a week ago, and 27,-
800 cattle, 21,000 hogs and 5,350
sheep a year ago.

Though buyers were slow to enter
the competition here owing to heavy
receipts in Chicago, they finally
cleared the pens of all offerings at
steady to 10 cents lower prices, ex-
ceptions more. Average quality was
much the same as for some time past.
Short fed grades at 38 to $9.50 pre-
dominated, and they are the kinds
that ten days ago brought $7.50 to
$9. A few steers showing some de-
gree of finish sold at $9.75 to $10.50
and nothing prime was offered. Re-
ceipts of both fat and stock and feed-
ing” cattle are falling short of a year
ago, and only moderate supplies are
in sight for the rest of -this month.
Cows and heifers were quoted strong
to 15 cents highr, and ecalves steady
to 25 cents higher.

Demand for stockers and feeders
was active at strong to 10 cents high-
er prices. Receipts were moderate
and quality fairly good. Some Pan-
handle yearling stockers sold at
$7.75 and Colorado stockers at $7
to $7.50. Stock cows, stock heifers
and_sfock calves twere stronger.

Hog ' 'prices™ avéraged 10 to 15
cents higher than last week’s close,
and 40 to 50 cents higher than the low
time last Tuesday. The top price $6.90
was paid by packers and the buik of

SWEET BILL AIDS THOUSANDS

Measure Passed at Close of Sixty-
S8eventh Congress Benefits Many
Afflicted Soldiers.

The lives of nearly ten thousand
World war veterans will be saved, or
at least prolouged, by the passage of
the Sweet bill just at the close of the
Sixty-seventh congress, according to
American Legion oflicials. The United
States veterans' bureau has highly
commended the activity of the Ameri-
can Legion in bringing this bill to a
vote at the eleventh hour, though Na-
tional Commander Alvin Owsley was
forced to get into the fight himself and,
through' his organization, insist on the

passage of the act.

Qountless veterans afflicted with
some form of tuberculosis have left
their homes and are now wanderers in
Western states in hope of seeking out
a cure for the disease. Many of these
are destitute and the passage of the
bill, which permits a greater leniency
by the extension of the time in which
disability resulting from service origin
may be termed as entitling the veteran
to compensation, i8 one of the benefi-
cial results.

The provisions of the bill,
more practical, beneficial protection
for the veterans, are sweeping. Per-
haps that feature which struck out of
the former law the word “pulmonary”,
#0 that every veteran may come under
the extent of the act, is the most far-
reaching. The previous law limited
the veterans’ bureau to a consideration
of pulmonary cases alone, and no ex-
amination was required, but officers of
the bureau were permitted to use their
medical knowledge In determining the
approximate date when the affliction
became active. :

In another section of the law the
time for securing a certificate of disa-
bility bas been extended to Mgarch 1,
1924, The former ruling terminated
this period on August 9, 1922. These
certificates are incontestable evidence
of the service origin of the Injury, ex-
cept in cases of fraud, and holders may
receive . compensation and hospital
care; or, .if the veteran dies, death
compensation.

More elastic rulings affecting dis-
barred veterans were included in the
act. These provide that discharge on
the grounds of “moral turpitude” and
“persistent misconduct”
bar the soldier from recelving compen-
sation unless he was found guilty by
courst-martial. A further provision of
this section is that if an Injury was in-
¢urred in an enlistment previous to the
one during which the veteran was dis-
charged, that this would not disbar
him from compensation.

The Sweet act also provides that, in
cases where a deceased vetern leaves
insuflicient funds to pay funeral ex-
penses, the government will pay $100,
and an additiopal $5 for the cost of a
flag with which to drape the casket.
A further provision will keep the dod-
ies of many veterans from potters’
fields, for the government will prepare
and transport home or to nafional
cemeteries ' 'the bodies of ex-service
men who were receiving government
medical, surgical or hospital treat-
ment.

The previous method of payment of
insurance for disability and death only
on death of the veteran has been so
amended that, Instead of the benefi-
claries being the only ones to receive
the benefits, the veteran will be enti-
tled to the payments, on total or per-
manent disability, if his uncollected
‘compensation at fhe time of the disa-
bility was sufficient to meet past due
insurance premiums at the time the
policy elapsed.

Rejection for reinstatement of In-
surance because of a service disabllity
at® the time of application for rein-
statement wasg also so amended as to
permit reconsideration of' the poliey.
Right thousand veterans are believed
to be affected by this provision. Fur-
ther protection is offered 'thoge vet-
erans who were mentally incompetent
and whose guardlans permitted their
insurance to lapse while the patient
was rated mentally incompetent. Poli-
cies of this nature are considered un-
expired under the new law.

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The patrolmen enter into written
contracts with the county and put up
a $500 bond as guarantee of service
and good care of tools and machinery
furnished by the county.

Wisconsin has both team patrol and
motor truck or tractor patrol. For
the team patrol the ’patrolmen fur-
nish a team and wagon, and the
county furnishes a light blade grader,
a road plane, a plow, a slip scraper,
and other necessary small tools. On
the motor patrols all equipment is
furnished by the county. Sections
cared for by team patrols average
six and three-quarters mile, and the
patrolment work from April 1st 'to
December 1st for $140-$165 per
month. Between December 1st and
April lstlpatrolmen agree to work
when requested, at a fixed price per
hour. Motor truck and tractor pa-
trols cost the counties on the average
about $110 per month each.

The Wisconsin system is the result
of investigations which the commis-
sion carried on in other States regard-
ing satisfactory systems of road
maintenance, and for practical meth-
ods of improving ordinary town roads
which had heretofore been under the
care of a township director with wide
territory, limited time, and more lim-
ited money. Wisconsin’s total mil-
eage on all classes of highways is
78,000. When the county mainten-
ance work was commenced, 255 miles
were concrete, 1,775 miles stone ma-
cadam, 15,670 gravel, and 60,300
miles earth. Under the county main-
tenance system, each county owns
much of its own road maintaining
equipment, and enjoys better roads
with less expenditure of time and
money.

term is approximately seven months
and that the average daily attendance
is but 72.2 per cent of the enrollment.
Even this poor showing is)bolstered
up by including a rural all places
of less than 2,500 population accord-
ing ' to the Census classification. If
we count as. rural only the popula-
tion of the open country and the
smaller villages the situation ap-
pears much worse. Because of the
poor enforcment of the school laws
in the open country many children of
school age are mot enrolled in ‘the
schools and because of unfavorable
rural conditions the attendance  is
reduced. In these regions the av-
erage school term is about six
months and the average daily at-
tendance is hardly 57 per cent.
Short-school terms and poor a t-
tendance waste the farmers’ money,
reduce the future earning capaectiy
of the children and permit coming
citizens to be handicapped by illiter-
acy. The whole Nation was made
ashamed by’ the high percentage of
illiteracy revealed by the examina-
tion of recruits for the Army in the
World War. So long as we permit
short schooi terins and irregular at-
tendance in the rural districts, just
so long will we continue to produce
thousands of men and women un-

LETTER FROM TOKYO
10 MIDLAND FRIEND

DESCRIBES HORRORS OF THE
GREAT EARTHQUAKE AND
OTHER THINGS

Our townsman, Fred Wemple, has
received an interestng letter fom his
friend, a Mr. Murray from Tokyo, Ja-
pan. Mr. Murray is an attache in
the American Embassy at Tokyo and
was associated with Mr. Wemple in
the U. S. Navy during the war. The
letter follows:

Tokyo, October 12, 1923.

Dear Fardie: Your letter of Sep-
tember 4th reached me this afternoon,
and you can rest assured that I was
glad to get it. I am glad to report
that I am still amongst the “living,
but I am what the aviators during
the war termed, “living on air,” mean-
ing by that, that I came within an
ace of losing my sweet young life,

As you know, I had taken a sum-
mer house on the beach at Kamakura,
about one hour and fifteen minutes
from Tokyo, and I was spending the
last of my month’s vacation on Sat-
urday, September 1st when the earth-
quake struck us. It is very difficult
for me to describe just what happen-
ed, as it was all done so quickly and
without warning that it was impos-
sible to take it all in. I had just re-
turned from the barber shop, from
getting slicked up, and after going
up to the second floor and removing
my shoes and putting on bedroom
slippers I returned to the first floor
and took an easy chair and began fo
read. I had been reading about
three minutes when one of my do-
mestics came in and asked me what
I wanted for luncheon. I mumbled
something about getting something
licht, as the weather was quite hot,
and she turned to leave me alone,
when I noticed the house beginning
to shake. Inasmuch as we had had
no tremors all during the summer, I
had made up my mind that at the
first sign of one I would make an ef-
fort to get out of any house that I
happened to be in if possible; well,
at the first sign I jumped from my
chair and made a dash for the door;
by the time I reached the front door
the house was doing all kinds of
stunts and I almost lost my equili-
brium; ‘I was thrown against  the
door jam, but caught myself and
dashed outside just as my house, with
a terrible crash, completely collapsed.
It fell toward the way I was run-
ning, or the way I was trying to run,
as I was not making much headway.
It was all I could do to keep my bal-
ance. The earth movements were
something awiul. I cannot begin to
tell you of the sensations I experienc-
ed. As a matter of fact I believe
my brain for once ceased completely
to’ function for a few moments.
Houses were falling all about me, and
it was only through an act of Provi-
dence that one of the other houses
around me did not fall on me as I
ran. The earth was opening up all
about me; stone walls and fences
were falling across my pathway and
in ‘one place I scrambled up over = a
break in the earth where the ground
had sunk about two feet, Water
mains were bursting and my thoughts
naturally turned to a tidal wave. I
made a detour of all the houses where
foreigners were living and found that
all had escaped with the exception
of one young fellow living about two
doors from me. He was pinned be-
neath his house and it was some time
before he was removed. He was cold
when we finally got to him. A num-
ber of women were very severely
wounded, bruised and generally
maimed: I took a look out to sea
and saw a wave forming out quite a
ways which Iooked as though it might
be pretty dangerous if it succeeded
in gaining ‘more momentum as it
icame nearer the 'shore. It certainly
was ugly looking. To make a long
story' short, it finally came roaring
in and came' all the way up to our
front doors, or at least where our
front doors used to be, but inasmuch
as all the damage was done'it did not
amount to/ much. The paper stated
that it was about 30 feet high. I no-
e ‘paper later ‘that the
wh le shorehrie along the ‘beach  at
Kamakuta had risen eight feet high-
er that' it was before the quake. That,
I am firmly convmced i3 the only
thing which saved us all from being
swept away by a tidal wave. If, on
the other hand, it had sunk even half
that much, the wave would have been
powerful enough to do some nasty
work. Thank God, it happened as it
did. Quakes continued' about five
minutes all the rest of that day (Sat-
urday) and night and for days after-
wards.. . We all gathered in front of
the foreign hotel, part of which was
still standing, towards evening and
after carrying out blankets for the
ladies to lie down upon, we made our-
selves generally useful in gathering
bits of food here and there and pro-
viding for those who were hurt. Af-
ter spending a most miserable night
without sufficient elothing to keep

me warm (the quake having caught

ine with nofhing on but underwear, a
pair of silk pongee trousers, shirt
and socks. I lost my bedroom slip-
pers some time during the afternoon,)
we started for Tokyo on foot on Sun-
day morning about 7 o’clock. Just
as we were leaving Kamakura, a
young Japanese arrived on foot from
Tokyo, informing us that Yokohama
was completely destroyed and Tokyo
burning in nearly all sections. We
walked all that day until about 4 p.
m when we came to a place where we
were provided with rice and
Jananese vegetables.

I took the coat off that I
had borrowed from the hotel at Ka-
makura and put it on a little girl and

I have
procured a few pictures which tell
the tale even more than the papers,
and when I see you I shall show them
to you.

I am sailing for the United States
on the 29th of November on the S. S.
President Lincoln, if nothing pre-
vents, and if I find that I can stop off
to see you for a day or two and reach
my home before Christmas I shall
most certainly do it, otherwise I shall
have to defer it until after the holi-
days when I shall probably return to
the middle or far west. I am leav-
ing Japan for good. I am sorry that
my term should be closed with this
black chapter, but so it is and there
is no undoing it.

With all good wishes, and -my
best thanks for your very good let-
ter inquiring as to my fate. It cer-
tainly is a comfort to be able to re-
port that I not only went through the
worst of the quake zone, but through
the fire and was almost in the path
of a tidal wave and came out with-
out a seratch. The only discomfort
suffered was a pair of pretty sore
feet from rushing here and there on
Saturday afternoon doing relief
work. I procured a pair of Japanese
rubber shoes (red) which I shall keep
as a souvenir, and in which I walked
back to Tokyo.

I shall be hoping - to receive a reply
to this before I leave if you have
time. I shall get this off on ship to-

Results recently published: by the
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion on the inheritance of seed coat
color in ecrosses in grain sorghums
throw new light on the breeding of
these crops which is of wvalue to all
farmers growing sorghums, and par-
ticularly those interested in the prac-
tical breeding of them. Crosses of

In crosses between yellow milo and
white milo or red kafir and white ka-
fir, that is between closely related
strains or varieties, it was found no
hybrid vigor was exhibited, wheats
crosses of milo on kafir resulted in
extraordinarily vigorous, large grow-
ing and late maturing plants. A
much closer relationship is shown be-
tween varieties of milo and of kafir
than exists between different classes
or groups of sorghum such as feterita
and kafir or milo and kafir.

Such information on the inheri-
tance of these crops gives an expla-
nation of the origin of some of & the
varieties which have come into ex-
istence. For instance, dwarf white
milo which made its appearance un-
announced and unexplained 'several
years ago, and is now an important
variety, can be ascribed with reason-
able certainty to hybrodization and
re-combination of characters between
standard milo and dwarf yellow milo,
then already existing varieties. With
the made of inheritance of different
characters in the grain sorghums
once fully determined and understood,
the breeding and isolation of new and
better varieties will be a much sim-
pler problem than at the present
time.

USES OF THE NEW
FERTILIZER FORMULAS

Bleven standard high grade for-
mulas for mixed fertilizers were
adopted by a representative commit-
tee of experts last June, in the hope
of simplifying fertilizer problems ar-
ising from the use of more than 150
different  mixtures, none of which
fills an important need which the
committee thought cannot be filled
by some one ‘of the eleven formulas
adopted. Following this action, Cir-
cular No. 31 has: been issued: by the
division of chemistry, Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station, outlining

suggested uses of the newly adopted

formulas for crops. Growers of cot-
ton, corn, rice, alfalfa, tomatoes,
sweet potatoes, Irish potatoes, mel-
ons, onions, lettuce, ¢cabbage, spinach,
carrots, beets, peach trees and sugar
cane are advised as to which formu-
la is likely to succeed best on each of
the, various soils where these crops
are likely to be grown. Suggestions
as to the amount to be used are also
given. This circular will be mailed
without charge if request is made to

CONSPIRE TO BEAT
WORLD IN TON LITTERS

The Chamber of Commerce, in co-
operation with the Farm . Bureau,
supported by.merchants, bankers and
farmers, down in Denton ' County,
Texas, set out last spring to beat
the 1922 Indiana record of 3,040 lbs.
of pork from one litter of pigs in six
months. When all the litters were
weighed in, seventeen were found to
average 2,369 Ibs. and the top twelve:
averaged 2,589 lbs.  The 120 pigs in
the twelve litters averaged 259 Ilbs.

Two worlds records were made and
stand as' such. The top litter: made
an average weight of 333.2 lbs. per
head, which is.8:3 lbs. above the av-
erage of the Texas.litter which holds
the record for total weight of 3,898
1bs.. One gilt of this litter made a
record. of 364.5 lbs. which officially
weighed on the 180th day, or three
days less than six calendar months:

This litter was of pure bred Poland
China breeding, and was fed by J. M.
Martin, of Denton Texas. ' He 'won
$150 in special prizes: offered by bus-
iness men to .any one who would ex-
ceed the 1922 world’s record.

The cost of the litter from the time
the dam was bred until the pigs went
to market was $183.89, and selling
at $8 the return was $266.56 making
a profit of $82.67.

The ration consisted of six parts
ground corn and one part shorts
soaked in skimmed milk, with tank-
age.
