Arthur Schreiber and Albert Buschkla have a lot in
common——they can now sympathize with each other, but
thi public on both sides of the Atlantic probably will sym-
pathize with neither of them.

Arthur, you will remember, is the yvouth who stowed
away on the trans-Atlantic plane, Yellow Bird, just be-
fore it hopped off from Old Orchard, Me., for Paris. His

added weight caused the flight to fall short of its goal, [

the French flyers being forced down in Spain when tri-\
umph was almost within their grasp. He got a cold recep-
tion when the French: aviators finally reached Paris.

Albert, you have doubtlessly read, is the German youth
who stowed away aboard the Graf Zeppelin on its record
flight to this country. Commander Eckner, enraged, clap-
