“Ma” Pours It on
Administration

WACO. (UP).— Mrs. Miriam A. 
(Ma) Ferguson definitely linked her 
husband to a major part in her pro­
posed second term as governor in 
opening her campaign for the office 
here.

“ I may not b.e the best governor 
Texas ever had,” she said, “ but I 
will have the best governor Texas 
ever had to help me. We are ready 
to take up the struggle.”

Thus flatly making Fergusonism 
the basis of her campaign, the first 
woman ever elected governor of a 
state, took the war into the camp j 
of her opponents.

“ If they say I will take the ad- | 
vice of a husband,” she said, “I 
think it will suit you better than if 
I took the advice of a corporation 
general. I think you will feel safer 
with my Jim than you would with 
their Jake.”

Mrs. Ferguson referred briefly to 
her defeat in the last election. “Two 
years ago I warned tile people of the 
mistake they were about to make,” 
she said, adding, “ and did make. If 
I come to you with no other plea 
than ‘I told you so’ I would be en­
titled to your confidence because my 
prophecy came true.

“ I shall ask nobody to vote for 
me because I am a woman. But I 
do insist that nobody Shall vote 
against me for that reason. I am 
not asking for Woman suffrage. I 
am asking for equal suffrage. I .think 
all this talk about men running th! 
state so much better than women 
has all been exploded more or less. 
Just let your mind ramble back foi 
nigh six years with men and then 
remember the two years with just 
one woman and you will be asham­
ed that you ever said anything 
against a woman. If you think the 
last six years was not a fair sample 
of men, then go back to the six 
years before my administration. I 
had to clean up after that six years 
of Hobby and Neff, and now I have 
to do the same after two more of 
the same kind.

“ If I have served you well, then 
in these days of depression and de­
spair you should not again experi­
ment with a novice, nor trust the 
incompetent.

“ I have no desire to be a two-bit 
economist or a peanut statesman. If 
I can’t bring real relief, then I will 
disappoint myself and the people too.

“I come back to you not for pol­
itical honor or glory or to empha­
size your mistakes, but as youir 
friend deeply grateful fqr past hon­
ors and favors. I want -to give you 
another Ferguson administration. 
Tou are entitled to relief. The gov­
ernor’s office shouid no longer toe 
kl<*ed around like an orphan child.”

S. Sterling, first lady of Texas, 
whose husband seeks re-election as 
governor. She denied reports Gov. 
Sterling’s candidacy was opposed by 
members of his family.

Mrs. Sterling likes being the gov­
ernor’s wife because she enjoys 
meeting people. The governor’s man­
sion always is open to visitors. She 
presides at the conventional teas 
and receptions with quiet simplicity, 
and never forgets while “ first lady 
of Texas” she is also , a housekeeper.

Laundry bills and grocery supplies 
are checked regularly for over­
charges, just as she -would at her 
own bayshore home near Houston.

The state of Texas pays the man­
sion bills, which she considers but 
an additional reason for strict ec­
onomy.

Shortly after she moved into the 
spacious, ionic-columned mansion 
she heard one morning a noise on 
the front porch. A carpenter, clad 
in blue overalls and jumper, ex­
plained he had heard much of the 
architecture of the house, and was 
merely inspecting its construction.

“Who are you? The housekeep­
er?” he asked of the quiet, simply 
dressed little lady that accompanied 
him about.

“Yes, I ’m the housekeeper,” she 
answered. As the carpenter depart­
ed he thanked his guide for her 
courtesy. “And what did you say 
your name was?” he asked.

"Sterling,” replied the governor’s 
wife. ’jftie carpenter apologized.

Visitors to the mansion find a 
mother presiding there. She likes 
babies but does not believe in kiss­
ing them, either for politics or af­
fection. “ I kissed my own only oc­
casionally,” said Mrs. Sterling.

The Sterlings have four children. 
Norma, the youngest’ daughter, lives 
with her mother and father in Aus­
tin.

When as a young man Gov. Sterl­
ing first made a “start” in mer­
chandising and banking, his wifi 
learned to cook, scrub, wash, saw 
and churn.

“ I haven’t changed,” she says. “ I 
guess when a person is born one 
way, she can’t change. I ’ve never 
been a society woman. By the time 
you’ve managed a home for your 
husband and fed and clothed and 
cared for little children, you don’t 
have much time, and not much in­
clination for social affairs.”

The supreme court might find the 
only legal way is to have a free- 
for-all race. Then the decisions 
would coincide.

Senator Witt is in an unique po­
sition. If he passes up the chance 
that enough voters do not want a 
second term for either Governor 
Sterling or Former Governor Fergu­
son, he has the possibility of re- 
election as lieutenant governor 
without opposition provided he does 
not take active sides for either Ster­
ling or Mrs. Ferguson.

If he supports Governor Sterling, 
a. Ferguson candidate for lieutenant 
governor will announce. If he should 
support Mrs. Ferguson’s campaign, 
a Sterling candidate for lieutenant 
governor would announce. If he gets 
into the race for governor himself, 
several will announce for lieutenant 
governor, among them Fred Minor 
of Denton, speaker of the house, 
and Senator Carl Hardin, president 
pro tern of the senate.

HOUSTON, May 23. (UP).—Garn­

er leaders, in caucuses preceding the 
state democratic convention begin­
ning here tomorrow, mapped out a 
program that will vary only as lib­
erals force compromises.

The program is a declaration for 
Garner to the end. There is to be 
no second choice. There was silence 
on the prohibition program.

Congressman Sam Rayburn of 
Bonham is to be temporary chair­
man and keynoter for tomorrow. Jed 
C. Adams’ continuance as national 
committeemen was assured.

The leaders are sponsoring toe. 
nomination of Claude Birkhead fore- 
permanent chairman of the conven­
tion. it is thought that Senator Tom 
Connally will head the Texas dele­
gation to Chicago and Rayburn will 
be chairman.

The Chicago delegation member­
ship is to be made up of persons 
influential in other states rather' 
than just Texas.

Walter Woodul, state senator, pre­
dicts that Garner will control the 
state convention and the wets will 
not muster over 300 votes to repeal 
the plank.

Republicans Caucus 
At Mineral Wells

MINERAL WELLS, May 23. (UP). 
Texas republicans caucused 'here to­
day in preparation for the state con­
vention here tomorrow without evi­
dence of discord.

R. B. Creager of Brownsville, na­
tional committeeman, said he ex­
pected the convention to ignore the 
prohibition question and give the 
Hoover administration an enthusi­
astic endorsement.

Creager predicted that more than 
600 will .attend the convention.

Contest May Result 
For Midland Delegates

Paul L. Young of Midland and 
U- S. Goen of El Paso will repre­
sent Midland county at the state 
republican convention. These dele­
gates were elected by different re­
publican factions here, and a con­
test may result before either is seat­
ed.

Young was elected by one con­
vention and Goen was named alter­
nate for R. V. Lawrence by another.

The democrats are sending C. A. 
McCliritic, J. M. Caldwell and 
George H. McDonald.

Compromise Talk 
Heard at Houston

HOUSTON, May 23.—Everyone at­
tending preliminary conferences 
preceding the state democratic con­
vention set for Tuesday turned key­
noter Sunday, all the ultras l and 
middle-of-the roaders frank-ly- de­
claring it will be a Garner meeting 
and that nothing must be done to 
embarrass the proposed democratic 
presidential nomination of thé man 
from Uvalde.

With that as a starting jpoint..a 
spirit of friendship and harmony 
prevailed at every caucus and- every 
conference, more marked than at 
any Texas democratic convention in 
the last decade.

About 300 came in Sunday as the 
vanguard and discussion of the pro­
posed anti-prohibition resolution oc­
cupied most of the day until four 
different angles of the wet program 
developed. It is not a contest be­
tween drys and antis, and it- is con­
ceded any resolution or plank for 
retention of toe Eighteenth amend­
ment stands little chance. Here are 
the four propositions being cqnsld- 
ered in the early stages of fee con­
vention: l. A resolution demanding 
repeal of the prohibition amend­
ment in the constitution. 2. A. reso­
lution aSjvtng Tor resubmission of 
the amendment.
