He was re-elected to the po-
sition of Texas ° vice-president of
the latter organization.

Returning by way of Austin, he
and Mr. Haley appeared before the
State Highway Commission to ask
for the designation of the Del Rio-
Plains highway and of the road from
Sterling City, through Garden City,
to Midland.

Judge DeArmond presented the
plea for the first road, and got a
reasonable promise of aid on the part
of the road from Midland north to
Plains and Muleshoe.

Mr. Haley and W. T. Mann of Gar-
den City presented the application
for designation of the other road,
and were encouraged to believe it
would go through. 3

The highway commission was lit-
erally swamped with applications
for state roads at this meeting, and
had to take the facts under advise-
ment as they were presented, so that
definite answers to the various
routes and counties will be forthcom-
ing later. i

Paving Law at Once

—0—

. F. DuBose, well known paving
and construction engineer, who lives
in Colorado, was in Midland Tues-
day. In discussing the probability
of street paving in Midland, he rec-
ommended that an election be held
real soon to vote the town under the:
general paving law.

This election would not mean an
election to pave streets now or at
any stated time, but weuld place Mid-
land under the law which makes it
possible for property owners and the
city together to pave streets, on war-
rants and paving certificates.

This law is especially well suited
for paving, where only a few blocks
are contemplated at a time. Then
a bond issue might be voted many
vears from now if desired, to retire
the warrants and certificates.

Mr. DuBose has recently been in
Dallag, where his attorney informed
him that certain changes and amend-
ment3 were soon to be made in the
law which are thought to be some-
what detrimental to it, and that

those towns adopting the law prior

to September 1, at which time the
changes are expected to go into ef-
fect, will stand a better chance of
getting their warrants and certifi-
cates handled by contractors and
bond buyers.

As stated above, the voting of this
law does not bind the ecity to any
paving, but makes it possible under
the plan of the property owners pay-
ing their pro rata part and the city
the remainder.

“The brick selected by
the board insures a beautiful build-
ing.

The successful bidder on paint was
H. B. Lehr of Lubbock, and the suc-
cessful, or lowest, planing mill was
The Pressler Sash and Door Com-
pany of San Antonio.

The proceeds from the sale of the
bonds, including premium of $6345.00
and accrued interested, amounted to
$157,582.60. This money has been in
the depository bank of the school
board several days. After deducting
the totals of the contracts which were
awarded by the school board Tuesday,
and also the amount set aside for the
site and the architect’s fees, some-
thing like $17,000.00 or $18,000.00
will remain for furniture and equip-
ment. This should give Midand one
of the best, most beautiful, and best-
equipped high schools to be found
anywhere. We understand that the
contracts call for this building to be
ready for eoccupancy by January 1,
1926.

HOME MODERN

Why should a farmer’s wife be
compelled to carry water from a dis-
tance when running water and drain-
age may be installed in or adjacent
to the kitchen at small expense?

Storage tanks which furnish run-
ning water throughout the house are
coming into general use. They are
inexpensive and easy to install.. On
any farm where power is used there
is no reason why a good water sup-
ply may not be provided for the
household.

The housewife can plan the ar-
rangement of her kitchen in such a
manner as to save her many steps.
The kitchen is her work shop, and
her husband should see that she is
provided with the same conveniences
which he demands in his work.

There are but few who cannot af-
ford to substitute an egg beater for
a fork, a long handled soup ladle for
4 cup, a food grinder for a meat
chopper. A can opener will save
time and labor; sharp knives for
¢éu-ving and slicing are necessities.
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These are all cheap and add to the
efficiency of = housework. A bread

mixer, a fireless cooker and vacuum
cleaner are within the reach of many.

Take a box built for the wood or
coal. Put it on caster, fill it near
door and wheel it near the stove.
This will . prove a great convenience
and will keep much dirt out of the
kitchen.

The proper arrangement of cook-
ing utensils will lighten the work.
Kettles which are used daily should
be placed where they can be reached

without stooping and without mov-

ing other utensils. The potato mash-
er is used at the stove. Hang it on
a hook near by. A wire frame for
covers near the range will be conven-
ient. A shelf for salt, pepper and
matches within ranch as the house-
keeper works at the stove will save
countless steps, The dishpan should
be imng near the place for washing
dishes. Some housewives insist up-
on putting it out of sight. In most
cases this means many extra steps
every time it is needed.

A good paring knife which fits the
hand may make the peeling of pota-
toes a restful rather than a tiresome
task. The farmer has a  scoop
shovel, a spade, a long-handled and
a short-handled shovel, because each
is adapted to a certain kind of work.
It seems unfair that his wife should
be compelled to use one poor butcher
knife for all processes where knives
are needed,

The sink is usually placed with the
long side against the wall, but this
is not always the best plan. Some
modern houses have the sink near the
middle of the kitchen so that it may
be used from both sides.

Insist upon having a drainboard
upon each side of your sink, one for
dirty dishes the other for draining.
For the average family this means
the saving of time in dish washing.

Closely associated in our minds
with the vitamins they supply the

B | vegetables that can be grown in al-

most any home ° garden—spniach,
carrots, string
beans, peas, rutabagas, tomatoes, all
vegetables known as
and many others. We also
obtain necesary minerals from these
vegetables—iron, calcium, phosphorus
-—and depend on them for bulk, or
“roughage’”’. But our first thought
is apt to be—vegetables for vitamins!
The ' advantages of growing vita-
mins in our gardens are many and
obvious. To begin with, there is the
matter of freshness. No matter how
near the market may be to the home,

2

2 it is usually a long way from the far-

mer who produced the vegetables.
Garden products that have been car-

& | ried over a dusty road, and perhaps
¥ | exposed for hours before they were

sold, can not be compared in desir-
ability of flavor or condition with
those just off the vine or out of the
earth. The vitamin content of veg-
etables is also dependent to some ex-
tent upon freshness. .

Again, when the vegetables are ac-

tually at hand in the garden, wait-
& | ing to be gathered, the chances are
§ | that they will be used oftener, and

in larger quantities, than when some
one has to go to a store to get them,

2 | The price often influences the quan-
_'j tity bought when the housekeeper
8| goes to market, but when she steps

into her garden she is apt to bring
in as much as she believes her family
will consume.

The convenience of having a gar-
den frequently leads to a beneficial
change in the proportion of the fam-
ily diet. Vegetables are served more
abundantly because they are avail-
able, and they satisfy the craving
for bulk, lessening the desire for other
foods which may lack the necessary
vitamins. Almost automatical]y the
garden tends to increase the use of
vegetables.

The garden must, of, course, bhe
carefully planned so that it will yield
an adequate supply of the kinds of
vegetables the family likes and needs;
both for table use and for canning
or storing. If some sort of record
is kept from one year to the next to
show the quantity of each vegetable
grown and the use made of it, a gar-
den budget can be eventually worked
out.

garden plan. Many orchard fruits'
and berries grow well in all sections
of the country, and others are best
suited to certain localities. While
the citrus fruits—oranges lemons,
grapefruit— are among ‘ the best
sources of vitamins, they are pro-
duced only in warm climates, and
must be purchased in other sections;

Jlocal fruits, however, may be depend-

ed on also to supply vitamins. To-
matoes are comparable with citrus
fruits as sources of vitimins, and
when the latter are lacking, tomato
juice either fresh or canned, may be
used instead. It goes without say-
ing, therefore, that it is a good thing
to include tomatoes in every garden
plan. i

L. F. Sheffy, head of the history
department of the West Texas State
Teachers College, at Canyon, has
been chosen to write the history.

Evetts Haley, of Midland, one ' of
the most active students in the col-
lege, has been selected as field man
on the big job, and will devote his
time this summer to interview many
of the pioneers in the Panhandle and
West Texas, gathering faets about
the pioneer days. Mr. Haley will
also solicit members for the society,
the money to be used in research
work. :

In the April issue, over a page of
the magazine is devoted to Midland
county, and we re-print the article
with pleasure:

MIDLAND COUNTY

Midland county in the lower South
Plains of Texas, derived its name
from its location, being half way be-
tween Ft. Worth and Kl Paso. In
the year 1885 it was created from
Tom Green county and organized in
the same year.

Up until the last few years Mid-
land County was in the midst of a
great cattle country, but today it is
being rapidly sub-divided into farms.
And although the cattle industry is
still counted first, it is a different
industry from that pursued in the
day of the great ranges. There are
many fine herds of Herefords with-
in the bounds of the county, upon
some of the finest breeding farms in
thé United States. In fact, Midland
is known as the home of fine Here-
fords. There were more than 30,000
head of cattle shipped from @ the
county during the last year.

But agriculture is making deep in-
roads into the county, with the dis-
covery of favorable conditions. The
soil is rich, being generally a choc-
olate or sandy loam with red-clay
subsoil. The surface of the country
is rather level, with just enough roll
to afford drainage. The rainfall,
which has averaged twenty-one
inches during the last ten years, is
sufficient when proper farming meth-
ods are employed, and water for ir-
rigation can be reached at a depth
of from 30 to 132 feet. Conditions
are almost ideal in this high altitude
of 2,800 feet above the sea level, and,
this area being very well protected
the climate is mild, with the aver-
age summer temperature - approxi-
mating 74 degrees and the winter
temperature 40 degrees above zero.

. Maize and = cotton are the chief
crops, and cotton . planting in Mid-
land county is increasing very 1‘apid—
ly, .and is no longer in the  experi-
mental, stage. All kinds of vegeta-
bles melons and fruits grown in the
temperate zone can. be grown here
profitably.. As proof of.-the possi-
ble diversity of this land, one farm
is known to have produced fifty-seven
varieties of fruits and vegetables in
one season.

¢ Ninety per cent of the land in this
avea is tillable, and good land, suit-
able for farming, can be bought for
$15 to $25 an acre, on the easiest of
terms, and often as low as no cash
payment down, and at such prices
these lands' can be bought with the
crops of the first year.

TEXAS FREE FROM FOOT
AND MOUTH INFECTION

—0—

Galveston and Harris counties in
Texas have been declared free from
foot-and-mouth infection for which
they have been under guarantine since
September 27, 1924, and the quaran-
tine has ben lifted by an order from
the United States Department of Ag-
riculture, issued April 15. Although
no new infection has been discovered
since October 27, one month after the
outbreak, the territory under suspi-
cion has been held in quarantine for
the last five and a half months to
give any dormant infection time to
come to life, and to guard against
possible further spread of the dis-
ease.

The wisdom and the efficacy of the
method of controlling and suppress-
ing the disease by slaughter and
burial of infected animals and quar-
antine of the infected territory is
substantiated by the fact that no
further spread of the disease occur-
red after one month of control work.
During the latter part of the quaran-
tine period healthy animals were run
on the quarantined area for testing
purposes with no more infection re-
sulting. The order removing the re-
striction from these two counties, in
effect, releases the entire State of

Texas from quarantine because of
foot-and-mouth disease.

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MANY FARMS
NEED SMALL FRUIT

__o.__
(By Edgar W. Cooley.)
Agricultural  Extension Depart-

pany. :

There are too many American
farms without small fruit and yet
nothing else adds more enjoyment
and comfort to the farm house than
do strawberries, raspberries, cur-
rents, or gooseberries. 5

They are easy to propagate, easy
to grow, require little care, and are
so productive that they are always a
source of profit.

Raspberries and blackberries are
propagated by planting suckers or
sprouts taken from old plants. These
sprouts are so numerous as to be a
source of trouble. They may be
thinned out during the winter months
by cutting off close to the ground,
the old ,heavy canes, leaving only a
few of the young and tender shoots
to remain. ;

As winter trimming is apt to cause
a dying’ back of every sprout cut,
the young shoots  which are permit-

until spring, but this trimming
should be done before the sap starts
or the shoot will bleed to death.

After the excessive wood growth
is cut away, the plants should be
left about three feet apart in the
rows and the rows should be about
five feet apart.

A light straw or manure mulch
spread out to cover the ground will
protect the plant and inerease the fol-
lowing year’s crop. :

Currents are hardy and heavy
bearing and grow in nearly any
kind of soil except heavy clay. The

plants should be planted and thinned
out so as to grow about four feet
apart each way.

They are easily propagated with
cuttings taken from the old plants in
the fall. These cuttings should be
about six inches long and taken from
tender, mediumly developed -canes.
They can be tied up in bundles and
kept in. a cool, dry place until spring
and planted with the small end and
one bud sticking above the ground.
All buds below the top of the ground
will form the root system; the bud
above ground will form the branches.

If preferred, these cuttings can be
planted in the fall and if covered with
four-inches of straw will grow early
the following spring. Currents
should be pruned very little in the

Gooseberries are grown in the
same manner as currents. The va-
riety known as the
probably the best.
The best fertilizer for berry plants
is obtained frem a mulch made from
well-mixed manure, straw, garbage,
wood ashes, leaves and grass eclip-
pings.

Merchants to Stop
Fake Advertising

. Measures were . adoptéd  at . the
Chamber. of Commerce directors
meeting last Friday night whereby
the local merchants will co-operate
in putting a stop to the fake adver-
tising schemes and fake alms-seek-
ing schemes that have been preva-
lent in Midland.

A document has been prepared and
will soon be circulated among . the
merchants, wherein they will agree
to refer all non-standard advertising
schemes to a special secret advertis-
ing committee of the Chamber of
Commerce for investigation, If the
proposition does not pass the exami-
nation, the merchants bind them-
selves not to contribute to it. 5

It was pointed out that newspaper
advertising, direct-by-mail advertis-
ing, and bill board signs are practic-
ally the only standard and recog-.
nized methods, and that the transient
grafting schemes that earry out many
dollars per year bring in no revenue
to the would-be advertiser. '

The same thing applies’ to alms-
seekers. Many  so-called
cases appear and get money from
merchants that are grafters also.
These cases are to be investigated by
the same committee before the mer-
chants. will donate to them.
