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ROMANTIC BUSINESS

Romance in business still lives.
It may be drab to balance ledgers, 

arrange stock, dust counters, trim 
windows or look after files, but there 
is the other side of trade which, 
though little known, is as romantic 
and picturesque as a Marco Polo 
could wish for.

It’s more exciting than a blood- 
and-thunder novel, this business of 
scouting for rare rugs, says C. A. 
Bigelow, a Chicago business man 
back in the United States after eigh­
teen months in the out-of-the-way 
places in the Orient. During this 
period, as the representative of Mar- 
shallfi Field & Company, wholesale 
interested in rug research, he cover­
ed 40,000 miles by camel, donkey 
and automobile.

In India, where nomads turn from 
the driving of their flocks and weav­
ing of rugs to banditry at night, this 
trade pioneer was in constant peril 
of shots from the snipers’ guns. 
Even the soldiers, he. says, were not 
safe from the bandits. The soldiers 
have their guns handcuffed to them 
but when taking a respite from 
their vigil, the bandits creep upon 
them and steal the guns by deftly 
removing the handcuffs. In crossing 
the Sind desert, Bigelow was in con­
stant danger, not only of the bandits’ 
bullets but the stings of scorpions 
and tarantellas as well. For weeks 
at a time, during his travels among 
the Hindus, he went without water, 
quenching his thirst only by the 
juice of fruits. Only a few days 
before his coming, he was told in one 
place, a convoy had been attacked by 
bandits and an Englishman slain.

It was in Persia that Bigelow had 
to comply with the peculiar customs 
of the people to keep in their good 
graces. At Ghourveh he was invited 
to take luncheon with Amir Afghan, 
a relative of the Shah and ruler 
of forty villages. Seated on the 
floor, with legs crossed in true Per­
sian fashion, he ate a fifty course 
luncheon with his fingers. Persians 
never use knives, forks or spoons, he 
was told, because they believe that 
it is just as important to “ feel” the 
food as to taste it.

On another occasion the Sardar 
Sephah, premier of Persia, took tea 
with Bigelow in his tent outside of 
Sultanbad. To comply with the 
customs of the people. Bigelow 
slaughtered a dozen lambs upon the 
arrival of the distinguished guest 
and scattered the blood over the- 
ground. Before entering the tent 
Sardar Sephah touched the tip of his 
boot in the blood to indicate that he 
was bringing with him peace and 
happiness. The slain lambs were 
given to the poor.

If the 
appetite is not good, th ebest aid to 
the appetite is regular moderate ex­
ercise, a much smaller quantity, of 
feed. The feed should be reduced to 
off his feed, reduce the work and the 
feed. The feed should b 1 ereduced to 
almost nothing for 24 hours, and then 
the animal should only be given, say, 
half what he would eat, for another 
day or two, and then the amount in­
creased slowly to a full feed again.

Dry, comfortable stables, stalls or 
sheds, regular grooming, and regular 
feeding on a variety o f feeds that 
will give a balanced ration are the 
best conditioners, but, of course, the 
work must be within the ability of the 
animal to perform without too great 
exhaustion.

A mixture of equal parts of salt 
and wood ashes should always be kept 
before horses and mules, and, of 
course, they should receive water 
regularly and as frequently as prac­
ticable.— Tait Butler, in The Progres­
sive Farmer.

KEEPING WORK
STOCK IN CONDITION

As a rule, horses and mules get 
too much hay when they are working- 
hard, especially in warm weather, 
and green feed is also detrimental 
rather than beneficial to a hard work­
ing horse or mule. All the hay and 
green grass he will eat are good for 
an idle horse or mule, but when the 
animal is working the hay should be 
limited and the green feed cut out 
entirely. A working horse or mule 
should get from 3-4 to 1 pound of hay 
for every 100 pounds of his weight, 
and the smaller amount is better, if 
enough grain is fed. All o f this lim­
ited quantity of hay should be given 
at the night feed, especially to an an­
imal that is inclined to eat too much 
hay or that suffer from scours or 
too great losseness of the bowels 
when first put to work in the morn­
ing. With every five or six pounds 
of corn or sorghum grain fed should 
be given one pound of cottonseed 
meal, when the animal does not re­
ceive some legume hay like soybeans, 
cowpeas, alfalfa, clover, or lespedeza.

Of course, oats are excellent for 
horses, but their price is usually too 
high in the South. Corn and cotton­
seed meal are usually cheaper ond 
just as good or better, when grass 
hay is used.

If the animal is getting full feed 
and his condition is not as good as it

It is not the hard work of the hoe 
in the garden that we object to most, 
but the slow work. It takes such a 
long time to do such a little job. If 
we could find some way to do this 
garden work in half the time it has 
been taking, then we could easily 
work a garden double the size o f the 
one we have, or we could do the 
work in one-half the time required 
for getting over the garden we now 
have. Not only this, but we could 
do the work more promptly and when 
it is most in need of being done, and 
we could do it before the weeds start 
or a crust is formed.

Well, there is a way to do just these 
things, a way that we have found to 
double the pleasure of working in the 
garden and reducing the labor by 
half, some times even three-fourths. 
Of course, we refer to the garden 
wheel hoe or garden push plow, as 
some of us call it. This implement 
will do the work it is intended to do 
almost as fast as one can walk and 
do it better than any way we know 
of where horsepower is not used. In 
actual trials in which we noted the 
time required, it was found that four 
rows can be worked with the garden 
wheel hoe while one is being worked 
with the old cotton hoe. Of course, 
some hand weeding will be necessary 
at times, but even this can be so re­
duced when we make our rows par­
allel and narrow, that it is only a 
small item.—The Progressive Farm-

Architecture Depart­
ment Recognized

Recognition as one of the leading
schools of architecture in the coun­
try was given to the department of 
architecture of the University of 
Texas recently by election to mem­
bership in the Association of Colle­
giate Schools of Architecture. This 
Association was formed in Washing­
ton, D. C., December, 1913, by ten of 
the older schools for the purpose of 
promoting- efficiency in architectural 
education. Since then the member­
ship has been gradually extended and 
has reached twenty with the admis­
sion of the University of Texas.

Mr. Vosper, who is a 
part-time instructor in architectural 
design, represented the University at 
the meeting of the Association of 
Collegiate Schools of Agriculture re­
cently in New York.

A TRIP TO MEXICO IN 1&84

(By W. C. Cochran.)
I see a great deal said about the 

old trail drivers of long ago. There 
are not many men. now living, whose 
trail days date further back than my 
own.

My trail days started in. 1864 and 
continued to the fall of 1885.

In the fall o f 1884, Capt. Dilla- 
hunty o f the Frontier 'Guard of Palo 
Pinto county detailed my father, CpjU 
W. W. Cochran, of the South side of 
the County, and Capt. McAdams ,qf 
the North Side of the County, to take 
herds of beef steers to CM Mexico to ; 
be sold and the proceeds to  be inves­
ted in sugar, coffee, flour, tobacco, 
clothing and such ¡other things as 
could not be bought at home at this 
time. These two herds were made 
up in this manner. Every man put­
ting in steers according to the size 
of his family.. As well as I remem­
ber, we bad in our heard 120 old 
mountain boomer steers -and I think 
Capt. McAdams had the same num­
ber in his herd.

I never knew Why these steers 
were driven an two herds as it could 
have been :a fatal ¡mistake, as the 
country was fe ll of Indians. On ¡this 
trip we only had ¡one ’horse to the 
man.

To make ¿his trip, Capt. 15511a- 
hivnty detailed to go with my -fefiier, 
Enoch Fiveash, Benton Gordon and 
Jim Martin.

My father took me with him. J. was 
only 12 years old at that time.

Capt. McAdams had with -him two 
men by the name of Lang and Jessie 
Veal. These men were supposed, to 
be the best men Capt. Dillahnnty 
had in his company. I  want to say 
here that Jessie Veal was .afterwards 
killed by the Indians .osi Eagle Creek 
in Palo Pinto County and while .out 
turkey hunting.

That little bunch of Red skins had 
better been turkey hunting them­
selves that Sunday morning, rather 
than man hunting; as they paid two 
for one in that fight. Jessie Veal 
was a cousin o f Mrs. Dave Brunson.

Capt. McAdams got off three or 
four days ahead of us. We went by 
Comanche and where Brownwood 
now stands from there we went to 
San Saba. Here we overtook Capt. 
McAdams.

We kept close together from there 
•on. We crossed the Llano river , and 
■went to old Camp V erde.H ere  I 
saw my first camels. We stopped 
our herds and took time about,, to see 
the camels.

I do not >. remember how many 
Camels were in the herd, something 
like 75 or 100. The government had 
them for the purpose of following the 
Indians across the plains sis, they 
could do without water longer than 
horses, but they were a failure. 
Their cushion feet are made to travel 
over desert sands and they could not 
stand the rocks and rough country, 

i They were afterwards sold and ship- 
| ped to California.

From Camp Verde we went to 
Uvalde, from there we went north of 
Fort Clark to the mountains so the 
soldiers could not find us.

The Rio Grande was guarded by 
soldiers to keep anything from be­
ing smuggled into old Mexico,

The government did not care what 
you brought out. Capt. Baylor was 
in command at Fort Clark. His 
home was in Weatherford. My fath­
er and Capt. McAdams both knew 
him well. They went to Fort Clark 
and saw him and explained to him 
their ¡business and what they wanted 
to ¡d®. Capt. Baylor told them that 
if they would get to the river and 
across before sun up, they would not 
be taking much chance o f being 
caught, so we left camp about 1:09 
a. m. and had to drive about 10 miles. 
We got to the river before sun1 up 
and had to swim as it was up. We 
got every thing, across except Capt. 
McAdams’ wagon, fee soldiers cap­
tured it and took Sit to Eagle Pass. 
We went down the river ¡on the other 
side to Piedras JSegras. We sold 
our steers here to a  Mexican freight­
er for oxen. Here I saw my first 
cattle roped horse back. W e got. 
$10.00 per head for our steers. We 
stayed in Piedras Negras 3 or 4 
days buying our .'supplies.

McAdams went to Eagle Pass tfco 
see Capt. Baylor '.who joked with him 
a while then toild him to  get :his 
wagon and try to get home with out 
being scalded by the Indians, .so ¡we 
started home a long trip in ox wag­
on.

Strangle to sms, we made the trip 
, through 'MI that Indian country .with 
out mishap lurntil we ;giot to Sipe 
Springs when the Indians stole all 
our horses,, w.e had to walk home 
about. 40 miles. We took our sup­
plies to Wiley Johnson’s house about 
3 miles north of .Strawn, where our 
neighbors and their wives came and 
drew their part. The women made 
coffee and the men filled their cob 
pipes with real .tobacco, the first they 
had had since .the war.. They had 
been using parched wheat for coffee 
and sumach leaves for tobacco. That 
night Mr. Johnson gave an old 
fashioned dance. They all said tla^ 
were ready for another four years 
war. W. H. Cowden and Mrs. L- H. 
Bell are the only ones living that I 
know anything about that was there.

Here I want to say a few words 
about my horse that was stolen at 
Sipe Springs. Eight years later in 
1872, which W. H. Cowden and my 
self were going to school at Mans­
field, Texas, a man rode into town 
on my horse. I knew him as soon as 
I saw him. He said he bought him 
in Kansas from an Indian agent. 
After a little justice court trial he 
gave him up.

Ndw a -few ’ ’ words about W. H. 
Cowden and’ my school days. I was 
there for the purpose of going to 
school. W. H. was putting in his 
time-sparking Doctor Hodge’s daugh­
ter. When .the first examination day 
came off,"\V: H. was gone, and gone 
he is to this good day. He walked 
all the way to Palo Pinto. In this 
runaway scrape, he lost his girl and 
schooling too. If any one doubts 
this statement about W. H., just ask 
Bill Horne.

It would not be fair for me to close 
without saying a few words about 
my life long friend Bill Horne.. : You 
see him standing around ori the 
streets of Midland talking hard times. 
This country does not owe him any­
thing, he has already gotton his part

of it.
Both W. H, and Bill Horne are 

grand old men, the world has been 
made better by them being here. If 
the world was full of such men we 
would have no use for sheriffs, jails 
and court houses.

Some time when it rains again, I’m 
going to write about my trip from 
Palo Pinto to Montana in 1869.

The whole plant is 
a good summer feed for cows, horses, 
mules, mares and colts. Plant in two 
and one-half foot rows with one seed 
every four to six inches in the row.—

SUIT YOUR COTTON
TO YOUR LAND

—o—
There is “ long staple” land and 

“ medium staple”  land, and any farm­
er who does not recognize this fact 
is making a mistake. In too many 
instances, chambers of commerce and 
other organizations of town people 
have made the mistake of advocating 
the use of long-staple varieties on 
poor, drouthy, sandy-soils. Now, one 
would not expect a purebred bull to 
do well, if  half fed, and it is equally 
unreasonable to expect a cotton with 
a long, strong staple to thrive on a 
scant ration of plant food and mois­
ture. To produce a good staple, there 
must be a reasonable supply of plant 
food and moisture, and unless it is 
present, a cotton of only medium sta­
ple, say 7-8 to 1 inch in . length should 
be grown.

In too many instances, we overlook 
the fact that there, are other factors 
in the production of high quality cot­
ton beside the variety. It . is quite 
possible to take a short-staple varie­
ty, such as .Half-and-Half, and by 
growing it on fertile bottom land for 
a few years, produce a better quality 
of staple than can be had by growing 
some of the so-called superior varie­
ties on poor, sandy land.— Eugene 
Butler, in The Progressive Farmer.

GRASSHOPPER CONTROL

By R. E. Eeppert, Entomologist, 
Extension Service, A. and M. College 
o f Texas. (Clip this and keep for 
future reference,)

It now seems certain that in some 
sections at least, .a grasshopper fight 
will again have be waked this year.. 
Already grasshoppers are hatching 
and damage has been reported in 
some, localities.. With the great num­
ber o f eggs found in the soil, extend­
ed damage, especially iff warm 
showers occur during . April to hasten 
hatching is expeeted- It is believed 
that the .infestation will extend over 
moist o f .the territory" damaged last 
year, and into adjoining sections ¡-be­
sides,, where the hoppers migrated in 
late summer and fall for egg-hatch­
ing.

Our “ differential” hopper, yellow 
when full grown, does the most-.dam- 
rge, except in localities where the 
•jumbo”  is a pest. These two ,raay 
se expected to commence hatching 
ibout the middle <of April, and dam- 
ige to cultivated crops will occur 
ibout the middle of May and there- 
ifter, Numbers o f grasshoppers 
lave already hatched, but .most of 
;hese are species that ordinarly do 
lot damage cultivated crops, it is

thought control ;af them "¡«ail ¡be .un­
necessary. They should ¡be clssely 
xvAtehed hts-wever,. and poisoned ¡if 
found attacking valuable crops.

¡Last year farmers would have sav­
ed ¡much more ¡had they 'commenced 
fighting the hoppers sooner. This 
year, ? being prepared ¡by warnings 
and .profiting by previous experience, 
they , should: be cable tto save all Of 
ffheir crops and art a less cost. In- 
.-sbeadvidf fighting ifibsdm ;a-s they attack 
the cotton and Bern, fanners should 
poison I them whe-re they are found 
hatching in low grass -land and along 
stream .¡banks. The places where they 
■weme dteerved congregating in large 
numbers: during Atsgnst and through 
the .fa’ll umonths, fm’nish an indication 
where egg;s were .bring laid and where 
the small hoppers wifi hatch this 
spring-

During the first three or four 
weeks after hatching, the smaB. hop­
pers range only a . few feet from the 
place -where they hatched. Because 
of this fact, and because the hatch­
ing period urafl be extended over sev- ; 
eral weeks, poisoning should he de­
layed some tame. Farmers are ad- i 
vised to watch closely the places just 
mentioned where hatching may be ex­
pected to occur, and to poison over 
these restricted areas about three

weeks after the first small hoppers 
hatch in any considerable numbers. 
If all farmers co-operate in this poi­
soning promptly and if all hatching 
places are found and poisoned, it is 
believed that one or perhaps two such 
local applications will protect the cul­
tivated crops for the remainder of 
the season.

Poison bran mash is advised in 
the control of the hoppers. In spite 
of some reports to the contrary, this 
gave excellent results last year where 
propdrly mixed and applied. Fail­
ures were found due to the depart­
ure from directions in some particu­
lar.

Experience last year indicated that 
amyl acetate used in place of the 
lemons, gave better results, and it is 
advised this year if  it can be obtain­
ed. The formula recommended is: 
Wheat bran (avoid shorts) — 25 lbs. 
White arsenic (or Paris Green) .1 lb.
Amyl acetate ____ ___ ___ .1 ounce
Cane molasses (avoid cane syrup)

___ ___________________ 2 quaffs.
Water in quantity as suggested be­
low.

Thoroughly mix the poison and 
bran dry. Dilute the molasses and 
amyl acetate with about two gallons 
of water and thoroughly mix with the 
bran. Add more water and mix, un­
til a thoroughly wet mash has been 
obtained, yet -not sloppy. It should 
fall apart easily when sowing, so that 
it breaks up into particles not larger 
than the small finger nail at the lar­
gest. A good test is to squeeze a 
handful tightly, if o f the proper con­
sistency the water will ooze, out be­
tween the fingers, ¡bat should not run 
out in streams.

It is important to thoroughly mix 
after each addition ¡of water, to se­
cure an even distribution of all the 
materials. After -one or two batches 
have been mixed, the farmer will 
learn how much water to use, so that 
no further additions need be made.

Only high, grade amyl acetate 
should be used. Avoid bronzing- li­
quids, which contain so great a por­
tion o f  other substances as to be re- 
pellant to the hoppers. Where high 
grade amyl acetate cannot be obtain­
ed, use six lemons or oranges with' 
the twenty-five pounds o f ¡bran. 
Squeeze (She jjtfice into the waiter, 
grind (he rinds through *  fine meat 
¿hopper and ¡a&d to the water- -also, 
and then mix. It is important to in­
clude the rinds and to chop finely .as 
advised.. Merely cutting tap with a 
knife -will ndtedo. The qaantity nam­
ed in ¡Shei ffanmula sfa«M  «sowar- five 
Acres.

D.ead grasshoppers will not be 
found in .great numbers for two or 
three days .-after sowing the mash.

■Sown 'broadcast, as advised there 
is no danger to stock, and very little, 
if any danger, to poultry and wild 
birds. Animals may be endangered 
where it is not put out in piles, how­
ever, and of course great care should 
be used to keep batches that have 
been mixed, out of reach of stock, be­
fore it is sown. Common sense will 
direct that ordinary care be used in 
handling this substance about the 
house and barn.

The place 
for such teaching is in the home and 
in the school.

FEEDING STEERS IN
THE SUGAR-CANE BELT

— o----
As a result of feeding experiments 

carried on at Jeanerette, La., by the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture and the Louisiana Agricul­
tural Experiment Station, it has been 
shown that so far as available feeds 
are concerned cattle feeding can be 
made an important enterprise in the 
sugar-cane belt. Results of the work 
have been published in Department 
Bulletin 1318, Steer Feeding in the 
Sugar-Cane Belt, by J. R. Quesen- 
berrjr.

The experiments showed that sorgo 
silage compares favorably with corn 
silage and that silage made from 
sugar cane can be used to advantage, 
although it is not so palatable as 
that made from corn, soybeans, sor­
go, or eowpeas. The addition of soy­
beans to either corn ro sorghum in­
creased the value of the silage. 
Gane-top silage and that made from 
Japanese cane were found to have 
about the same feeding value. In 
making 100 pounds gain, steers fed 
cane-top silage required 28 per cent 
more silage and 40 per cent more 
cottonseed meal than those fed corn 
silage.
