THE LABOR PARTY’S PROBLEM

April 2 bond election, has been de­
layed because of sewer extension. 
He explained the necessity of wait­
ing until sewer mains are complet­
ed in the city before laying of pave­
ment begins. He showed that this 
saves the city money and will result 
in saving of time.

“The city water rate may seem 
high to many,” the mayor said, in 
bringing up another subject. He 
stated that the water supply will 
not be operated from the standpoint 
of a business basis, after a time. 
When some slack results from ex­
penses incurred constantly in ex­
tending the water mains and sewer­
age lines conditions will be different.

On taxation, thè mayor reminded 
the assembly that the city is mak­
ing an effort to budget the expense 
necessary to its running, and that 
a per cent of property valuation to 
insure these expenses will be tak­
en. A disinterested man studies every 
piece of property in the city and 
evaluates each absolutely. An in­
stance was cited to show that many 
renditions of property have not been 
based at all times on intrinsic value.

The mayor ended his discussion 
by announcing, that it is the coun­
cil’s intention to adopt the zoning 
recommendations made by the spec­
ial commission named by him im­
mediately after he had taken over 
his office.

marks, Eekener must -utilize the 
great livers which twist through the 
Russo-Asiatic plains. Word of his 
coming may not have preceded him 
to the far places he must pass over. 
The Graf might be pot-shotted by 
an anxious villager unaware of its 
peaceful mission.

Wireless Stations
Germany's great wireless stations 

at Nauen will keep in touch with 
the Graf. But Nauen will have no 
means of predicting weather condi­
tions. ahead of the dirigible. Always 
ahead will be the tundra horizon 
beckoning the craft forward to un­
known danger. Eekener will sleep 
more soundly when that stretch is 
passed. To land without destroying 
the ship probably would be impos­
sible. Bringing such a craft to earth 
is an operation, requiring ten men 
below for every man in the dirigi­
ble’s crew.

The Pacific ocean apparently con­
cerns Eekener but slightly. He will 
fly north of ship lanes, along the 
Aleutian island group to the vicini­
ty of Seattle, Wash., where he will 
turn south to his first American 
stop at Los Angeles. A new test 
awaits the Graf Zeppelin between 
Los Angeles and Lakehurst on the 
final lap during which the Rocky 
mountain chain must be crossed in 
the vicinity of Tucson. Ariz. Val­
leys are more to a Zeppelin’s liking. 
The atmosphere into which Rocky 
mountain peaks thrust upward, is 
light in comparison to that nearer 
sea level and the lifting power of 
the Graf’s hydrogen bags will be re­
duced in proportion.

"Our route will depend on weath­
er conditions,” Eekener explained. 
“I would like to take the northern 
route through Siberia and down the 
coast of Saghalieh to Tokio But we 
may have to follow the trans-Si­
berian railway.

“That will be the most difficult 
part of our journey—over Siberia to 
Japan.”
