HEARING ON ABANDONMENT IS 
SCHEDULED AT WASHINGTON 

BEFORE I. C. C.

Oral argument on application of J. 
L. -Lancaster and C. L. Wallace, as 
receivers of the Texas & Pacific 
Railway Company for a certification 
of public convenience and necessity 
authorizing the abandonment and 
disriiantling of the Midland and Nôïth- 
western Railway will he heard Dec. 
3rd at 10 a. m. at the office of the 
Interstate Commerce Commission in 
Washington, according to a com­
munication received by the Midland 
Chamber of Commerce. The hearing 
is to" he held before the entire com­
mission.

Following the hearing at Midland 
before Commissioner Disque, argu­
ments were heard before the Inter­
state Commerce Commission which 
declined to assume jurisdiction of the 
road, declaring the matter to be pure­
ly an Intrastate question. Earnest 
May, assistant Attorney general of 
Texas, immediately filed suit to com­
pel the Texas & Pacific to operate 
the road.

The Texas & Pacific, however filed 
another brief again praying the In­
terstate Commission to assume juris­
diction and issue an order permitting 
them to dismantle the Midland and 
Northwestern. The Assistant At­
torney General filed his reply, and 
the oral argument Dec. 3rd is a re­
sult of this new move by the Texas 
and Pacific.

Save Pie-Melons

To Fight Rabbits
Farmers who have pie melons, or 

Citrons as they are also called, are 
urged to gather them now and put 
them in their barns or bank them. 
They can he baked like sweet potatoes 
or turnips.

The County Agent and Chamber of 
Commerce expect to continue their 
campaign against jack rabbits, and 
experiments have shown that pie 
melons are the best medium for 
poisoning the pests. Farmers who 
have more pie melons than they will 
need for their own poisoning oper­
ations will likely find a ready sale 
for the melons in the winter and 
early spring.

Last year one man sold all the pie 
melons he put up. He received $1.50 
for six melons o f average size. One 
farmer reported killing 600 jack rab­
bits with three poisoned pie melons.

The melons should be hauled in 
here before they freeze and rot.

Tolbert Installing
Cleaning Machinery

Harry Tolbert has just completed 
installation of new and up to date 
machinery for cleaning garments, ,the 
equipment being the latest of the 
Glover Continuous Flow system.

A new iron building, with concrete 
floor, has been erected on the alley 
across from the rear of The Report­
er Office, and the machinery is housed 
therein. Underground tanks contain 
the gasoline, which flows continuous­
ly in to the cleaner. All gasoline 
containing dirt and sediment is car­
ried out without being run through 
the garments, the clean gasoline 
flowing in at the same time.

A dryer, or deodorizer then takes 
charge of the clothing, whirling them 
about in a circular machine at a 
rapid rate, extracting the odor of 
gasoline. These machines are pro­
pelled by electricity, a three horse 
power motor being installed in the 
building.

FLEW FROM SAN ANTONIO TO 
WASHINGTON AND NEW 

YORK

According to an article in the 
Abilene Reporter yesterday, and mes­
sages received by Mr. and Mrs. J. V. 
Hobbs, their son, Lieutenant J. Frank 
Hobbs, of the Reserve Corps, U. S. 
Army, has returned to Abilene after 
a twenty day air trip from San An­
tonio to Washington, New York and 
return.

He left Kelly Field on October 12, 
at 8 o’clock, with Lieutenant O. A. 
Anderson of the Air service, U. S. 
Army, and while on the trip flew 
3451 miles in 34 hours and five min­
utes.

lieutenant Hobbs had applied to 
the chief of the Air Service at Wash­
ington for the trip, and was duly ap­
pointed. These trips are being made 
to establish records as to the cost and 
time required for cross country flights 
so that civilian companies may know­
how to estimate the cost of operating 
such lines.

Frank’s longest flight was from 
New York to Dayton, Ohio, when they 
were in the air seven hours and twen­
ty minutes. From Columbus to Day- 
ton, they were forced to fly against 
a forty five mile headwind; but on the 
rest of the journey, they maintained 
an average speed of 100 miles per 
hour.

The plane was a 12 cylinder De- 
Haviland, with a 300 horse-power 
Liberty motor. They spent five days 
in Washington, and visited many 
other interesting points.

85.33 PER CENT PASS AND 170
WIN DISTINCTION IN GRADES

ENROLLMENT INCREASING

Reports from our city schools for 
the first six weeks show that 85.33 
per cent of the pupils passed in their 
work and 170 won distinction in grades 
for the six weeks. There were also 
12 additional pupils in high school 
who failed to pass on their averages 
but who passed in three subjects. 
The reports from the different de­
partments, which follow, will show 
the pel' cent|j> by departments. It 
will he recalled that conditions in the 
high school are rather crowded, and 
that has some hearing on the subject, 
there being 55 in the ninth grade, 
43 m the tenth grade and 35 in the 
eleventh grade. Under present con­
ditions, these can not be seetionized 
and are required to recite in one class. 
When we recall that 30 pupils i< the 
class is the maximum number al­
lowed by the Department of Educa­
tion in high schools of the rank of 
ours, we can have some idea of how 
badly we are crowded.

The reports also show an increased 
enrollment over last year. Last year 
the first month enrollment was 463. 
This year our first month enrollment

Was 519, an increase of 56. Last 
year the second month showed 478. 
This year the second month shows 
527, an increase of 49. Figures on 
averages for the two months for each 
year, this is an increase of 11.25 per 
cent. Last year the enrollment went 
to 607 during the year. At the same 
rate of increase, the enrollment this 
year will reach 675 or 700.

During the first month this year, 
three rooms averaged above 98 in 
attendance. They were:

During the second month, which 
ended Friday, October 30, the fol­
lowing rooms averaged more than 98
per cent.

2-4 baptisms for every hour, 576 for 
every day, 3,990 per week, 17,292 per 
month and 207,510 per year.

Prominent in the achievement of 
this result has been the Home Mis­
sion Board of the Southern Baptist 
Convention, with headquarters iu 
Atlanta, Ga. This board, organized 
eighty years ago has, within that 
time, more than a million baptisms 
and 1.426.386 additions to the 
churches to show for the labors of its 
missionaries, while the agents of the 
board have within that period raised 
and disbursed in mission work in 
the South, Panama and Cuba the 
sum of $18,213,336.10.

Last 22 Years Productive
The larger part of these achieve­

ments of the Home Board has 
come during the past 22 years, cov­
ering the secretaryship of Dr. E. D. 
Gray. Under Dr. Gray’s administra­
tion the workers of the board have 
baptized 662,497 persons, received 1,- 
122,344 persons into the churches 
and organized 4,997 new churches. 
Within the same period the agents 
of the board have raised aad dis­
bursed in mission work the sum of 
$14,723,595.87.

The evangelistic department of the 
Home Mission Board has been its 
greatest single evangelistic asset. 
This department has been without 
an active head recently, but the 
board has just called to that posi­
tion Dr. Ellis A. Fuller of Green 
ville, S. C., and ‘ he entered upon 
his work October 1. He is a young 
man of college and seminary train­
ing and has been unusually succes- 
ful in soul winning and other phases 
of work as a pastor.

Southern Baptists have been far 
more successful in winning converts 
and church members than they have 
been in the generai spiritual develop­
ment of the members, it is pointed 
out. In the hope of bringing about 
a development of the 3,574,531 mem­
bers of the denomination to the, 
point where all of them will have a 
share in supporting all the mission­
ary, educational and benevolent work 
fostered by the denomination, an 
Every Member Canvass will be con­
ducted In a majority of the 27,000 
Baptist churches throughout the 
South, during the late fall and win­
ter, the majority of the states em­
ploying the week of Dec. 6-13.

The canvass will be conducted un­

der thè general auspices of the Co­
operative Program, which is foster­
ing state, homi anti foreign missions, 
the Baptiit schools, hospitals and 
orphanages, and the work of minis­
terial relief. The ideal toward which 
the commission is striving is that of 
every member, giving every week 
to every cause in proportion to his 
ability, through his local church. As 
fully as possible individual Baptists 
are being urged to give a tenth of 
thek income to Christian work.

So extensively have the various 
missionary and benevolent enter­
prises fostered by Southern Baptists 
grown in recent years that it now 
requires a minimum of $12,000.000 
per year to keep the work growing. 
Each state is being asked to pro­
vide its proportionate share oí this 
amount. The state boards, in turn, 
áre asking the respective associa­
tions in their states to accept defi­
nite quotas for 1926, and the associa­
tions, in turn, are asking the local 
churches to assume a definite pro­
portion of the association»] objective 
for the year.

Syrup Mill Here Is 
County Agent’s Plan

— o—
Plans are afoot for the opening of 

a syrup mill here next year. County 
Agent J. B. Snider is signing up 
acreage to guarantee the opening of 
the mill.

Any farmer who will agree to 
plant from one acre up to any amount 
of Japanese' seeded ribbon pane is 
urged to see the County Agent and 
indicate his willingness to plant the 
cane.

J. L. Hankala, Midland farmer, 
who has put up thousands of gallons 
of ribbon cane and seeded ribbon 
cane syrup in East Texas, where 
syrup making is an art, has agreed 
to put in a first class mill and make 
syrup on a toll basis if as much as 
109 acres is assured. He will guar­
antee that the cost to the producer 
for getting his syrup made will not 
be over fifty per cent of the syrup 
made. It may be less.

County Agent Snyder has already 
had a request from a large grocery 
wishing to buy the product o f the 
Midland mill. The syrup made here 
is of extra fine quality. A good 
local market as well as out-of-town 
market is assured.

Farmers who want their own syrup 
or wish to sell syrup should see the 
county agent at once. More than 25 
farmers have already agreed to raise 
some of the Japanese seeded ribbon 
cane next season.

COLDS ARE DANGEROUS

The season of the so-called “ com­
mon cold” is again with us when the 
red-nosed, sneezing, hawking indi­
vidual is met with in all places of 
industrial and other walks of life, and 
through necessity is tolerated by 
polite society. That such a person 
is a menance to others is the opinion 
of Dr. H. 0. Sappington, state health 
officer, who has this to say about 
colds:

“ The common cold occurs more 
frequently than any other disease, 
and is generally regarded in a very 
trivial manner, supposedly because 
it is such a common thing to have 
one. However, this is not the right 
attitude to have towards colds, for if 
not always dangerous within them­
selves, they weaken the system and 
lower bodily resistance, thereby mak­
ing their victims prey to attacks from 
other- disease germs, especially those 
of influenza and pneumonia.

There are various kinds of colds, 
and they are transmitted from one 
person to another by direct or indirect 
contact. Just what causes colds is 
not definitely known, there being 
probably several causitive factors.

PREVENTION OF COLDS
“ As a cold is a communicable di­

sease, it would be well if it could be 
handled as other communicable di­
seases, isolating the patient suf­
fering from it from contact with 
others. Owing to the commonness 
of colds, it is impractical to use such 
methods, but always avoid one suf­
fering from this disease as much as 
possible. Other rules to be observed 
in preventing colds are:

Avoid sudden changes of body tem­
perature, as this lessens the body’s 
protective forces against the infect­
ive material causing colds.

Provide proper ventilation for 
rooms, and where rooms are heated 
with stoves, keep a vessel of^vater 
on the stove so that the evaporation 
will insure sufficient humidity.

Dress so as to keep warm but not 
in a cumbersome manner, and eat 
nourishing, digestible food. Take 
plenty of exercise in the open air, and 
strive to keep thé body in good 
physical condition.
