Harold W. Todd is seeking finan-
cial backing in Midland for a pro-
posed attempt at setting a new solo
endurance flight record designed to
‘toss into discard the record of 35
hours, 26 minutes and seven seconds
set by Captain Hawks, holder of
east-west and west-east transcon-
tinental records. :

Todd, who has a notable fhght
record with the U. S. Navy, believes
that with a J-5 powered biplane he
can do the job. His experience in the
air'as pilot of many:kinds of planes,
including the smallest seaplanes to
the largest amphibians, leads him to
believe that the fore compartment
of a ship, designed for mail,”can be
fitted with auxiliary tanks which

- will enable him to stow 150 gallons
of gasoline, which would give him a
cruising time of 15 hours. Refueling,
the problem of a solo endurance
flight, would be facilitated through
a funnel connection to the tanks of

. the plane which would be beside the
pilot in the rear cockpit from which
position Todd will fly the ship. Todd
will refuel the plane twice daily dur-
