PLANS PERFECTED
FOR MORE POULTRY

COUNTY AGENT RECOMMENDS
BUYING PULLETS FROM
PEDIGREED STRAIN

The boys and girls of Midland
County will be given an opportunity
this year to get in the poultry busi-
nesg in a small way. The Midland
County Chamber of Commerce," the
banks and all business men are work-
ing together in order to stimulate egg
production on the farms and ranches
of thig section. It is ‘a well known
fact that there is never an over sup-
ply of eggs during the fall and winter
months, and this is when we want
eggs produced in Midland County.

The plan that is being formulated
at the present is as follows: Every
boy and girl will be given an oppor-
tunity to join a poultry club this
winter, White Leghorn pullets of
high hreeding will be furnished by,
the banks and business men at actual
cost. By getting stock in large quan-
tities quite a saving will result. Where
there is a lack of money just at this
time the banks will take noteg from
the boys or giris for enough money
to: buy: at ‘least 15 two months old
pullets. It is thought: best ' that
pullets be’ supplied instead of baby
chicks on account of there being such
a high death rate where no facilities
.are available for raising them. These
pullets will cost from $1,10 to $1.35
per head which might appear high
but when considering the fact that
they are from trap mested flocks of
high producers, bred to lay in the fall
and winter, they are by far the best
investment that can be had.

Experience is teaching poultry
raisers that a small flock of fall and
winter layers make much greater re~ -
turng than a large flock that only
lays in the spring and summen when
eggs ave cheap, The most perfectly
balarced feed will not make summer.
layers lay eggs in the winter. On the
other hand g poorly balanced feed
will not make any of them lay no
matter how they are bred.

Feeding, culling and proper mating
of the poultry flocks for fall and
winter eggs will be the object of this
poultry campaign, Parents of the
boys and girls of Midland County are
asked to cooperate in this understand-
ing, as well as taking a hand in the
matter themselves. We believe Mid-
land County can be made one of the
important poultry counties in West
Texas. We believe that Midland
County should be shipping eggs out
instead of shipping cold storage eggs
in for winter consumption.

Attractive and substantial prizes
will be offered to boys and girls in
Midland County who make good rec-
ords with their flocks. A poultry
show will be held next winter to de-
termine just what has been done in
the poultry business. County Agent,
Snider will assist in promoting this
industry, and should any one want
baby chicks, pullets or eggs he will
be glad to put them in touch with
the most reliable breeders in the
State.

Employment of a school nurse in a
community adds point to health teach-
ings in the schools. The number of

* cities in the United States employing
nurses has more than doubled in the
past ten years, and the proportionate
figure for nural schools is even great-
er. No uniformity has yet been
reached as to terms of contract or
duties required of the school nurse,
but in 116 out of 179 cities having

. a population of 30,000 or more, from
which information could be obtained
by the Interior Department, Bureau
of Education, as veported in school
health Study No. 11, the nurse is em-
ployed for the school year, and in 58
for the calender year. The average
number of children per nurse is about
3,000, varing from 800 to as many as
7,000. In some cities the applicant
must stand examination, in others a

certificate 'as registered nurse is re-
quired. The salary ranges from $637
to $2,700. In 110 of the cities sick
leave with pay is granted, in 102 va-
cation with pay and benefit of the re-
tirement fund in 41.

When the beginner in golf gets the
first ideas regarding the swing, pref-
erably from a professional teacher, he
should carefully note the gswings of
noted players. It is gheer folly to copy
the methaeds of other beginners and
equally bad to be guided by the misin-
formation so freely ladled out by per-
sons who talk from the heights of what
they are pleased to think is their gu-
perior knowledge.

The beginner ig well advised to learn
at least the rudiments from the 1nan
who knows, the profesgsional, and then
studiously to watch the expert. In
this way one can learn the mechanics
of the swing and is on the way toward
perfecting his or her own swing. It
may take years of such watchfulness
to learn definitely that the crucial part
of the swing ig what might be called
the stroke, the full time that the club
and ball are in contact. We will know
some time the duration of this contact
through superspeedy motion pictures.
It may be one inch or it may he six.
We do know, however, that the ball is
compressed to half its dlameter by the
impact. One can prove this by dust-
ing the face of the club with powder
and taking a full swing at the ball.
The impression left on the club face 18
as great in diameter as the ball itgelf,
the markings being duplicated on the
club face.

In watching the experts, pay no at-
tention to the ball. Watch only for
that part of the actlon in which you
temporarily are the most inteiested.
By thls method of watching one can
really learn the methods of the stars,
If one watches the ball that is all one
cag see.

erhaps the best method of all is to
watch moving pictures of actual
strokes. They have taught more facts
regarding the golf swing than ever
were known before. Do not pay any
attention to still pictures. All of them
are posed conventionally. They. may
look pretty but not one in a hundred
gives a correct likeneds of the form
shown in play. And keep In mind con-
stantly the culmination of all the ele-
ments of the swing in the timing. One
can be letter-perfect in every element
of the swing and remain & poor player
through lack of timing,

Nearly every golfer develops callous
spots that become 8o sore as to need
special treatment. Usually the spot is
covered with tape. One often sees
bands of tape on a half dozen fingers.
Other 9lavers loge much of the sense
of “feel” f;y wearfng‘ gloves.

Barring the painless callouses that
often develop and that do no harm, it
may be said with the most perfect con-
fidence that the sore spots come be-
cause of some error in the grip. The
Vardon grip, perhaps because it is in
more general use, seems to causge-sore
spots peculiar to itself. The player
will find a callous, developing into a
sore spot, on the inside of the third
finger of the right hand and one on top
of the middle knuckle of the first fin-
ger of the left hand. Such sore spots
are sure indications thaf the right
hand grips too hard. If the Sore spot
on the first finger of the left hand is
next the second finger, and especially
if there is a sore spot on the inside of
that finger next the thumb, there is no
question of the grip being at fault. Not
only does the right hand grip too close-
ly, but the right little finger rides be-
tween the first and second fingers of
the left hand. That must be changed
at once, The place for the right little
finger is exacfly over the fir§t finger
of the left hand and it must never
press 8o hard even as to make a cal-
lous, let alone a sore spot.

The remedy is not hard. Probably
you have been using too loose a grip
with the left hand. Practice swinging
a  club with the Left hang until you
know you control {t perfectly ‘3’1}# ﬂ_l&}
hand alone. {Then try it by letting the
right hand rlde in its regular position
put with no pressure. Probably that is
enough pressure at any time. About
the only function of the right hand
and arm is to keep out of the way un-
til after the elub has begun to descend
on the hall. Then the right shoulder
gets to work and forces the forefinger
of, the right hand against the shaft
when the wrists begin their whip,

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Mexico Train Is :
Held Up By Bandits

—0—

Mexico City, Jan. 11—The first eye
witness of the attack by bandits on
the Guadalajara, Mexico City pas-
senger train Saturday night to reach
Mexico City was G. M. Wynkoop, re-
presentative of the Buick Motor Co.,
who arrived today.

Mr. Wynkoop said all male pas-
sengers in the pullman were lined up
outgide the train and robbed but
were not physically hurt., The women
passengers in the pullman were not
molested.

Myr. Wynkoop reported that nearly
all the train crew was murdered, but
the conductor was spared. He was
unable to estimate the number of
Mezxican passengerg killed because of
the darkness in which the attack was
made. ;

He described the situation during
the robbery as terrifying. The ban-
dits were shooting recklessly while
they looted the train and set fire to
the coaches. Above the noise of the
shots and fire he heard shrieks and
shouts. The pullman passengers
saw the second and third class coach-
es burned but were unable to inter-
vene or investigate.

Only two Americans were passen-
gers on the train which was held up
Saturday night by bandits who mur-
dered at least fifty persons. They
were C. M. Wynkoop of Berryville,
Va., representative of the Buick

Motor company, and a mining man

named Russell from Pachueca. Both
were robbed of all their belongings
but were not harmed. They were pas-
sengers on the pullman of the train.
C. H. Sharratt, manager of the
Gaudalajara branch of the Bank of
Montreal, wasg not aboard the train,
but his wifie and five months old
baby were passengers on the way to
Mexico City to visit relatives. They
reached Guadalajara unharmed.

The Bank of Montreals offices here
have received no information con-
cerning the Sharratts.

Investigation by the bank of Mon-
treal and also by general manager
Holowal of the railroad have been
without results but it is believed the
Sharratts are safe as it appears no
pullman passengers were killed.

Penniless survivors, stripped of all
their belongings, began arriving in
Guadalajara today to tell a tale of
horror unequalled in Mexico’s criminal
annalg for years.

An unknown number of bandits

| were engaged. They boarded the
‘| train as passengers.

When  near
Yurecuaro station they locked the
doors of the coaches, slit the throats
of the train guards or shot them as
they slept, and systematically knifed
or shot most of the train crew.

They then began robbing the pas-
sengers, murdering every one who
resisted. The survivors described the
scene in the coaches as ghastly, the
imprisoned passengers beseeching for
mercy, many only to be butchered at
the whim of the bandits.

UNIVERSITY OF BRITISH COLUM-

BiA IN NEW HOME

—0—

A brilliant future is predicted for
the University of British Columbia,
now that it is ‘“done with tents and
hovels” and is in possesion of its
superb new plant at Point Grey,
states BErnest L. Harris, American
Council General at Vancouver, in a
report quoted in school life, a publi-
cation of the Iifterior department,
Bureau of Education. The Universi-
ty was established by the provincial
legislature of Byitish Columbia in
1890 and began its corporative exis-
tence in 1915. 1t is an intergal part
of the educational system of the pro-
vince, and as its calendar states, its
policy is to promote education in gen-
eral and specifieally to serve its con-
stituency by teaching, research, and
extension work. The new buildings
were formerly opened September 22,
1925. They are of granite, of a
modified Gothic style, and are hand-
some and dignified. The site over-
Ioks the gulf of Georgia near Van-
couver, and an expressive mountain
range gives it an imposing back-
ground. v

Because of its proximity to Ameri-
can universities and the ease of com-
munication with them, it is probable
the relations of the new university
with American institutions will be
closer than with other Canadian
universities.
