Carrying the campaign of eradleat-

it is very strongly intrenched is one of
the newer developments in the nation-

liwide program .to rout the disease.

A survey just completed by the bureau
of animal industry, United States De-
partment of Agriculture, shows the
aggressive action taken by many coun-
ties.

The eradication of tuberculosis un-
der the “area” plan is now being con-
ducted in 84 of the 98 counties hay-
ing more than 15 per cent of tuber-
culosis infection among cattle, and in
54 of 165 counties containing .cattle
that are tuberculous to the extent of
more than 7 per cent but not more
than 15 per cent. Thas about one-
third of the most badly infected coun-
ties have eradication work under way.
Two of the counties, formerly very
seriougly affected, have already re-
duced the infection to 0.5 per cent or
less and are in the “modified accred-
ited area” class.

There are 241 counties in the coun-
try where tuberculosis among -cattle
exists to the extent of more than 3
per cent and up to 7 per cent. Of
these counties 93 are conducting area
work to eradicate the disease and 8

~of them already have qualified as mod-

ified accredited areas. The work is
also going forward rapidly in the more
lightly infested areas where sentiment
strongly favors eradicating the dis-
ease before it becomes more serious.
At the beginning of 1926 the list of
modified accredited areas totaled 149
counties, thus Indicating excellent
progress toward the conquest of dis-
ease.

Danger of Bloating to
Horses Put on Alfalfa

Most farmers keep horses off of al-
falfa pasture because of -danger of
bloating. As to cattle, many people
pasture them on alfalfa constantly
and seem to have little trouble. How-
ever, many cases of bloating ‘are re-
ported each year, and it is well to
take a few precautions when pastur-
ing this wonderful plant. When start-
ing cattle on it they should be turned
in when they are full of grain and hay,
so that they won't gorge themselves
on alfalfa at the start. Then you may
leave them on the pasture continu-
ously. Some people take the cows off
the alfalfa when dew er rain is on it,
but others do not and they seem to get
along all right. If an animal does
bloat theré is no occasion to become
alarmed. Give her a quart of water
in -which has been added one-half
ounce of formalin. Then put a wooden
“bit” in her mouth and fashion some
sort of bridle to hold it there. After
the cow has recovered a second
drench, composed of one pound of ep-
som salts and a half ounce of ground
ginger in one pint of tepid water,
should be administered,

Bicarbonate of Soda Is

Efficient as Corrective

Bicarbonate of soda has often been
suggested as an efficient corrective of
sundry young lamb troubles. When
bought by the keg or from. the drug-
gist who confesses it iS elieap by the
keg, any farmer can afford to use it,
says a writer in the Ohio Farmer.

Popularly, in case of human diges-
tion, this baking soda is supposed to
he merely an active corrective of acid
digestion, but here and there one finds
people having long used soda as a
cathartic, PRl

The sheep man who is at all
troubled with constipation of ewes or
lambs or who loses large lambs in fifs
of acute indigestion, or “lamb chol-
era,” may well try a dash of soda in
the salt before lambing and quite lih-
eral use in salt until the lambs are
well started. The writer had often
used a half-and-half mixture of salt
and bicarbonate of soda under such
circumstances. 3

Laxative feed, of course, is the ra-
tional corrective, but all farmers with
sheep cannot always control this fac-
tor, much as they might wish it.

RAMBOUILLET GIVE
HEAVIEST FLEECES

(Prepared by the United States Depvartment
of Agriculture.)

Wool® growers are accustomed to
think that yearlings shear the heav-
iest fleeces of any age group. Recent
tests made by D. A. Spencer, in charge

of the sheep-and-wool investigations,"

Unifed States Department of Agricul
ture, do not bear out this popular be-
lief. Averaging the weight of fleeces
of 1,486 Rambouillet sheep ranging in
age from one to seven years old, he
found that the three-year-old ewes
sheared the heaviest fleeces of clean
wool produced by any group, their av-
erage being 13 per cent greater than
the average for the entire group.
The fleeces from ewes seven years
old or older averaged 15 per cent be-
low the average and were the lightest
fleeces produced by any age - group.

‘The yearlings’ fleeces were nearly 8

per cent below the average, and with
the exception of the - seven-year-old
group they were the lightest, in spite
of the fact that they had grown for
about - thirteen or fourteen months,
while all the fleeces from ewes older
than yearlings had grown exactly one
year. :

On the whole, the.data show that
the trend is up from yearlings to three-
vear-olds and down from three-year-
olds to seven-year-olds. The fleeces
were grown under practical range con-

Feed Pigs Liberally to
Obtain Greatest Gains

It has been conclusively demon-
strated many times that the younger
the animal the greater the gains it
makes from a given amount of feed. It
costs  considervably less to put 100
pounds of gain on a 40-pound pig after
weaning than to put the same gain on
8 150-pound pig. Furthermore, it costs
less to bring a pig up to the market
weight of 225 pounds, if it is kept in
strong, thrifty condition from birth
than when its growth and development
for lack of feed’ are arrested at any
time during that period,

_ In view of this, the man who feeds
his pigs-all they will eat of grain and
pasture, if a well-balanced ration is

provided, may feeal confident that his’

pigs will reach 225 pounds in weight
at a lower cost than when a very lim-
ited grain ration is fed during the
summer months while the pigs run on
pasture. When there are reasons for
believing that the early fall market
will be better than two or three

| months later there is another reason”

for crowding the pigs. During the
last 22 years the general average hog
price in Chicago was $8.75 for October
and $8.01 for December: for the last
five years it was $12.53 for October
and $11.18 for December.

The ranchmen many years ago did not
want the farmer to come to Midland,
but now the ranchmen have realized
the value of the farmer. The farm-
er has not only shown the ranchmen
the products that yield, but have
shown them the value of their land.

The nature of the Midland County
soil’is sandy and sandy loam. Un-
der the ground there is a layer of red
clay, ‘which holds the moisture. Since
the plants draw water from below
the farmers do not have to depend
entirely upon the clouds. If the crops
make a failure at Midland, one year,
the cattle will make a success.” Cot-
ton is king” at Midland, and is the
main money crop. The Midland Co.
is free from bol; weevil. ' The land
is so free from grass and weeds some
people never hoe their cotton. Cot-
ton often makes a half bale to the acre
and sometimes a bale, but the aver-
age for the past four years on im-
proved land wag about one third of
a bale per acre. Some men have
bought farms in Midland and paid
for them in one year. Midland has
an abundance of.water. The annual
rainfall of Midland is from eighteen
inches to twenty one inches. Water
is found in Midland in unlimited
quantity at forty to one hundred and
twenty feet. Midland has a temper-
ate climate. In the winter the tem-
perature averages forty degrees and
in the summer seventy four degrees.
Midland has an extensive trade ter-
ritory, El Paso being the nearest city
of importance on the west, three hun-
dred miles, San ‘Angelo to the South-
east, one hundred miles; Big Spring
to the East, forty miles; and Lub-
bock to the north, one hundred miles.
Midland is served by the Texas &
Pacific Railroad, which is one of the
main trunk lines of Texas. The Bank-
head Highway. also passes through
Midland. This is the greatest high-
way in the United States, the next
in importance being the Lincoln High-
way. This however is closed in win-
ter on account of the cold weather
and heavy snows.

Midland schools are of high rank,
having twenty seven credits of affilia-
tion with the State University. This
is equal to most cities with a popu-
lation of ten thousand. We have
three ward building besides the new
one hundred and fifty thousand dol-
lar high schoo] building. In church
buildings also we equal most cities
much larger. The Baptist, Methodist,
lics have buildings here. We have
also a public library. :

We have two banks, a modern hotel
first class stores, modern light plant,
sewerage system, water works, boot
angd saddle shop, bakery, three gins,
ball park and fair park; and best of
all a high class of citizens.

All ‘these actualities have come
from the cattle industry, but all agree
that this industry has about reached
its greatest production. If we ave t0
have further growth it will be
through farming. Enough farming

there are great possibilities. There
is enough good cotton land in Mid-
Inad County to produce
five thousand bales of good cotton
at the average of the last four years.

TILLHAN SUCCESSFUL
WITH GALF FEEDING

GIVES FIGURES ON EXPERI-
MENT MARKETING FEED,
HOGS, AND CATTLE
_0—

Experiments made here this year
by Roy Tillman, energetic young
farmer of Midland, prove that Mid-
land is a good section for finishing
Hereford cattle for the beef market
as well as being one of the world’s
most famous Hereford _ breeding
grounds. It must be admitted, how-
ever, that the chief point of interest
in feeding cattle at Midland, lies not
in the money made on the cattle them-
selves, but in the fact that the farm-
er op rancher creates his own mar-
ket for his surplus feedstuffs.

Mr. Tillman has only a few. more
of his original 36 head of calves to
deliver to a local butcher, and based
on sales already made, his profit on
the entire 36 head will be only $57.
Bighteen head of hogs he run behind
the steers will net nothing. But:two
of these died following castration and
they were all a sorry breed.

The farmer sold himself nine tons
of maize at $25 5 ton, or $225. He
sold himself 5,500 bundles of sor-
ghum fodder at five cents a bundle
or %275 and he bought $235 worth of
cotton seed meal. His 36 calves cost

him $792 making his total expehsek
not including work- $1,707.

He contracted the cattle several
weeks ago at 8% cents a pound with
an allowance of five percent for
shrinkage. The yearlings brought an
average of $49 a head, or $1,764.
Hence it is evident that the profit
on the cattle, per se, was negligible.

But Mr. Tillman thinks he was suc-
cessful enough that he will feed a
still bigger herd next year. He sees
mistakes he made, such-as not buying
better quality calves, running a sorry
grade of hogs instead of pure bred
swine. ‘He will also vary his feeding
method. But despite the fact that
the calves themselves made no profit,
the farmer points: out that he sold

‘his maize and fodder, while many

Midland County farmers have their
surplus still on hand.

The experiment convinces Mr. Tlll-
man that stock is the ideal method of
making money in Midland county.
This year he plans to have cotton,
maize, sorghum, cane hogs and cat-
tle as his main crops.

Swine Growing Will Pay
if Developed Properly

From five grade sows and a pure-
bred Berkshire sire, a swine growing
industry has been developed on the
farm of the upper coastal plain branch
station near Rocky Mount that is re-
turning approximately $3,000 per year
to the farm. :

“This is an instance of profits In
swine raising when the work is start-
ed in the right way,” says Prof. R. S.
Curtis, animal husbhandman ‘at the
North Carolina State college. “This
work was started only four years ago
and was begun by selecting from a car
of hogs that we secured in Georgia for
feeding purposes, five of the best-look-
ing brood sows. These we crossed
with a pure-bred Berkshire sire and
pow from the farm we are . shipping |
annually two carloads of fat hogs, one
in the spring and one in the fall. In
about two weeks’ time, Prof. Earl Hos-
-tetler, who has charge of our swine
work, will ship 60 head of 200-pound,
well finished hogs to the Richmond
market.”

Professor Curtis states that this is
one idea that should be adopted by
Parnyers ali ‘over North Carolina. The
total cost of the hogs used to start
this work ‘did not exceed $75, and from
this stefrt has grown a two-carload
business annually returning approxi-
mately $3,000. .

twelve days old hatched about equally
‘well. Some. eggs held even as long as
eighteen days, hatched chicks, but in
mogt * cases those held longer - than
twelve days did not do well. ' In fact,
the longer they were held past the
twelve-day maximum, the lower the
percentage recorded. 2

Professor Stevenson also tried.the
hatching quality of clean eggs, washed
eggs and dirty eggs. The clean
eggs hatched much better than the
others. Washing the eggs seemed
to fill the pores of the shell, thereby
preventing air from entering. Slightly
dirty eggs hatched. fairly well, but
those covered with manure or broken
egg yolk were not in condition for air
to penetrate through the shell and did
not hatch well.

Feeding Cod Liver Oil
to Quite Young Chicks

~ Ood liver oil may be fed to young
chicks in the amount of 1 per cent of
the mash, or one pint of oil to each

Three Importent Items
in Production of Eggs

A good ration can do but three
things—first; build up and replace
worn-down tissues of the hen’'s body;
second, furnish the body with heat and
energy; and third, manufacture eggs.

No ration can make a hen lay that
is naturally unfit or poorly developed
for laying. Immature or sickly birds
cannot be made to produce eggs by
simply giving them an egg-producing
ration. First of all, the body and
health of the fowl must be in the prop-
er condition. Then, with care and
proper food, best results will be ob-
tained ; but good care and proper feed-
ing will pot make a naturally poor
layer a high producer. This ig 3 ques-
tion of breeding and not one of feed-
ing.: These three things are of equal
importance in the production of eggs
—the breeding of the hen, ration of
‘the hen, and the.care of the hen. Two
poultrymen may get entively different
results from the,same flock and with,

thelr care and skill 'in" feeding the
birds “and In keeping them comfort-
able and conteénted. :
