NEW LOCATIONS 
ECTOR AND E

FOUR NEW WELLS TO BE PUT 
DOWN, ACCORDING TO 

i REPORTS HERE

Timbers are on the ground for a 
test by the Magnolia University No.l 
Crane County, on the north-west 
quarter of section 38, hlock 30.

Magnolia No. 2, also on the Uni­
versity, is to be located 330 feet from 
the south east corner of the same sec­
tion.

The Davis Realty Co. No. 1 has 
made a location on Section 39, Block 
30, University, Crane County. The 
location is said to be 330 feet from 
the northeast line of the southwest 
quarter.

The Tidal Oil Company, who is 
said to have bought half the acreage 
o f Turman and Maxwell near the 
Church-Fields well, is reported to be 
moving stuff in for a test on section 
34, Block 30, University, Crane Co. 
This is the same section that the 
Church-Fields well is on.

Both rigs are repox-ted to be up for 
the Cosden tests, one on the north­
east quarter of section 13, Block B-16, 
Ector County; and the other on the 
southeast quarter of section 16, Block 
B-16, Ector County.

The Cosden well in Crane County 
was reported to be at depth of 2650 
feet last Sunday, with the hole full 

* of water.
The Sims Oil Company test on the 

W. P. Edwards ranch was reported to 
be digging in a slush pit the first of 
this week.

Broderick and Calvert are reported 
to have made a sale of acreage to the 
Wrightsman Petroleum Corporation, 
o f Tulsa, running about $12,000.

New Location In
Andrews &  Winkler

Amon G. Carter, publisher of the 
Fort Worth Star Telegram, and Hen­
ry Zweifel, formerly United States 
District Attorney of the Northern 
district of Texas, now in Washington 
have made a location in the north­
west corner of Andrews County, three 
miles from the Texas-New Mexico 
line. The test will be in the south- 
east corner of section 8, Block A-55, 
public school lands.

Six miles to the south-east, over 
the line of Winkler County, R. S. 
Matthews of Tulsa recently made a 
location in the center of section 7, 
bloekA-57, public school lands.

Six or seven miles farther south­
east, also in Winkler County, George 
MeCamey has made a location in the 
center of the south line of section 
11, block 46.

These three wells in a northwest- 
southeast line, are adjacent to the 
escapment that has been mapped by 
geologists and is considered promising 
territory. It will be probably sixty 
to ninety days before the Carter & 
Zweifel, Matthews and MeCamey 
tests are spudded.

program and graduating exercises, at 
thé high school auditorium.

On Wednesday evening, the high 
school seniors will have their annual 
class day exercises, always regarded 
as one of tbe most interesting events 
of the entire series of programs.

Then on Thursday evening, the 
final graduation exercises of the high 
school will be held, at which time 
Dean White is to speak and diplomas 
to be presented.

All of the programs except the May 
Fete will be held at the high school 
auditorium, and will begin promptly 
at eight o’clock, according to sup­
erintendent W. W. Lackey.

Advise Planting-
Late Watermelons

Holly E. Roberts and County Agent 
Snider are advising Midland farmers 
to plant watermelons now, so that 
Midland will be able to supply the 
demand when the counties east of 
here have exhausted their supply.

Mr. Roberts has planted five acres 
with this in view. Mr. Snider states 
that his observation of late melons 
grown here last year leads him to 
believe that their fine quality will 
cause them to bring a better price 
that the early melons get farther 
east.

If a few cars of these melons could 
be marketed from Midland late in 
August or early in September, some 
extra revenue would be brought in­
to the county which would help out 
the growers and the entire communi­
ty, and could eventually be built up 
to supply a growing demand. .

Sees Future In

Potash Industry
Fort Worth, Texas, May 19—There 

is a possibility o f developing potash 
in West Texas to such an extent that 
it will overshadow the oil industry, 
it was asserted here Tuesday by M. 
T. I. Page, London. Page, a mining 
engineer and geologist has given much 
study to the potash deposits of West­
ern Texas and Southwestern New 
Mexico. He -represents English and 
Dutch interests.

Page expressed wonder that the 
Government has waited this long to 
make appropriations sufficient to 
make an exhaustive survey of the 
possibilities.

He pointed out that Germany in 
the past furnished and continues to 
furnish the world with potash.

Page has traveled all over the 
world for English, Dutch and Ameri­
can interests. Most of his activities 
in recent years nas been confined to 
Texas, Mexico and South America. 
He said that some time ago he had 
inspected areas in West Texas that 
caused him to believe that large de­
posits will be found in that section.

Page expressed the opinion that the 
beds will be found from 300 to 800 
feet under the surface but mainly at 
about 500 feet.

The natural resources of Texas are 
just beginning to be topped, Page de­
clared. He said the future of the 
state could only be guessed, as there 
are yet to be developed many re­
sources that will bring untold wealth.

THIRTY-TWO BOYS APPLIED FOR 
MEMBERSHIP FRIDAY

Thirty-two boys in Midland applied 
for membership in the Boy Scout or­
ganization Friday night at the con­
clusion o f an address by Scout E x­
ecutive W. S. Barcus. Some of the 
boys will be ineligible to join as they 
do not come between the ages of 12 
and 18, the national age requirement.

i J. M. CALDWELL GROWS COTTON 
WHILE WAITING ON 

CALF CROP

(By M. R. Martin In The Progressive 
Farmer.)

I suppose some people would call 
Joe M. Caldwell, Jr., o f Midland, Tex­
as, a “ book farmer’ since he was rear­
ed in the city of Midland, and never 
spent one day on a farm until he1 
finished college. His father a very 
successful lawyer, did not attempt to 
influence Joe’s choice of a vocation. 
A large number of “ father lawyers” 
oftimes want their sons to adopt their 
vocation. Joe finished A. & M. in 
the class of 1921, majoring in animal 
husbandry. It is very gratifying to 
find young men who have graduated 
from the A. & M. College o f Texas 
that have gone back to the farm, and 
are making use of the knowledge 
gained in .successfully solving farm 
problems. It is even more gratifying 
to find a town reared boy who has 
graduated from the college and is 
succeeding on the farm by using the 
information gained while in college. 
Since Midland is known everywhere 
as a “ cow town” and since ranching 
has been the chief occupation in that 
section ever since there has been a 
Midland, we suppose that Joe just 
naturally absorbed some of the ranch­
ing atmosphere, which has been very 
evident out there during all these 
yesfs. Anyway Joe majored in ani­
mal husbandry, and when he finished 
school, he had a very definite ambi­
tion to put into practice the infor­
mation which he had secured. Joe’s 
ambition was to own some of the best 
Herefords in Midland or any . other 
county. His ambition was not ham­
pered by the fact that he was not en­
dowed with unlimited capital to be­
gin with, Or that his father did not 
have a ranch for him to begin with. 
He immediately began working on a 
ranch as a “ cow puncher” . He serv­
ed six months in this apprenticeship. 
About this time Joe had decided where 
he wanted to begin his career as a 
ranchman. The .ranch which he want­
ed happened to be under lease to a 
man who was running about 400 head 
of cattle. In order to get the lease, 
Joe had to buy the cattle. Although 
the cattle in question were not as well 
bred as he wanted, he bought them 
hoping that he would he able to sell 
them and break even’ on the pur­
chase price. He finally disposed of 
all the cattle without any loss, then 
purchased 350 heifer yearlings, most 
of them purebred. He then bought 
20 purebred bulls. The knowledge 
which he had gained pertaining to 
livestock judging proved very valu­
able in the selection of his founda­
tion breeding stock. He has 20 range 
bulls that are exceptionally good in­
dividuals.

The ranch has 17% sections, most 
of which is used for pasture. One 
serious mistake which a great many 
stockmen make is to overstock the 
pasture. Joe thinks about 18 cows to 
the section is about the right num­
ber. His contention that, he had 
rather have 18 cows with sufficient 
grass to carry them in good condition 
so_ that he can expect about 95 per 
cent calf crop with small loss during 
the winter, than to have 25 cows on 
the same pasture with 'insufficient 
grass, poor per cent calf crop and 
heavy loss in winter, is well taken.

How He Got By First Two Years
I was interested to know how Joe 

had “weathered”  the first two years 
of his ranching career when-there 
was no revenue coming in from the 
cattle. He had just told me that he 
had bonrowed the money from a Mid­
land bank to buy his foundation 
stock. This question brought out the 
interesting information that Joe is 
succeeding in making the cattle bar- 
ron and “ King Cotton”  work 
together harmoniously in his schedule 
of ranching. Most of the “ Cattle Bar­
ons”  of the old school resent the in­
trusion of cotton farming in the ad­
mitted cattle country of the west. 
Here, however, we found cotton pay­
ing expenses of the ranch and helping 
to carry the interest burden of the 
cattle during the time while they were 
getting age and growth. Each year 
Joe cultivates 100 acres, 70 acres of 
cotton and 30 acres to feed. The cot­
ton produced 3-8 of a bale per acre 
last year. The 30 acres in feed pro­
duced sufficient to keep his work 
stock during the winter and also to

feed many cows that got too “ thin” to 
.endanger a good calf crop.

Without these 100 acres in farm­
ing, Joe would have found the going 
rather heavy and uncertain these past 
five years due to the uncertain and 
rather .low prices which have pre­
vailed, and to the extreme dry weather 
during two of the years.

Joe estimates that the entire over­
head per cow costs about $8 each 
year. This includes the repair and 
upkeep of the windmills, the cake 
which he buys to feed weak cows dur­
ing the winter:, the lease price on the 
ranch, and a charge of 2 per cent on 
depreciation. The past year his calf 
crop showed a net profit of about 
$12.50 per cow. He had been market­
ing the calves at 8 to 10 months of 
age when they usually weigh about 
400 pounds average.

“ I am happy to believe that this 
convention accepts Genesis as teach­
ing that man was the special crea­
tion of God and rejects every theory 
evolution or otherwise, which teaches 
that a man originated1 in, or came by 
way of, a lower animal ancestry.”

Just now Texas Is 

fairly ablaze with 
wild f l o w e r s  ol 
every kind. Florists 
with all their skill 
are unable to cope 
with Nature in the 
variety and profus­
ion of blossoms that 
everywhere delight 
the eye. And Na­

ture in Texas when at her best is sc 
lavish with her offerings that one 
never ceases to wonder how so mucti 
can be offered. Almost every field 
and hillside and waste place affords 
a different view, each vieing with the 
other in its charms. The Universitj 
of Texas is to have a great botanical 
garden at Austin, and it is hoped tha1 
spaces may be set aside for the preser­
vation of every kind of native shrut 
and flower known to Texas so thai 
none of the beauties of plant or bloom 
may be lost to future generations, a 
place where Nature lovers may come 
to admire and to study all that the 
Giver of Ail Good has to offer those 
who live in Texas.

* * •
Growing Interest in Chickens.

To some it may be a rather prosaic 
turn from flowers to chickens, but the 
newspapers will not let us forget that 
Texas is paying more and more atten­
tion to the growing of chickens and 
that the chicken busines is becoming 
one of the great industries of the 
State. There is hardly a county now 
that hasn’t a number of “commercial” 
incubators, where eggs are hatched 
and young chickens are sold by the 
thousands and tens of thousands. The 
time is soon coming in Texas when a 
form without a flock of chickens will 
be the exception and the farmer with­
out an interest in chickens will be re­
garded as wholly unprogressive. There 
are now hundreds of families in Texas 
that are making chicken farming their 
major interest, and all of them appear 
prosperous and contented,

* .
The Harvest of Grain.

Texas has never before had such an 
abundant crop of wheat and oats al­
most ready for the harvest. In some 
parts of the State the binders are al­
ready running and with a few weeks 
of fair weather the great crop will 
be harvested. The winter rains gave 
more encouragement to diversified 
farming than all the preachments of 
the platforms and press and the late 
season, while -deplored by many, wili 
further encourage the extensive plant-' 
ing of many acres to feedstuffs that 
would otherwise have been put. in cot­
ton. When the farmers learn to prac­
tice diversification in a businesslike 
way, without being forced to it by 
the seasons, farming in Texas will be­
come a more stable and satisfying oc­
cupation.

■ *  »  *

Maintaining Public Roads.
With few- exceptions there is genera] 

zomplaint about the upkeep of Texas 
highways under the system now in 
practice of letting contracts for main­
taining the roads to individuals or cor­
porations. It is impossible to deter­
mine whether a road is being kept up 
to the right standard, and it is but 
natural for contractors to give them­
selves the benefit of the doubt and 
to make all the profit possible out of 
their contracts. In this way some 
have come to regard a road contract as 
a sort of private snap, if reports are 
to be credited. In other words, some 
contractors are tempted to do as little 
work as possible for the pay they re­
ceive. Some counties are now asking 
tiiat they he allowed to bid on the 
maintenance of their own roads in or­
der that there may be a sense of local 
community responsibility for proper 
road upkeep at the lowest cost to tax 
payers.

*  *  . *

Fleeting Reputation;
Texas will soon be in a fever of ex­

citement over politics and much in­
terest will center around various can­
didates for office. In all campaigns 
the people come to think of the elec­
tion of their candidates as essential to 
the public welfare and candidates 
themselves are likeiy to regard their 
personalities as of great importance. 
Only those who have already served 
the people and stepped aside know 
just how insignificant the service of 
any one person can be. It takes at 
least a majority of the people to make 
a good government. Some may be of 
more help than others, but all are 
needed. We are too inclined to elect 
men to office and leave to them all the 
burdens. After they have served either 
as candidates or as officials they are 
soon forgotten.

The death of Judge A. B. Parker in 
New York is a reminder of the quick­
ness wflh which men are forgotten. 
How many persona would recall him 
to mind, without being told, as the 
democratic candidate for president 
against Roosevelt. He soon passed 
out of mind, as all others pass, of his 
most enthusiastic supporters, and the 
world moved on as before.

Hailstorms, winds and torrential 

rains have partly devastated some 
small sections of Texas this spring, 
but almost before they had passed 
over the work of recuperation had 
started. It is fortunate that the things 
that appear fer a time as insurmount­
able difficulties may soon be over­
come where the right spirit exists, and 
Texas may be relied upon for that 
spirit.

tally inadequate service. At the in­
stigation of the Midland Chamber, 
Stanton City officials and the Stanton 
Chamber of Commerce also wrote the 
Southern Ice & Utilities, and Odessa 
was also urged to write.

The letter from Mr. Dawley to the 
Midland Chamber of Commerce Sec­
retary follows:
Dear Sir:—-

“ This will acknowledge receipt of 
your letter of the 13th inst., reciting 
at considerable length the status of j 
our company in Midland and the poor j 
quality of our light service. j

“ Needless to say, it Is with regret 
that we learn that our company is in 
such bad repute for this reason, and 
if conditions are half as bad as out­
lined in your letter, the people in 
Midland have been very indulgent and 
patient.

“ In this connection, however, some 
time sinee authorization was made 
for additional equipment to be install­
ed in the generating station to more 
than double the power capacity of 
that plant, and specifications have 
about been completed. We are ad­
vised that we can secure early ship­
ment of all this material from the 
factories, and therefore we do not an­
ticipate any serious delay in getting 
new equipment installed.

“ We do not want to ask too much 
from our good patrons, but hope we 
can secure their indulgence for the 
short time necessary to make these 
changes, as the season is at hand 

| when the load is becoming less heavy 
and the serious condition you mention 
will he remedied by the middle of the 
summer.

“ The writer will also accept your 
invitation to visit Midland at an early 
date and bring this matter under per­
sonal observation, and will make it 
a point t° call upon you at that time.”
