Ditching 
has already been started, and machin­
ery for the booster station has been 
trucked down the line to the point 
where it will be located.

The Hughes Construction Com­
pany, with a big force of men, is do­
ing the excavation work preparatory 
to building the four huge tanks, and 
a spur track is being built by the T. 
and P- for the loading rack.

According to Mr. Patterson, in 
charge of the Midland office of the 
Gulf Production Company, the pro­
ject should be completed in from 35 
to 40 days. .

AJJ of the producing wells have, 
been pinched down to ajjlow of about 
fifty per cent of their capacity, and 
the total daily production is averag­
ing- something over 6,000 barrels. 
The wells were making better than 
12,000 barrels per day before being , 
pinched down.
. With the increasing production in 
the field, the pipe line is coming just 
in time, as there will be a world of 
oil to handle.

A contract for drilling, a test well 
in Eddy, • County, in southeastern 
New-Mexico, for potash exploration 
purposes, has been awai-ded to the 
Sullivan Machinery Comi/any, Chir 
cago, 111., by Scott Turner, Director 

| of the Bureau of Mines, with the ap­
proval of the secretary of commerce, 

i The bid submitted by this company 
j was the lowest of four bids received 
The company will immediately move 
equipment to the site designated, and 
it is anticipated that drilling opera­
tions will begin within about three 
weeks.

This action will mark the begin­
ning of the actual drilling- campaign 
under the supervision of the Federal 
Government in the effort to obtain 
ample domestic potash supplies. The 
site on which the test well is to be 
drilled is located on public lands of 
the United States, and is therefore 
not subject to restrictions in the en­
abling act which require the nego­
tiation of leases with all owners of 
land or mineral rights within a ra­
dius of one mile of any proposed test 
hole. The site is in NW 1-4 of Sec­
tion 13, Township 17s, range 31E, ap­
proximately 35 miles east of Artesia 
N. Mex., and is within the area recent­
ly announced by the United States 
Geological Survey'as holding great 
promise for the discovery of com- 

I mercial potash beds. The site is ap- 
i proximately 20 miles distant from the 
| McNutt test well, recently drilled by 
private interests, cores from which 
demonstrate the existence of teen 
groups of beds containing potash- 
bearing salts of possible commercial 
interest. Cuttings from a number of 
oil wells ¿rilled ni the vicinity have 
also indicated the existence of potash 
beds.

Texas Second in Exports
Texas was close to New York and 

was more than double any other state 
in exports for the third quarter of 
1926. New York exported goods 
amounting to $195,379,000; those of 
Texas to $184,499,192. Pensylvania 
came next with $83,248,000. That is 
somethin gfor Texas to brag about, 
but the figures reveal something of 
which to be ashamed. A large part 
of New Yorks’ exports was manufac­
tured commodities of all kinds, espec­
ially cotton and woolen goods made 
from products, grown in Texas and 
manufactured in New York. When 
Texas uses .its ideal capital for 
building manufactories instead of 
lending it to New York captialists at 
low interest, there to be used in man­
ufacturing industries, Texas exports 
will more than double those of the 
'■‘little old New York,” When that 
will be dene is largely Up to Texas 
banktsf, vtfĉ eh \aft|er all, determine 
the use of the finances of the State.

Good Times Ahead
Despite the low price of cotton, 

Texas is unsually prosperous, for 
even the cotton has brought more 
money into circulation than usual be­
cause of the large acreage and pro­
duction. The money spent for labor 
in growing, picking, ginning, selling 
and shipping has far exceeded that 
of any former year, the growers be­
ing the only persons who have suf­
fered any loss. The winter to this 
time has been all that could be de­
sired. The weather has been mild 
and winter grown products have es­
caped frost injury; rains have been 
abundant; the grass range is fine; 
cattle, sheep and goats are in the 
pink of condition; poultry yards are 
enriching their owners ; dairymen is 
increasing; pecan ‘ti;ees and fruits 
have yielded abundant fruitage; pan- 
tries are filled; the State government 
is in safe hands, Let us rejoice.

Texas Coal Mines
Texas is ocming into notice as a 

coal-mining State, and the coal pro­
duction is increasing.. There are 37 
bituminous coal mines in the State, 
employing 2,108 men and producing 
1,008,375 tons of coal. About half of 
this is produced by machinery, the 
rest by hand. While Texas produces 
but a comparative small part of the 
coal consumed in this country, the 
production amounts to considerable 
in the State’s wealth.

Punis hthe Small Offender
San Ai^tor^o reports 70 alrrest)B 

on a recent Sunday. More than half 
of these were on minor gambling 
charges. When the small gambler is 
fined a small amount, he immediately 
starts gambling again to recoup his 
losses. If gambling doesn’t prove 
remunerative enough, the gambler is 
likely to resort to hi-jacking, burg­
lary, or other criminal methods of 
getting money without effort. The 
only way to check gambling is to 
make it decidedly unremunerative 
and this, probably could best be done 
By cumulative punishment for the 
gambler.

Small Farming Pays 
The Denton Record Chronical tells 

how J. P. Sitz and wife, living a few 
miles out of Denton, make farming 
pay well on 40 acre farm. Mr. Sitz 
says 40 acres is enough for a farmer 
to work to make money. He plants no 
cotton; he has an orchard of an acre 
or so, he milks eight cows, he has 
100 or 125 hens, he grows sweet and 
irish potatoes and other vegetables 
enough to sell; he raises hogs; he fer­
tilizes his land; he pays cash for 
what he buys; he works.

What’s Doing
In West Texas

The West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce is mjaintainling ;,an (informa­
tional and legislative bureau in Aus­
tin during- the session of the Legis­
lature with manager Homer D. Wade 
in charge. This bureau is located at 
218-219 Littlefield Building and is 
at the service of all West Texans. 
Those desiring information on legis­
lative matters or desiring service of 
the West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce in legislative matters are in­
vited to write the bureau concerning 
their needs.

Manager Wade is issuing each week 
a legislative letter concerning acti­
vities in the state legislature. He 
will keep West Texans informed of 
the matters of legislation concerning 
West Texas, and will undertake to 
give a weekly digest of the proceed­
ings in Austin. This letter will go 
to all Chamber of Commerce sec­
retaries in West Texas, will go to 
all officers and directors and unit di­
rectors of West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce, and wiii be sent to all 
members of the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce who will write to the 
general offices at Stamford, Texas, 
that they would like to receiver same. 
There will, of course, be no charge 
for the service.

West Texas fored well in the or­
ganization of the legislature and in 
committee assignments for the past 
week. Hon. R. L. Bobbitt of Laredo 
was elected speaker without oppo­
sition. Another West Texan, Carl P. 
Phinney of Brownwood, was selected 
as chief clerk of the House. West 
Texas was signally honored by the 
appointment of committee chairmen. 
Dewey Young of Wellington becomes 
chairman of the committee on reven­
ue and taxation. Lee Satterwhite of 
Amarillo chairman of the Penitentiary 
Committee, Cecil Storey of Vernon 
is chairman of the Oil and Gas Mines 
Committee. Chairmanship of the 
Committee on Municipal and private 
Corporations fell to E. S. Cummings 
of Abilene; George Kemble of Fort 
Worth was made chairma nof the in­
surance committee; Grady Wood­
ruff of Decatur was appointed chair­
man of the Committee on Eleemos- 
nary Institutions. The Committee 
on Criminal Jurisprudence will be 
headed by Alfred Petsch of Fi-eder- 
icksburg. The Chairmanship of the 
Committee on Commerce goes to H. 
M. Hagaman of Ranger.

Mr. Wade in his first report de­
clares that the West Texas group 
in the legislature is recognized as 
one of the strongest contingents in 
the state law making body. The 
stand together for the good of West 
Texas and work as a unit on legisla­
tion affecting this section of the 
State. He reports that the hoppers 
of both houses are filled with a mass 
of bills seeking to regulate every 
line of human endeavor in Texas. 
However, this is customary for the 
first week of a new legislature. Some 
bills die in the committee rooms. 
Others fall in the houses. Within a 
fortnight the matters o;f legislation 
to be considered by both houses will 
begin to take shape and the attitude 
of West Texas Chamber of Commerce 
concerning the different bills will be 
announced as they take form.

In the opinion of Mr. Wade, the 
present session of the West Texas 
legislature bids fair to he a con­
structive session, and he is optomis- 
tic of the outlook.

Chicken Industry

There were, in last weeks paper, 
some four or five ads concerned with 
the buying or selling of chickens.

A Newspaper Disadvantage
A story, (an article I should say 

lest the reader mistake) and an edi­
torial last week commented on the 
fact that big things were happening 
in Midland, but that it was impos­
sible at the time to print the news 
for various reasons. The institutions 
and individuals connected with the 
new enterprises desire that no pub­
licity be given until plans are finally 
consummated.

Now, having not the slightest ink­
ling of the big news, I am free to 
speak on the matter. A paper in a 
small city either has to hold back 
news until it is really stale or else 
publish everything everytime. In 
the first case news is kept back in 
order that the wrath of interested 
pai ties might not swoop down upon 
the poor editor. In the second case 
the editor braves all and incurs the 
anger (in many cases) of persons for 
writing of prematured plans.

One is as bad as the other for the 
editor. In the latter case he wil) have 
a fine paper with all the news in it 
but circulation may fall off. This is 
obviously something to be devoted. In 
holding back news stories for weeks 
at a time the whole community soon 
learns of the thing by word passed 
from mouth to mouth. Then when 
the paper is allowed to print the story 
few read it except perhaps to glean 
a few details.

The main fault lies with the per­
sons who are busy with some big 
business transaction or merger or 
anything that makes real news. They 
are rushed to death with the work 
of putting the thing across hut not 
so rushed that they do not find time 
to drop and scatter a few hints and 
so the seed is planted. In general 
newspaper reporters are a very keen 
species. They find out.

This discussion is leadin gnowherp 
in particular, but regardless gentle 
reader, do not scorn and apply the 
lash of epithets to a news story which 
you allready knew weeks hack. The 
editor may have known weeks before 
you did but was duty bound not to 
reveal his knowledge. It is a piti­
able state nevertheless.

A  newspaper ad states “ Produc­
tion facilities 25 hours per day.”  You 
have heard of “ Out where Men are 
Men?”  Well, this is out “ Days are 
Days.”
