Helpful Health
Suggestions

. CARE OF THE TEETH

At an early age the child should
be taught the habits of mouth hy-
giene. As soon as possible it should
be provided with a ‘“baby - sized”
tocthbrush, and interest stimulated
in its use. The baby teeth should be
carefully *watehed by the mother,
and: at the first signs of decay, re-
paired at once by a dentist. This
is. most important. Baby teeth ful-
fill' a definite scheme in nature’s
plan of the dental arch, and they
must be preserved until the perma-
nent  teeth are ready +to come
Jthrough. If, through neglect and de-
cay, baby teeth are prematurely lost,
‘the permanent teeth may later come
ithrough in a slightly obligue or
‘crowded position and cause either
‘arr  unsightly arrangement or a
change in formation of the jaw,
iwhich can be corrected only by long
idrawn-out and expensive teeth-
straightening treatment.

As the child passes along through
‘the grade and high school ages, it
/15, presumed that daily hygiene has
-become a fixed hahit, Proper brush-
'ing of the teeth, the cleansing of all
iareas of the teeth touching one
another with silk floss, the rinsing
‘of the mouth with a lime. water
:solution, should by now be matters
of routine. Furthermore, it should
have become a custom to have the
family dentist render a prophylactic
treatment about twice a year. This
consists in removing . those . hard
tartar-like deposits which gather on
teeth, especially the inner surfaces
of the lower teeth. and cannot bhe
removed by brushing.

The dentist or dental hygienist
:carefully removes such deposits by
/mechanical means and afterward
the teeth are polished.

Plea for Gehrig

The case sounded convincing. But
the second baseball writer spoke up,
in this wise:

He
drives in runs, too. T’ve heard
plenty of pitchers say they’d rather

I'pitch to anybody else in the league.

And he’s a pretty good first base-
man, too.

“Judge may he a little better
fielder, but not much.

Name
somebody better. And he might
not hit as high as Gehrig or Sim-
mons, but he hits plenty when it
counts.
