He was in the 
jail at the time of the dramatic jail 
break here when three prisoners 
assaulted D. E. Covington by slam­
ming a steel door against his head, 
knocking him out, taking his gun 
and making a break for the brush 
country surrounding Midland.

C, A. Duncan, one of the jail 
breakers, was returned to jail, as 
was one other prisoner. The third 
is still at large.

Clemons did not make an attempt 
to leave the jail with the others,

THIRD REFUELING 
GIVEN TODAY TO 
THE “ FT. WORTH”

FORT WORTH, May 21.—(A3)— 
With its motor still going good, the 
monoplane ‘’Fort Worth," attempt­
ing to break the refueling endurance 
record, is still aloft today.

The ship, piloted by R. L. Rob­
bins and Janies Kelly, has been in 
the air since Sunday morning, more 
than one fourth the time it must 
stay up to better the Question Mark’s 
record.

The third refueling took place this 
morning.

In Good Spirits
The first load of refueling gasoline 

was transferred to the endurance 
plane at 6:30 o’clock Monday morn­
ing in what J. W. Beretta, repre­
sentative of the National Aeronautic 
Association, declared to be remark­
able time. Only 20 feet of the 75- 
foot refueling hose was used and 110 
gallons of gasoline was transferred 
to the ‘‘Fort Worth” from the re­
fueling plane, piloted by K. K. Hoff­
man, in a little more than four min­
utes.

Both endurance fliers were report­
ed to be in excellent spirits whenj 
the initial refueling took place. They 
were “happy and smiling,” accord­
ing to Hoffman and H. S. Jones, 
his co-pilot, who handled the hose 
in the refueling ship.

The second refueling of the “Fort 
Worth” was requested for 1 o’clock 
Monday afternoon by Robbins but 
after a consultation members of the 
ground crew decided it would be 
safer to refuel around 3 or 4 o’clock.

To fly light at noon, when the at­
mosphere has less life than at any 
other time of the day or night, would 
be safer for the pilots and easier on 
the ship it was decided, Tire refuel­
ing ship went up at 1 o’clock with 
a message painted on its side tell­
ing Robbins and Kelly when the re­
fueling would take place.

Must Stap Up 152 1-2 Hours
To set a new world's record and 

better than now held by the “Qes- 
tion Mark" it will be necessary for 
Robins and Kelly to remain in the 
air 152 1-2 hours. That is one hour 
longer than the five and one-half 
day. record of the United States 
Army tri-motored “Question Mark.” 
Robbins and Kelly before taking off 
Sunday expressed themselves as be­
ing confident they would stay up 
seven and perhaps 10 days.

Flying On the T. A. T. Route Fort Worth to Midland
SCENERY ALONG FLIGHT DIFFERENT FROM DRAB TRIP BY AUTOMOBILE

Gives One Association With “ Aristocrats”  of the Air
By R. C. HANKINS 

(Editor’s Note: This is the sec­
ond of a series of stories of aerial 
passenger transportation between 
Fort Worth and Midland. T. A. T. 
planes daily make this trip and 
have established a record unsur­
passed by passenger Unes any­
where in the country. The writer 
received his information through, 
flying with the west bound ship, 
“Slim” Payne at the controls..)

Lakes have a quality of seeming 
physically much smaller than they 
really are from the air. Lake Cisco 
with its dam and modern fish hatch­
ery, where any kind of fish found on 
this continent are incubated by warm 
water, appears below.

Cumulous clouds, serrated like a 
bread saw on their crests and slid­
ing their bases on a line slightly 
higher than the horizon, are steep­
ed in grays and whites, and soft 
rose .

They remind 
one of the microscopic lines in the 
texture of leaves—channels joined 
by lesser ducts and ramifications.

The ceiling was now about 2500 
feet, the pilot across the aisle told 
me. As we got into the Abilene 
country the elevation of the terrain 
above sea level was 1700 feet he said, 
and we flew at 1500. The country 
with a suddenness that was almost 
unbelievable became dotted with or­
chards and checkered with farms.

Rhenstrom, chief of operations, 
moved back with us again, coming 
from the narrow little door in the 
rear of the pilot’s compartment.

T. are not fatalists. Too many avi­
ators have hindered the progress of 
sane flight by their “eat, drink and 
be merry” doctrine: they would take 
to the air in any kind of crate, do 
anything frowned upon by the laws 
of gravity, and, in general, thumb 
their noses at Fate. But T. A. T. 
pilots have been graduated from this 
inconsistent school of thought. They 
take off right, start their climbing 
turns after the instruction of veter­

an army instruction, and land with 
their hands on the throttle. A T. 
A. T. pilot who doesn't make perfect 
three-points is subject to more hu­
morous jokes from the officers of 
his company—be is deprived of the 
right to fly with passengers. Some 
of, the most noted flyers in this 
country are in this service, and in 
the service of the Aviation Corpora­
tion, which has taken over N. A. T. 
and other lines in ’a recent merger.

Nearly every great catastrophe brings with it some faint 
gleam of encouragement.

When a fire and explosion sent great clouds of poison 
gari billowing through the building- of the Cleveland Clinic, 
sending 120 people to their deaths, there was one thing 
I,hat stood out like a bright beacon of hope in the black­
ness of tragedy.
...That was the extreme heroism displayed by the men
and women who did what they could to help the victims.

Firemen dashed into the building to get those who were 
trapped in it to. safety.

Down in the basement, where huge 
qi -MPities of chemicals were stored, it was suspected that 
at :,;her explosion was being generated. Halls and rooms 
y/; filled with a hazy yellow gas— impalpable, almost 
invisible, but very deadly. Those who breathed it either 
collapsed where they stood or lived for a brief while and 
then, without warning, turned a horrible green color and

Into this sort of thing went the firemen and the police. 
One policeman carried out twenty people before the gas 
he had inhaled made him drop unconscious. They took 
him to a hospital where he died,

A dozen firemen followed him to the hospital shortly 
alter. Some of them lived and sòme of them died.
; ; Girlish nurses, incongruously dainty in their white uni­
forms, were caught in the building when fire and gas 
ch' Tged the stairways. They calmly went to work helping 
drc/g the victims to the roof, where they practiced first aid 
methods and saved many lives.

A taxi-driver left his cab and struggled into the building, 
working beside the firemen until overcome by the gas.
; A. world famous physician persisted in going into the 
building to minister to the. sufferers, until he, too, collaps­
ed,. He died a few hours later, a victim to his own unselfish 
bravery.

Solving- the Kitchen’s 
Burning Question

By SISTER MARY 
NEA Service Writer

Sometimes it seems that “tern- 
pus fugits” faster in the kitchen 
than any other place and although 
the “watched pot never boils,” if 
one takes one’s eyes for a minute 
from the vegetables on the stove 
they take it upon themselves, to burn.

Any vegetable that has just ’Start­
ed to burn can be placed -in its 
cooking pan—into a larger pan of 
cold water.' The vegetable should 
then be shaken out of the burned 
pan into a fresh pan or bowl. If 
not cooked until ■ tender, a. little 
boiling water can be added and the 
cooking finished. Season and serve 
as usual.

An excellent habit for the new 
cook to establish in herself is that 
of shaking the sauce pan in which 
the vegetable is cooking. Often the 
smooth-cut, flat surface of a vege­
table sticks and burns before the 
water is cooked away. Potatoes and 
sliced carrots are examples of veg­
etables that often scorch because of 
this flat surface.

Too much salt often has spoiled 
the soup. A remedy for this is to add 
from half to a cup of sliced raw 
potatoes to the sauce pan of soup. 
Let it stand 10 or 15 minutes, re­
move the potatoes., and serve. The 
potatoes absorb the- excess salt.

Delicately flavored vegetables such 
as asparagus and peas require very 
little salt, particularly when dress­
ed uvith butter for serving. Use salt 
sparingly, for it’s easy to add sait 
to suit individual tastes.

If the mayonnaise separates, take 
another egg yolk in a fresh bowl 
and slowly beat in the curdled dress­
ing continuing as usual until all the 
oil and lemon juice is used.

If a custard sauce curdles, beat it 
well with a wheel egg beater. This 
same egg beater will often beat the 
lumps out of a white sauce that has 
been made in too big a hurry. If the 
sauce is very lumpy it can be rub­
bed against a fine sieve and reheat­
ed.

A gelatin jelly that refuses to stif­
fen in the time required can be 
hurried if more gelatin is softened 
in cold water, dissolved over hot 
water and added at once to the of­
fending jelly.

Why not teach the children about 

trees?
I grew up on a street named 

for the arch the trees made over 
its paving stones. Yet it was twenty 
years later before I discovered 
their names. The trees have long 
since vanished but the beauty of the 
catalpa blossoms, aiid our wonder 
eft the "Indian tobies" that succeed­
ed them—the smell of the sumac 
blossoms after a warm spring rain, 
the waving plumes of the “buck­
eyes." and the industrious search 
for nuts as well as the tiny “monkey 
nuts” in the fall, are as fresh in 
my memory as if it had all hap­
pened a ’week ago.

Passed Unnoticed
Years later I made it a point to 

learn something about trees, and 
then I realized that it was strange 
that no one on the old street had 
thought it important to tell children 
the slightest thing about the ones 
that grew there. Like so many oth­
er love-ly things they were just tak­
en for granted.

When you take walks these spring 
days in the park or woods with the 
children, tear your glance away from 
the violets and all the other lowly 

¡growing things and turn it upwards, 
| for a change.

Show the children the sycamores

now before the leaves come out. They 
are among the last trees to get 
green. The beauty of the sycamores 
is in the - bark, all patchy brown 
and white. A grove of them by a 
stream in the spring sunlight is 
one of the loveliest sights in the 
world.

Beeches Have Splendor
Beeches! I would go far to sec a 

beech tree. You will love them: so 
will the children if they get to know 
them—smooth, sleek, and blue grey 
in color. A variegated beech is like 
a great bouquet in summer. The 
purple beech, also the variegated, 
are cultivated trees, how’ever. The 
wild beech is just as beautiful.

Note the silver or swamp maples 
at this time of year with their tiny 
red buds and whitish grey bark, 
they, too, are lovely now.

A little later the locusts will per­
fume the air, and after that the 
chestnuts, such as are left, alas, 
will wave their golden tassels on 
’.ugh!

You will observe that orchards 
and parks are in full leaf before 
the foods start getting green. A for­
est is seldom really green until June. 
"Wild” trees take their time. They 
know’ nature’s moods and are con­
tent to wait. The oaks are a patient 
'ol indeed.

Edward Carney, Who Held Racketeer in Philadelphia, Has Shown
Many Others That He Can't Be Bluffed

PHILADELPHIA, May 21.—(NEAj 
—“I’m not afraid of you and I 
hold you and your companion each 
in .$35,000 bail.”
■ Thus did magistrate Edward Pat­

rick Carney speak right up to Sear- 
face A1 Capone in Philadelphia when 
the nationally notorious gang lead­
er and a body guard were brought 
before him on a charge of carrying 
concealed weapons.

No other jurist ever had the cour­
age to do that. In a dozen years of 
Chicago gangland activities, Capone 
had often been arrested—and a few 
times in other cities. But always 
before he has gone free, on tiiri, 
obviously artificial technicalities.

He’s a Fighting Judge
A mere Chicago racketeer king 

means little in the life of Carney. 
He speaks right up to everybody. 
He has battled with police, denounc­
ed a mayor outside his office, raid­
ed the Ritz-Carlton hotel and de­
fied no less distinguished an offi­
cer than Brig. Gen. Smedley Butler 
of the U. S. Marine Corps.

Besides these things, Carney has 
run for office without the support 
of the dominant Vare machine— 
usually regarded as an act of politi­
cal suicide—and come out victorious.

Thus Capone, now at the begin­
ning of his first prison sentence, lias 
reason to believe he has met a 
worthy adversary.

To be held under such heavy 
on the mere charge of “ toting a rod” 
a common practice, even in Phila­
delphia—is a serious reflection on 
one’s honesty of intention to return 
to face trial.

Unafraid of Gangsters
Carney made no bones about his 

feeling toward gunmen. When De­
tective James Malone, one of Al’s 
captors in the motion picture theatre 
lebby here, began explaining the 
charge against Capone, and touched 
uopn the latter’s reputation, Carney 
interrupted him thundering:
■ "Yes, yes, I know him. Undoubt­
edly he is responsible for a great 
many murders. Authorities in some 
cities, including district attorneys, 
are afraid of him. But Philadelphia 
is not afraid of you, A1 Capone, and 
I’m not afraid of you.”

It is rumored that Capone was 
willing and even desirous of incar­
ceration, because his enemies were 
on liis trail, and because a proposed 
peace pact with “Bugs” Moran fail­
ed to materialize and lie feared to 
return to Chicago.

Even so, Carney’s courage was 
genuine. At one time he was on

When Carney heard that Hughie 
had been “bumped off", he swung 
into action and spurred on the hunt 
of the authorities for the slayers, 
a search that proved vain, but open­
ed the way for the record-breaking 
grand jury inquest that lasted for 
seven months. In spite of threats, 
Carney refused to be cowed and j 
challenged the underworld to carry j 
out its threat to “take hint for a ! 
ride.”

Bench Shorn of Dignity
Beginning his career as an of­

fice boy in the city solicitor’s office, 
Carney held numerous city hall jobs 
until elected magistrate with or­
ganization endorsement in 1920. 
Politically and personally, his ten­
dencies were independent, and while 
little dignity clothes the minor ju­
diciary bench was cast to the winds 
by Carney on his nightly expedi­
tions to dance halls.

He wouldn’t be laughed or taunt­
ed out of the practice. He liked co 
dance, and dance he did. Minor 
squabbles' and unique lectures to 
prisoners brought him frequently 
into print. One of his earliest cam­
paigns was against motorists who 
unnecessarily honked their horns m 
passing his South Philadelphia 
residence. He stayed up all hours 
arresting these offenders.

When He Opposed Butler
His war with General Butler, then 

director of Public Safety here, be­
gan when some of Butler’s zealous 
cops raided the Club Madrid. Be­
fore an understanding was reached, 
great verbal battles were fought. 
Former Mayor Freeland W. Ken- 
ciuck. who brought Butler to Phil­
adelphia, was another target for 
Carney.

Carney gained popularity With 
many be refusing to issue warrants 
to police to raid private homes. He 
renounced the mayor lor allowing 
city officials to park their automo­
biles in City Hall square. One day 
he stood outside the mayor’s office 
until tl;. executive appeared. Then 
Carney loudly shouted challenges 
reflectin0 on the mayor’s integrity.

nies operate the air mail services 
between St. Louis and Chicago, St. 
Louis and Omaha via Kansas Cit, 
and Cleveland and Louisville via Co­
lumbus and Cincinnati. It also pro­
vides passenger and express trans­
port services between Chicago and 
St. Louis, and Chicago and Cleve­
land. and passenger service between 
Tulsa and Oklahoma City, Tulsa 
and Seminole, Oklahoma -City and 
Wichita Falls, Wichita Falls and 
San Angelo, and Wichita Falls, Fort 
Worthy and Dallas.

The subsidiaries own the passen­
ger terminals, hangars and repair 
shops, and distribute airplanes and 
accessories. Schools are operated or 
about to be operated in Kansas 
City, St. Louis, Minneapolis, Okla­
homa City, Louisville, Rochester, and 
Marion, Illinois.

The Colonial Airways Corporation 
operates lines 'covering a total of 
967 miles, embracing mail and pas­
senger services between New York 
and Boston, New York and Montreal 
and Albany and Cleveland via 
Schenectady, Utica, Syracuse, Ro­
chester and Buffalo. Two trips are | 
made in each direction every day, i 
planes leaving both Boston and New j 
York early in the morning and late • 
in the afternoon.

New fourteen passenger tri-mo- ’ 
tored planes of high power and 
cruising speed are used on the lines. 
These companies also own valuable 
airport privileges and franchises at 
a number of strategically located 
points along their routes, 
subsidiaries.

The Fairchild Avitation Corpor- 
jation controls and operates a group 
of subsidiary companies, including 
Fairchild Airplanes Manufacturing 
Corporation, Fairchild Engine Cor­
poration, Fairchild Aerial Camera 
Corporation, Fairchild Aerial Sur- 

lyeys, 'Inc., Fairchild Aviation, Lim­
ited, and Faiream Realty Corpor- 

j ation. These companies are en­
gaged in the manufacture of planes, 
aerial cameras, seaplane pontoons, 
and engines.

A Canadian subsidiary for the 
manufacture of Fairchild Aircraft 
in Canada is now being formed. 
Fairchild planes have been used ex­
tensively In that country and it is 
expected that the Canadian branch 
will soon become one of the leading 
ice, pilot training schools, and aero- 
motive service over the whole South,

The Emb'ry-Riddle1 Aviation Cor­
poration operates air mail service 
between Cincinnati, Indianapolis and 
Chicago and conducts a flying school 
and other activities at Lunkon Air­
port, Cincinnati. With the acquis­
ition of the new capital provided by j 
the merger with the Aviation Cor­
poration, this company plans extens­
ive operations, particularly in the 
conducting of schools.

All those companies are coordin­
ated through the holding company, 
and the interchange of traffic, ar­
rangement of schedules and other 
details is facilitated through the as­
sociation. The Colonial lines, with 
their' important Eastern terminals, . 
connect with the Universal system 
at Cleveland. The Embry-Riddle 
route touches Universal lines at Chi­
cago and Cincinnati. The northern * 
lines are connected to the far-flung 
system of the Southern Air Trans­
port, Inc., by. the Interstate Air 
Lines, the acquisition of which was 
announced last Sunday. The Inter- 
stae lines touch Universal and Em­
bry Riddle lines at Chicago and run 
ttrough Evansville, Nashville, Chat­
tanooga into Atlanta. The line to 
the South also connects with Uni­
versal Airways at St. Louis.

This huge organization is con­
trolled by a Board of Directors 
which includes some of the foremost 
figures of American finance and 
aviation. The corporation is head­
ed by Graham E. Grosvenor, pres­
ident, and A. P. Barrett, president 
of the Southern Air Transport, Inc.,; 
vice-president.
