In a letter to the Midland Chamber of Commerce dated De­
cember 22, Judge W. R. Ely of Abilene, State Highway Commis- 
sionery, stated that he fa,vors re-topping the Bankhead Highway 
through Midland County, and that a survey will be made in order 
to keep the road in a high state of repair.

The letter is in reply to noe written by the local secretary 
upon suggestion of J. E. Hill, chairman of the highway committee 
of the Midland Chamber of Commerce, following up previous cor­
respondence and conversation on the subject.

Judge Ely’s letter shows that he is doing what he can for 
this section of the state, and is re-printed herewith:

Dear Sir:

In reply to your letter making in­
quiry to plans of the Highway De­
partment with reference to resurfac­
ing the Bankhead Highway through 
Midland County during 1928, you are 
respectfully advised that the Depart­
ment will make a careful survey of 
this highway and undertake to keep 
it  in a high state of repairs.

I have not discussed it with our en­
gineer, hut personally I would like to 
see a re-topping job through your 
county. Because of the extremely 
heavy traffic on that section of the 
Bankhead it will be next to impossi- 

t Ibk; to keep the road in a good State 
of ‘ repair for many years, and for 
that rgas.on the Department would be 
glad to co-operate with Midland Coun 
ty in putting down a high class road

A.n interesting report sent out by 
the Department of Commerce Oct­
ober 25 has reached the Reporter, 
having been sent through W. G. 
Smauder of the Southern Ice and 
Utilities CCo. to Kenneth Ambrose, 
manager here.

It gives interesting facts about the 
potash test completed in Ector Co., 
and the fifth one now being drilled 
in Crockett County:

The contract for drilling potash 
well No. 5, in the course of the Fed­
eral Government’s effort to develop 
domestic potash supplies, has been 
awarded 1 y the United Slates Bureau 
of mines, Department of Commerce 
t,o the Pennsylvania Company, Pitts­
burgh, Pa., this company having sub­
mitted -the lowest of the four bids 
received. The location of well No. 
5 is in the northwest quarter of sec­
tion 16, of the G. C. & S. F. Survey, 
on Harris Brothers’ ranch. Crock­
ett County, Texas. It is expected 
that drilling will be started immed­
iately. Drilling will be done with 
cable tols to the top of the potash 
bearing salts, a depth of approxi­
mately 1,190 feet. After the salts 
are encountered, the diamond drill 
will be employed. The well will be 
sunk to a total depth of about 2,000 
feet.

Potash well No. 4, .near Metz sid­
ing, Ector County,, Texas, which was 
started on July 26, was completed 
September 30, having been drilled to 
a depth of 2,098 feet. This well was 
drilled xvith a cable string to the top 
of the salts, 930 feet down. After 
the salt deposits were reached, core 
drilling was resorted to for the re­
maining footage of 1,169 feet, 9 in. 
The core obtained was 1,169 feet, 
9 inches in length, representing 100 
per cent core recovery. Well No. 4 
was the first of the Governments 
potash test wells in which all core 
drilling wafe tone diamond, point­
ed bits. In previously drilled wells 
- uch of the coring was done with 

bits pointed with alloy steel.
It is probable that the next potash 

test will be locatad in the McCamey 
oil field, Upton County, which is in 
the same general area in central 
western Texas in which wells Nos. 
4 and 5 are located. It is probable 
that three test wells, in addition to 
well No. 5, will be drilled during the 
present fiscal year. The cores ob­
tained as a result of drilling opera­
tions are turned over to the Uuited 
States Gelogical Survey for study 
and analysis.

Mr. Hill points out that in some cities 
the vaccination is required each year, and that it is good judjg-
ment for people to have their children vaccinated, also for older 
people to use such preventitive, on account of the crowded con­
ditions in the city at present.

One of the vital needs of the South 
is more industries, more factories. 
The South has its industries centra­
lized here and there in a few spots of 
comparatively small area. If addi­
tional industries could be brought in­
to the South and scattered through­
out our strictly rural sections it 
would not only help the South as a 
whole, but its agriculture as well. 
Our developement has been one sided. 
We are to much rural for aur own 
good. We need the balancing, even­
ing up effect that the development of 
industry would give.

Dr. H. A. Morgan, president of the 
University of Tennessee, has made a 
survey, the result of which show 
quite conclusively that “wherever in­
dustry has been decentralized and 
distributed over the rural sections 
you find more public revenue avail­
able, lower tax rates, increased value 
of agricultural products and property 
better educational advantages for 
children, life in every way richer, 
deeper, better worth the living.”

Dr. Morgan has taken 15 of the 
richest counties in each state in the 
Union and compared them with 15 of | 
the poorest counties in each state on 
a basis of assessed valuation of prop­
erty, value added by manufacturing, 
city population, county tax rate and 
native white illiteracy. On an aver­
age, the 15 rich counties have prop­
erty with an assessed value 14 times 
as great as the poor counties, 20 
times as much value added by manu­
facturing, and 60 times as many 
people living in towns and cities. 
Furthermore the average county tax 
rate of these. 15 richest counties is 
7*6 cents as compared with a rate of 
$1.09 for the poorest counties, while 
the per cent of native white illiteracy 
in the rich counties is 2.1 per cent 
as compared with 3.4 per cent in the 
poorest counties. In every case 
where the survey was made, it was 
made, it was found that people were 
better o ff where there is a fairly

even balance between agriculture and 
industry.

This does not mean that we must 
neg-lect the welfare of agriculture 
and make a play for industrial devel­
opment at the expense of agricul­
ture. It does not mean that it is 
good policy for a county to dismiss 
its county agent or its assistant coun­
ty agent and put the money into an 
industrial bureau of its chamber of 
commerce. But it does mean that 
we must recognize the fact that our 
growth has been too strictly rural, 
and that industries should be encour­
aged to come into this section in or­
der that we may even up and balance 
our development. But let manufac­
turing industries come into our sec­
tion on a fair and square basis. The 
South should not be a corporation 
baiting section, but on the other hand 
it should not show undue favoritisms 
to the manufacturing industry by 
tax exemptions of various kinds.

Agriculture is the big thing in the 
South and it will continue to be our

basic industry for many years to 
come. But it would be better for all 
concerned if manufacturing plants 
were scattered over the South as in 
the Mid-West. Let’s continue to help 
and encourage our agriculture for 
more industrial development.—  The 
Progressive Farmer.
