Predict Future for Sloan Field Fishing For Tools Is 
Completed Late 

W ednesday

Oil scouts and others in­
terested in the industry are 
“ standing guard” at the Phil­
lips Petroleum Corporation's 
No. 1 Stokes, 17 miles south­
east of Midland, this after­
noon; as the bailing of the 
fluid from the hole was, al­
most completed at noon and 
drilling the test to produc­
tion is expected momentarily.

The two strings of tools 
which have been lost in the 
hole for practically two 
weeks were successfully fish­
ed out about 7 o’clock 
Wednesday, evening, and 
when the second tower went 
on shortly after midnight the 
bailer was started to work.

Heavy Product Bailed
About 2,000 feet o f , fluid stood 

in the hole, probably the greater 
part, of which was water which has 
been running in from above during 
the time of the fishing job; and the 
remainder being emulsion, or 
churned-up oil, which has collected 
during thè same period.

The fluid and emulsion were run 
out from the bailer into ■ the slush 
pit, and. when oil scouts attempted 
to collect samples from, the jsiir- 
f4ce, the product was too thick, to 
run into the bottles..

“It- would not be possible for an 
expert to determine how much oil 
was in,‘.the 2,000 feet of fluid,” one 
seput said to a Reporter-Telegram 
representative.

Some men who were at,the well 
believed that the fluid that collected 
on the sides of the bailer as the 
bailing was nearing completion was 
more like live oil than at first, which, 
could indicate that the live oil is. 
seeping into the hole; but nothing- 
definite could be obtained on this 
subject, just after noon.

May Resume Drilling
Although members of the crew 

said this morning that they had not 
received orders to resume drilling, 
oil scouts were expecting operations 
to be resumed almost any time; and 
many believe that possibilities for 
finding the pay within a fetf inches 
or feet of the present depth of 3,915 
feet are promising.

The test is located on section 101, 
block 37, township 2-south, Midland 
county, on the J. V. Stokes ranch. 
Mr. Stokes returned from Austin 
last night and was at the test. to­
day.

Before Captain “ Red” 
Black and Lieutenant Batten 
took off in their great Key­

Money Well Spent 
"You have lost nothing by ex­

Affidavit Is Made 
Governor Moody was awaiting the 

report of the pardon board, accord-• 
ing .to press dispatches, having re­
ferred J. N. Wells and W. R. Ham­
ilton to the board yesterday . after 
they had visited his office. Hamilton 
made affidavit, and supported it -by 
telling the governor in person, with 
reference to O. C. Wells’ sentence, 
that “I was firmly of the opinion 
then, and have never changed my 
mind, that O. C. Wells was not guilty 
of the murder, and everything plain­
ly indicated to me that one Dennis 
Dixon, under sentence in two mur­
der cases totaling over 100 years, 
is tl>e man who killed J.. A MUihs 
ell.”

Couldn’t Have Escaped
Hamilton said that on the night 

of Mitchell’s murder, roads around 
Coleman were in bad condition; that 
all outlets were closely watched and 
he is convinced .that Wells, if hen 
had been fleeing could not have es­
caped the cordon laid for the slay­
er. He said also that the description 
of the murderer, as given him by 
Mrs. J. A. Mitchell, was of a man 
about 22 years old, while Wells is 
42.

It was largely on Mrs. Mitchell’s 
identification of Wells as the slay­
er of her husband, however, that the 
state relied for conviction of Wells.

Believe Dixon Guilty 
Hamilton added: “George Dibrell, 

a rancher and farmer, hired Den­
nis Dixon to work after the mur­
der, and Dixon became so uneasy 
that he might be mixed in (he af­
fair that he left Dibrell’s team hitch­
ed to the plow and left without col­
lecting his wages, and has never, as 
far as I know, asked for it, which 
would amount to several dollars.” 

Dixon . is one of two confessed 
robbers of the Hambright filling sta­
tion at Coleman in which Elgie

New Buildings Started 
By California Company

Purchase of a tract of land at the 
corner of West Illinois Avenue and 
A streets, and contract for the erec­
tion of three buildings onJ:h.e-..site, 
was executed this week by the Cal­
ifornia Company, one of the major 
oil companies moving to Midland as 
a result of the near completion of 
the Petroleum Building.

Tire lots were purchased from W. 
S. Hill, W. J. Sparks and Elliott H. 
Barron; and contract for the build­
ings was let to Crag-in and Sop. 
The lots adjoin Cragin and Son’s 
new lumber yard on the northwest. 
Construction was started Wednes­
day.

The buildings include a sub­
surface office, or geological labor­
atory, a garage or repair shop, and 
an automobile storage building, all 
to be used for employees and prop-

erty of. the California Company. 
Practically the whole tract, which is 
200 by 101 feet, will be covered by 
.the., buildings,.... ..

S. B. Cragin stated this morning 
that the job will be completed in 
about two weeks.

With the removal here of the Cal­
ifornia Company’s offices and field 
force, from 12 to 15 families will lo­
cate in Midland. Bill Simpson, mov­
ing here ¡from Colorado, has leased 
a. home now being, constructed by 
Cragin and Son, and Messrs. Crooks 
and Flood have also moved here 
with their families. Mr. Crooks 
lives at the Kercher duplex, and Mr. 
Flood in a residence owned by J. E. 
Stephens. Several others will come 
to Midland as soon as the company 
can occupy its large suite of offices 
in the Petroleum Building.

“It takes educational provision, 
law-enforcement, a sense of-moral 
and religious obligation^ and ' co­
operation rather than- extréme com­
petition to build a city such as Mid­
land seems destined to become,” Dr. 
Lee Scarborough, president of 
Southwestern Theological Seminary, 
said to a group of Rotarians seated 
at three well taken tables in the 
ballroom of Hotel Scharbauer at 
lunch today.

Dr. Scarborough, known widely 
throughout the educational and re­
ligious world was speaking on the 
essentials of “Building a City,” a 
subject which he is singularly well 
adapted to discuss. The speaker has 
been in Texas 55-years, has watched 
thé evolution of villages from then- 
first to final growth, lived in Abi­
lene when it was an antelope vil­
lage, in Waco when it was a mere 
hamlet, and in Fort Worth when it 
gave little indication of eventually 
joining the classification allotted 
the strongest Southern cities. He 
has visited and studied the great­
est cities of three continents.

“The greatest problem of the bus­
iness man is the growth of the 
city wherein he has invested, where 
lie expects to continue investment-, 
where he has surrounded his fam­
ily with what he deems essential to 
its growth and happiness.

“The business man watches in­
fluences Which go to mould the fu­
ture of the town where he lives and 
invests—those influences which are 
veritable business barometers. Too 
c-ften, however, he neglects to exert 
influence towards the end desired.

“Several things are necessary for 
growth of cities. Education must 
be provided for the young. This 
makes for more than the mental 
potential necessary to eking out a 
living in an age characterized by 
competition; it gives the adolescent 
a chance to keep himself busy with 
interesting thought, rather than al­
lowing him to haunt those places 
which would have a doubtful In­
fluence over him.

“Law enforcement is nothing 
more than liberal restraint, pre­
serving liberty through taking away 
the liberty involved in committing 
nefarious offenses. This is neces­
sary to thè correct societal life of 
the community. We must have no 
Chicago spring up like a nightshade 
growth in our Texas country.

“Moral and religious obligation is 
the oldest ethical law. No commun­
ity can bè built into a city when it 
does not conform to this feeling, a 
feeling prompted naturally in all 
men. A noted banker once said 
that no city could be built unless 
the ministry of the church were 
recognized as a medium of God.

flight to Rome.

Eleven minutes earlier the 
French monoplane Yellow 
Bird made a perfect takeoff 
on a proposed flight to 
Paris.

The Yellow Bird was piloted' by 
Jean Assolant and carried Navigator 
Rene Lafevre and Radio Operator 
Armento Lotti, Jr.

The big, speedy French plane took 
off after, a perfect run down the 
mile-long sand stretch, and Assolant 
lifted her off the ground with ah 
almost imperceptible swerve.

Pilot Roger Williams liad guided 
the Green Flash only one third of 
a mile down the natural runway 
when the craft sharply dipped, al­
most overturning.

Stalking to the 
door of the anteroom, Hamilton 
fired one shot from a .45 automatic 
pistol and Tom Walton fell dead.

“I had to protect my family,” 
Hamilton said as he gave himself 
up to the police.

Met at Game
It was at a football game last 

Thanksgiving Day that young Wal­
ton met Theresa Hamilton. They 
fell in love with each other. Ham­
ilton, according to his daughter, 
knew of the love affair in January.

Theresa said her father had 
promised not to oppose their wed­
ding if they waited until they had 
finished school. But they did not 
wait. They were married in Feb­
ruary. Walton had a different idea 
about Hamilton’s approval of the 
match, for he told his mother, the 
proprietress of a hotel here and also 
a prominent church worker, that 
“Hamilton has a million-dollar son- 
in-law picked out and when Ther­
esa married me, he was mad.”

The mother advised him to go 
and talk with Hamilton—“for he is 
a reasonable man, he’ll be sensible 
about it,” she said—and Tom went.

uuDeuevable degree. As a result, 
propellers are given more detailed 
care than most babies.

For example, in the shops of the 
Southern Aeromotive Service here, 
where I learned to be a mechanic 
in between times while I was learn­
ing to fly, the steel ‘prop’ is first 
given an acid bath—one of the doz­
ens of precautions that characterize 
this aviation industry. Cracks too 
faint to be visible but which are po­
tential trouble-makers are ferreted 
out in the acid bath and traced by 
the acid as a thin black line.

“Cracked propellers have to be 
sent back to the* factory, to be an­
nealed, re-rolled and re-tempered, 
but if the ‘prop’ is dented or bent, 
they repair it here in the Southern 
Aeromotive Service shops. With an 
electric grinder the dents are 
trimmed out and the leading edge 
—that’s the edge that catches into 
the air current and propels the 
ship forward, and the blade is thus 
conditioned.

“Once the pitch is set, the ‘prop’ 
is fastened to the nose of the ship, 
secured with an extra safety key 
and the ship is ready to go. All this 
sounds like a lengthy procedure, but 
skilled mechanics have gotten it 
down until they can do all this in 
a few minutes—with the exception 
of the acid bath—say less than half 
an horn-.”

Once more, the problem of a 
heavy power fluid has defeated the 
efforts of intrepid airmen. In order 
that great flights over long distances 
can be made, a mocking handicap 
must be carried, the weight of many 
gallons of gasoline.

Airmen have written for months, 
ever since Lindbergh made his fa­
mous flight to Paris, of the neces­
sity of a lighter fuel. More than 
one Atlantic onslaught has been de­
feated through overloading of-gaso­
line.

The two ships mentioned have 
failed once before because or weight. 
And now the French bird has climb ­
ed with its load into the air, the 
American airmen have to face fail­
ure for the second time.

NO WEDDING IN 
MIDLAND LEGAL

No "intentions to marry” had 
been filed in the Midland County 

■ Clerk’s office this morning, accord­
ing to officials. Thus, under the 
new marriage law which went into 
effect at mid-night last night, no 

..one can marry here for three days, 
unless the notice of intention to 
marry was filed and the license se- 

, .cured in some other county.

" AUSTIN, Tex., June 13.—(A3)—
' Getting married in Texas isn’t what 
it used to be. For today new' mar­
riage license laws became effective.

The girl who used to steal down 
the story-book ladder from a sec­
ond story window, many her be- 

- loved before dawn and ask her 
parents' forgiveness by noon, must 
use discretion hereafter. No longer 
can her husband-to-be get a mar­
riage license by routing the county 
clerk out of bed before daybreak; 
no longer can the would-be bride­
groom. with impunity, claim his six­
teen year old sweetheart, without

■ ■ her parents’ consent, is of legally 
, marriageable age.

. .The new law provides for the 
filing of an intention to marry 
three days before the license can be 

'■issued. That application becomes 
part of the public record, open for 
the inspection of suspicious fathers 

■or scrupulous old maid aunts. The 
application must be accompanied by 

. affidavits certifying the ages of the 
couple with “ intentions.”

But the law doesn't stop there. 
Each applicant must present a 
physician’s certificate that he. or

■ she, is free from contagious dis­
eases.

Tile new law, in fact, very nearly 
puts marriage in its proper elassi- 
Tication as a luxury. For, before 
• he can wed, the man must pay $2 
instead of $1.50 for his license; $3 

. for his physical examination; 50 
cents for each affidavit, probably 

’ ah'average of $1.50; $3 for the cere­
mony—a total of $9.50. He used to 
get married for $4.50.

DES MOINES, la., June 13—(UP) 

—.The moot question of whether 
bay rum is a face lotion or an al­
coholic beverage in Iowa is not to 
be decided for some weeks, attor­
neys for both sides having agreed to 
a continuance of the test ease, but 
in the meantime drug stores and 
shops in Des Moines will use con- 
erable care in selling the commod­
ity.

Doubt that bay rum was what it 
seemed to be—that is, an after 
shaving lotion—first dawned on 
Des Moines store keepers • a few 
weeks ago when city police walked 
into the main store of the F. W. 
Wooiworth Co., served a warrant 
charging maintenance of a liquor 
nuisance on S. A. Plankey, the 
manager, and carted off the store’s 
supply ef 1,347 three-ounce bottles 
of bay rum.

Subsequently they raided another 
Wooiworth store in Des Moines and. 
confiscated 2,000 or more bottles of- 
the lotion and lodged the same 
complaint against Neal McCarthy, 
the manager.

When the attorneys for both sides 
finally get their arguments in order 
the case will be aired in the mun­
icipal courtroom of Judge Ralph E. 
Powers. A1 Adams, assistant county 
attorney who instituted the raids 

] will seek to condemn the bay rum 
as an alcoholic drink and make his 
liquor nuisance charge stick against 
McCarthy and Plankey. If success­
ful he vail then seek to enjoin fur­
ther sale of the liquid.

Action against the store came, ac­
cording to Adams, when it was dis­
covered a great many of the drunk 
en men picked up by police were on 
"bay rum” jag's. Since sale of the 
lotion has been restricted the num­
ber of "drunks” who got that way 
on shaving lotion high balls has 
dropped off 30 per cent, Adams de­
clared.

Description of Drink
Police proceeded against the ‘‘five 

and ten" just as they might have 
against the ordinary back alley 
bootlegger or the speakeasy propri­
etor. Men first w'ere sent to the 
stores and “buys” were made. The 
raids followed.

The lotion sold by the stores and 
consumed by the drinkers, Adams 
declared, is a reputed palatable 
drink.

"Men who have become familiar 
figures in municipal court because 
of their frequent appearances on 
intoxication charges have told me 
they consider this bay rum an ex­
cellent drink, and the chemist who 
analyzed it for us says there is 
llothing injurious in it,” Adams 
said. “Many told me it made an 
excellent “eye-opener” for the 
morning after, and the “jag” it pro­
duced was a pleasant one with no 
bad after effects.”

The particular brand handled by 
the Wooiworth Company W'as man­
ufactured by the Ed Gerarde Com­
pany, of Chicago. Tire ornate label 
described it as a toilet article and 
declared it for “external use only.”

NEW UNIVERSITY MAN

AUSTIN, Texas, June 13.—Ap­
pointment of Everett Smith, who 
lidds a master of business adminis­
tration' degree from Harvard Uni­
versity, as adjunct professor of bus­
iness administration at the Univer­
sity of Texas, was approved by the 
University Board of Regents at its 
last meeting, Mr. Smith will con­
duct classes in marketing in the ab­
sence of Henry J. Rehn. who is 
spending this sumer and next year 
in graduate study at the University 
of Chicago.

LEXINGTON; Va., June 13.— 
Eleven years ago this week, Lieut. 
Matthew Volm, Imperial German 
infantry, stood watching a' group 
of queer little balloons, made ap­
parently of colored paper, float to 
the ground behind his lines. To 
each was attached a six-foct thread 
at the end of which ..dangled a I 
packet of papers'.

A German soldier ran up with ; 
t-Vo .of them and reported; ' 

"Millions b’f these are floating be- j 
hind our lines. They stick in trees; 
and come even into the trenches.1 
Lies ai-e printed in-German on the 1 
papers. See."

And back of the Allied defense,! 
French and British intelligence of­
ficers were sending up two,and one- 
half millions of these tiny oil-paper 
carriers each week. They were re­
leased to travel with dominant air 
currents -and timed to drop at spe­
cific distances in Teutonic terri­
tory' -’'bearing' messages to teach the 
German masses that the war was 
fought for world freedom, not for 
Allied conquest.

It was the idea of an, 'American 
teacher .whose contribution to Al­
lied victory came to light' this week 
in connection with the' retirement 
of. Dr. Henry Louis Smith, president 
of Washington and Lee University. 
President Smith, physicist and. ffiet- 
eOroligist, who devised the’ plan in 
1918. for the American National De­
fence Council will retire at, the elose 
of this, .year to writing and lectur­
ing, after half a century as an ed­
ucator, the last twenty-nine years 
of which have been Spent as a uni- j 
versity president. ' |

Today, Lieutenant Volm., no* 
Professor Volm of the Gentian arid 
French languages at the Virginia 
Military Institute, the campus of 
vhich adjoins that of Washington 
arid Lee university, and President 
Smith, who are neighbors in the 
academic calm of this little college 
town,. sat many thousands Of kil­
ometers from the French .battle- 
front, and recalled for a newspaper 
man the planning and the effect of 
the “balloon device” which furn­
ished the chief means of distribute 
ing the publicity which, George 
Greet, director of public ; informa­
tion during the war, declared broke 
the German morale in the summer 
of 1918.

■‘No credit is to be taken away 
from the courage of the Allies or 
the heroic, decisive charges of the 
Americans a t ' Chateau Theirry, St: 
’MihiCl, or Bellau. Wood,” Mr. Creep 
explained. “But the fact remains 
that the end came unexpectedly., 
dramatically because of a spiritual j 
collapse in Germany.

, ‘>‘in 1870, France, fought on with­
out army. food or, munitions. It 
¡was nothing but the truth that 
¡split the foundations of German 
militarism ancl brought about the ] 
'surrender when the German army 
«¡vas well equipped with supplies and 
munitions.”

IIcw complete this collapse was. 
how effective the stories about 
America dropped from the air. was 
suggested when Professor Volm re­
marked:

“I did not dream that some day 
I would live a- neighbor of the man 
who invented those balloons; that 
some day our joint purpose would 
be the training of young American 
minds!”

In the closing weeks of 1917, 
booming howitzers echoed from. 
France till they reached the quiet, 
orderly desk of President Smith at 
Lexington. A mailed fist threat­
ened Democracy.
American leaders needed' a plan to 
undermine German spirit and to 
present the American point of view 
to the German people.

The National Security League of - ; 
fered a reward for the best plan to j 
distribute Allied propaganda over 
Germany. The acceptable scheme 
came from President Smith’s study 
at Washington and Lee.

For fourteen years before coming 
to Lexington, Doctor Smith had j 
served as professor Of physics and! 
meteorology. He knew that north- i 
temperate air currents blow north- ] 
eastward almost continuously over 
Germany,

So he prepared a map of the 
currents and experimented with the 
escape -of gas through slightly por­
ous paper and other substances. 
Then he proposed releasing large 
numbers of these colored paper and 
rubber balloons, filled with coal gas 
and hydrogen. Born by the air- 
drift, each balloon would carry a 
message over the enemy lines. 
These papers, at the end of a two- 
yard thread, would flutter con­
spicuously as the carrier descended.

Size and gas; content was to deter­
mine the distance travelled before 
the balloon settled .to earth.

Success was apparent when 
American officers found that eight 
out of every ten prisoners captured 
carried'Allied propaganda in their 
pockets. Reports declared the lit­
erature "well thumbed.”

Professor Volm today told of the 
success of the., plan. “I remember 
well the use of the balloons to get 
information behind our lines.” he 
said. "We knew the balloons were 
floating continually into our terri­
tory. A reward was offered,” I be­
lieve, "by our corps headquarters 
for every balloon turned in; but, of 
course, that did not prevent a read­
ing of the messages.”
■ Before August, 1918, twenty-seven 

million leaflets had been dropped 
into Germany. They , contained 
President Wilson’s : speeches, . true 
news of vast activities in America,
. millions of cartoons, statements of 
causes,, significance and aims of the 
war.

Doctor Smith was bom at 
Greensboro, . N, C.. in 1859. He 
reaches the official retirement age 
this July, but .was asked by the 
trustees of Washington and Lee 
university to continue in office as

president until January 1, 1930.
Since coming to Washington-and 

Lee in 1912 to take administyiiijh'e 
charge of the institution, B§i:lwr 
Smith has lived in General Robert 
E. Lee’s former heme on the cam­
pus—where the Southern chieftain 
died while president of the college 
in October, 1970.

"The money I won as prize, for 
this balloon device,” President 
Smith smiled, "went toward buy* 
ing the first automobile T ever 
owned—and I was a college pres­
ident, not a college student, whei  ̂
I bought it!”

And from that moment on he car­
ried his audience with him until 
with almost a surprise he closed his 
sermon, so quickly had the time 
flown. “The first circle is that of 
the passing moment. That time 
when you meet a man or woman 
only once. I call to your mind the 
opportunity you had as you met 
that stranger today. I met several 
lor the first time. Every moment 
.spent thus will have to be account­
ed for in judgment. What will my 
record be? I call your attention to­
night to a man that met Jesus for 
the first time, or that Jesus met 
for the first time. And in that brief

moment Jesus led him to trust in 
Him. Christ met Philip one day 
on the highway and said, ‘Follow 
Me’ and from that moment on Phil­
ip became a follower of the Christ. 
Today, many times, two people met 
for the first time at the cross sec­
tions of life. This meeting was only 
for a moment, yet it held great pos­
sibilities. This man Philip got only 
one glimpse of the Savior, yet the 
course of his entire life was 
changed. What impression do you 
leave on the life that you touch once? 
I recall having set my baggage 
down in an Eastern city’s depot one 
day. I left it for a moment and 
when I returned there sat by it a 
well dressed, cultured, refined gen­
tleman. Possibly he was some out 
standing politician of his State. I 
don’t know what his life's work was 
but I do remember this one thing 
about him. When I returned and 
was seated he turned to me and 
said, “Young man, are you a Chris­
tian?” We never had met before, 
nor have we met since but I re­
member now, and have remembered 
many times,, that one brief moment. 
I met a man, who in 25 years, had 
circled the globe 19 times. He had 
traveled steamers with missionaries, 
preaohers, Christian laymen, Sun- 
day school teachers and others. He 
had ridden pullmans, autos and had 
been thrown with thousands of 
men, yet he said to me that not one 
of them in all of his journeyings 
had ever spoken to him about his 
soul. On a train out of St. Louis 
one day I spoke to the pullman 
conductor above his soul. In 10 
minutes he had put his trust in thé 
Savior. I announced it to ail in the 
car and practically every one there 
came forward and congratulated 
him on his decision. I had met 
him only once but God gave me the 
opportunity and I made use of it.”

“Then there is the circle of home, 
of relations of thé family, of your 
own blood kin. It may be the fath­
er 'is lost, or the mother. It may be 
the boy or the girl. It may be 
cousins. I do not know. But soul 
winning in the family, or blood cir­
cle is next in my mind. Are you 
trying to win your family to Christ? 
Is the father lost? It may be that 
you can’t win them because your 
own life is not right. It might call 
for much confession on your part 
but both of you would profit by it 
if you would get right yourself and 
then live the life for Christ.”

“The last circle is the business 
circle, the . social .circle; the circle 
that embraces the busy people of 
the world. Is your employer saved? 
How about y pur secretary? Is your 
grocery-man saved? Have you spok­
en to the man who’ delivers ' yoiir 
laundry, about his soul? Dear 
friends,, there is a great responsi­
bility on you as a Christian to be 
always active in tryltig to win-the 
lost to. Christ. Let iis' go out from 
this building to win the lost; Let us 
lise the morrow in speaking to’ those 
about us concerning their soul’s sal­
vation.” '

Franco-German Good Will is W elded 
B y the Graf Zep’s Faltering Flight

Rescue o f Dirigible Still Echoes th rough  the Press o f Roth Nations irai’idlyaildemcaciouslyintheface

PARIS. June 13.—The future per- 
agrations of the Graf Zeppelin, pride 
cf German dirigible construction, 
remain undetermined, but in history 
this particular airship must remain 
a messenger of goodwill among men. 
In serving as a medium to allow 
the French and Germans better to 
understand each other, it has per­
formed a mission beyond even the 
wildest dreams of Count Zeppelin 
himself.

Dr. Hugo Eckener cannot very 
well be called a second Lindbergh, 
nor can the faltering Graf Zeppelin 
be compared with the proud “Spirit 
of St. Louis", but an association of 
better feeling lias been in evidence 
because of their respective landings 
on French soil.

Lindbergh’s visit was opportune 
because it came at a time when 
there was much misunderstanding 
between French and Americans, ow­
ing to the exchange crisis here. 
Eckener’s visit, within a few days 
of the second anniversary of Lind­
bergh’s landing, came when the 
German reparations experts, were re­
sisting the terms offered by the Al­
lies, and the most extreme acrimony 
was given free’ play, ih the press of 
both France and- Germany. 1 - ■■

Enmity Is Forgotten ' ’
. ..Unwillingly, it is tine, Dr. Eckener 
brought his ship down near Toulon 
safely, thanks to the gallant aid of 
the French, and miraculously, over 
night, the press of. both countries, 
forgetting the experts and even 
burying memories of the war, spoke 
of each other with eburtesy and 
complete understanding.

“There are hazards which are 
providential,” wrote Camille Ay- 
mard, one of the foremost journal­
ists of Paris, with regard to the 
landing of the Graf Zeppelin in 
France, and he might equally as 
well have been writing of Lind­
bergh’s landing. “At an hour of 
great irritation between two peoples, 
when the sky was overcast by the 
clouds, a compelling incident hap­
pened in a critical hour which should 
have a profound repercussion be­
tween the two nations.”
I On both sides of the Rhine that 

incident is remembered. The little 
town of Cuers-Pierrefeu was locking 
up- its. .windows for the night when: 
the town crier—they are still on the 
job in villages here—shouted.thfiagh 
the streets, calling upon all vigor­
ous, men to .rush to the aerodrome, 
lire great, German Zeppelin . .wgs 
coming down, .in distress, a nef need­
ed helping hands.

Germans Were Grateful
■ German gratitude and apprecia­
tion for the generosity of French 
aid was quickly expressed officially 
and otherwise and remains undim­
inished.

“This spontaneous comprehension 
between men of Germany and men 
of France should be considered as a 
symbol,” said the Post of Berlin. 
“The eternal hostilities that poison 

j the relations between peoples and 
choke the voice of a sympathetic 
nature between beings with similar 
sorrows and troubles have their
