Barron,
Dr. Davig M. Ellis, R. D. Scruggs
and T. B. Sudderth, in response to
a request by the chairman, volun-
teered to serve in raising the dues.

President Bourland, who was
commandeered as manager upon the
resignation of Homer D. Wade, to
serve until the annual convention
at El Paso in October, outlined the
plans of the chamber to be of more
direct use to member cities, to knit
more closely with theé work of the Io-
cal chambers of commerce, and to
change its policies in Keeping with
the tremendous growtly made by
West Texas since the organization
of the chamber.

GRAF ZEPPELIN
REACHES BASE AT
 LAKEHURST TODAY

LARKEHURST, New Jersey, Aug.
29.—(#£)—Looping the loop arcund
the world in one of the greatest ex-
ploits in flying history, the German
airigible, Graf Zeppelin, settled to
earth today just 21 days, 7 hours
and 33 minutes after leaving on the
20,000 mile journey.

Actual flying time, deducting the
time' spent on the ground at Fried-
richshafen, Tokyo and Los Angeles,
the only three stops made, was 11
days, 23 hours, 14 minutes: -Both
times eclipsed the previous round
the world trip record of 23 days, 15
hours, 21 minutes which was made
by John Meas and C. B. D. Collyer.

NAVAL AIR STATION, iake-
hurst, Aug. 29.—(UP)—The Graf
Zeppelin roared into view at 6:25,
eastern standard time, completing
the first commerecial circumnaviga-
tion of the world by air. When the
Zep finally came to earth, 21 days,
7 hours and 32 minutes had been
consumed for the entire journey.
