Few Midland people al‘e falling for
that.

But the latest is: a. 'SCheme to
fleece the city of about: $3,500. This
promoter admits his’eéxpenses will
be about $2,500, and on top of that
must come his profit, which will, at
a guess, run another $1,000.

He proposes to give away an auto-
mobile in a drawing contest. Bub
the business men of Midland pay
for the auto, and a handsome profit
besides, probably more than three
times as much as the auto costs.

People with business experience
say this creates an unhealthy busi-
ness situation. In other words, Mr.
Jones, groceryman, who goes into
the auto contest, is the only grocery-
man allowed in. He doesn’t produce
much new business in Midland, but
by artificial means he takes away
the customers of Mr. Smith. He
doesn’t get Smith’s customers by
real superior worth of his goods,
by better service or any other real
merit, but by an artificial stimulus
he takes Mr. Smith’s business.

If Midland had other competitive
towns in the county, new business
could be stimulated, and maybe a
few dollars of extra husiness will
come to town, but in the main, the
$3,500 or whatever amount it is will
be permanently removed from Mid-
land, with no new goods produced,
and no new monéy liberated. As far

set up; El Paso plans to entertain
one of the greatest ‘crowds ‘ever
assembled here on October 24, 25
and 26, the dates for this affair.

tricts throughout the state wherever
practicable to reserve a balance
amounting to 500 per pupil, in order
that the per capita expenditure for
the school will be $17.00 for each

year. Of course. this is impractic-
able in state aid districts, as the
law requires an account to be taken
of all of the per capita apportion-
ment, but many of the independ-
ent districts by proper budgeting
of their accounts may be able to ad-
just their expenditures according to
the suggestion of the State Board
of Education,” a letter from Marrs
said.

“The assessment f01 county ad-
ministration  should be deducted
from the proceeds of the warrant
and placed to the credit of the ad-
ministration account provided the
per capita assessment does not ex
ceed $1.00. If in excess of $1.00, the
remainder should be deducted from
future warrants according to the
needs of the administration account.

“The county boards of education,
as well as the boards of independent
districts should issue warrants in
payment of transfer indebtedness
at once and transmit to the credit-
ors to be held as cash items. These
warrants should be paid not later
than March, 1930. .

“The boards of independent dis-
tricts of fewer than 500 scholastics
should pay the assessment for coun-
ty administration out of the pro-
ceeds of this warrant by - trans-
mitting a voucher o warrant to the
county superintendent.

“The Forty-first legislature is to
be ‘congratulated for its liberal fi-
nancial support of elementary and
secondary. education. The per capita
apportionment of $17.50 and the
rural aid appropriation of $2,500,000,
including high school tuition, is al-
most $9,000,000 in €XCess, of any ap-
propriation heretofore made for any
preceding biennium. School offi-
cials are urged to expend this money
wisely, in order that the tax payers
may be well pleased with this liberal
support.”

A total of $3,552.50 was received
in the apportionment to Midland
city and county schools.

Blanks for setting forth claims for
state aid for Cottn Flats, Stokes,
Prairie Lee and Valley View com-
munity schools have been ordered
of the state superintendent by
County Superintendent M. R. Hill
It is possible that this aid will also
be asked for Pleasant Valley, the
superintendent said. Qualifications
must be met before such aid is
granted, and the Midland county
schools fall under that qualification
without question, he said.

The state aid is granted for main-
taining schools seven months in the
year; the other two months having
to be financed: through arrange-
ments made by it and the county in
which it is located.
