Violations Must Be 
Stopped Officers 
Here Announce

Seventy-five persons have 
either paid traffic fines or 
will pay them as a result of 
rigid enforcement of regu­
lations which started Wed­
nesday afternoon.

Thirty-six persons paid 
fines this morning in the city 
police court. Red tickets are 
still being liberally distribut­
ed among those who refuse to 
consider a stop sign as more than 
a slowing down station.

Thirty-Six Pay
The minimum fine of $5 was as­

sessed in each case to those who 
appeared before City Judge Gil­
more. Maximum fine is $10 for 
such a case.

“People must learn that slewing 
up at stop signs does not constitute 
obeying of regulations,'’ Chief of 
Police Lee Haynes said this morn­
ing. “Extreme danger to life and 
property results from carelessness of 
automobile drivers in obeying traf­
fic rules.”

Haynes said that a stop sign does 
not mean a slowing down sign. He 
further said that Midland people 
must obey the regulations or pay 
fines at each offense.

Judge Gilmore said that the de­
cision to enforce the traffic regula­
tions so rigidly was not necassarily 
caused by any certain wreck.

Indifference Shown
“Midland people have lately ex­

hibited complete indifference to 
stop signs. They drive over them 
without always having the grace to 
slow down. Such constitutes dan­
ger, and this court is going to at­
tempt giving protection to pedes- 
trains and other, drivers by fining 
those drivers who disregard traffic 
laws.”

Continual sounding of whistles 
rang over the downtown business 
section this morning as officers 
watched the traffic. At the corner 
of Texas avenue and Main street 
especially were there many traffic 
offenses.

Penn’s Ector Well 
May Get Test Today
Midland oil scouts visiting the 

Penn well in Ector County today 
had not returned at press time, ac­
cording to local oil offices, and it is 
believed that the well is being giv­
en a test today as storage was near­
ing completion.

This is the first well in Ector 
County to give promise of real pro­
duction and interest is high. The 
nearest wells are on the Connell 
ranch, three miles west, but they 
are small. The Gulf wells on the 
Waddell ranch, 10 miles south and 
slightly east, are not large, and are 
in a shallower pay depth. There is 
no water in the Penn well, and the 
pressure is good, as indicated by 
the heads.

The .Gulf’s No. 8 Waddell is be­
ing drilled for the deeper pay, and 
was reported Wednesday drilling 
slightly below 3,600 feet. Produc­
tion in the pool is coming from the 
3,200-foot level. The No. 8 had a 
slight show of oil around 3,300 feet.

TheA is nothing much more 'pleasant than that -warm 
glow of satisfied virtue that comes when you feel that you 
are doing a highly righteous and praiseworthy act which 
you could very easily have avoided i f  you hadn’t been so 
upright.

Such a feeling, it is apparent, is stealing over the 
American nation today as President Hoover and Premier 
MacDonald prepare to hqld their conference on the reduc­
tion of naval armaments.

The average American seems to be convinced that 
this Conference is being held simply because this nation 
is so high-minded, idealistic and self-sacrificing that it 
can’t help giving its own selfish interests a kick in the 
pants for the sake of the rest of the world.

It’s.comforting to be able to feel that way. It’s nice»to 
be able to say, “ Look what we did in 1921— voluntarily 
cut our naval building program when there was nobody 
on earth that could have matched us if we’d gone ahead 
with it. Now we’re doing it again^-cutting down our 
armaments when it’s the other fellow that needs it more 
than we do.”

Yes, that’s very soothing. It would be even more 
soothing if it were true.

America’s action at the 1921 conference was very 
fine, indeed; but did you know that if that conference had 
not been held this country would very probably have been 
involved in a war with Japan in another 12 months or so? 
That, at any rate,- is the opinion of competent diplomats. 
Slashing our naval program then was nothing more than 
a very practical means of averting trouble.

The situation is a good deal the same today. War 
isn’t as imminent.now as it was then, of course; but there’s 
trouble in the air, and the IToover-M acDonald conference 
is a level-headed means of getting it out of the way.

Milton Bronner, European correspondent for this 
paper, recently presented an able series of articles analyz­
ing the European situation. He presented some, quite ob­
vious and unpleasant facts.

Bronner showed that Uncle Sam, quite . .literally, 
hasn’t a real friend overseas. He showed that there is an 
extremely ominous mixture of suspicion, jealousy and 
downright hatred brewing against us on the other side of 
the Atlantic. In every capital the United States is viewed 
with marked distrust.

That being the case, Bronner demonstrates clearly 
that a naval agreement with England is nothing more or 
less than ordinary, unexalted common sense on our part.

In other words, it is highly important to us, as well 
as to the British, that President Hoover and Premier Mac­
Donald reach an understanding. In agreeing to cut .down 
our fleet we shall not be making a fine, self-sacrificing ges­
ture ; we shall simply b.e serving our own best interests.

It would be a good thing if we could recognize that 
fact. Our pose of idealistic altruism doesn’t quite square 
with the facts.

We’re wondering and wondering 
why it is that so many children in 
their teens develop such an amazing 
selfishness and ingratitude towards 
their parents.

Yet the real trouble isn’t hard to 
find. It all comes directly back to 
the question of mother-love and 
mother-coddling when they are lit-

Then what is to be done if the 
emotion is to be corrected?

To begin with we suggest that a 
mother start when a child is very 
young to teach him to regard her 
with other eyes than merely as the 
source of his comfort. Have him do 
little favors for her, be quiet when 
she is ill, help her with small du­
ties, and generally turn the tide of 
his thoughts concerning her from 
the inside out instead of from the 
outside in. He cannot start too young 
t regard her as a person with feel­
ings, the same as himself.

As a boy or girl grows older a 
new angle develops and the crucial 
time occurs when his or her inter­
ests are more outside the home than 
in. If a child has learned to regard 
either father or mother merely as 
a means to get the things he wants, 
without question he will exercise his 
right now, or what he calls his right.

A Changed Viewpoint 
From the time these outside inter­

ests have their beginning—the time 
varies of course, depending, on his 
disposition—a  qlever mother will 
present herself in still another light. 
She will turn friend. It may sound 
unusual but it is not hard to under-

Two halfbacks who think alike 
and act alike shouldn’t play in the 
same backfield, Coach Clyde Little­
field of the University of Texas 
thinks.

The Texas eleven has two such 
halfbacks in Dexter Shelley and 
Milton Perkins. Each is a triple­
threat man. Each is fast, aggres­
sive, elusive. Each pimts long, high 
spirals.

“Two such valuable men don’t be­
long in the backfield at the same 
time,” Littlefield says, “Shelley is 
given first call because of his ex­
perience and Perkins is used as his 
relief man. In that way I get the 
maximum out of both of them with­
out making either one of them play 
second fiddle to the other.”

Longhorns To Play Harvard
The first Southwest Conference 

eleven came east last season when 
S. M. U. played Army at West 
Point. The Mustangs lost by one 
point, 20 to 19, but they introduced 
a new braird of football—fast, open, 
daring—to the eastern section.

Football Shorts
Elmer Layden, star fullback of 

Notre Dame’s “Four Horsemen” and 
now coach of the Duquesne Uni­

versity team, has designed a new 
style in football pants.

Layden’s new pants have the 
combination of full protection with 
little weight. Resembling the con­
ventional “shorts” worn by Boy 
Scouts, each leg of the pants ends 
just above the knee. A  basketball 
ribbed knee-guard which holds the 
stocking in place dispenses with the 
heavy and binding canvass of the 
pants now in use. This feature en­
ables the player to bend the knee 
with more freedom and run with 
greater ease.

It was Layden who originated the 
“penalty code,” a signal of signals 
fo'* football officials. He first put 
the system into practice in the Duq- 
uesne-Thiel game at Pittsburgh on 
November 17, 1928.

“Bootin’ Buff” Donneili
Duquesne has a stocky little full­

back who kicks 'with either foot and 
kicks hard. He is “Bootin’ Buff” 
Donneili, said to be the only collet 
player who can kick equally well 
with either foot.

“Two footed kickers have greater 
value than the spectator believes,” 
Layden said. “Recall the occasions 
you have seen a safety man trying 
to catch left-footed punts. The 
difficulty of handling left-footed 
spirals comes from the fact that 
most men are better right side run­
ners. They catch ordinary spirals 
with the ball drifting into them, 
giving them a start. With the left- 
footed spirals the ball slides away 
from the natural running position, 
almost invariably demanding that 
the catcher stop and then start 
again before running 'u:e ball back.”
